Washington on Saturday. Owens ignited a stagnant Creighton
defense with a career-high seven steals. She earned her first start
at Kansas on Dec. 2.

#2 Myah Mellman - So. - G

Myah set a series of career-highs with nine points in the win over
Marist on Nov. 15. She also set marks in FG (3)/FGA (6)/3FG
(3)/3EGA (6) and minutes played (15).

#3 MC McGrory - Jr. - G

MC has taken over a larger leadership role as a junior, serving as
one of the Bluejays captains. McGrory was 5-of-9 from the field,
finishing with 13 points at Kansas.

#11 Bailey Norby - So. - F
The Bluejays’ starting center this season, Bailey opened the game
versus the Jayhawks with a mid-range jumper.

#12 Lauren Works - Jr. - G
After posting double figures three times in her first two seasons,
Works has topped that total twice in the first seven games.

#14 Sydney Lamberty - So. - G

Lamberty has been a steady player for the Bluejays early sched-
ule, reaching double-figures four times including 13 agaisnt
Eastern Washington.

#20 Tessa Leytem - Sr. - G

Leytem set new career-highs with nine points on 3-of-4 from the
field against Marist.

Her larg-
est impact was Brown’s defensive effort.

Ali delivered seven points, including 2-of-3 from the field in
seven minutes against the Shockers. Ali is tied for the team lead
with 12 offensive rebounds.

#45 Audrey Faber - Fr. - F

Faber became the earliest freshman to start under Flanery, mov-
ing into the starting five in the fourth game of the season. She has
reached double-figures in all but one contest, topping 20 twice.

Brianna suffered a Jones fracture in her right foot during practice
in late November. She had successful surgery and hopes to return
later this season.

Head Coach Jim Flanery
Entering his 14th season as the
Creighton head coach and his 24th

consecutive year on the Bluejay bench, Jim
Flanery led the Bluejays to back-to-back NCAA
Tournament appearances for the first time in
school history (2012 & 2013), is the all-time vic-
tory leader for Creighton (252 and counting) and
led the Bluejays into the BIG EAST Conference
in 2013-14.

Flanery has guided the Bluejays to the
postseason 11 times, recorded eight 20-win
seasons, captured two Missouri Valley
Conference regular-season championships (2003
& 2013), an MVC Tournament Championship
(2012) and brought Creighton to the Missouri
Valley Conference Tournament championship
game four times. In addition, Creighton has
made two appearances in the WNIT Final Four
capturing the 2004 WNIT championship.

The Bluejays second season in the BIG
EAST (2014-15) was one of change,
featuring five freshmen on the bench. Creighton
closed the season with a 17-14 mark and a
10-8 record in conference action. The Bluejays
secured their eighth consecutive postseason
appearance, reaching the WNIT for the second
consecutive season.

Series with Nebraska:
The Huskers own the series lead with Creighton,
29-11. Nebraska has lost just once to the Bluejays
at home, that coming in 1993. The Bluejays own
one victory over the Huskers in Lincoln, that
coming on Dec. 10, 1993 (97-64).

Sunday will mark the second time that the
Bluejays have played in Pinnacle Bank Arena.
Creighton'’s first appearance in the Huskers” new
home was a 63-38 loss on Dec. 14, 2013.

Scouting Nebraska (5-1)
Despite not entering the game on Sunday as
a ranked opponent, Nebraska comes into the
battle with the Bluejays with a wealth of options
on the floor.

Freshman sensation Jessica Shepard leads the
way with 19.5 ppg. She has topped the 20-point
plateua in four of the Huskers” six contests.
Just a step back are guards Natalie Romero and
Rachel Theriot, who combine to average 27.5
ppg. Romero is sitting at 16.3 ppg, while Theriot
had 20 in the win over North Carolina State on
Dec. 3.

If that trio wasn't lethal enough the Huskers
also boast the former guard from Drake, Kyndal
Clark. A graduate transfer, Clark may just be
averaging 3.2 ppg but she had some of her best
efforts as a Bulldog against the Bluejays.

Outside of the loss to #1 Connecticut, the Huskers
have not not been tested. Nebraska’s victory
margins this season have been 50/45/41/61 &
21. In the five wins the Huskers are averaging
90.4 ppg, while holding the opposition to 48.8

ppg.

Keys to the Game w/Nebraska

*  Find consistency on offense: As expected
from a young team, the Bluejays have been
up and down this season. To compete with
the Huskers, the Bluejays must find some
consistency on offfense.

* Slow down Shepard: Jessica Shepard is
an imposive force in the paint. Creighton,
however, did a good job slowing down
Kansas and will need the same effort
against Nebraska.

*  Take care of the ball: Creighton is typically
adept at not committing turnovers, howev-
er the Bluejays gave the ball away 18 times
at Kansas. Against the Huskers, turnovers
usually end up as easy buckets.

Despite racing out to an early 24-12 lead, the
Creighton women'’s basketball team suffered a
67-54 loss at Kansas on Wednesday, Dec. 2.

Creighton opened the game as hot as could be,
hitting five of its first nine shots from beyond
the arc to build a 19-10 edge at the end of the
opening period.
