Setting the Scene

Dartmouth looks to bounce back from a tough finish at Harvard when the Big Green host Princeton
on Saturday in the first of two straight home games. Opening kickoff is set for 1 p.m. in an Educator
Appreciation Game and a game presented by Skinletics. The Big Green surged out of halftime at Harvard
to pull within 17-10 heading to the fourth, but couldn’t get any closer in a 31-10 defeat. Dartmouth
stands 5-2 and 2-2 in the Ivy League, hosting another 2-2 in-conference team in Princeton on Saturday.

Last time out, the Big Green got off to a slow start at No. 12/15 Harvard, trailing 17-0 at the half. But they
came out of halftime on fire, pulling within 17-10 entering the fourth quarter. But Dartmouth couldn’t
get any closer and the Crimson scored the final 14 points of the game for the 31-10 final. A key all game
was Harvard finishing 9-of-15 on third-down converstions and 2-of-4 on fourth downs. Big plays also
hurt, as the Crimson had touchdowns of 74 and 34 yards through the air.

Offensively, Dartmouth struggled to get the running game going, finishing with 61 yards on the ground,
its first time below 100 since posting 77 against Princeton on Nov. 3, 2023. Quarterback Grayson
Saunier had 48 gained, but 32 lost (which included via sacks). He finished 18-0f-32 for 200 yards
through the air, including his team-leading ninth rushing touchdown of the season. Ky’Dric Fisher
finished with a team and career high five receptions for a career-high 51 yards. Out of Fisher’s five
catches, four went for first downs (three of those four were on third down). Nick Lemon added four
catches for 52 yards while Chris Corbo tallied three for 56.

Defensively, Sean Williams and Harrison Keith each had interceptions, their fourth and third of
the season, respectively. The two starting safeties have combined for seven of the Big Green’s eight
interceptions on the season. Williams also had an interception in each of his two career games at
Harvard; Williams tallied two in 2023 against the Crimson in Cambridge. Zyion Freer-Brown tied a

career-high 12 tackles, with Joshua Johnson recording a career-high eight to go with his first-
career sack. Keith added seven tackles to a tie a career high for a second straight road game
(also recording seven at Fordham two weeks prior).

Dartmouth is now tied for fourth place in the Ivy League standings at 2-2, with Princeton and
Cornell, its next two matchups, both at home. It’s the first Saturday game between the two
sides since 2022, with them playing on ESPNU on Friday nights each of the last two seasons
(both Big Green wins). The last time they played at home, then first-year kicker Owen Zalc
knocked through a 47-yard field goal with 1:29 remaining, which proved to be the difference
ina 23-21 win.

With a Win on Saturday...

- Dartmouth would improve to 6-2 and 3-2 in the Ivy League.

- The Big Green would earn their third straight win over Princeton and fifth in their last six
tries.

- Dartmouth would pick up its seventh straight win over Princeton at home.

- The Big Green would win improve to 4-0 at home this season and win their fifth straight
home game dating back to last season.

Scouting Princeton

Princeton stands 3-4 on the season, beginning 3-2, but dropping its last two games vs. No.
Harvard (35-14) and at Cornell (20-17). The Tigers’ wins have come at Lafayette (28-28),
against Columbia (17-10) and at Brown (40-21). Two quarterbacks have seen considerable
time, led by Kai Colén, who has completed 99-0f-168 passes on the season for 1,268 yards
and nine touchdowns. Ethan Clark has 399 rushing on 86 carries (4.6 average) with five
touchdowns while Josh Robinson leads the team in receptions (26) and yards (318).

Defensively, Marco Scarano leads the way in tackles (58), with Chase Christopher right
behind (56). AJ Pigford’s two sacks lead the way while Evan Haynie owns a team-leading
three interceptions. Haynie’s 0.43 interceptions per game are second in the lvy League and
16th nationally. He’s also 13th in the country in passes defended (1.14 per game). As a team,
the Tigers are third in the national and first in the Ivy League in fewest passes intercepted (3)

Last Season at Princeton

(Nov. 8, 2024)

- On Friday, Nov. 8, the Big Green defeated Princeton 26-17, using a 21-0 second quarter to
take a commanding lead before holding on.

