LIABILITY RELEASE, INDEMNITY
& MEDICAL AUTHORIZATION
2011 DBU Patriot Baseball Camps

I am the Parent/Guardian of
minor child (“Child”). This Liability Release, Indemnity and Medical Authorization (“Release”) is
signed by me on behalf of myself, my spouse, and my Child, and shall form a binding contractual
agreement with Dallas Baptist University (“DBU”).

As used herein, “University” includes DBU, a Texas nonprofit corporation, and its past, present,
and future employees, agents, representatives, trustees, attorneys, and insurers.

1.0. Release.

1.1 I want my Child to participate in the Patriot Baseball Camps to be hosted by Dallas Baptist
University during the Fall/Winter 2011 (“Event”). I understand that the Event will involve various
activities, including games of a physical nature and other activities which expose my child to the risk
of serious physical injury. I fully understand that the risk of serious personal injury and property
damage or property loss could occur at any time during the Event and in activities in which my
Child participates during the Event.

1.2 In consideration of DBU allowing my Child to participate in this Event, and with an
understanding of the risk of personal injury, death, and property damage which could result
during this Event, I hereby COMPLETELY RELEASE and forever discharge the University from
any and ALL claims, demands, lawsuits, and liabilities which I or my Child have or may have against
the University related to any loss, damage, or injury, including suffering and death, that may be
sustained by myself or Child or by any property belonging to myself or Child because of my
Child’s participation in the Event. It is my express intent that this Release will bind my child, and
also my family members, including my spouse, if any, and that this Release include claims based
upon negligence, recklessness, and strict liability of the University, if any.

2.0 Indemnification. I agree to hold harmless and INDEMNIFY the University from any claim
by me or a member of my family, or any claim made by or on behalf of my Child, which relates
to any loss, damage, or injury, including suffering and death, that may be sustained by me or my
Child or to any property belonging to me or my Child which arises in any way out of participation
in the Event. This indemnification includes claims based upon negligence or other breach of duty
by the University.

3.0 Authorizations.

3.1 Medical. I understand that the University will not have medical personnel available while my
Child is participating in the Event, and grant permission to authorize emergency medical treatment
for my Child, if necessary in their judgment, including hospitalization and/or medical, dental and
surgicnl care, and that all actions taken by the University and all student leaders of this Event are
subject to this Release. I further understand and agree that the University does not assume any
responsibility for any injury or damage that may arise out of or in connection with such authorized
emergency medical treatment.

3.2 DBU should be aware of the following medical or health issues concerning my Child (include
medications to be taken, conditions/circumstances affecting health of Child, etc.):

3.3 Recordings. I grant permission to the University to make audio and video recordings,
including without limitation photographs (collectively “Recordings”), of my Child and to publish
or otherwise disseminate and use all Recordings however the University chooses.

4.0 Representations by Parent/Guardian.

4.1 TIam a parent or legal guardian of Child. T'am at least eighteen (18) years of age and am fully
competent to execute this Release.

4.2 T acknowledge that my Child is not required to participate in the Event. I want my Child to
participate, and my Child does so with my agreement.

4.3 Iam voluntarily executing this Release of my own free choice.

4.4 T have read this Release in its entirety, understand its terms and understand that I may consult
an attorney prior to signing it. I UNDERSTAND THAT THIS RELEASE IS A RELEASE OF
LEGAL RIGHTS.

4.5 T affirm that there are no health-related reasons or problems that would preclude or restrict
my Child’s participation in this Event, and that any health issue concerning my child has been
disclosed herein. I further warrant that I carry adequate health insurance to provide for and pay
any medical costs that may be attendant as a result of injury to me or Child while participating in
the Event.

4.6 This Release is to be governed by the laws of the State of Texas, with venue in Dallas County,
Texas. If any particular provision of this Release is prohibited by law, such prohibition will not af-
fect the validity of the remaining provisions.
