*DBU'’s weekend rotation has been a strength this
season, anchored by seniors Jordan Martinson and
MD Johnson. Martinson is fifth in DBU’s Division I
era in wins with 18, while Johnson is second with 23
wins and third in strikeouts at 219.

*Led by Bryce Ball’s seven blasts, the Patriots are
tied for 20th in the nation with 30 home runs and sit
22nd in home runs per game at 1.11.

ePatriot pitching is ranked No. 5 in the nation in
strikeouts per nine innings (10.6) and strikeout-
to-walk ratio (3.45). MD Johnson and Jordan
Martinson are Nos. 1 and 2 in the Missouri Valley
Conference, respectively, in strikeouts at 55 and 52.
*The Patriots continue to improve on impressive
numbers in the Missouri Valley Conference after
sweeping Valpo. DBU is 81-29 in conference games
since joining the MV C in 2014 and has finished first
or second in the regular season standings each season.
eJackson Glenn is tied for fourth in the nation and
leads the Missouri Valley Conference in doubles with
14. He is one short of the national lead and has five
doubles in his last five games.

*DBU leads the MVC in base on balls (132), batting
average (.290), doubles (66), doubles per game (2.44),
hits (268), home runs (30), home runs per game
(1.11), on-base percentage (.388), runs (198), scoring
(7.3), slugging percentage (.474), strikeout-to-walk
ratio (3.45), and strikeouts per nine innings (10.6).
*The Patriots are 40-for-48 stealing bases on the
season, paced by Augie Isaacson’s 15 steals in 16
attempts. DBU has been successful in 30 of its last 33
steal attempts.

*DBU set a school record for fielding percentage in

2018 with a mark of .977.Through 26 games in 2019,

the Patriots’ fielding percentage sits at .976.

*The Bears’ seven-game win streak ended Sunday in a
12-7 loss at Kansas.

*Baylor is tied with Oklahoma State for first place in
the Big 12 at 5-1 in conference play.

eJimmy Winston’s 0.56 ERA leads the Big 12 and
ranks fourth in the country. The redshirt sophomore
righty has struck out 22 batters and walked 10 and
allowed 21 hits in 32.1 innings.

*The Bears’ offense ranks fourth nationally in doubles
(65), sixth in slugging (.502), and seventh in batting
average (.321).

*Nick Loftin leads the Big 12 in batting average
(.397), hits (46), hits per game (1.70), runs (33), and
total bases (72).

*Baylor pitching leads the Big 12 and is ranked fourth
nationally in hits allowed per nine innings (6.54) and
shutouts (5). The Bears also lead the conference in
WHIP at 1.22.

*The Bears feature three qualifying batters who own
an OPS above 1.000 —Davis Wendzel (1.102), Nick
Loftin (1.076), and Cole Haring (1.013.

*Baylor is 30-for-40 in stolen base attempts this
season, led by Davis Wendzel’s perfect 10-for-10.
*The Bears are 20th in the country and lead the
conference with a .979 fielding percentage.

SERIES HISTORY

*Baylor leads the all-time series 52-26 since 1979,
although the series dates back to at least 1921.
DBU allowed a season-high four home runs in a
10-4 loss to Baylor on February 26 in Waco.

PITCHERS MAKING HISTORY

Senior starting pitchers MD Johnson and Jordan Martinson are making their way
up the DBU career leaderboards. Through six weekend series, Johnson sits in second
place in DBU’s Division I era with 23 wins, third in starts (48), third in strikeouts
(219), and fifth in innings pitched (242.1). Martinson is fourth in starts (43), fourth in
strikeouts (213), fifth in wins (18), and sixth in innings pitched (227.2).

PATRIOTS IN THE TOP 25

DBU is ranked in the top 25 nationally in nine categories, including No. 3 in doubles
(66), No. 5 in strikeouts per nine innings (10.4), No. 6 in doubles per game (2.44) and
strikeout-to-walk ratio (3.45), No. 18 in slugging percentage (.474), No. 19 in win/loss
percentage (.778), No. 20 in home runs (30), No. 21 in walks allowed per nine innings
(3.09), and No. 25 in shutouts (3).

JOHNSON NAMED NATIONAL PITCHER OF THE WEEK

MD Johnson was named National Pitcher of the Week by the Collegiate Baseball
Newspaper after striking out 15 batters in 6.1 innings and taking a no-hitter into the
seventh inning against Houston Baptist on March 2. That performance tied him with
Auburn’s Tanner Burns for the highest single-game total in the nation this season.

BALL NAMED NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Bryce Ball carned Collegiate Baseball Newspaper National Player of the Week
honors for his performance the week of March 4-10, helping lead the Patriots to a
perfect 4-0 mark.The junior from Mason City, lowa, hit .429 (6-for-14) with four
home runs, a team-high nine RBI, and posted a team-best 1.286 slugging percentage.

TRENDING POSITIVE

Since the beginning of the Division I era in 2004, the Patriots have had a record below
.500 for exactly 31 days, 19 of which came in 2013. Since the beginning of the 2014
season, the Patriots have been below .500 for 19 hours and 14 minutes, after a season-
opening loss to ULM in 2017.

