* In her 17th season as the head coach of Drexel’s women’s bas-
ketball team, Denise Dillon has become one of the most respected
coaches in collegiate women'’s basketball, elevating the program to
ngwlheights and maintaining an enviable consistency and high level
of play.

* The winningest head coach in program history, Dillon has led the
Dragons to 10 postseason appearances. Those include the Dragons’
first CAA Championship and NCAA Tournament appearance in the
2008-09 season, and a WNIT championship in 2012-13.

LAST TIME OUT

* Drexel (11-6, 4-1 CAA) held off the University of Delaware
Blue Hens (5-11, 1-4 CAA) for a homecoming win by a final
of 63-59 in overtime from the Daskalakis Athletic Center
on Sunday afternoon.

* The win comes as the fourth-straight for Drexel as the
Dragons improved to 8-1 at home.

* The Dragons took their largest lead (12) in Sunday’s
game midway through the third quarter. But the Blue Hens
fought back immediately with a 12-0 run to tie it up. In
the final seconds of the fourth, Delaware’s Kayla Shaw hit
a game-tying three-pointer with time expiring to send the
game into overtime, 55-55.

* Drexel prevailed in extra five-minute period, going 6-of-8
from the free-throw line while senior Niki Metzel opened
the frame with a jumper.

* Senior Bailey Greenberg scored a game-high 26 points
behind 10-of-18 shooting. Late in the fourth quarter, Green-
berg moved into seventh place on Drexel’s all-time scoring
list. She now has 1,563 points in her career.

* Senior Aubree Brown scored six points, dished out eight
assists and grabbed three rebounds while adding two steals
and two blocks in an all-around game. Brown made a key
block in the final seconds of the OT period to keep the
Dragons ahead.

* Seniors Niki Metzel and Mariah Leonard each finished
with nine points on the day. Metzel, in the fourth, and
Leonard, in overtime, each made key free throws down the
stretch.

* Sophomore Kate Connolly had seven points, all in the
first half.

* Junior Hannah Nihill recorded six points, five assists and
two steals in the win.

POSITIVE +++ SPECALITY STATS

* Drexel has a positive margin overall in its 17 contests this
year in specality scoring stats inclduing +59 in points in
the paint, +93 points off turnovers, +47 in second-chance
points, +38 in fastbreak points and +100 in bench scoring.

NATIONAL WATCH

* Bailey Greenberg is averaging 19.7 points/game, good for
21st in the nation.

* The senior also ranks in the top-50 individually in field
goals made (18th with 126), total points (28th with 335),
field goal attempts (40th with 272) and free throw percent-
age (83.8).

* As a team, the Dragons rank 18th in turnover margin
(6.93), 20th in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.26), 30th in steals
per game (10.8), 33rd in turnovers per game (13.2) and
46th in scoring defense (57.8)

PRESSING THE ISSUE

* Drexel has been able to limit turnovers to just 13.2 mis-
cues per game while forcing opponents to cough it up 19.8
times per contest.

* Over half of those opponent turnovers come via Drexel
steals with the Dragons picking their foes pockets 10.8
times per game, tops in the CAA.

* Drexel has at least 11 steals in 10 games this year with a
season-high of 15 at UNCW.

* Nine Dragons have at least 10 steals led by Aubree Brown
(31), Bailey Greenberg (26) and Hannah Nihill (24). In a
single game this year, Maura Hendrixson had 5 steals at No.
18/20 DePaul.

SHARING THE ROCK
* Drexel has 283 assists through 17 games rank 2nd in
the CAA. Its 16.6 assists per game also rank second in the

conference.

* Senior Aubree Brown is responsible for a team- and-CAA-
best 85 of those dimes, dishing out the rock 5.0 times per
game. Her assist average is first in the CAA and 40th in the
nation.

* Together with the turnover numbers, Drexel has the 20th
best assist-to-turnover ratio in the nation at 1.26, also top
in the conference.

HEADING TO THE FOURTH

* All but one of the Dragons’ wins have come if they held
the lead after three quarters of action.

