* Drexel (14-6, 7-1 CAA) battled the Towson University Ti-
gers (10-9, 5-3 CAA) and came out on top Friday evening by
a final of 59-50 from Daskalakis Athletic Center in Philadel-
phia, Pa.

* The win came as the Dragons’ seventh straight.

* Drexel got a bit of revenge on Friday, taking down the
Tigers by the nine-point edge as the two teams met for

the first time since Towson got past DU in the 2019 CAA
Championship title game last March.

* Drexel poured on 41 points in the first half as the squad
shot 45.2% from the field with nine three-pointers. The sec-
ond half turned into a physical battle with Drexel scoring
just 18 point over the final 20 minutes. Towson was able to
trim a first-half 16-point DU lead down to three late in the
fourth.

* The Dragons made nine three-pointers in the first half,
tying the team’s single-game high on the season.

* Senior Bailey Greenberg now has 1607 career points, good
for sixth place on Drexel’s all-time scoring list. She finished
the night with a game-high 19 points. The senior also had
seven rebounds and five assists.

* Junior Hannah Nihill was the only other Dragon in double
figures as she scored 11 points including three three-point-
ers in the first half.

* Senior Aubree Brown had seven points, seven boards and
a game-high six assists.

* Sophomore Kate Connolly finished with nine points while
fellow classmate Keishana Washington had eight. Connolly
also grabbed seven rebounds.

NATIONAL WATCH

* Bailey Greenberg is averaging 19.0 points/game, good for
30th in the nation.

* As a team, the Dragons rank 18th in turnover margin
(5.95), 22nd in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.21), 32nd in as-
sists per game (16.4), 34th in scoring defense (57.0), 36th
in turnovers per game (13.5), 42nd in steals per game (10.2)
and 44th in turnovers forced (19.45).

PRESSING THE ISSUE

* Drexel has been able to limit turnovers to just 13.5 mis-
cues per game while forcing opponents to cough it up 19.5
times per contest.

* Over half of those opponent turnovers come via Drexel
steals with the Dragons picking their foes pockets 10.2
times per game, tops in the CAA.

* Drexel has at least 11 steals in 10 games this year with a
season-high of 15 at UNCW.

* 10 Dragons have at least 10 steals led by Aubree Brown
(36), Bailey Greenberg (29) and Hannah Nihill (26). In a
single game this year, Maura Hendrixson had 5 steals at No.
18/20 DePaul.

SHARING THE ROCK

* Drexel has 338 assists through 20 games to rank 2nd in
the CAA. Its 16.4 assists per game also rank second in the
conference.

* Senior Aubree Brown is responsible for a team- and-CAA-
best 99 of those dimes, dishing out the rock 5.0 times per
game. Her assist average is second in the CAA and 48th in
the nation.

* Together with the turnover numbers, Drexel has the 22nd
best assist-to-turnover ratio in the nation at 1.21, also top
in the conference.

HEADING TO THE FOURTH
* All but two of the Dragons’ wins have come if they held
the lead after three quarters of action.

* Drexel is 12-0 when taking a lead in the fourth quarter.
* The Dragons have only trailed for 58 seconds in the
fourth quarter after entering with a lead.

MILESTONE WATCH

* Senior Bailey Greenberg ranks 6th on the school’s scoring
list (1,607). Needs 38 to tie for 5th and 39 to overtake 5th,
currently held by Sarah Curran with 1,645 from 2013-17.

* Meghan Creighton holds the Drexel program record, hav-
ing played in 88 victories. Current seniors Aubree Brown
and Bailey Greenberg have now played in 87 victories.

* As a DI program, the Dragons have 592 wins.

* Senior Bailey Greenberg recently attended the 116th an-
nual Philadelphia Sports Writers Association Banquet on
Monday, Jan. 20 in Cherry Hill, N.J. Greenberg was invited
an honoree and recognized for her achievements.

* Drexel recently had three players named to the Philadel-
phia Sports Digest’s Philadelphia Catholic League All-De-
cade Team for girls’ high school basketball.

* PSD chose the top 10 players from 2010-19 which includ-
ed current Dragons senior Bailey Greenberg (Archbishop
Wood ‘16) and junior Hannah Nihill (Cardinal O’Hara ‘17)
along with former Drexel star Sarah Curran (Archbishop
Carroll ‘13, Drexel 2013-17).

PHILLY CATHOLIC PIPELINE

* This year’s Drexel team features four players who gradu-
ated from schools in the Philadelphia Catholic League
(PCL). Aubree Brown and Bailey Greenberg are graduates
Archbishop Wood and Hannah Nihill and Maura Hendrix-
son graduated from Cardinal O’Hara.

* Drexel head coach Denise Dillon won her 300th game
with Drexel’s 76-45 win over Northeastern on Feb. 17,
2019.

* Already the winningest coach in Drexel women’s basket-
ball history, Dillon became the fourth CAA head coach to
reach the milestone, joining Wendy Larry (493 at ODU),
Kenny Brooks (337 at JMU) and Tina Martin (330 at Dela-
ware).

* She has more head coaching victories than any coach in
Drexel athletics history except for Hall of Fame wrestling
coach Jack Childs (421 from 1976-2011).

* She became the fourth coach ever to win 200 in CAA play

Athletic Association (CAA) Women’s Basketball Champion-
ship.

* It marks the second time (2018) the CAA will be playing
the conference tournament in Philadelphia.
