* In her 17th season as the head coach of Drexel’s women’s bas-
ketball team, Denise Dillon has become one of the most respected
coaches in collegiate women'’s basketball, elevating the program to
n?wlheights and maintaining an enviable consistency and high level
of play.

* The winningest head coach in program history, Dillon has led the
Dragons to 10 postseason appearances. Those include the Dragons’
first CAA Championship and NCAA Tournament appearance in the
2008-09 season, and a WNIT championship in 2012-13.

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LAST TIME OUT

* Drexel (15-6, 8-1 CAA) defeated the James Madison Uni-
versity Dukes (16-4, 7-2 CAA), leading from wire-to-wire to
improve to a CAA-best 8-1 in league games on Sunday, Feb.
2 by a final of 70-48 from Daskalakis Athletic Center in
Philadelphia, Pa. for the Dragons’ annual Play4Kay game.

* The win came as Drexel’s eighth-straight victory as the
team improved to 10-1 at home this season.

* Sophomore Keishana Washington scored a career- and
game-high 27 points off the bench on 10-of-13 shooting
including 6-of-8 from three-point range. Washington com-
mitted zero turnovers in her 23:57 minutes off the bench.
* Washington’s 23rd point of the day gave the Dragons
their largest lead of the game at 23 with the score 62-39
and 4:16 to play in the fourth quarter.

* A cold start for JMU, which saw the Dukes score just five
points in the first quarter, helped the Dragons to a 13-point
edge in the first quarter. James Madison found more of a
rhythm in the second quarter while Drexel used a 10-0 run
to go up by 19 and keep a double-digit lead at halftime,
33-22.

* Washington was unstoppable in the second half with 21
points on 8-of-11 shooting and four treys.

* Senior Bailey Greenberg finished with 18 points on the
day behind 4-of-10 from the floor and 9-of-10 from the
free-throw line. Greenberg also grabbed eight rebounds and
a season- and game-high four steals.

* Sophomore Kate Connolly scored 11 points on the day,
one shy of tying her career high of 12 from earlier in the
season.

* Senior Aubree Brown dished out a game-high seven as-
sists.

* Drexel limited JMU to a season-low 29.1% shooting as a
team. JMU’s 48 total points was their second-lowest figure
on the year (46 in win over UCF on Dec. 1).

NATIONAL WATCH

* Keishana Washington was named the USBWA National
Player of the Week following her 27-point effort off the
bench against JMU behind 10-of-13 shooting including 6-of-
8 from deep with zero turnovers in 24 minutes played.

* Bailey Greenberg is averaging 18.9 points/game, good for
29th in the nation.

* As a team, the Dragons rank 19th in assist-to-turnover
ratio (1.23), 20thin turnover margin (5.67), 29th in assists
per game (16.6), 31st in scoring defense (56.6), 32nd in
turnovers per game (13.4), 46th in steals per game (10.1),
51st in free throw percentage (74.2) and 55th in turnovers
forced (19.10).

PRESSING THE ISSUE

* Drexel has been able to limit turnovers to just 13.4 mis-
cues per game while forcing opponents to cough it up 19.1
times per contest.

* Over half of those opponent turnovers come via Drexel
steals with the Dragons picking their foes pockets 10.1
times per game, tops in the CAA.

* Drexel has at least 11 steals in 10 games this year with a
season-high of 15 at UNCW.

* 10 Dragons have at least 10 steals inclduing five with at
least 20: Aubree Brown (36), Bailey Greenberg (33), Hannah
Nihill (29), Keishana Washington (22) and Mariah Leonard
(21). In a single game this year, Maura Hendrixson had a
single-game high 5 steals at No. 18/20 DePaul.

SHARING THE ROCK

* Drexel has 348 assists through 21 games to rank 1st in
the CAA. Its 16.6 assists per game also rank second in the
conference.

* Senior Aubree Brown is responsible for a team- and-CAA-
best 106 of those dimes, dishing out the rock 5.0 times per
game. Her assist average is second in the CAA and 40th in
the nation.

* Together with the turnover numbers, Drexel has the 19th
best assist-to-turnover ratio in the nation at 1.22, also tops
in the conference.

HEADING TO THE FOURTH

* All but two of the Dragons’ wins have come if they held
the lead after three quarters of action.

* Drexel is 13-0 when taking a lead in the fourth quarter.
* The Dragons have only trailed for 58 seconds in the
fourth quarter after entering with a lead.

MILESTONE WATCH

* Senior Bailey Greenberg ranks 6th on the school’s scoring
list (1,625). Needs 20 to tie for 5th and 21 to overtake 5th,
currently held by Sarah Curran with 1,645 from 2013-17.
