* Sophomore Keishana Washington was
this week’s USBWA National Player of
the Week and CAA Player of the Week
following her 27-point game against
JMU on Sunday.

* Senior Bailey Greenberg is averaging a
team-best 18.4 points per game overall
and 15.4 points in CAA contests.

* The Dragons have had three-straight
20-win seasons for the first time in pro-
gram history. Last year, DU advanced to
its second-straight CAA championship
game (third in the last four years) and
earned a bid to the WNIT, its 10th post-
season appearance in the last 11 years.

* The winningest head coach in program history, Dillon has led the
Dragons to 10 postseason appearances. Those include the Dragons’
first CAA Championship and NCAA Tournament appearance in the
2008-09 season, and a WNIT championship in 2012-13.

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LAST TIME OUT

* Drexel (16-6, 9-1 CAA) picked up a road win against the
Hofstra University Pride (3-18, 0-10 CAA) on Friday night
by a final of 45-32 from the David S. Mack Sports and Exhi-
bition Complex in Hempstead, N.Y.

* The win came as Drexel’s ninth-straight victory as the
team improved to 9-1 in conference play.

* The Dragons held Hofstra to just 32 points, the second
lowest allowed by DU this season (La Salle, 31 on Dec. 17).
* Drexel limited Hofstra to just 11 first-half points, which
included a layup with 3.4 seconds left in the second quar-
ter. It is the second-least amount of points the Dragons
have allowed in a half this year (10 to La Salle in the second
half on Dec. 17).

* DU used a 17-1 run from the midway point of the first
quarter to the seven-minute mark of the second to get a
double-digit advantage.

* Seniors Aubree Brown and Bailey Greenberg played in
their 89th win at Drexel to set a new program record,
breaking alum Meghan Creighton’s record of 88 wins.

* Senior Mariah Leonard scored a team-high 10 points
behind 5-of-7 shooting as she was the only Dragon to finish
in double figures. She also grabbed five rebounds.

* Greenberg recorded eight points and tied for a game-high
10 rebounds. The senior also had three assists and two
steals.

* Sophomores Kate Connolly and Keishana Washington
both made three three-pointers off the bench for nine
points each. Connolly also had two steals and a game-high
two blocks. Washington made a game-high three steals.

* Brown scored four points with a game-high five assists
along with five rebounds.

NATIONAL WATCH

* Keishana Washington was named the USBWA National
Player of the Week following her 27-point effort off the
bench against JMU behind 10-of-13 shooting including 6-of-
8 from deep with zero turnovers in 24 minutes played.

* Bailey Greenberg is averaging 18.4 points/game, good for
33rd in the nation.

* Drexel is allowing just 55.5 points/game to opponents,
the 18th lowest figure in the nation; 13 of the team’s 16
wins have come when allowing under 60 points

PRESSING THE ISSUE

* Drexel has been able to limit turnovers to just 13.3
miscues per game while forcing opponents to cough it up
19.32 times per contest.

* Over half of those opponent turnovers come via Drexel
steals with the Dragons picking their foes pockets 10.2
times per game, tops in the CAA.

* Drexel has at least 11 steals in 11 games this year with a
season-high of 15 at UNCW.

* 10 Dragons have at least 10 steals inclduing five with at
least 20: Aubree Brown (36), Bailey Greenberg (33), Hannah
Nihill (29), Keishana Washington (22) and Mariah Leonard
(21). In a single game this year, Maura Hendrixson had a
single-game high 5 steals at No. 18/20 DePaul.

SHARING THE ROCK

* Drexel has 363 assists through 22 games to rank 1st in
the CAA. Its 16.5 assists per game also rank second in the
conference.

* Senior Aubree Brown is responsible for a team- and-CAA-
best 111 of those dimes, dishing out the rock 5.0 times per

game. Her assist average is second in the CAA and 41st in
the nation.

* Together with the turnover numbers, Drexel has the 18th
best assist-to-turnover ratio in the nation at 1.24, also tops
in the conference.

HEADING TO THE FOURTH

* All but two of the Dragons’ wins have come if they held
the lead after three quarters of action.

* Drexel is 14-0 when taking a lead in the fourth quarter.
* The Dragons have only trailed for 58 seconds in the
fourth quarter after entering with a lead.

MILESTONE WATCH

* Senior Bailey Greenberg ranks 6th on the school’s scoring
list (1,633). Needs 12 to tie for 5th and 13 to overtake 5th,
currently held by Sarah Curran with 1,645 from 2013-17.

* Seniors Aubree Brown and Bailey Greenberg have played
in 89 wins, a program record.

* As a DI program, the Dragons have 594 wins.

* Drexel head coach Denise Dillon won her 300th game
with Drexel’s 76-45 win over Northeastern on Feb. 17,
2019.

* Already the winningest coach in Drexel women’s basket-
ball history, Dillon became the fourth CAA head coach to
reach the milestone, joining Wendy Larry (493 at ODU),
Kenny Brooks (337 at JMU) and Tina Martin (330 at Dela-
ware).

* She has more head coaching victories than any coach in
Drexel athletics history except for Hall of Fame wrestling
coach Jack Childs (421 from 1976-2011).

* She became the fourth coach ever to win 200 in CAA play
(regular season and tournament) with a 68-45 win on Mar.

* Dillon is a three-time CAA Coach of the Year (2005, 2009,
2018), one of four coaches to earn the award at least three
times (Larry, 8 times; Sheila Moorman JMU, 5 times; Brooks,
4 times).

SISTER, SISTER

* There are 22 sets of sisters on DI WBB rosters in 2019-20.
* Ana (senior) and Maria (freshman) represent one pair on
the Drexel squad.

PRESEASON PICKS

* The Dragons were picked to finish second in the CAA by
the preseason coaches poll. Drexel got one first-place votes
and collected a total of 70 points, 11 behind first-place
JMU.

Center was chosen as the host venue for the 2023 Colonial
Athletic Association (CAA) Women’s Basketball Champion-
ship.
