* The Dragons improved to 14-2 in the CAA and have two
home games left in the regular season.

* Drexel jumped out to a 15-point, 18-3 advantage in the
first quarter. Towson trimmed it down to six points in the
second before the Dragons took a 34-27 edge into halftime.
The Tigers outscored the Dragons 18-13 in the third, giving
them the lead for the first time as DU led by two after three
quarter, 47-45. Towson hit 17-of-21 free throws on the day
including eight in the fourth quarter to stay in the game.
The Tigers cut it down to one late before Washington’s
layup preserved the win for Drexel.

* Senior Bailey Greenberg finished with a game-high 20
points on 8-of-14 shooting with three three-pointers. The
senior also grabbed six rebounds and dished out four as-
sists.

* Drexel head coach Denise Dillon won her 300th game
with Drexel’s 76-45 win over Northeastern on Feb. 17,
2019.

* Already the winningest coach in Drexel women’s basket-
ball history, Dillon became the fourth CAA head coach to
reach the milestone, joining Wendy Larry (493 at ODU),
Kenny Brooks (337 at JMU) and Tina Martin (330 at Dela-
ware).

* She has more head coaching victories than any coach in
Drexel athletics history except for Hall of Fame wrestling
coach Jack Childs (421 from 1976-2011).

* She became the fourth coach ever to win 200 in CAA play

* Dillon is a three-time CAA Coach of the Year (2005, 2009,
2018), one of four coaches to earn the award at least three
times (Larry, 8 times; Sheila Moorman JMU, 5 times; Brooks,
4 times).

PRESEASON PICKS

* The Dragons were picked to finish second in the CAA by
the preseason coaches poll. Drexel got one first-place votes
and collected a total of 70 points, 11 behind first-place
JMU.

* Bailey Greenberg was selected as a Preseason First Team
All-CAA pick. The reigning CAA Player of the Year was a
First Team pick following the 2018-19 campaign, a Second
Team choice after the 2017-18 season, and an All-Rookie
Team member following the 2016-17 year.

* Niki Metzel was tabbed as 2019-20 Preseason Honorable
