* The win came as No. 600 in program history for Drexel.
The Dragons are now 600-518 in 38 DI seasons.

* Drexel’s 22 regular-season wins are tied for the second
most in school history.

* The Dragons trailed for the first three quarter but man-
aged to tie it up twice at 16-16 in the second and 32-32

in the third. Senior Bailey Greenberg scored the first nine
points of the fourth quarter, part of an 11-0 run, which
gave Drexel its first advantage of the game.
