LAST TIME OUT...

The Lady Hornets fell 50-47 on the road to MEAC foe North Carolina A&T last
Monday, 50-47. Despite trailing 23-14 at the break, the Aggies scored 36
points in the second half on 47 percent (14-of-30). For the game, DSU shot
31 percent (16-of-51) from the floor with guard Raven Bankston leading the
way with a team-high 20 points (7-of-22). Forward Tierra Hawkins, despite
11 points on a rough 5-for-18 (.278) shooting night, pulled down a game-
high 15 rebounds for her ninth double-double of the season. Guard/forward
Deanna Harmon also finished the night in double figures with 10 points (2-
of-4), whereas guard Jade Washington recorded five assists.

ROUGH STRETCH

After starting 3-3, DSU has dropped 10 out of its last 11 games. During this
stretch, the Lady Hornets have been outscored, 74-54, while shooting 34
percent from the floor and 19 percent from beyond the arc. Defensively,
teams are shooting 44 percent from the field, including 36 percent from long
distance. Delaware State has also struggled to take care of the ball by totaling
206 turnovers, compared to 104 assists.

CAN'T SHAKE THE INJURY BUG

Throughout the season, the Lady Hornets have been hit hard on the injury
front. Before playing a game, center Janay Carter and guard Aaliyah Davis
both suffered season-ending knee injuries, whereas guard Raine Bankston
also went down with a season-ending knee injury after starting five games.

Later in the year, leading scorer and rebounder Tierra Hawkins missed
two games after suffering a shoulder injury in the first half against Coppin
State, whereas guard Diamond Williams (ankle) missed three games before
returning to action against NCCU (Jan. 18).

MILESTONE WATCH

Junior Tierra Hawkins needs two blocks (52) to place 10th all-time on DSU’s
blocks list and seven rebounds (593) to tally 600 for her career. Currently, she
sits eighth all-time on the school’s scoring list with 1,280 points.

FEAR THE HAWK

So far in 2013-14, junior Tierra Hawkins leads the Lady Hornets in scoring
(20.7 ppg), which is third in the MEAC. Additionally, Hawkins leads the Lady
Hornets in rebounds (10.2 rpg), which is good for second in the MEAC.

With these numbers, she is one of eight players in the country averaging
20+ points and 10+ rebounds per game.

In DSU’s 86-73 win at home over Wilmington (Nov. 20), Hawkins tallied 30
points to eclipse 1,000 career points to become the 15th player in Hornets
history to reach this milestone.

BANKSTON LOOKING TO GET BACK ON TRACK

Despite sitting second (17.5 ppg) on the team and seventh in the MEAC in
scoring, guard Raven Bankston’s 26-point output against NJIT (Jan. 7) on
8-for-17 (.470) shooting, including 8-for-12 (.666) from the charity strip and
2-for-2 from three-point range was her best game in nearly a month.

However, in nine out of her last 10 games, Bankston has struggled by
averaging 15 points per game on just 29 percent (53-of-185), including 12
percent (5-of-42) from long distance and 64 percent (27-0f-42) from the
free throw line. Assist wise, she has totaled 17 (1.9 apg), compared to 30
turnovers. Defensively, she has 12 steals and one block.

Starting every game this season, guard Jade Washington leads the team
in assists at 3.9 per contest, 66 total. Her highest output of the season
occurred in DSU’s 90-83 overtime win at home against George Mason

A new era began on Thursday, May 31, 2012 for the
Delaware State University women'’s basketball team as
President Harry L. Williams introduced Tamika L. Louis,
a former championship junior college head coach and
Division | assistant coach, as the new head coach.

In her first season, the Lady Hornets finished 10-21 overall,
including 6-10 in MEAC action to earn the ninth seed in the
conference tournament.

3 ranked players in the 2009 class in the country, according to ESPN Hoop Girl and Blue Star
rankings, in All-Americans Destiny Williams and Karisma Penn.

From 2002-05, she was the head women'’s basketball coach at Mott Community College in
Flint, Mich., where she led her squad to a 58-33 overall record during her tenure.
