Delaware State Head Coach Kenny Carter (The
Citadel, 90): Carter is in his first season as head coach of the
Hornets. This is his first head coaching job. He most recently
served as an assistant coach at Youngstown University during
the 2014 season. From 2010 to 2014, Carter was an assistant
coach under Charlie Strong at the University of Louisville,
helping lead the Cardinals to two Big East championships and
four bowl appearances. During the 2008 and 09 seasons
Carter was running backs coach under Urban Meyer at the
University of Florida. He helped guide the Gators to the 2009
BCS National Championship. Florida also competed in the
2010 Allstate Sugar Bowl and captured the 2008 Southeast
Conference championship during his time on the coaching
staff. Carter has also served as an assistant at Vanderbilt,
Penn State, Pittsburgh and LSU.

SC State Head Coach Oliver “Buddy” Pough

(SC State, '78) is in his 14th season as head coach of the
Bulldogs. He has an overall record of 108-50, including an 83-
23 mark in MEAC contests. During his tenure, the Bulldogs
have captured two outright MEAC (2008 & 2009), shared four
others (2004, 2010, 2013 and 2014), and made four trips to
the NCAA playoffs (2008, 2009, 2010 and 2013). Pough is
seeking his second MEAC championship three-peat with the
Bulldogs. In 2009, SC State was named National Black
Champion by the Sheridan Broadcasting Network, the 100
Percent Wrong Club of Atlanta, the Washington (DC) Pigskin
Club and the Box-to-Row /BASN. In addition, the Bulldogs
finished number seven in all three major FCS polls.

THE GAME

Delaware State welcomes long-time MEAC rival South Carolina State to Alumni Stadium in
the annual homecoming contest for the Hornets. DSU remained winless this season after a
41-13 MEAC loss to Florida A&M last weekend. Jamaal Jackson rushed for two touch-
downs, but the Hornets were plagued by five turnovers and 14 penalties for 137 yards in the
contest. Florida A&M scored 20 unanswered points to take control of the game after the
Hornets tied the score at 7-7 on Jackson’s a second quarter touchdown run. The Rattlers
scored 31 of their points following DSU turnovers. Aris Scott had a career-high 12 catches,
one shy of the Hornets’ single game record, for 89 yards. He has 19 receptions for 229
yards in the last two games to lead the Hornets with 24 catches for 338 yards this season.
Scott is third in the MEAC in receptions this year. Gil Rivera played the entire game at quar-
terback for the Hornets. He completed 23-0f-39 passes for 198 yards, but threw three inter-
ceptions and was sacked three times. For the season, Rivera has connected on 41-0f-73
passes (56.2%) for 440 yards and a touchdown. Jackson has 291 rushing yards to go along
with his four touchdowns this season, each a team high. Defensively, linebacker Malik Harris
leads the Hornets with 65 tackles, including 37 solo stops. Defensive back Terrick Colston
has 56 tackles (32 solo), an interception, forced fumble and fumble recovery this season.
Lineman Gabe Sherrod leads the Hornets with 11.5 tackles for loss and three sacks.

South Carolina State is coming off a 49-10 win over Howard last Saturday. The Bulldogs
returned two interceptions for touchdowns in the first 7:21 of the game and never looked
back. SC State quarterback Caleb York completed 13-0f-22 passes for 208 yards and two
touchdowns. Wide receiver Mykal Moody caught three passes for 107 yards, highlighted by
a 67-yard touchdown in the game. York is second in the MEAC in passing yards at 185.2
per game. His season statistics include 92 completions on 163 pass attempts (56.4%) for
1111 yards and six touchdowns. Moody is sixth in the league in receptions with 22 (3.7 pg)
and ninth in reception yards at 266 (44.3 pg). The South Carolina State defense is led by
senior lineman Javon Hargrave, the Preseason MEAC Defensive Player-of-the-Year. This
season, Hargrave is fourth on the team with 31 tackles, including 21 unassisted. He also
has 8.5 tackles for loss, including 3.5 sacks, and five quarterback hurries. The Hargrave-led
Bulldog defense is tops in the MEAC and ninth among all FCS schools in total defense at
288.2 yards per game. SC State also leads the league in pass defense (123.5 ypg), scoring
defense (15.3 ppg), sacks (3.17 pg) and tackles for loss (9.5 pg).

