Delaware State Head Coach Rod Milstead (Delaware 

State, 92):  The former Hornet All-America offensive lineman 
and National Football League standout is in his first season as 
head coach at his alma mater. This is his first collegiate head 
coach position. Milstead served as Delaware State’s offensive 
line coach in 2014 and held the same position at DSU’s Mid-
Eastern Athletic Conference rival North Carolina Central in 
2013. Following his playing career with the Hornets, Milstead 
competed for the NFL’s Dallas Cowboys, Cleveland Browns, 
San Francisco 49ers and Washington Redskins.  
 

SC State Head Coach Oliver “Buddy” Pugh:  

(SC State, ’78) is in his 17th season as head coach of the 

Bulldogs.  He has an overall record of 121-69, including an 95-

35 mark in MEAC contests. During his tenure, the Bulldogs 

have captured two outright MEAC championships (2008 & 

2009), shared four others (2004, 2010, 2013 and 2014), and 

made four trips to the NCAA playoffs (2008, 2009, 2010 and 

2013). In 2009, SC State was named National Black Champi-

ons by the Sheridan Broadcasting Network, the 100 Percent 

Wrong Club of Atlanta, the Washington (DC) Pigskin Club and 

the Box-to-Row /BASN. In addition, the Bulldogs finished num-

ber seven in all three major FCS polls that year. Pugh is 9-5 in 

his career against Delaware State.

THE GAME 
Delaware State is on the road for the sixth time in seven games to take on South Carolina State in a Mid-
Eastern Athletic Conference contest. The Hornets (0-6; 0-3) are coming off a 55-13 loss to Howard last 
Saturday. DSU trailed 23-0 in the first quarter and never recovered. The Hornets rushed for a season-

high 235 yards, but also surrendered a season-worst 529 yards in the contest.   
 
South Carolina State (1-5; 1-3 MEAC) is also trying to bounce back from a loss. The Bulldogs fell to visit-
ing Bethune-Cookman 28-26 in the most recent outing last Saturday. SCSU trailed by 19 points in the 
second quarter,  but pulled to within two points after a touchdown with 2:32 left to play. The potential 
game-tying two-point run after the touchdown came up short.        
 
THE HORNETS  
The Hornets had their second-best offensive output of the season with 379 yards at Howard last week. 
DSU is seventh in the MEAC in total offense (279.0 ypg)  and total defense (421.7 ypg). DSU is ninth in 
the league in scoring (11.8 ppg) and 10th in points allowed (50.7 ppg). Despite missing last week’s game 
at Howard, tailback Mike Waters (jr.) is third  in the MEAC in rushing at 67.6 yards per game (338 total). 
Hornet quarterback Keenan Black (jr.) has completed 38-of-84 passes (45.2%) for 432 yards with two 
touchdowns and two interceptions. Black is 10th in the MEAC in passing average at 72.0 yards per game. 
However, he was relieved by Jack McDaniels (so.) in the first quarter at Howard last week and did not 
return. McDaniels completed 14-of-25 passes for 144 yards in the relief appearance. For the season, 
McDaniels has connected on 29-of-59 passes (49.2%) for 245 yards. He has one interception and has yet 
to through a touchdown pass. Trey Gross (so.) is Delaware State’s top receiver with 19 catches for 286 
yards and two touchdowns. Gross is seventh in the MEAC in receiving yards at 47.7 per game. Hornet 
linebacker Brian Cavicante (jr.), a preseason All-MEAC First Team selection, is tops in the league in 
tackles at 9.5 per game (57 total). DSU defensive back David Bowman (fr.), a Milford (Del.) High School 
product, is sixth in the conference in tackles at 6.8 per game (41 total) entering this week’s games. Hornet 
cornerback Keyjuan Selby (sr.) is third in the MEAC in passes defended with eight (1 int. + 7 pass 

breaks-up). Delaware State also holds the 1-2 spots in kickoff returns in the MEAC this season. Brycen 
Alleyne (sr.) is No. 1 in the conference with a 28.8 yard kickoff return average, highlighted by his second 
career touchdown on a 95-yard return at Norfolk State on Sep. 29. DSU’s Kwannah Kollie (so.) is sec-
ond behind Alleyne in the MEAC with a 24.0 yard kickoff return average. Kollie returned a kick 93 yards 
for a touchdown, also at Norfolk State on Sep. 29. Alleyne is also second in the MEAC in all-purpose 
yards 129.0 per game.  

