Delaware State Head Coach Rod Milstead (Delaware
State, 92): The former Hornet All-America offensive lineman
and National Football League standout is in his first season as
head coach at his alma mater. This is his first collegiate head
coach position. Milstead served as Delaware State’s offensive
line coach in 2014 and held the same position at DSU’s Mid-
Eastern Athletic Conference rival North Carolina Central in
2013. Following his playing career with the Hornets, Milstead
competed for the NFL’s Dallas Cowboys, Cleveland Browns,
San Francisco 49ers and Washington Redskins.

MSU Interim Head Coach Ernest T. Jones (Alcorn
State , '95) was appointed to the position for the 2018 season.
In addition, he serves as defensive coordinator and defensive
backs coach. Before joining the Bears, Coach Jones was
previously the Head Coach at ASA Miami, a two-year college.
Prior to that he worked briefly as the running backs coach for
UConn in 2014, following a three-year stint at Notre Dame that
began in 2011 as the Fighting Irish's director of player devel-
opment and engagement.

THE GAME

Delaware State is on the road for the final time this season, visiting long-time rival Morgan State in
a Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference contest. The Hornets have won back-to-back games for the first
time since 2013 after a 25-6 victory over Savannah State in their last outing. The DSU defense
held SSU to 167 total yards in the contest, the lowest by a Hornet opponent since 2010. Delaware
State is seeking its first three-game win streak since taking four in a row in 2012. Morgan State
has dropped its last three games, including a 30-28 home loss to Bethune-Cookman last Saturday.
The Bears attempted a potential go-ahead field goal from 37 yards out with 1:30 left to play, but
the kick was blocked.

THE HORNETS

In addition to holding an opponent to its lowest yardage to in eight years, the Hornet defense also
allowed season-lows in first downs (8), rushing yardage (112), pass yards (55) and yards per play
(3.0) last week. DSU also held a 35:17-t0-24:43 edge in time of possession. The “D” forced two
turnovers for the second straight game and contributed to the scoring with a third quarter safety vs.
Savannah State. For the season, the Hornets have climbed to sixth in the MEAC in total defense,
allowing 381.1 yards per game. Linebacker Brian Cavicante (jr.) is tops in the MEAC in tackles
per game (8.6) and total tackles (77). Safety Jahad Neibauer (jr.) is second on the team and 11th
in the league in tackles at 6.2 per game (66 total). Neibauer shared MEAC Defensive Player-of-the
-Week honors after recording a sack in the end zone for a safety, an interception and 30-yard
return and five solo tackles vs. Savannah State last week. Offensively, Delaware State has
jumped to second in the MEAC in rushing at 188.4 yards per game. Brycen Alleyne (sr.) is fifth in
the conference in rushing at 60.9 yards per game (487 total). Mike Waters (jr.) is second on the
Hornets with 338 yards rushing despite missing the last four games. Bryant Dallas (jr.) has run for
255 yards and Michael Chris-lke (fr.) has tallied 239 in just three games. Jack McDaniels (so.)
has started at quarterback the last three games. For the season, he has completed 63-0f-128
passes (49.2%) for 628 yards with five touchdowns and five interceptions. Taronn Selby (sr.) is
DSU’s leading receiver with 29 catches for 263 yards and a touchdown, while Trey Gross (so.)
has 27 catches for 444 yards and three scores.

THE BEARS

Morgan State has dropped four of its last five games since shocking then-FCS No. 4 North
Carolina A&T 16-13 on Sep. 22. The Bears feature one of the MEAC's tougher defenses. MSU is
second in the league with 23 sacks this season. In addition, Morgan State is fourth in the
conference in rushing defense (175.8 ypg) and passing defense (188.7 ypg). Linebacker Damare
Whitaker (fr.) is second to DSU’s Brian Cavicante in the MEAC in tackles at 8.3 per game (75).
Whitaker has a league-high 52 solo tackles this season. Fellow linebacker lan McBorruough (fr.)
is sixth in the MEAC at 7.2 tackles per game (65). Offensively, MSU is eighth in the MEAC in total
yardage at 294.4 yards per game. Last week, quarterback D.J. Golatt, Jr. completed 19 of 39
passes for 257 yards and three touchdowns.

THE SERIES (MSU LEADS 36-25)

This is the 62nd meeting between the Hornets and Bears. It is Delaware State‘s second oldest
rivalry (74 games vs. Howard). DSU snapped a four-game losing streak in the series with a 33-30
victory last season at Alumni Stadium. The Hornets overcame a 21-point second-quarter deficit in
the contest, and scored the winning points on a three-yard pass from Keenan Black to Trey Gross
with 8.9 seconds left to play. The last time the teams played at Morgan State, the Bears posted a
20-17 win in 2016.

