
•	 Consecutive Streaks Extended: J.T. Boyd (26), Zay Jones (18), Travon Simmons (16), Brandon Smith (14) ...
•	 First Time Starts: Kiante Anderson ...
•	
•	 Philip Nelson registered his first career 400-yard passing game completing 44 of 58 passes (both career-highs) with one TD and two interceptions ... Sixteen of 44 

completions went for 10 or more yards ... His 400-yard passing yards ranks 15th on ECU’s all-time single-game charts ... Threw his seventh TD pass of the season 
(Devin Anderson 4 yards in fourth quarter) - has accounted for eight of ECU’s 11 TDs (7 pass, 1 rush) ... 

•	 Zay Jones set an ECU and American Athletic Conference single-game record with 22 receptions breaking Justin Hardy’s school record (17 vs. Tulane in 2013) ... He 
hauled in a career-best 22 receptions (most by an FBS receiever this season) for a career-high 190 yards ... He came one reception shy of tying the NCAA single-game 
record (record is 23 done twice: Randy Gatewood/UNLV/1994 and Tyler Jones/Eastern Michigan/2008) ... Extended his streak to 38-straight games with at least one 
catch in the first quarter (7 yards) - fourth longest active streak in the nation ... Has caught multiple passes in 40 of 41 career games (none vs. VT in 2013) ... Tallied 
10th double-digit reception game and 12th triple-digit yard totals for his career ... With his six-yard grab in the third quarter, Jones moved into second place on ECU’s 
all-time receptions charts (XXX) passing Dwayne Harris (268/2007-10) .......... 119 of his 280 career receptions have gone for 10 or more yards (35 for 20-plus) ... Hauled 
down at least one pass in 11 of 12 quarters this season (none vs. WCU in the fourth quarter) ... 

•	 Davis Plowman extended current streak to six-straight games with a field goal made dating back to USF contest (2015) with his 32-yarder in the first quarter ... 
Connected on 3 of 4 FGAs (made: 32/1Q, 43/2Q, 45/4Q; miss: 25/3Q) ... Registered fourth career multi-FG game of his career (3-3/TLS, 3-3/UCF in 2015; 2-2/NCSU, 3-4/SC 
in 2016) ... His 45-yarder in the fourth quarter was a career-long ... Connected on 10 of 11 PATs this season and is 6 of 9 in FGAs ... For his career, he has connected on 51 
of 54 PATs and 17 of 21 FGs ... Tallied 102 career points (51/PATs, 17/FGs) ...

•	 Deondre Farrier caught a career-high three passes for a career-best 58 yards - all in the fourth quarter
•	 Caleb Pratt had three kickoffs for 158 yards and one touchback ... Now has 37 career TBs (31/2015, six/2016) and at least one touchback in 12 of 15 career games (multi-

ple eight times) ...  66 of his 79 kickoffs have gone for 60 or more yards (65 yards/43 times, 64/twice, 63/5 times, 62/5 times, 61/5 times and 60/3 times ... 
•	 Demetri McGill tallied a 3-yard TFL in the second quarter stopping RB David Williams ... Finished with two tackles (all solo) ...
•	 Jordan Williams had a pair of TFLs (-5 /2Q, -1/4Q) ... Tallied a team-best six tackles (all solo) ...
•	 Bobby Fulp tied career-high with four tackles (all solo) ... 
•	 Devin Anderson scored his first career TD on a four-yard pass from Nelson in the fourth quarter ... Finished with a career-best five receptions for a career-high 33 

yards ...
•	 James Summers led the team with 11 rushes for 71 yards ... Caught one pass for negative six yards ...  
•	 Quay Johnson tallied 97 all-pupose yards (59 rec, 38 KOR) ... Caught seven passes on the day ...
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East Carolina Records and Streaks:
•	 Has lost 19-straight games when scoring 20 or less points (19-14 vs. UCF in ‘09/last win) ...
•	 Has lost eight-straight to SEC programs (last win was 1999 at South Carolina, 21-3) ...

Pirate Team Notes:
•	 Attendance: 80,384, which is the eighth largest road crowd the Pirates have played infront of in school history ...
•	 East Carolina extended its current streak without being shutout to 234 games (a school record) on Davis Plowman’s 32-yard field goal in the first quarter ... Last time 

the Pirates were blanked was on Oct. 4, 1997 (56-0 at Syracuse) ... Entering tonight’s game, ECU’s 234-game run currently ranked 14th among all active FBS streaks 
and is the 24th-longest in the all-time annals ... Florida currently sits atop the agive leaderboard with 347 (prior to today’s game, which began in 1988) ...

•	 The Pirates have thrown at least one TD strike in 54 of their last 60 games when Philip Nelson connected on a four-yard pass to Devin Anderson in the fourth quarter 
(did not record passing score vs. North Carolina/2012, Marshall/2013, Temple/2014, Towson/2015, UConn/2015 and USF/2015) ... 

•	 The Pirates turned the ball over four times in the contest with three coming inside the 10-yard line (two interceptions, one fumble) ... 
•	 ECU allowed 17 first quarter points to South Carolina, which are the most since allowing 17 at Marshall in 2013 ...
•	 The Pirates six first half points are the fewest since scoring six at the intermission against UConn on Oct. 30, 2015 ...
•	 South Carolina scored on its first possession of the game (Brandon McIlwain 9-yard TD run) snapping ECU’s streak of holding an opponent scoreless in the first period 

at three games ... The Pirates had shutout Cincinnati(10-0/2015), Western Carolina (10-0/2016) and NC State (9-0/2016) the first quarter ...
•	 The Pirates were 2-for-2 on fourth down conversions (both in the second quarter)and are 5-for-5 on the season (3 vs. NC State, 2 vs. South Carolina) ...
•	 ECU is 1-2 in the Scottie Montgomery era on coin tosses (lost/Western Carolina and South Carolina; won/NC State) ... The Pirates have received the ball to start the 

second half in all three games thus far in 2016 ...
•	 ECU in the redzone this season: 11-16 (8 TDs, 3 FGs) where it has scored 63 points ... Redzone TDs (4 rush, 4 pass) and redzone FGs (3 for 5) ...
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
