» After playing four straight games on the road, Eastern Kentucky returns home to play
six of its next eight contests. Senior Mike Rose leads the team in both scoring (21.5 ppg)
and rebounding (7.0 rpg) at home. The guard is also shooting 53.6 percent (30-0f-56) from
behind the arc in McBrayer Arena.

» Since winning the 2007 OVC championship game over Austin Peay, the Colonels have
lost four straight to the Governors including an 82-79 setback earlier this month. Austin
Peay leads the all-time series, 56-45.

» Eastern Kentucky netted a season-high 93.3 percent (14-0f-15) of its free throw attempts
at Morehead State on Saturday. Senior Mike Rose equaled his career high by making eight
free throws.

» Through nine OVC games, the Colonels lead the league in three-pointers per game (10.4)
and turnover margin (+2.78). Against Morehead State on Jan. 24, EKU committed just seven
turnovers, its second lowest mark of the year. However, the Colonels made just six three-
pointers, also their second lowest mark of the year.

» Freshman Jorge Camacho finished with a career-high 15 points at Morehead State on
Saturday. The forward came off the bench to lead the Colonels with seven rebounds as
well. Camacho, who is shooting 63.2 percent from the floor this year, was named OVC
Freshman of the Week for his efforts.

Jeff Neubauer is now
in his fourth year as
| head coach at Eastern
| Kentucky University.

In 2006-07, he guided
the Colonels to their
seventh NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance and
sixth 20-win season in
program history. EKU
accomplished both of those feats without a first
team all-conference player on its roster.

Neubauer, 37, is the youngest coach in the
Ohio Valley Conference. The Colonels have tal-
lied at least 10 victories in the OVC all three years
under Neubauer including going 10-10 in 2007-
08. Last year, Eastern Kentucky was the only
OVC team to earn a win at Murray State.

The 2006-07 Eastern Kentucky team led the
nation in fewest fouls per game (13.6) and also
paced the Ohio Valley Conference in field goal
percentage (46.2).

In his first season as head coach, the Colonels
nearly pulled off a dramatic upset over Big Ten
opponent Wisconsin at the Paradise Jam tourna-
ment in the U.S. Virgin Islands, but fell to the
Badgers in double-overtime.

Neubauer has coached four all-conference
players, an OVC Co-Freshman of the Year, an
OVC Tournament MVP and the program’s all-
time leading scorer in his three years at Eastern
Kentucky.

Before arriving at Eastern Kentucky, Neu-
bauer served three seasons as the top assistant
at West Virginia under head coach John Beilein
where he helped fuel the Mountaineers’ rapid
rise to national prominence.

A native of Slidell, La., Neubauer was an
outstanding student-athlete at La Salle University
in Philadelphia, where he played point guard
under head coach William “Speedy” Morris.
The Explorers went 30-2 and earned an NCAA
Tournament berth in Neubauer’s freshman sea-
son. Neubauer, team captain as a senior, earned
honorable mention GTE All-Academic accolades
as a cum laude graduate in finance.