- Grayson Saunier rushed for a pair of touchdowns in the span of 7:16 in the second quarter,
with Jackson Proctor also finding Chris Corbo from five yards out with 15 seconds left in the
first half.

- Princeton pulled within 21-14 and 24-17 in the second half, but a safety gave the Big Green a
26-17 lead with 1:54 remaining, effectively ending the Tigers’ chances.

- A big key in the victory was senior punter Davis Golick, who tied a career high for punt
average (46.5), but he stole the show in the fourth quarter. He had punts of 62 and 59 yards
to flip the field. The second one landed at the Tigers’ 2-yard line, helping lead to the safety.
- Defensively, Micah Green and Ejike Adele each had career highs in tackles (12 and 10).

- Cameron Best-Alston and Harrison Keith, who both jumped into the starting lineup, tied
career highs in tackles with five and six, respectively.

- A big second-quarter play came from special teams, as Nico Schwikal blocked a punt (his
second-career punt block, the other coming at Penn last season). Lou Lamar recovered
it, leading to the Corbo touchdown. It was the Big Green’s first punt block since Patrick
Campbell had one against Columbia last Oct. 21.

Dominant Win Over Columbia

- The Big Green picked up a dominant 49-3 win over Columbia on Friday, Oct. 24 in a nationally-
televised game on ESPNU.

- Dartmouth scored a defensive, offensive and special teams touchdown in the first quarter
alone. Tyson Grimm had a 75-yard pick-six on the first drive of the game, Grayson Saunier
ran it in from 24 yards out on the Big Green’s first offensive series of the game and No’Koi
Maddox had a punt block and 19-yard return for a touchdown. The score reached 49-0 before
a Columbia field goal with 5:13 left in the fourth quarter.

- The 46-point victory was Dartmouth’s largest since a 56-0 win over Columbia on Oct. 26,
2013.

- The Big Green’s 35 first-half points marked their most since scoring 38 against Columbia at

Dartmouth’s largest since also leading
Marist 35-0 on the road on Oct. 19, 2019.

- Grimm’s interception for a touchdown
marked Dartmouth’s second in the last four
home games dating back to last season
(Jordan Washington had one in last year’s
season finale vs. Brown).

- Seventy-five yards also marked the Big
Green’s longest interception return for a
touchdown since David Caldwell returned
one 77 yards on Sept. 26, 2015 against
Sacred Heart.

- Dartmouth has had a blocked punt for a
touchdown in three of the last four meetings
with Columbia. In 2023, Patrick Campbell
returned one for a score, with Tevita Moimoi
doing the same in 2022.

- Saunier finished 12-of-13 passing, for a
92.3 completion percentage, becoming
just the fifth quarterback in the FCS this
season with a 90+ completion percentage
(minimum 10 completions) and first Ivy
League quarterback with a 90+ completion
percentage since Jake Willcox of Brown was
14-for-15 against Penn on Oct. 29, 2022.

- Saunier’s three rushing touchdowns
marked a career high, and marked the
second time in the last four games dating
back to last season that Dartmouth has
had a quarterback rush for three TDs in a
game (along with Jackson Proctor in last
season’s finale against Brown).

- D.J. Crowther finished with 18 carries
for 103 yards, good for his second 100-
yard game of the season. He was up to 593
yards through six games this season, the
most yards by a Big Green player through
six games since Dominick Pierre had 770
through six games in 2013.

- Saunier added 55 yards rushing, with
Desmin Jackson adding a touchdown rush.
- Nick Lemon had three catches for a
career-high 61 yards, including a career-
long 48-yard reception on Dartmouth’s first
offensive play from scrimmage.

- Luke Armistead had a 58-yard punt in the
fourth quarter, which marked a career high.
- Zyion Freer-Brown and Sean Chester each
tallied career highs in tackles with 12 and
six, respectively.