PATRIOT BASEBALL IN ELITE COMPANY

DBU enters 2019 as one of just 10 programs in the country to advance to the NCAA
Tournament in each of the last five years and one of 16 to make the tournament in at
least seven of the last eight years. 2018 was the Patriots’ fifth-straight 40-win season,
making DBU one of just four Division I teams to win at least 40 games in each of the
last five seasons, joining Florida, Florida State, and Louisville.

GLOWENKE TAKES AIM AT ENCORE SEASON

Sophomore shortstop Jimmy Glowenke gave himself a tough act to follow in his
debut season, as he was named a unanimous Freshman All-American in 2018.The
Lewisville, Texas, native placed in the top 10 in the Missouri Valley Conference in

10 categories, posting a .336/.432/.546 slash line with 10 home runs and 50 RBIs.
He played every inning at shortstop, committing just five errors and finishing second
among MVC shortstops in total chances handled and assists. Glowenke was named the
MVC Freshman of the Year and was the first freshman to be named the conference’s
Defensive Player of the Year.

HEEFNER REACHES 450

DBU Head Coach Dan Heefner earned his 450th career victory Saturday in an 8-0
win over Valparaiso. In 12 seasons as the Patriots” head coach, Heefner owns a career
record of 451-234, and his .653 win percentage entering 2019 ranks 17th best among
all active NCAA Division I coaches.

THREE PATRIOTS NAMED TO MVC PRESEASON TEAM

The Patriots placed three players on the Preseason All-Missouri Valley Conference
Team. Reigning MVC Freshman and Defensive Player of the Year Jimmy Glowenke
garnered preseason All-Conference honors at shortstop, while joining him are 2018
Second Team All-MVC pitchers Luke Eldred and Jarod Bayless.

GLOWENKE NAMED TO BOBBY BRAGAN WATCH LIST

DBU shortstop Jimmy Glowenke has been named to the Bobby Bragan Collegiate
Slugger Award Watch List. The sophomore is one of only four sophomores among
30 players representing teams from Texas, Arkansas, Louisiana, Oklahoma, and New
Mexico under consideration for the award. Glowenke was named a unanimous
Freshman All-American in 2018 after batting .336 with 10 home runs and 50

RBIs. He was also named the Missouri Valley Conference Freshman of the Year and
Defensive Player of the Year. DBU’ Devlin Granberg won the award in 2018 after
finishing second in the nation with a .443 batting average, 13 home runs, and 70 RBIs.

DBU IN THE DRAFT

Dating back to 2012, DBU has produced 40 selections in the Major League Baseball
Amateur Draft, the 21st-highest total in the nation during that span. Five or more Patriots
have been selected in the draft in six of the last seven years, including seven in 2018.

THE ROAD AHEAD IN 2019

DBU will face nine opponents this year that advanced to the NCAA Tournament

in 2018. Among those opponents are midweek contests against Baylor, Oklahoma,
Oklahoma State, and Texas A&M. Kent State comes to Horner Ballpark for a weekend
series to start the season. Three of the next four weekends will see the Patriots take on
tournament teams as well, as Minnesota and Houston come to Dallas, and the Patriots
face Oral Roberts in Tulsa, OK.

HOME COOKIN’

DBU has enjoyed a home field advantage at Horner Ballpark, posting a 128-40 record
at home since the start of the 2014 season. The Patriots’ .763 winning percentage is the
12th-best in the country during the past five years. DBU is 32-3 in weekend series at
Horner Ballpark since 2015.

FITZ RATED NO. 7 ASSISTANT IN THE NATION

Baseball America rated Dan Fitzgerald as the No. 7 assistant coach in the nation in
2018. Since he arrived at DBU in 2013, the Patriots have landed 48 players on the
All-Missouri Valley Conference team that were recruited and signed by Fitzgerald. On
the national level, four Patriots have earned All-America honors, including Devlin
Granberg (2018), Darick Hall (2016), Colin Poche (2016), and Chance Adams (2015).

HORNER BALLPARK RANKED AS TOP 20 VENUE

The Home of DBU Baseball, Horner Ballpark, was ranked as the 20th-best venue for
college baseball in the nation, as announced by D1Baseball.com in 2017. In a survey
sent to every full-time coach and sports information director across the landscape of
NCAA Division I baseball, Horner Ballpark ranked No. 20, receiving three first-place
votes and 29 points overall. Horner Ballpark opened its gates on February 15,2013, and
since then it has offered fans one of the most picturesque and unique experiences in all
of college baseball.

PATRIOTS PICKED SECOND IN MVC

DBU is picked to finish second in the Missouri Valley Conference in a preseason poll
of conference coaches. The Patriots claimed two first place votes and finished one
point behind Missouri State, who enters the year as the favorite.

2013 was the inaugural season of the Joan and Andy Horner Ballpark, the new baseball home for the Dallas Baptist Patriot Baseball Team.
Construction of Horner Ballpark began in summer 2012, finishing in time for the start of the 2013 season. The baseball field remained in its
former location, with the new ballpark built up around it. The 2,000-seat stadium bosts club seating, a state-of-the-art press box, two radio
booths, a TV booth, and guest suites, as well as coaches’ offices and a reception area alongside new sunken dugouts and enhanced field lighting.