* Drexel is 10-0 when taking a lead in the fourth quarter.
* The Dragons have only trailed for 58 seconds in the
fourth quarter after entering with a lead.

MILESTONE WATCH

* Senior Bailey Greenberg ranks 7th on the school’s scoring
list (1,563). Needs 37 to reach 1,600 career points, 38 to tie
for 6th and 39 to overtake 6th.

* Meghan Creighton holds the Drexel program record, hav-
ing played in 88 victories. Current seniors Aubree Brown
and Bailey Greenberg have now played in 84 victories.

* As a DI program, the Dragons have 589 wins.

* Senior Bailey Greenberg recently attended the 116th an-
nual Philadelphia Sports Writers Association Banquet on
Monday, Jan. 20 in Cherry Hill, N.J. Greenberg was invited
an honoree and recognized for her achievements.

Maslowski, 18.8 ppg in 2001-02, the program’s first season
in the CAA).

* Greenberg led the CAA in scoring during conference play
at 18.6 points per game. She was the third Dragon to lead
the CAA in scoring during league action (Maslowski, 18.6
ppg in 2001-02; Gabriela Marginean, 19.9 ppg in 2007-08).

300-GAME WINNER

* Drexel head coach Denise Dillon won her 300th game
with Drexel’s 76-45 win over Northeastern on Feb. 17,
2019.

* Already the winningest coach in Drexel women’s basket-
ball history, Dillon became the fourth CAA head coach to
reach the milestone, joining Wendy Larry (493 at ODU),
Kenny Brooks (337 at JMU) and Tina Martin (330 at Dela-
ware).

* She has more head coaching victories than any coach in
Drexel athletics history except for Hall of Fame wrestling
coach Jack Childs (421 from 1976-2011).

* She became the fourth coach ever to win 200 in CAA play
(regular season and tournament) with a 68-45 win on Mar.
3, 2019 against Elon (Larry, 353 at ODU; Brooks, 220 at
JMU; Martin, 217 at Delaware).

* Dillon is a three-time CAA Coach of the Year (2005, 2009,
2018), one of four coaches to earn the award at least three
times (Larry, 8 times; Sheila Moorman JMU, 5 times; Brooks,
4 times).

SISTER, SISTER

* There are 22 sets of sisters on DI WBB rosters in 2019-20.
* Ana (senior) and Maria (freshman) represent one pair on
the Drexel squad.

PRESEASON PICKS

* The Dragons were picked to finish second in the CAA by
the preseason coaches poll. Drexel got one first-place votes
and collected a total of 70 points, 11 behind first-place
JMU.

* Bailey Greenberg was selected as a Preseason First Team
All-CAA pick. The reigning CAA Player of the Year was a
First Team pick following the 2018-19 campaign, a Second
Team choice after the 2017-18 season, and an All-Rookie
Team member following the 2016-17 year.

* Niki Metzel was tabbed as 2019-20 Preseason Honorable
Mention All-CAA choice.

2018-19 SEASON RECAP

* The Dragons won six straight after a season-opening loss
to Quinnipiac. That streak included the TD Bank Classic
championship at Vermont over Thanksgiving weekend.

* Drexel dropped its first two conference games to Towson
and JMU at home, then rattled off the third-longest winning
streak in program history (12 games) to gain control of
what would become the No. 2 seed.

* The Dragons went 12-2 on the road, including winning
their first 11, part of what was for more than a month the
longest road winning streak in the nation.

* Drexel’s 22 regular season wins were second-most all-
time in program history, behind 24 in 2017-18

* Then junior Bailey Greenberg was named the CAA Player
of the Year.

* The Colonial Athletic Associaiton announced on Oct. 29,
2019 that Drexel University’s John A. Daskalakis Athletic
Center was chosen as the host venue for the 2023 Colonial
Athletic Association (CAA) Women’s Basketball Champion-
ship.

* It marks the second time (2018) the CAA will be playing
the conference tournament in Philadelphia.