THE SERIES

The Hornets and Bulldogs are meeting for the 43rd time since the series began when the
Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference was established in 1971. The teams last met in 2012 at
Alumni Stadium. Delaware State posted a 31-17 victory in the contest to snap a four-game
SC State win streak in the series. DSU’s Nagee Jackson rushed for 106 yards and a touch-
down, and Terrick Colston returned an interception 53 yards for a touchdown for the Hornets
in the last meeting between the teams. The Bulldogs hold a 26-16 lead in the series.

RIVERA TO REMAIN AT STARTING QB FOR HORNETS
Delaware State head coach Kenny Carter say Gil Rivera (jr.) will be at starting
quarterback when the Hornets face off against South Caro-

lina State this Saturday. Esayah Obado, the starter in the _—
Hornets’ first five games, is expected to miss his second
straight game due to injury. Rivera completed 23-0f-39
passes for 198 yards in his first start of the season at Flori-
da A&M last week, but was intercepted three times and
lost two fumbles while being sacked. He was impressive
off the bench after replacing Obado at Hampton in the pre-
vious game, completing 14-of-24 passes for a career-high
183 yards; and scoring the Hornets’ lone touchdown on a
10-yard run in the fourth quarter. Rivera joined the Hornets
prior to the 2014 season. He appeared in 10 games, in-
cluding five starts, last year. He completed 95-0f-188 pass-
es (50.5%) for 898 yards with six touchdowns and 10 inter-
ceptions in 2014 . Rivera ranked eighth in the MEAC in
passing average at 89.8 yards per game and was 10th in
the league with 90.5 pass efficiency rating last season.

Before joining the Hornets, he passed for 1,300 yards and
13 touchdowns during lone season at East Los Angeles
College.

Rivera was a two-time Los Angeles City Section Div. 2 Offensive Player-of-the-Year,
combining for 4,000 passing yards and 42 touchdowns. He passed for 2,200 yards
and 21 touchdowns as a junior and threw for 1,800 yards and 21 TDs as a senior

TIGHT END TURNED DEFENSIVE END GABE SHERROD

AMONG NATIONAL LEADERS IN TACKLES FOR LOSS

Delaware State defensive end Gabe Sherrod (jr.) ranks second among FCS players
and is tops in the MEAC in tackles-for-loss at 1.9 per game,
according to the NCAA report through games of Oct. 17. En-
tering this weekend’s action, Sherrod has 11.5 tackles behind
the line-of-scrimmage for a total of 50 yards in losses in six
games. His 2015 numbers also include 34 total tackles (26
solo), three sacks, a forced fumble, two QB hurries and a
blocked kick.. Sherrod has clearly emerged as the leader of
the defensive front, filling the void left by the graduation of
tackle Rodney Gunter, now with the Arizona Cardinals after
being selected in the fourth round (116™ overall pick) of the
2015 National Football League draft. Sherrod, who lined up
at tight end just two seasons ago, got off to an impressive
start to the season. He led all Hornet linemen with 10 tackles
(seven unassisted), including 4.5 for lost yardage in the Sep.
5 opener at Liberty. Sherrod recorded seven tackles, including 3.5 behind the line-of-
scrimmage, a sack and a blocked kick in the contest. He was moved to defensive
end during spring 2014 camp. In 10 games last season, Sherrod was seventh on the
Hornets with 46 total tackles and ranked second on the team with 7.5 tackles-for-loss
and five sacks. He has been named to the 2015 Preseason All-MEAC Third Team.

HARRIS ALSO AMONG FCS, MEAC TACKLE LEADERS

DSU inside linebacker Malik Harris (so.) is getting plenty of work so in his second
season with the Hornets. Entering this week’s games, Harris is second in the MEAC
and 16th among all FCS players in tackles at 10.8 per game. He’s also tops in the
league and eighth in the nation in solo tackles (6.2 pg) and ranks third in the MEAC
and ninth nationally in tackles-for-loss at 1.7 per game. For the season, he has 37
unassisted tackles, including 10 in the opponents’ backfield (-34 yards) and one
sack.