  
THE BULLDOGS 
 South Carolina is just ahead of the Hornets are No. 8 in the MEAC in scoring at 12.7 points per game. 
The Bulldogs rank fifth in the league in scoring defense, allowing an average of 28.2 points a game. SC 
State is ninth out of the 10 league teams in total offense at 261.8 yards per game, while standing eighth in 
total defense at 432.8 yards allowed.  Bulldog quarterback Nick Tyrece has completed 45-of-99 passes 
(45.5%) for 654 yards with three touchdowns and three interceptions. Tyrece is 10th in the MEAC with a 
104.9 pass efficiency rating. He’s also the team leader and second in the MEAC with 433 yards rushing,  
and has rushed for four scores. De,Montrez Burroughs leads the team with eight receptions for 211 yards 
and two touchdowns. Linebacker Chad Gilchrist (so.) is tops on the team and tied for seventh in the  
MEAC in tackles at 6.6 per game (34 total).        

 

THE SERIES (SCSU LEADS 28-17) 

This is the 46th meeting in the series that began when the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference was formed 

in 1971. South Carolina State has won six of the last eight contests to lead 28-17 in the series, but Dela-

ware State was victorious in the last meeting. The Hornets snapped an overall 17-game losing streak with 

a 17-14 victory over the Bulldogs in the 2017 contest in Dover, Del. DSU’s Wisdom Nzidee kicked the go-

ahead field goal with 10 minutes left to play and the Hornet defense highlighted a strong effort with two 

fourth quarter interceptions to seal the win. The last time the teams met at South Carolina State, the 

Bulldogs came out on top  30-3 in the 2016 season.

MEAC WEEKLY TELECONFERENCE 

STARTING QB JOB BACK UP FOR GRABS     

After starting quarterback Keenan Black (jr.) was relieved in the first quarter and Jack 

McDaniels (so.) played the last three quarters of last week’s loss at Howard, it appears  

the job is once again a two-man race. Black has started the previous four games after 

McDaniels was No. 1 in the first two contests.         

So far this season, Black has completed 38-of-84 

passes (45.2%) for 432 yards with two touchdowns 

and two interceptions. He’s currently 10th in the 

MEAC in passing average 72.0 yards per game. 

Black is also third on the team in rushing with a net 

154 yards (3.7 ypc) and one touchdown.  

McDaniels has completed 29 of 59 passes (49.2%) 

for 245 yards. He has one interception and has yet to throw a touchdown. He connected 

on 14-of-25 passes for 144 yards in last week’s relief appearance at Howard.  

The duo split time under center in 2017 and waged a battle throughout 2018 summer 

camp.  Black was ninth in the MEAC in passing average (129.9 ypg) and pass efficiency 

(116.2 rating) after completing 82-of-173 passes (47.4%) for 1169 yards and 11 touch-

downs in 2017. McDaniels connected on 95-of-175 throws (54.3%) for 1139 yards and 

three TDs a year ago.  