HORNET DEFENSIVE BACK HONORED BY MEAC

Delaware State defensive back Jahad Neibauer (jr.) has been honored by the Mid-Eastern Athletic
Conference for his stellar performance in the Hornets’ 25-6 victory over Savannah State last weekend.
Neibauer and Tye Freeland of Howard share the latest MEAC Defensive Player-of-the-Week award,
the conference announced on Nov. 5. A Harrisburg, Pa., native, Neibauer recorded a sack in the en-
dzone for a safety, an interception and 30-yard return , in addition to five solo tackles to lead the Hor-
nets’ defensive effort last week. For the season, he is second on the Hornets and 11" in the MEAC in
tackles at 6.2 per game (56 total) and is ninth in the league in passes defended with eight (seven pass
break-ups and one interception). Neibauer is the third Hornet to earn MEAC honors this season. Line-
backer Brian Cavicante (jr.) was selected as Defensive Player-of-the-Week on Sep. 10 and running
back Michael Chris-lke was Rookie-of-the-Week on Oct. 29.

HORNETS CLIMB MEAC RUSHING CHART

Despite its record, Delaware State has emerged as one of the MEAC'’s top running teams this season.
Entering this weekend’s play, the Hornets are second in the league in rushing at 188.4 yards per
game, trailing only Howard (195.4 ypg) in the conference rankings. DSU rushed for a season-best 273
yards in its 28-13 win over North Carolina Central on Oct. 27. Bryson Alleyne (sr.) is fifth in the
league in rushing at 60.9 yards per game (487 total). Alleyne ran for 35 yards and a touchdown vs.
Savannah State last week to raise his career total to 1,530. He needs 210 yards in the next three
games to move into 10th place on the Hornets’ career rushing yardage list.

McDANIELS TIGHTENS GRIP ON STARTING QB POST

Jack McDaniels (so.) is expected to start his fourth consecutive game at quarterback this weekend.
McDaniels has thrown five touchdown passes in the last three games in leading the Hornet offense.
For the season, McDaniels has completed 63-0f-128 passes (49.2%) for 628 yards with five touch-
downs and five interceptions this season. He was 18-for-36 for a career-high 217 yards with two touch-
downs and two interceptions, while rushing for a personal best 53 yards vs. South Carolina State on
Oct. 20. Keenan Black (jr.) has started four games at QB for the Hornets this season, connecting on
38-0f-84 throws (45.2%) for 432 yards with two touchdowns and two picks. He’s also rushed for 154
yards on 42 attempts (3.7 ypc). Black threw for a career-high 247 yards, completing 17-0f-29 passes
(2 TDs; 1 INT), vs. Norfolk State on Sep. 29.

The duo split time under center in 2017 and waged a battle throughout 2018 summer camp. Black
was ninth in the MEAC in passing average (129.9 ypg) and pass efficiency (116.2 rating) after com-
pleting 82-0f-173 passes (47.4%) for 1169 yards and 11 touchdowns in 2017. McDaniels connected on
95-0f-175 throws (54.3%) for 1139 yards and three TDs a year ago.

HORNET PUNTER SHUT DOWN FOR REMAINDER OF SEASON

Delaware State punter Fidel Romo-Martinez (jr.), a Preseason FCS All-America
candidate, is out for the rest of the season due to a shoulder injury Romo-Martinez has
been out since suffering the injury at Howard on Oct. 13. Before the injury, he ranked
third in the MEAC with a 41.3 yard average. Romo-Martinez had nine kicks of 50-or-
more yards, including a long of 70 yards at Western Michigan on Sep. 15, and seven
that have landed inside the opponents’ 20-yard line this season. He punted 72 times for
3,224 yards, both school records, last season. His average of 44.8 yards per kick was
tops in the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference and fourth among all FCS punters in 2017.
He had 24 kicks of 50-or-more yards and 17 that landed inside the opponents’ 20-yard
line. His talents have certainly not gone unnoticed. Romo-Martinez is a 2018 HERO
Sports Preseason FCS All-America Third Team and PHIL STEELE Preseason FCS All-
America Fourth Team selection, in addition to being a Preseason All-MEAC First Team
pick.