Maddox & Williams = Weekly Awards

Following the Big Green’s dominant 49-3
win over Columbia, two student-athletes
received lvy League weekly awards, with
Tyson Grimm earning Defensive Player of the
Week and No’Koi Maddox garnering Special
Teams Player of the Week. Grimm set the
tone with a 75-yard interception return for
a touchdown on the first drive of the game.
Maddox had two huge special teams plays in
the victory. The first came with 2:56 left in

Grayson O’Bara eclipsed 100 yards in each of the first two games of the
season, posting 106 vs. New Hampshire and 128 at Central Connecticut
State. He became the first Big Green player with back-to-back 100+ yard
receiving games since Hunter Hagdorn on October 22 and October 29
of 20176.

He also eclipsed 100 yards at Fordham, his third this year, making it
four times with 100+ in six games dating back to last season. O’Bara
is the first Big Green player with three games of 100+ yards receiving
in a season since Drew Estrada had three during the 2019 season.

400-Yard Club

Grayson Saunier joined an elite club when he passed for 407 yards
in Dartmouth’s 35-28 win over CCSU. He became just the fifth
different Big Green quarterback to reach 400 yards in a game, with
his total tied for fifth in program history and tied for the most by any
Dartmouth quarterback on the road ever. He was the first to reach
that plateau since Jack Heneghan passed for a school-record 440
yards in 2016 against Brown. The full list of 400-yard passers can be
found below.

Saunier’s yard total marked the most yards by an Ivy League
quarterback in a regulation game since Cole Smith of Princeton in
October of 2021.

Granite State Champs

- Dartmouth took down No. 25/23 New Hampshire to open the season
on Sept. 20 to capture the Granite Bowl over the visiting Wildcats.

- UNH jumped out to a 10-0 lead, but Dartmouth outscored the
Wildcats 27-10 the rest of the way to win its 14th season opener in
the last 15 tries.

- D.J. Crowther was the story offensively, rushing for 143 yards on 20
carries with three touchdowns, all shattering previous career highs.
He added three catches for 32 yards to finish the day with 175 yards
from scrimmage. He was named Ivy League Offensive Player of the
Week for his efforts. The touchdown runs came from four, 16 and 33
yards away.

- Quarterback Grayson Saunier finished 22-for-30 for 244 yards,
along with a rushing touchdown. Grayson O’Bara had six catches
for 106 yards, marking his second straight game with 100+ yards (he
finished 2024 with 124 vs. Brown). Chris Corbo added five receptions
for 40 yards.

- Defensively, Harrison Keith and Sean Williams each had
interceptions. Thaddeus Gianaris was stellar with six tackles,
including two tackles-for-loss, and a sack, with both tackles-for-loss
and the sack coming in the fourth quarter.

- Following the game, the Big Green began receiving votes in both
national polls.

Sensational 2024 Season

The Big Green began last season 6-0, reaching as high as No. 22 in
the national polls. Dartmouth began the season with a dominant 45-
13 win against Fordham, then won the next five games by four points
or less. In there was a historic comeback win at Yale in overtime.
The Big Green trailed 30-7 late in the third quarter and 37-16 midway

through the fourth before winning 44-43 in overtime.

Losses vs. Harvard and Cornell hurt, but the Big Green dominated
Brown, 56-28, coupled with a Harvard loss to Yale, which led to
a three-way tie for first place and the Ivy League Championship
(seeing Dartmouth, Columbia and Harvard sharing the title).

2024 Quick Hitters

- Chris Corbo’s seven touchdown receptions last season were the
most by a Big Green player since Drew Estrada had eight in 2019.

- Owen Zalc’s 34-yard field goal at Princeton ran his streak of
consecutive games with at least one FG to 17 (all but his first
collegiate game a year ago at New Hampshire). The previous lvy
record was 11 consecutive games, originally set by Brown’s Steve
Morgan almost 20 years ago. Zalc didn’t have any field goals the
following two weeks, at Cornell or vs. Brown.

Phil Steele Preseason Honors

A number of Dartmouth football student-athletes were recognized
by Phil Steele, highlighted by a nation’s leading three first team All-
Americans. Tight end Chris Corbo earned that distinction, along
with offensive lineman Delby Lemieux and kicker Owen Zalc. As
a group, the Big Green also had eight All-lvy honors, with Sean
Williams earning first team as a punt returner and second team as
a defensive back.