Harris had his first career interception, returning the ball 46 yards, in the Hornets’ 31-
30 loss to Chowan on Sep. 19. The Washington, D.C., resident recorded a career-
high 15 tackles (eight solo) in the Hornets’ 45-13 loss to Kent State on Sep. 12. Har-
ris tallied 12 tackles, including four backfield stops, vs. Morgan State on Oct. 3. He
opened the season with a team-high 12 tackles at Liberty on Sep. 5. As a freshman
in 2014, Harris had 32 tackles, including 15 unassisted, in 12 games.

COLSTON SNARES EIGHTH CAREER INTERCEPTION

Delaware State defensive back Terrick Colston (sr.; Lakeland, Fla.) continues to add to his
impressive career numbers. Colston led the Hornets with 10 tackles and collected his eighth
career interception at Florida A&M last week. Earlier this season, he was honored by the Mid-
Eastern Athletic Conference for his performance in the Hornets’ Sep. 12 loss to Kent State.
Colston was selected as the MEAC'’s Defensive Player-of-the-Week after recording 15 tackles,
including seven solo stops, a 72-yard fumble return for a touchdown, forced fumble and pass
break-up in DSU’s 45-13 loss to the Golden Eagles. The touchdown was the fourth of Colston’s
career. He’s also returned two
interceptions and a blocked
punt for scores at DSU. The
weekly conference honor was
the fifth of his career. Colston
was selected to the 2015 Pre-
season All-MEAC First Team
by league head coaches and
' sports information directors.
He opened the season with six
tackles (two solo) at Liberty on
Sep. 5. A 2014 Al-MEAC
Third Team pick, he was sec-
ond on the Hornets with 75
tackles, and tied for fourth in
the conference with four inter-
ceptions. Also last season, Colston became the first Delaware State player with interceptions in
four straight games since the Hornets joined the MEAC in 1971. In addition, he had a forced
fumble, fumble recovery, punt block and pass break-up last season. Colston returned an inter-
ception to the endzone for the Hornets’ lone touchdown in their 27-7 loss to Bethune-Cookman
on Oct. 4, 2014. The following week, he blocked a punt, recovered the ball and ran to the en-
dzone for DSU’s only touchdown for the second straight week in its 13-10 overtime victory at
Norfolk State. For his career, Colston has seven interceptions, including two returned for touch-
downs, and six fumble recoveries. He needs two tackles to reach 300 for his career.

OBADO LIKELY OUT FOR SC STATE CONTEST

Hornet quarterback Esayah Obado has suffered a setback in his return season after sitting out
the 2014 campaign due to an injury. DSU head coach Kenny Carter
says Obado is expected to miss his second straight game due to
injury (bumps and bruises). Obado left the second quarter of the Hor-
nets’ 21-7 loss to Hampton on Oct. 10 after a hard hit in the second
quarter. He started each of the first five games for the Hornets this
season. Obado has completed 35-0f-78 passes (44.9%) for 452 yards
and two touchdowns. He’s thrown five interceptions and has been
sacked 17 times. Before the Hampton contest, Obado threw a TD
pass in each of the previous two games. He tossed his first career
touchdown pass to Malik Golson in DSU’s 31-30 loss to Chowan on
Sep. 19; and connected with Golson on a 65-yard strike for the Hor-
nets’ lone score vs. Morgan State on Oct. 3. In the season opener at
Liberty, Obado completed 16-0f-27 passes for a career-best 227
yards. He also rushed for a two-yard touchdown in the game. He had
a season-best 16-yard run in the Chowan contest.

After sitting out the 2012 season as a redshirt freshman and serving as the No. 2 quarterback
the following year, Obado was set to begin the 2014 campaign as the Hornets’ starting QB.
However, a lower back injury derailed the team’s and Obado’s plans, forcing him to miss the
entire ‘14 season. Obado played in four contests as a redshirt freshman in 2013, completing 21-
of-40 passes (52.5%) for 168 yards. A native of Hamilton, N.J., Obado passed for 3,690 yards
and 42 touchdowns, while rushing for 615 yards and 11 scores at Nottingham High School. He
was named to 2010 12" Man TD Club, WJFL/CVC and All-Area First Team after passing for
2075 yards and 24 touchdowns during junior season; and was also named to 2010 Super 100
Junior Football Players in New Jersey by the N.J. Football Coaches Association. Obado was the
third player in Mercer County history to pass for more than 2000 yards in a seas on. He passed
for 1545 yards and 17 touchdowns as a senior and completed school-record 62.4% of his pass-
es during 2011 season. He also rushed for 525 yards and eight scores as a senior.