HORNETS GETTING A KICK OUT OF RETURNS  

Delaware State achieved a milestone on Sep. 29 when two players returned a kickoff for a 
touchdown in the same game for the first time in recorded team history. Kwannah Kollie 
returned a Norfolk State kickoff 93 yards for a touchdown in the third quarter and Brycen 
Alleyne followed suit with a 95-yard touchdown later in the quarter. Alleyne is the MEAC 
leader in kickoff returns with an average of 28.8 yards per attempt (317 yards on 11 at-
tempts), while Kollie is second at 24.0 yards per return  (14 for 336 yards). The kickoff 
return touchdown was the second of Alleyne’s career, while it was the first for Kollie.  
Alleyne has 80 career kickoff returns for 1816 yards. Travis Tarpley is DSU’s all-time lead-
er with 97 returns, while DaShane Dennis is tops in team history with 2,224 career return 
yards. 
 
Despite having the top two returners in the league, Delaware State is fourth as a team in 
the MEAC in kickoff returns with a 23.5 yard average. North Carolina A&T is No. 1 in the 
league with a 30.5 yard average.   
 
Alleyne’s kick return numbers have also helped him move into second place in the MEAC 
in all-purpose yards at 126.0 yards per game. He has 128 rushing yards, 40 receiving and 
29 on punt returns to go along with his kickoff return yards this season. Howard’s Jequez 
Ezzard is the league leader in all-purpose yards at 137.7 per game, highlighted by 372 as 
a receiver. 

 

WATERS QUESTIONABLE FOR SC STATE CONTEST  

The playing status of Hornet junior Mike Waters is uncertain for the South Carolina State 
contest after sitting out last week at Howard due to injury.  Waters is currently third in the 
MEAC in rushing at 67.6 yards per game (338 total). The Phila., Pa., native rushed for a 
season-high 107 yards vs. Saint Francis on Sep. 8. It was the third 100-yard game of his 
career and first since rushing for a DSU freshman record 220 yards in the Hornets’ 2016 
finale at Howard. Waters opened the season with a 92-yard performance at Buffalo on 
Sep. 1. He enters this week’s Howard with 1,269 career rushing yards on 279 carries (4.5 
ypc). The Philadelphia, Pa., native rushed for a DSU freshman record 820 yards in 2016, 
but was held to just 111 during an injury-plagued sophomore season in 2017.   

   

 

FRESHMAN IMPRESSES IN WATERS’ ABSENCE 

The absence of Mike Waters last week presented an opportunity for freshman RB  
Michael Chris-Ike to make his collegiate debut at Howard last Saturday. Chris-Ike made 
the most of the opportunity, rushing for 56 yards on 10 carries (5.6 ypc), with a long of 12. 
He also scored the Hornets’ lone touchdown on a one-yard run in the fourth quarter. The 
Hamilton, Ontario, Can., native was a standout at St. Thomas More Secondary School and 
the Hamilton Hurricanes club team before enrolling at DSU     
 
 
 



DEVIN SMITH SOLIDIFIES STATUS AS STAR DEFENDER 

Defensive back Devin Smith (jr.) has joined Brian Cavicante as a leader of the Hornet 
defense. Smith recorded 10 tackles at Norfolk State last week to give him 21 in the last 
two games. He has climbed to third on the team and tied for ninth in the MEAC in tackles 
at 6.4 per game (32 total). On Sep. 15 at FBS Western Michigan, Smith led all players 
with 11 tackles (nine unassisted), including four behind the line-of-scrimmage and a 
forced fumble. He had eight solo tackles among his 10 at Norfolk State on Sep. 29. The 
versatile Smith is also likely to see more time at cornerback throughout the remainder of 
the season. As a sophomore in 2017, Smith was third on the Hornets with 60 tackles, 
including 36 solo and 2.5 in the opponents’ backfield.      