In Fidel’s absence, his brother Jose Romo-Martinez has served as the team’s
punter and placekicker. Jose was 3-for-3 on field goal attempts (28, 26, 25) and
averaged 42.0 yards on two punts vs. Savannah State last week. Jose has
connected on seven of his last eight field goal attempts to improve to 8-for-11, with
a long of 49 yards, this season. He is also 15-for-15 on extra point kicks to lead the
Hornets in scoring with 39 points. Jose is third in the MEAC in field goal percentage
(72.7%) and tied for third in the league with his eight field goals.

NO PLACE LIKE HOME

Delaware State’s 2018 opening roster included a total of 14 in-state players, tops among
states. The Hornets’ Delaware products are: Brycen Alleyne (Wilmington), Karim Beat-
ty (Dover), Tyreek Booker (Newark); David Bowman (Milford), Dwight Chavis
(Newark), Sequan Daniels (Woodside), Shareef Flowers (Bear), Jawain Granger
(New Castle), Brooks Parker (Laurel), Keyjuan Selby (Bear), Taronn Selby (Bear);
Kyle Taylor (Wilmington), Taj Washington (Newark), and Shawn Wood (New Castle).
New York and New Jersey are tied for second among states with 12 players on the Hor-
nets’ 2018 roster.

LOCAL STAR SHINES IN HORNET DEBUT SEASON

No first year jitters for Delaware State freshman defensive back David Bowman, a for-
mer star at Milford (Del.) High School. Bowman, a two-way standout at Milford (RB/DB),
led all players with 11 tackles, including seven solo stops, in his collegiate debut at Buf-
falo on Sep. 1. He currently ranks fifth on the Hornets and 24th in the MEAC in tackles at
5.8 per game (46 total) after nine games. Before enrolling at DSU, Bowman helped lead
Milford HS to the state Division Il championship during senior year. He’s also the
school’s all-time record holder in yards from scrimmage (6,068), rushing yards (5,600),
touchdowns (74) and tackles (376). As a senior, Bowman was the 2017 Delaware Defen-
sive Player-of-the-Year, All-State First Team as a running back and defensive back, All-
Henlopen Conference First Team (RB & DB), Delaware Blue/Gold All-Star selection and
Delaware SportsZone Star Health Athlete-of-the-Week.

HORNETS IN THE MEAC

A charter member of the MEAC, Delaware State is in its 48th year of league play. The
Hornets have an all-time record of 138-187-1 in MEAC contests. DSU has won or shared
six league championships. The Hornets claimed outright MEAC titles in 1985, 1989 and
2007, while sharing the crown in 1987, 1988 and 1991. Delaware State was 10th in the
MEAC standings with a 2-6 league mark in 2017.

PLAYING WITH THE BIG BOYS

DSU'’s 68-0 loss at Western Michigan on Sep. 15 was the second of two vs. FBS
opponents on the Hornets’ 2018 schedule. DSU opened the season with a 48-10 loss at
Buffalo, along with WMU a member of the Mid-America Conference. This is the second
year in a row that Delaware State has faced multiple major college foes. In 2017, the
Hornets suffered a week three loss to West Virginia (59-16) and were routed by Florida
A&M (77-6) to close out the season.

Delaware State has played 13 games all-time vs. FBS/Div. I-A opponents. The Hornets
are 1-11 all-time vs. FBS opponents. The only win was a 52-26 upset of Akron, also a
current MAC member, in 1987.

The Hornet defense is the biggest beneficiary with the
help of Division | FBS transfers Jason Smith (Marshall), Keisean Wilson (Old Domin-
ion), Carrington Jones (Temple) and Shawn Wood (Pittsburgh). Smith and Jones are
defensive linemen, while Wilson and Wood join the linebacker corps.

Junior college transfers RB Richard Harris (Dean College) , OT Anetelea “RJ” Moli
(DeAnza College) , DL Corey St. John (Ellsworth CC), DB La Vonte Wilson (San Ber-
nardino CC) and OL Michael Wood (Compton College) also signed with the Hornets this
season.

BACK TO THE FUTURE

Delaware State head coach and former Hornet great Rod Milstead did not

overlook the talented football minds his alma mater has produced when putting together
his staff. In addition to Milstead, the 2018 Hornet coaching staff

consists of DSU alums Tyrone Greenwood (cornerbacks), Cordie Greenlea
(linebackers) and Ollie Taylor (wide receivers).

Greenlea and Milstead first crossed paths at Delaware State and were

members of the Hornets’ 1988 MEAC championship squad. Greenlea was most
recently a football coach consultant and previously a successful Delaware high school
head coach.