Tight end Chris Corbo
and offensive lineman Delby Lemieux were named to the first team,
with placekicker Owen Zalc earning second-team honors. The three
honorees mark the most in the Ivy League.

Tight end Chris Corbo was named to the East-West Shrine Bowl
1000, the watch list for the prestigious All-Star game in Frisco, Texas.
As described on the East-West Shrine Bowl website, “Every year,
approximately 1000 all-star game eligible players are drafted, signed
after the draft or attend a rookie mini-camp. Our aim is for this Shrine
Bowl 1000 to serve as a look into our scouting process, as well as begin
to preview college players who are currently all-star game eligible for
the 2026 East-West Shrine Bowl and 2026 NFL Draft class.”

Award Announced in BT’s Honor

Prior to the FBS National Championship Game in January of 2024,
Peyton Manning revealed on ESPN’s College GameDay that a new
award will be given out for the first time following the 2024 college
football season in honor of the late Dartmouth football coach Buddy
Teevens.

The Buddy Teevens Award will go to a coach who makes a lasting
impact on the game of football, on and off the field. Manning detailed
some of the innovations Teevens made to preserve and improve college
football, including the elimination of tackling from practices to reduce
injuries, inspiring the development of a robotic tackling dummy and
the hiring of women coaches, two of whom are currently coaching in
the NFL — Callie Brownson (Cleveland Browns) and Jennifer King
(Chicago Bears).

A Decade-Plus of Success

Dartmouth football returned to prominence throughout the 2010s
decade, recording a record of 70-30 (.700) over the 10 years. Only
eight teams enjoyed a higher winning percentage in that span. And
with a third consecutive 9-1 season in 2021, the Big Green enjoyed
more victories over a span of three seasons (27), four (35), five (39),
six (48) and seven (56) than at any point in their history. Dartmouth
has also added five lvy League titles since 2015 to boost its
conference-record total to 22 crowns since the league first officially
formed for the 1956 season.

Robert L. Blackman Head Foothall Coach Sammy McCorkle

Sammy McCorkle,
who had been on Buddy
Teevens’ staff since the
head coach’s return to
Hanover in 2005, was fill-
ing in as the interim head
coach for the 2023 season
following Teevens’ bicycle
accident in March of 2023
and subsequent passing on
Sept. 19. On Oct. 19 of 2023,
McCorkle had the interim tag removed as he
became the Robert L. Blackman Head Football
Coach.

McCorkle enters his third season in 2025. In
2024, the Big Green won their second straight
lvy League Championship, sharing the title
with Columbia and Harvard, and fourth in the
last five seasons. Dartmouth began the season
6-0, beginning with a convincing 45-13 win over
Fordham then five straight wins by four points
or fewer. In that stretch was a historic come-
back win at Yale. Despite trailing 30-7 late in
the third quarter and 37-16 midway through the
fourth, the Big Green scored touchdowns with
7:30, 6:34 and 1:22 remaining in regulation be-
fore topping Yale in overtime, 44-43. In the sea-
son finale, Dartmouth dominated Brown, 56-28,
to help earn a share of the championship and
up the program’s leading Ivy League Champion-
ship total to 22.

The Big Green had 15 All-lvy honorees in
2024, including Defensive Player of the Year
Ejike Adele and Special Teams Player of the
Year Owen Zalc. Adele became the Big Green’s
first Bushnell Cup winner since the Big Green
won back-to-back Defensive Player of the Year
honors in 2018 (Isiah Swann) and 2019 (Jack
Traynor). Adele was also later named a Col-
lege Sports Communicators first team Aca-
demic All-American, among a number of hon-
ors. Adele, Chris Corbo and Delby Lemieux all
received postseason All-America recognition
from various outlets, with Corbo, Lemieux and
Zalc earning preseason first team All-America
honors from Phil Steele. It marked the most
first team honorees in the nation.

As a team, the Big Green finished seventh
nationally and tops in the lvy League in rushing
defense (105.7) and fifth in the country in win-
ning percentage (80.0).