SCOTT PRODUCES BACK-TO-BACK STANDOUT GAMES

Hornet wide receiver Aris Scott (jr.) is living up to his preseason expectations the last two games. Scott had 12 catches at Florida A&M last
week, one shy of the Hornets’ single-game record. He had seven catches for 140 yards (long 36), each a career-high, vs. Hampton in the
previous contest. last week. The receiving yards at Hampton were the most by a DSU receiver since Milton Williams Ill had 179 vs. Morgan
State in 2013. For the season, Scott has 24 catches for a team-high 338 yards this season, although he has yet to catch a touchdown pass.
Entering his week’s games, he ranks third in the MEAC in receptions (4.0 pg), and fourth in receiving yards (338) and receiving yards per
game (56.3).

FRESHMAN STEPPING UP IN SECONDARY

First-year DB Logan Wescott is making the most of his playing opportunities. Wescott, a walk-on from Delaware’s Woodbridge High School,
has started at free safety the last three games due to an injury to veteran Kevin Jocelyn. On Oct. 10 at Hampton, Wescott had three solo
tackles and an assist, along with an interception and 72-yard return. The return on his first career pick was the longest by a Hornet since Nick
Williams ran 79 yards for a touchdown vs. Howard in 2012. Wescott has appeared in all five games this season, recording 11 tackles, includ-
ing seven unassisted.

HORNET DEFENSE PLAYS “TAKEAWAY”

One good trend in the Hornets’ first six games is the ability of the defense to force turnovers. DSU has recorded 12 takeaways so far this
season, six fumble recoveries and six interceptions. The Hornets have returned three of the turnovers for touchdowns, including two vs. Kent
State on Sep. 12. Defensive backs William Burton (35 yards) and Terrick Colston (72 yards) returned fumble recoveries for scores in the
Kent State contest, marking the first time that the Hornet defense posted two scores since 2006 vs. Florida A&M. The following week against
Chowan (Sep. 19), cornerback J.R. Robinson returned an interception 58 yards for his first career touchdown. Also in the Chowan contest,
linebacker Rashawn Barrett had a 46-yard fumble return and fellow backer Malik Harris returned an interception 46 yards. DB Logan
Wescott returned his first career interception 72 yards at Hampton on Oct. 10.

HORNETS IN THE MEAC

Delaware State, a charter member of the Mid-Easter Athletic Conference, is in its 45th year of league play. The Hornets have an all-time rec-
ord of 131-156-1 in MEAC contests. DSU has won or shared six league championships. The Hornets claimed outright MEC titles in 1985, 1989
and 2007, while sharing the crown in 1987, 1988 and 1991.

Delaware State is winless in league play this season (0-3), joining Howard (0-4) at the bottom of the 2015 MEAC standings.

DSU was 2-6 in the league in 2014; and has been picked to finish 10th in the 2015 race, according to a poll of league head coaches and
sports information representatives.

This week’s opponent South Carolina State is 2-1 in the MEAC, tied with Norfolk State and NC Central for fourth in the current standings. .
North Carolina A&T leads the league with a 3-0 record, while Bethune-Cookman and Morgan State are second at 3-1.

HORNETS HONOR 1985 MEAC CHAMPS, 1970 DEFENSIVE GIANTS

This season marks the 30th anniversary of Delaware State’s first Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference football championship. The 1985 Hornets
won the title with a 5-0 league record (9-2 overall). The team, headed by first-year head coach Bill Collick, featured nine All-MEAC First Team
players, including the Offensive Player-of-the-Year John Taylor and Defensive Player-of-the-Year Dan Candeloro. Collick was also selected
as the MEAC Coach-of-the-Year that season. The 1985 Hornets were honored during Delaware State’s annual Athletics Hall-of-Fame Banquet
and Induction Ceremony on Sep. 18 at the Martin Luther King, Jr. Student Center on campus; and at halftime of DSU’s 2015 home football
opener against Chowan the following day. A leading member of the ‘85 Hornets, defensive lineman Robert Presbury, was among the induc-
tees in this year's DSU Hall-of-Fame class.