 

HORNETS’ AIR ATTACK STILL LOOKING TO TAKE FLIGHT  

After averaging just 59.2 yards per game passing in the first three weeks, Delaware 
State threw for a season-best 247 yards at Norfolk State on Sep. 29. Last week vs. 
North Carolina A&T, the yardage fell to 108. The Hornets are eighth in the MEAC in 
passing offense at 106.6 yards per game entering this week’s action. DSU was fourth in 
the MEAC in passing at 213.0 yards per game in 2017, the Hornets’ top conference 
ranking since leading the league at 257.1 in 2012. Trey Gross (so.) is the team leader 
with 18 catches for 264 yards this season. Gross is fourth in the MEAC in receiving 
yards (52.8 pg) and tied for eighth in receptions (3.6 pg). He had nine catches for 162 
yards, each a career-high, and two touchdowns vs. Norfolk State on Sep. 29. Last year’s 
top receiver, Taronn Selby (sr.) has just 11 catches for 50 yards in five games this  
season. He caught 35 passes for 521 yards, each a team-high, in 2017. Kwannah Kol-
lie (sr.) is third on the Hornets with 10 receptions for 103 yards this season.   
 

FOUR HORNETS EARN PRESEASON ALL-MEAC NOD 

Delaware State has four players on the 2018 Preseason All-MEAC Teams, including 
three first team selections. Hornet defensive back Keyjuan Selby (sr.), punter Fidel 
Romo-Martinez (jr.) and linebacker Brian Cavicante (jr.) were named to the preseason 
first team, while running back Brian Alleyne (sr.) was a second team pick in voting by 
league head coaches and sports information directors. Selby, a 2017 All-MEAC Second 
Team honoree, was second in the MEAC in passes defended (1.18 pg) and the team 
leader with two interceptions last season. Romo-Martinez, also a 2017 All-MEAC Sec-
ond Team selection, was tops in the league and fourth among all FCS punters with a 
44.8-yard average last season. He had 24 kicks of 50-or-more yards and 17 that landed 
inside the opponents’ 20-yard line. Cavicante was second on the Hornets and 13th in the 
MEAC in tackles at 6.7 per games (74 total) a year ago. Alleyne has more than a thou-
sand yards rushing in his career and is also one of the MEAC’s top kickoff returners.   

 

HORNET PUNTER IN THE SPOTLIGHT 

Delaware State punter Fidel Romo-Martinez (jr.), a FCS All-America candidate, ranks 

fourth in the MEAC with a 41.3 yard average entering this week’s games. Romo-

Martinez has nine kicks of 50-or-more yards, including a long of 70 yards at Western 

Michigan on Sep. 15 , and seven that have landed inside the opponents’ 20-yard line. 

He punted 72 times for 3,224 yards, both school records, last season. His average of 

44.8 yards per kick was tops in the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference and fourth among 

all FCS punters in 2017. He had 24 kicks of 50-or-more yards and 17 that landed inside 

the opponents’ 20-yard line. His talents have certainly not gone unnoticed. Romo-

Martinez  is a 2018 HERO Sports Preseason FCS All-America Third Team and PHIL 

STEELE Preseason FCS All-America Fourth Team selection, in addition to being a Pre-

season All-MEAC First Team pick. 

SEEING “DOUBLE”  

You’re not seeing double. Delaware State’s “Selby twins” Keyjuan and Taronn have 
been causing folks on campus to do double-takes since joining the team in 2015.  Keyju-
an is a defensive back and Taronn a wide receiver, so they often go head-to-head in 
practice. Keyjuan is a 2018 preseason All-MEAC First Team selection, and ranked 
among the league leaders in passes defended the last two seasons. Taronn was the 
Hornets’ leader in receptions (35) and receiving yards (512) in 2017. The Selbys were 
standout players at St. George’s Vo-Tech in New Castle County, Del., before enrolling at 
Delaware State.  Taronn was Delaware’s 2014 Gatorade High School Player-of-the-Year 
after rushing for more than 1,300 yards and 23 touchdowns as a senior. Keyjuan also 
rushed for more than 1,000 yards as a senior at St. George’s, and is the school’s career 
interception leader. 
 
The 2018 Hornets also feature the “kicking Romo-Martinez brothers.” Junior punter Fidel 
Romo-Martinez joined the team in 2016, while his younger brother Jose  
Romo-Martinez, a redshirt freshman, is expected to handle placekicking duties  
this season.