Greenwood has been on the DSU staff since 2015 and retained by Milstead when he took
the job this year. Prior to returning to his alma mater, Greenwood was a member of the
University of Kansas football staff. He played with the Hornets from 2000 to 2003.

Before entering the coaching ranks, Taylor was a member of the Hornets’ 2007 MEAC
championship squad. He most recently served as receivers coach at Saginaw Valley
State (Mich.) before returning to Delaware State.

FOUR HORNETS EARN PRESEASON ALL-MEAC NOD

Delaware State has four players on the 2018 Preseason All-MEAC Teams, including three first team selections. Hornet defensive back Keyju-
an Selby (sr.), punter Fidel Romo-Martinez (jr.) and linebacker Brian Cavicante (jr.) were named to the preseason first team, while running
back Brian Alleyne (sr.) was a second team pick in voting by league head coaches and sports information directors. Selby, a 2017 All-MEAC
Second Team honoree, was second in the MEAC in passes defended (1.18 pg) and the team leader with two interceptions last season. Romo-
Martinez, also a 2017 All-MEAC Second Team selection, was tops in the league and fourth among all FCS punters with a 44.8-yard average
last season. He had 24 kicks of 50-or-more yards and 17 that landed inside the opponents’ 20-yard line. Cavicante was second on the Hornets
and 13th in the MEAC in tackles at 6.7 per games (74 total) a year ago. Alleyne has more than a thousand yards rushing in his career and is
also one of the MEAC’s top kickoff returners.

THIS DAY IN HORNET FOOTBALL HISTORY (Nov. 10, 1984)

Delaware State celebrated its sixth MEAC championship, defeating Norfolk State 28-21 in overtime on Nov. 10, 2007 at Alumni Stadium.
Norfolk State led 21-3 before the Hornets scored 25 unanswered points, including 18 in the fourth quarter, to claim their first MEAC title since
1991. DSU tied the score at 21-21 on a 28-yard field goal by Peter Gaertner as time expired in the fourth quarter. On the first overtime
possession, the Hornets scored the go-ahead touchdown on a two-yard pass from Vashon Winton to fullback Eric Sewell. Norfolk State was
unable to score on its overtime possession. The game ended on a sack by DSU cornerback Akeem Green. The Hornets finished 8-0 in the
MEAC that season. Delaware State earned the first NCAA playoff bid in team history with the conference championship.

HORNET GREAT JOHN TAYLOR SELECTED TO 2019 BLACK COLLEGE HALL OF FAME CLASS
John Taylor, whose record-setting years at Delaware State led to National Football League stardom and Super Bowl championships, has
been selected for induction into the Black College Football Hall of Fame.

Taylor is among seven inductees selected from a list of 25 finalists deter-
mined by the BCFHOF selection committee. He is joined in the 10™ hall of
fame class by players Emerson Boozer, Hugh Douglas, Rich “Tombstone”

Taylor, a standout wide receiver and punt returner, capped off his Dela-
ware State career as the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference Offensive Player
- of-the-Year in 1985. That season, he earned Black College and Division I-
AA All-America honors after topping the
MEAC with 15 touchdowns to lead the &

Hornets to their first conference championship in team history.

Taylor completed his college career as the MEAC's all-time leader with 42 touchdowns and 254 points. He
is tied for the Hornets’ career record with 33 touchdown catches and is third all-time with 2,426 receiving
yards. In addition, Taylor still holds the Delaware State record for receiving yards in a game (223) and the
top two longest receptions (97, 93). He previously held the NCAA record for career yards per catch at

24 3.

Taylor ranks fifth in Delaware State history with 3,593 all-purpose yards, is fourth in career punt return
yards (576) and second in punt return touchdowns (4).

Taylor was selected by the San Francisco 49ers in the third round of the 1986 NFL Draft. During his nine
seasons with San Francisco, he was a member of three Super Bowl Championship teams. He caught the
game-winning touchdown pass from Joe Montana in the final seconds of the 49ers’ Super Bow! XXIII win
over the Cincinnati Bengals in 1989.

A two-time Pro Bowl selection, Taylor was selected to the NFL's 1980s All-Decade Team as a punt return-
er.

His NFL career statistics include 347 catches, 5,598 receiving yards and 43 touchdown grabs. He was
also the first player in NFL history with two touchdown receptions of 90-or-more yards in a game.