During the 2023 season, he went on to be
named the lvy League Coach of the Year, as
the Big Green earned a share of the Ivy League
Championship for the third time in four sea-
sons. It upped Dartmouth’s lvy League best
mark of championships to 21. The Big Green
won their final three games of the season, beat-
ing Princeton (23-21), Cornell (30-14) and Brown
(38-13) to finish tied with Yale and Harvard at
5-2 in league play. Dartmouth had a total of 18
honors bestowed upon its players, most of any
team in the league. Three Big Green made the
first team, six more earned a spot on the sec-
ond team and eight were honorable mentions,
plus one member of the Academic All-Ivy Team.

As a team, Dartmouth led the nation in
fewest sacks allowed (0.50 per game) and was
fourth in first down defense (allowing just 170
all season).

McCorkle, a 1996 graduate and three-time
letter winner at the University of Florida is in his
20th year on the Big Green staff, helping Dart-
mouth to the program’s 20th Ivy League cham-
pionship in 2021. In the seven seasons of 2013-
19, the Big Green were first or second in passes
defended in the Ivy League, and his secondary
was instrumental to the team’s top-12 ranking
in passing efficiency defense from 2018-21.

McCorkle’s special teams have excelled as
well, ranking among the top 25 nationally in
each of the four seasons in punt returns be-
tween 2017-21, including a pair of top-10 rank-
ings. In his first season as head coach, the Big
Green ranked seventh nationally in blocked
punts with three.

McCorkle has coached 11 players who have
earned All-lvy League First Team honors a total
of 15 times, including two-time All-American CB
Isiah Swann. No fewer than 26 of his defensive
backs have received All-lvy honors a combined
41 times, most recently safety Sean Williams
’26 (first team) in 2023.

The Dartmouth defense was 14th national-
ly in scoring defense in 2023 and 13th in 2022
after placing among the top three in the previ-
ous three seasons. The 2021 squad also ranked
fourth in fewest passing yards. And in the previ-
ous campaign of 2019, McCorkle’s players were
quite opportunistic during the season with four
pick-sixes among the five defensive scores,
fourth among FCS programs.

In 2018, the defense ranked second nation-
ally in fewest points allowed and red zone de-
fense, and fourth in total defense as Dartmouth
finished the season ranked 15th in the coaches’
poll. Three years prior, the squad led the nation
in those first two categories and was also fourth
in total defense as the Big Green won a share
of its first conference crown in 19 years. Cor-
nerback Vernon Harris 16 earned a spot on the
All-lvy First Team in 2014 and *15, and two-time
co-captain Garrett Waggoner garnered first-
team honors as a safety in both 2012 and *13.

McCorkle also mentored one of the finest
cornerbacks and return men in Dartmouth
history in Shawn Abuhoff 12, who earned first-
team All-lvy honors at both positions in 2010
and 2011.

In his first season on staff, three members
of the Green’s defensive secondary in 2005 —
Steve Jensen, Mike Ribero and lan Wilson —
earned All-lvy recognition as Dartmouth ranked
first in the league in pass defense and 14th in
the FCS.

In 2003-04, McCorkle was the head coach at
Martin County High in Stuart, Florida. In 2003,
he led Martin County to its best record in 10
years.

McCorkle previously coached at the Uni-
versity of Tennessee-Martin from 2000-02. He
coached the defensive secondary in 2000 and

was defensive coordinator in 2001-02.

From 1997-99, McCorkle was a graduate as-
sistant at his alma mater, assisting the second-
ary and special teams coaches while also scout-
ing opponents.

During the 1996-97 academic year, McCorkle
taught PE while coaching the defensive backs
and linebackers, and coordinating special teams
at Spanish River High School in Boca Raton, Fla.

McCorkle was a standout defensive back
at Florida. He played on four SEC champi-
onship teams, competed in four bowl games
(Gator, Sugar twice and Fiesta) and a national
title game. McCorkle graduated with Florida’s
single-season and career records for blocked
punts. He twice was named Florida’s special
teams player of the year.

McCorkle, was the football staff’s academic
liaison, as coordinator of the Mentoring Program
that brings Big Green football players and suc-
cessful Dartmouth alumni together to introduce
the players to business and professional oppor-
tunities when they graduate.

He and his wife, Vicki, have three daughters,
Madison, Allie and Campbell.