The 1970 Delaware State football team was also be recognized during the Sep. 18 hall-of-fame ceremony. The ‘70 Hornets posted 6-2 overall
record and 4-1 mark in CIAA, but is most noted for having the greatest defensive season in team history. That year, Delaware State led all
NCAA Div. Il teams in rushing defense (-4.9 ypg) and total defense (103.5 ypg) and outscored opponents 172-83. The 1970 Hornets allowed
15 points or less in seven of eight games, including three consecutive shutouts (vs. Hampton; Howard; St. Paul’s).

SEEING “DOUBLE-DOUBLE”

The 2015 DSU roster features the rarest of rare combi-
nations. The Hornets have, not one, but two sets of
twins on the squad. It's also worth noting that each set
of twins hails from the First State. Running backs Sika
(left) and Tecumseh Bendolph (right) joined the Hor-
nets this summer after excelling primarily in track and
field at Caesar Rodney High School near Dover. ‘

Twins Taronn (left) and Keyjuan Selby (right) also joined the Hornets this summer after
standout football careers at St. George’s Vo-Tech in
New Castle County, Del. Taronn, a wide receiver at
DSU, was Delaware’s 2014 Gatorade High School
Player-of-the-Year after rushing for more than 1,300
yards and 23 touchdowns as a senior. Keyjuan also
rushed for more than 1,000 yards as a senior at St.
George’s, and is the school’s career interception
leader.

It's believed to be the first time in team history that ‘
two sets of twins have suited up for the Hornets in the same season.

It's been suggested that the coaching staff allow the twins to wear their jerseys at all
times. Much easier to identify them that way.

FLAG DAY

Delaware State will have to come-from-behind to maintain its recent standard as the
MEAC's least penalized team. The Hornets are currently seventh in the MEAC with 84.5
penalty yards per game. DSU is sixth in the league for most flags with 57. The Hornets
have been the MEAC's least penalized team in four of the last five seasons. In 2014,
DSU committed 71 committed penalties for 575 yards in 12 games, fewest in the league
in each category.

DSU did not commit a single penalty in its 2014 season opening loss to Monmouth,
marking the first time in recorded team history that the Hornets were not assessed a
penalty in a game.

The Hornets were the MEAC's least penalized team in 2013, ranking eighth among all
NCAA FCS teams in fewest penalty yards per game at 39.3 that season.

DSU’s CARTER AMONG SIX FIRST-TIME FCS COACHES
Delaware State’s Kenny Carter is one of six first-time head coaches in FCS

football this season, and one of 15 in the first season at their current school. Carter is
one of two new head coaches in the MEAC, joining Bethune-Cookman'’s Terry Sims.
Delaware State is one of four league teams with new head coaches this season.

The last first-time head coach hired at Delaware State was Al Lavan in 2004.

Lavan lost his debut to Massachusetts 50-0 and was 4-7 in his first season, but went on
to post a 43-38 overall record in seven seasons, highlighted by the 2007 MEAC champi-
onship and the school’s first NCAA Tournament berth.

HORNETS UNVEIL NEW LOOK FOR 2015

For the first time in more than 30 years, there’s a major new look to the
helmets worn by the Hornets. The familiar “State” logo on each side of the
helmet has been replaced by the Hornet logo on the left and the player’s
number on the right.

The last major design change to DSU’s head gear was in 1982, when the State
logo was added, the first of any kind on the helmet.

In 2010, the word Delaware, in smaller type, was placed above the State logo.

PLAYING WITH THE BIG BOYS

Delaware State’s Sep. 12 visit to FBS Kent State marked the second yearin a
row that Delaware State stepped up a competition level in a game. Last week’s
loss was the third in three meetings between the teams. Kent State, a member
of the Mid-America Conference (MAC) won the previous two meetings in 2007
and '08 in Kent, Ohio.

In 2014, Delaware State lost to FBS Temple 59-0 at Lincoln Financial Field,
home of the NFL'’s Philadelphia Eagles.

Prior to last season, a 2009 visit to Michigan was the Hornets’ most recent
contest against a FBS foe. The Wolverines won 63-6 before a crowd of more
than 106-thousand at the “Big House.”

Delaware State is 1-5 all-time vs. FBS/Div. I-A opponents. The only win was a
52-26 upset of Akron in 1987.

The Hornets are scheduled to visit Southeast Conference (SEC) power
Missouri on Sep. 24, 2016. Missouri announced its 2016 non-conference oppo-
nents on Aug. 26.