HORNETS IN THE MEAC  

A charter member of the MEAC, Delaware State is in its 48th year of league play. The 

Hornets have an all-time record of 136-186-1 in MEAC contests. DSU has won or shared 

six league championships. The Hornets claimed outright MEAC titles in 1985, 1989 and 

2007, while sharing the crown in 1987, 1988 and 1991. Delaware State was 10th  in the 

MEAC standings with a 2-6 league mark in 2017.   

PLAYING WITH THE BIG BOYS 

DSU’s 68-0 loss at Western Michigan on Sep. 15 was the second of two vs. FBS  

opponents on the Hornets’ 2018 schedule. DSU opened the season with a 48-10 loss at 

Buffalo, along with WMU a member of the Mid-America Conference. This is the second 

year in a row that Delaware State has faced multiple major college foes. In 2017, the 

Hornets suffered a week three loss to West Virginia (59-16) and were routed by Florida 

A&M (77-6) to close out the season.   

Delaware State has played 13 games all-time vs. FBS/Div. I-A  opponents. The Hornets 
are 1-11 all-time vs. FBS opponents. The only win was a 52-26 upset of Akron, also a 
current MAC member, in 1987.

Delaware State head coach and former Hornet great Rod Milstead did not 
overlook the talented football minds his alma mater has produced when putting together 
his staff.  In addition to Milstead, the 2018 Hornet coaching staff  
consists of DSU alums Tyrone Greenwood (cornerbacks), Cordie Greenlea 
(linebackers) and Ollie Taylor (wide receivers).  
 
Greenlea and Milstead first crossed paths at Delaware State and were  
members of the Hornets’ 1988 MEAC championship squad. Greenlea was most  
recently a football coach consultant and previously a successful Delaware high school 
head coach.    
 
Greenwood has been on the DSU staff since 2015 and retained by Milstead when he took 
the job this year. Prior to returning to his alma mater, Greenwood was a member of the 
University of Kansas football staff.  He played with the Hornets from 2000 to 2003. 
 
Before entering the coaching ranks, Taylor was a member of the Hornets’ 2007 MEAC 
championship squad. He most recently served as receivers coach at Saginaw Valley 
State (Mich.) before returning to Delaware State.

Delaware State linebacker Brian Cavicante (jr.) was honored by the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference for his performance in the Hor-
nets’ Sep. 8 contest at Saint Francis (Pa.). Cavicante was selected as the MEAC Defensive Player-of-the-Week after recording 12 
tackles, including eight unassisted, in the contest. Among the tackles, five were in the Saint Francis backfield, accounting for 14 lost 
yards. In addition, Cavicante scooped up a fumble on a Saint Francis punt return and ran 14 yards to the end zone for the first  
touchdown of the game and his career. The Portsmouth, Va., native is currently No. 1 in the MEAC in tackles at 9.5 per game (57 to-
tal). Cavicante is also tied for first in the league in tackles-for-loss (10) and is tied for second with 20 solo stops in the latest conference 
statistical rankings. 
  
JOSE! JOSE! JOSE!  
Delaware State placekicker Jose Romo-Martinez (r-fr.) is apparently gaining more confidence from the Hornet coaching staff. Romo-
Martinez has kicked two field goals in each of the last two games and is 5-for-8 for the season. He . 
accounted for all the DSU scoring with two field goals vs. North Carolina A&T on Oct. 6. He opened the scoring with a 38-yard field 
goal in the first quarter and pulled the Hornets to within 20-6 with a career-best 49-yard kick with plenty room to spare late in the sec-
ond quarter.

DELAWARE STATE HEAD COACH ROD MILSTEAD 

One of the most decorated players 
in the history of the Delaware 
State University football program 
was appointed as head coach at 
his alma mater on Jan. 30. 2018. 
 