Taylor is the first Delaware State athlete selected for induction into the Black College Football Hall of Fame, which includes such legends as
Walter Payton (Jackson State), Buck Buchanon (Grambling State), Willie Lanier (Morgan State), Jerry Rice (Mississippi Valley State), Deacon
Jones (South Carolina State) and coach Eddie Robinson (Grambling State).

Day is in his second stint on the Delaware State coaching staff.
He previously served under head coach Al Lavan as quarter-
backs coach, then offensive coordinator with the Hornets for
three seasons from 2004 to ’06. During the 2004 to ‘05 seasons,
Delaware State compiled a 15-7 overall record and 11-4 mark in
the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference. In 2006, with Day as
offensive coordinator, the Hornets were 8-3 overall and 6-2 in
the MEAC, their best record in each since 1991.DSU’s 2006
squad ranked second in the MEAC in scoring offense at 30.5 points per game and in
rushing 191.3 yards per game. The Hornets topped the 60-point mark in two games
that season. That season, senior running back Emmanuel Marc was second in the
MEAC with 1,230 yards rushing the 4th best single season total in team history.

Braxton returns to Delaware State after a three-year stint (2015-
17) as an assistant at NCAA Division Il power Wesley College in
Dover, Del., under the late legendary head coach Mike Drass.
The Wolverines reached the NCAA Div. Ill playoff quarterfinals in
2015 and the second round in 2016 and ’17. Also at Wesley,
Braxton was the position coach of 2018 National Football League
signee Matt Gono, currently with the Atlanta Falcons.

The agreement is
effective immediately. A total of 35 MEAC football contests will be available on
ESPN3 and ESPN+ this season in addition to 10 televised contests on ei-

ther ABC, ESPN, ESPN2 or ESPNU.
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“l am elated to utilize ESPN3 and ESPN+ in continuing to grow the MEAC's rela-
tionship with ESPN,” said MEAC Commissioner Dennis E. Thomas. “Both ESPN3
and ESPN+ are innovative digital platforms upon which we can better serve our member institutions and
our fans, while also expanding our reach both from a conference perspective and at the institutional level.
This is an exciting time for college sports, with the expansion of digital content, and | am pleased that the
MEAC is on the forefront with ESPN3 and ESPN+.”

“This agreement reflects another significant step in our relationship with the MEAC and for the opportuni-
ty to continue to enhance our already robust ESPN3 and ESPN+ offerings with quality HBCU competi-
tion,” said Burke Magnus, ESPN executive vice president of programming and scheduling.

ESPN3 is accessible on computers, smartphones, tablets and connected devices through the ESPN app.
The network is currently available nationwide at no additional cost to fans who receive their high-speed
Internet connection or video subscription from an affiliated service provider.

Fans can subscribe to ESPN+ on ESPN.com or through the ESPN App for just $4.99 a month (or
$49.99 per year).

The agreement adds additional exposure to the MEAC, which has collaborated with ESPN since 2005.
The ESPN+ football contests add- to an already impressive lineup as the ESPN networks carry multiple
men's basketball, baseball and softball regular-season contests. The men's and women's basketball
tournament championship, volleyball and bowling finals are also televised on ESPNU.

(“14) is making an impact in professional football.
Gunter was selected by the Arizona Cardinals in the
fourth round (116h overall pick) of the 2015 National
Football League draft, making him the third highest
NFL selection in Hornet football history. He was also
the first Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference player
chosen in the 2015 NFL draft. Gunter has 51 tackles

Gunter was a four-year starter for the Hornets from
2011 to 2014, competing in each of the Hornets' 45
games during the span.

Joe Montana with 34 seconds left in the
49ers’ 20-16 win over the Cincinnati Bengals
in Super Bowl XXIII in Miami, Fla. It was his
first of three Super Bowls championships
with the Niners. Taylor
______ =~ was also a two-time
~7 " NFL All-Pro selection,
competed in two Pro
Bowls and was named
as to the NFL’s 1980s
All-Decade Team as
the second team punt
returner. In a Monday
night game against the
Rams, Taylor scored
touchdowns on two
receptions of over 90 yards (92 and 96), an NFL first. He recorded 347 receptions for
5,589 yards (16.1 ypr) and 43 touchdowns in his NFL career.

A twenty-eight year
veteran of federal, state and local law enforce-
ment, he ascended to the Senior Executive Ser-

of Justice where he managed local, regional, national, and international investigations. He
is frequently featured in live broadcast news segments related to Homeland Security,
Federal investigations and general law enforcement matters on CNN, Headline News,
MSNBC, FOX and local affiliates throughout the United States and abroad.