DSU/NCA&T CONTEST TO AIR ON ESPN NETWORKS
Delaware State’s Nov. 14 football contest at North
Carolina A&T will have a world-wide audience. The key
Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference battle at Aggie Stadium
in Greensboro, N.C., will be televised live on ESPN3,
and rebroadcast on ESPNU later in the day. Game time
is scheduled for 1 p.m. The ESPN rebroadcast is set for
4 p.m. The broadcast is part of the MEAC’s eight-game
2015 ESPN television package. This will be Delaware
State’s first MEAC Television Game-of-the-Week
appearance since a 28-23 victory at Morgan State in
2012.

DELAWARE STATE HEAD COACH KENNY CARTER

Delaware State University introduced
Kenneth A. Carter as the Hornets'
19th head coach on Jan. 21, 2015.
This is his first head coaching posi-
tion.

Carter most recently served as pass-
ing game/co-special teams
coordinator/wide receivers coach at
Youngstown State University during
the 2014 season.

From 2010 to 2014, Carter played a
key role in the success of the Univer-
sity of Louisville program under
Charlie Strong, serving as running
backs coach and special teams

R

coordinator.

In 2013, Louisville was 12-1 and concluded the campaign with an impres-
sive 36-9 win over Miami (Fla.) in the Russell Athletic Bowl. On special
teams, the Cardinals had two punt blocks and a kickoff return for a score.
Placekicker John Wallace made 20-of-24 field-goal attempts and 52 PATs
while punter Ryan Johnson averaged 41.2 yards a punt. The Cardinals led
the nation in punt-return defense yielding 15 total yards for the year.

While at Louisville, Carter helped lead the Cardinals to two Big East Con-
ference championships and four bowl appearances, including a 33-23
victory over No. 4 Florida in the 2013 Allstate Sugar Bowl in New Orleans.

Louisville also appeared in the Beef O’Brady’s Bowl (2010) and Belk Bowl
(2011) during Carter’s tenure.

"Kenny is a high energy guy who brings a lot of passion to his job each
and every day. I've known Kenny for a long time and he did a tremendous
Job handling our running backs and special teams at Louisville. He is a
good coach and a good person. He'll do a great job at Delaware State."

Also at Louisville, Carter was the position coach of New York Jets running
back Bilal Powell, an All-Big East selection and Doak Walker Award
semi-finalist as the nation’s top rusher with the Cardinals.

During the 2008 and '09 seasons Carter was running backs coach under
Urban Meyer at the University of Florida. He helped guide the Gators to

the 2009 BCS National Championship with a 24-14 victory over Oklaho-
ma.

Florida also competed in the 2010 Allstate Sugar Bowl and captured the
2008 Southeast Conference championship during his time on the coaching
staff.

The Gators were 26-1 in his two seasons as running backs coach. In
2009, Florida was 13-1 losing only in the SEC Championship Game. The
Gators capped the year with an impressive win over Cincinnati in the
Sugar Bowl.

The Gators led the Southeast Conference in rushing at 231 yards per
game and posted a school-record 42 rushing touchdowns during the 2008
season. Florida running back Jeff Demps was also a Doak Walker award
nominee during Carter’s tenure with the Gators.

Carter also served as running backs coach and recruiting coordinator at
Vanderbilt from 2004-to-'07.

He served under the late Joe Paterno from 2001-to-03 as assistant receiv-
ers coach at Penn State University.

Among the highlights of Carter’s tenure at Penn State were an appear-
ance in 2003 Capital One Bowl; and the selection of All- Big Ten receiver
Bryant Johnson in the first round of the NFL draft by Arizona Cardinals.

During the 2000 season, Carter was running backs coach at the Univer-
sity of Pittsburgh. The Panthers competed in the Insight.com Bowl; and
running back Kevin Barlow was a third round selection of the NFL’s San
Francisco 49ers following that season.

In 1999, Carter was an assistant coach (strong safeties/linebackers/
nickel backs) at Louisiana State University.

He began his coaching career in 1993 as an assistant at Furman (tight
ends).

The following year, Carter was hired as assistant head coach and re-
cruiting coordinator at his alma mater, The Citadel, where he served until
1998.

Carter was a four-year letterman as an inside linebacker for The Citadel.
He was the Bulldogs’ 1989 Special Teams Player-of-the-Year.

He earned a bachelor of science in Health and Exercise Science from
The Citadel in 1990.