Milstead was a standout offensive 
lineman for the Hornets from 1988 
to ’91 before an eight-year career 
in the National Football League. 
 
During his tenure with the Hornets, 
Milstead was a three-time All-

MEAC First Team selection (1989, ’90, 91); and a 1991 
Associated Press, Walter Camp and Sheridan Black  
College All-America First Team pick. 
 
He helped lead Delaware State to the 1989 MEAC  
championship and a share of the conference title in 1988 
and ’91. 
 
In addition, he helped pave 
the way to the Hornets’ No. 1 
ranking among all Division I-
AA (now FCS) teams in  
rushing at 300.2 yards per 
game in 1990. 
 
Delaware State named 
Milstead as its Male Athlete-
of-the-Year and Senior Male  
Athlete-of-the-Year in 1992. 
He was inducted into the  
Hornets’ Athletics Hall-of-
Fame in 2003. 
 
   Milstead was a Div. I-AA All-America
   offensive lineman at Delaware State

  
Milstead earned a bachelor’s in Sociology/Criminal Justice 
from Delaware State in 1992. 
 
Following his collegiate career, Milstead was selected by 
the Dallas Cowboys in the fifth round of the 1992 National 
Football League draft. After several weeks in the Cowboys’ 
training camp, he was traded to the Cleveland Browns, 
where he played two seasons. 
 
In 1994, Milstead signed with the San Francisco 49ers, 
where he joined former Hornet star wide receiver John 
Taylor. 
 
Milstead was a member of San Francisco’s 1995 Super 
Bowl champion squad. The Niners captured the title with a 
49-26 win over the San Diego Chargers in Super Bowl 
XXIX in Miami, Fla. In four seasons with the 49ers (1994-
97), Milstead competed in 36 games, including 12 starts. 

He completed his professional playing career after two 
seasons with the Washington Redskins (1998-99), during 
which he appeared in 20 games, starting 11.

FOURTH SEASON AT DSU 

Day is in his second stint on the Delaware State coaching staff. 
He previously served under head coach Al Lavan as quarter-
backs coach, then offensive coordinator with the Hornets for 
three seasons from 2004 to ’06. During the 2004 to ’05 seasons, 
Delaware State compiled a 15-7 overall record and 11-4 mark in 
the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference. In 2006, with Day as 
offensive coordinator, the Hornets were 8-3 overall and 6-2 in 
the MEAC, their best record in each since 1991.DSU’s 2006 

squad ranked second in the MEAC in scoring offense at 30.5 points per game and in 
rushing 191.3 yards per game.

In addi-
tion, he was the recipient of the 2016 Fritz Pollard Coach-of-the-Year Award, present-
ed by the Black Coaches Alliance and Brown University. Pollard was the first African-
American head coach in the National Football League. He and Bobby Marshall were 
the first African-Americans to compete in the NFL.   James’ college coaching experi-
ence also includes one season (2011) as offensive coordinator at St. Paul’s College 
(Va.) and a year as linebackers coach at Norfolk State University (2003).

DELAWARE STATE, ‘04 

FOURTH SEASON AT DSU 

Before returning to his alma mater, the former Hornet star 
defensive back most recently served two years with the Univer-
sity of Kansas football program as the quality control coach for 
defense. Greenwood spent the previous six seasons on the 
staff at Pierce College in Los Angeles, where he served as 
defensive coordinator and defensive backs coach. Greenwood 
is a 2004 graduate of Delaware State where he was a three-

year starter at defensive back. While at DSU, Greenwood earned All-MEAC hon-
ors and was named the team’s defensive MVP in 2003.

Each of Delaware State’s 2018 Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference football contests will be streamed live on 
either ESPN3 or ESPN+, the result of a multi-year agreement between the conference and the Worldwide 
Leader in Sports. The MEAC and ESPN recently announced the plan to stream 
the conference's football contests on ESPN3 and ESPN+, the new multi-sport, 
direct-to-consumer subscription streaming service from The Walt Disney Compa-
ny Direct-to-Consumer & International segment and ESPN.  The agreement is 
effective immediately.  A total of 35 MEAC football contests will be available on 
ESPN3 and ESPN+ this season in addition to 10 televised contests on ei-
ther  ABC, ESPN, ESPN2 or ESPNU. 
 
 “I am elated to utilize ESPN3 and ESPN+ in continuing to grow the MEAC’s rela-
tionship with ESPN,” said MEAC Commissioner Dennis E. Thomas. “Both ESPN3 
and ESPN+ are innovative digital platforms upon which we can better serve our member institutions and 
our fans, while also expanding our reach both from a conference perspective and at the institutional level. 
This is an exciting time for college sports, with the expansion of digital content, and I am pleased that the 
MEAC is on the forefront with ESPN3 and ESPN+.” 
 
 “This agreement reflects another significant step in our relationship with the MEAC and for the opportuni-
ty to continue to enhance our already robust ESPN3 and ESPN+ offerings with quality HBCU competi-
tion,” said Burke Magnus, ESPN executive vice president of programming and scheduling. 
 ESPN3 is accessible on computers, smartphones, tablets and connected devices through the ESPN app. 
The network is currently available nationwide at no additional cost to fans who receive their high-speed 

Internet connection or video subscription from an affiliated service provider.  
 
Fans can subscribe to ESPN+ on ESPN.com or through the ESPN App for just $4.99 a month (or 
$49.99 per year). 
 
The agreement adds additional exposure to the MEAC, which has collaborated with ESPN since 2005. 
The ESPN+ football contests add- to an already impressive lineup as the ESPN networks carry multiple 
men's basketball, baseball and softball regular-season contests. The men's and women's basketball 
tournament championship, volleyball and bowling finals are also televised on ESPNU.

  JOHN TAYLOR TOPS LIST OF FORMER HORNET PROS 

Rodney Gunter may one day be recognized as the former Hornet with the greatest pro-
fessional football career, but right now that distinction belongs to John Taylor, who 
played nine seasons with the great San Francisco 49er teams of the late 1980s to mid-
90s. Taylor is most famous for catching the 
winning touchdown on a 10-yard pass from 
Joe Montana with 34 seconds left in the 
49ers’ 20-16 win over the Cincinnati Bengals 
in Super Bowl XXIII in Miami, Fla. It was his 
first of three Super Bowls championships 

with the Niners. Taylor 
was also a two-time 
NFL All-Pro selection, 
competed in two Pro 
Bowls and was named 
as to the NFL’s 1980s 
All-Decade Team as 
the second team punt 
returner. In a Monday 
night game against the 
Rams, Taylor scored 
touchdowns on two 

receptions of over 90 yards (92 and 96), an NFL first. He recorded 347 receptions for 
5,589 yards (16.1 ypr) and 43 touchdowns in his NFL career.

A  twenty-eight year 
veteran of federal, state and local law enforce-
ment, he ascended to the Senior Executive Ser-

of Justice where he managed local, regional, national, and international investigations. He 
is frequently featured in live broadcast news segments related to Homeland Security, 
Federal investigations and general law enforcement matters on CNN, Headline News, 
MSNBC, FOX and local affiliates throughout the United States and abroad. 
 
Television and movie watchers may recognize former Hornet Aaron 
Spears (right), now a Hollywood actor. Spears was a running back 
for the Hornets during the 1992 and ’93 seasons. In 1993, he was 
one of three Hornets to rush for 100 yards (133) in a 65-42 win over 
Morgan State. Today, Spears plays the character Mark Bradley in the 
BET series Being Mary Jane starring Gabrielle Union. He received a 
NAACP Image Award for his role as Justin Barber  in the daytime 
soap Bold and the Beautiful. His television credits also include guest 
roles in Criminal Minds, Bones and Everybody Loves Raymond.
