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The University opened Phase 1 of the 78,000-square foot,

of 2006. Located on the south side of campus, the new
building features state-of-the-art business classrooms and

£ il -E services of EKU’s College of Business and Technology.

EKU offers 168 degree programs including a bachelor of science
degree in forensic science.

Eastern s Fitness and Wellness Center opened in the fall
of 2004 and features state-of-the-art equipment which
is available free of cost for all EKU students. Included
in the center is a 10,000-square foot weight area, a four-
lane indoor track, two multi-purpose gyms, a climbing
wall, locker and shower facilities and a lounge area.

N The History of the “Colonel”

Eastern Kentucky athletic teams were known as the Maroons
until the 1960s and even survived one attempt to alter the school
mascot to the Leopards.

In 1963, Eastern Kentucky University President Robert Martin
was at a loss as to how he could create a physical “Maroon” to ex-
cite the audience. A man of vision and intelligence, Martin began
searching for a mascot that would embody the glorious Bluegrass
State.

He found it in the honorable Kentucky Colonel.

The military title of “Colonel” had begun being used as an
honorary title in the state by the late 1800s and by 1931 the now-
famous Honorable Order of Kentucky Colonels had been formed.

The finger-lickin” Colonel
Harlan D. Sanders himself
was inducted in 1935.

Like Minutemen of Mas-
sachusetts and Sooners of
Oklahoma, the Kentucky
breed of Colonel was a
unique symbol of the state
and so Martin selected it to
accompany the school color
as Eastern’s mascot.

Further cementing the
connection with Eastern
was the fact that Centre
College’s mascot was already
the Colonel and a faction of
that school had occupied the
Richmond campus before
Eastern’s founding.

A Brief Richmond History

Richmond was founded in 1798 by Colonel John Miller, a
Revolutionary War soldier. In 1798, the Kentucky Legislature
authorized the moving of the Madison County seat from nearby
Milford to land owned by Colonel Miller.

The move was bitterly opposed by about 300 residents of the
Milford area and a fight to retain the seat resulted between Dave
Kennedy, who represented the Milford location, and William
Kearly, who represented the new site.

Although history does not record the results of the brawl, the
county approved the move in March of 1798 and two acres of
land were purchased from Colonel Miller. Court was held in his
barn.

On July 4, 1798, the site was officially named Richmond in
honor of Miller’s birthplace, Richmond, Va.

chine under a new coordinator? How will certain
players adjust to new positions on defense? Head
coach Danny Hope is anxious to see how the team
responds.

“We ended the [2006] season on a strong note
and hopefully we can carry that momentum into
this fall,” Hope said.

A veteran offensive unit will be under the direc-
tion of new coordinator Linwood Ferguson. The
offense averaged a league-high 354.5 yards per
game in 2006 while putting up 30 points per game in the final six
contests of the year. However, turnovers were a problem for the
offense at times last season as EKU committed 16 turnovers in the
five losses to just eight in the six victories.

“When we don’t turn the ball over, we win,” Hope said. “I
think our new coordinator did a good job in the spring emphasiz-
ing ball security, so hopefully we have that behind us.”

On defense, most of the names will be familiar to Colonel fans,
but some of the players will be in new positions this fall led by
senior linebackers George Anderson and Jules Montinar. In 2006,
Anderson lined up as a defensive end while Montinar was utilized
in the secondary.

“I wish we had some more experience at some of the spots on
defense, but I like the caliber of players we will be putting on the
field,” Hope said.

Most football teams would be happy to have one proven
quarterback on the roster while the Colonels are fortunate enough
to have two such players in senior Josh Greco and junior Allan
Holland.

Greco, the 2005 OVC
Offensive Player of the
Year, struggled some-
what as a junior — only
10 touchdowns to 13
interceptions — partly
due to nagging injuries.
He still led Eastern to a
rivalry win over Western
Kentucky and threw for
a season-high 323 yards
and two touchdowns in
the victory at Samford.

“In the spring, Greco
played perhaps his
best football in terms of
executing the offense,” Hope said. “He looked like a veteran quar-
terback should look.”

Holland and Greco split time at the quarterback position in the
final four games of 2006 after Holland led Eastern to a come-from-
behind win at Southeast Missouri. The junior transfer from Wake
Forest completed 62.4 percent of his passes in seven appearances
and threw just two interceptions one year ago.

“Both guys are competing to be the number one quarterback,”
Hope said.

2 Dunn, who led the Colonels and finished fifth

21 in the OVC with 802 rushing yards in 2006, needs
19 just 118 more yards to reach 2,000 for his col-
legiate career. He reached the 100-yard plateau
three times as a junior including a season-high
116 yards against Eastern Illinois.

Washington joined EKU in 2006 as a transfer and made an im-
mediate impact. He was named to the All-OVC newcomer team
after posting 534 rushing yards for the year. Against eventual OVC
champ UT Martin, Washington rumbled for a team season-high
119 yards along with two scores.

It could be possible to see both Dunn and Washington in the
game at the same time this year. In fact, Hope suggested there
could be times when all three backs will be used at once because
of Walker’s play-making ability.

In short yardage situations, look for Eastern to use a true
fullback in the backfield. Three players will vie for that position
- sophomores Jake Tamaska and Phillip Herbst along with senior
Wes Wolfe.

Hulff has the most experience of the group as he has played in
33 games while starting each of the last 20 contests. As a junior,
Hulff led the OVC in pass break-ups and notched his fifth career
interception at Tennessee Tech.

Molden has been a part of the cornerback rotation for the last
two years and has the chance to step up as a starter in 2007. He
ended his junior season on a high note with five tackles and a pass
break-up in the victory over Tennessee State.

“Back-up corner spots could be filled by some talented incom-
ing freshmen — Jeremy Caldwell, Jaren Gooden and Quinton Gad-
dy,” Hope said. “It's a spot we recruited heavily this past year.”

In Gathof’s first season as a starting safety, he earned first team
All-OVC honors. Gathof notched a career-high 12 tackles in back-
to-back wins over Murray State and Tennessee-Martin towards
the end of the 2006 campaign. He finished second on the team in
tackles (67) and tied for the team lead in interceptions (three).

Even though Denton didn’t play much at the beginning of 2006,
he came on strong at the end of the season with interceptions
in the final three games while also blocking a punt for a safety
against Murray State.

Tuupo, a highly regarded prospect coming out of high school,
has been plagued by injuries since his arrival at EKU. However, a
healthy Tuupo competed well this past spring and gives the Colo-
nels another solid safety.

I Special Teams

Complacency does not fit into the thinking of Coach Hope for
special teams in 2007. A highly-touted recruit will offer competi-
tion to both the punter and placekicker duties this fall.

“I think we have a lot of potential for the special teams unit and
we need to tap into it in 2007,” Hope said.

Junior Taylor Long handled the kicking duties in 2006 and
proved his mettle with a clutch last-second, game-winning 39-yard
field goal at then No. 8 Tennessee-Martin. Long struggled early
in the year only to rally by making five of his last seven field goal

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attempts. One of the missed opportunities was from 53 yards.

Safety Zach Denton is scheduled to be the holder on field goals
for a third straight year.

In punting situations, long snapper Brad Willoughby and
punter Benton Kuszmaul will be working together for a third
season. Kuszmaul twice hit punts of 57 yards in the OVC contest
against Jacksonville State last fall.

Freshman Logan O’Connor was a high school first team all-
state pick out of Tennessee and will compete with both Long and
Kuszmaul for the specialist duties.

The kick-off and punt return units both shined one year ago.
Junior Davin Walker finished 11th nationally in kick returns
thanks in part to a 100-yard return for a score against Murray
State. In part-time action as the punt returner, sophomore Garnett
Phelps averaged a respectable 12.4 yards per return. Meanwhile,
the Colonels blocked four kicks in the final five games of 2006,
including a punt at UT Martin which set up the game-winning
field goal.

N The Schedule

Just as it has been since the arrival of Coach Hope, the Colonels
will face a challenging schedule in 2007. Eastern Kentucky’s three
non-conference opponents should have the Colonels battle tested
for the start of OVC play.

For just the second time in program history, EKU will challenge
the University of Kentucky. The Colonels and Wildcats open the
season at Commonwealth Stadium on Sept. 1.

“Playing Kentucky is a big deal for our football team,” Hope
said. “I think it’s great for the image of our program and great for
football in the state of Kentucky.”

The Colonels open their home schedule with a night tilt against
Southern Conference foe Western Carolina (Sept. 8) before travel-
ing to Western Kentucky (Sept. 15) for the Battle of the Bluegrass.
Each of the last two contests between EKU and WKU have been
decided in the final possession of the game.

Eastern Kentucky begins conference play at Jacksonville State
on Sept. 22 before hosting Samford during Family Weekend on
Sept. 29. In mid-October, the Colonels will host back-to-back home
games — Southeast Missouri (Oct. 13) and Tennessee State (Oct. 20)
— for the first time in three years. Tennessee State is the featured
Homecoming opponent in 2007.

EKU then squares off against Austin Peay on Nov. 10 for the
first time in 10 years. The Colonels conclude the regular season
with a home game against Tennessee Tech on Nov. 17. With 10
teams in the league this year, Eastern will not face UT Martin.

For the fourth summer in a row, 40 inner city l‘
youths traveled from Nashville, Tenn., to Eastern
Kentucky University for five days filled with aca-
demic classes, educational field trips, job shadow-
ing experiences and recreation. u.“.“

These middle school youths are members of a
Nashville-based organization called Backfield in Motion (BIM), which has
strong ties to the EKU football program. The founder and primary bene-
factor, Joe Davis, was a Colonel placekicker in the 1980s.

“I'm proud that Eastern Kentucky University has lent such a helpful
hand to our program,” CEO of Backfield in Motion and former Middle
Tennessee State football coach Boots Donnelly said. “I really feel more pro-
grams like Backfield in Motion need to be supported because it’s the piece
of the puzzle that’s missing.”

With its mission to “inspire inner city youths to reach their maximum
potential and become significant contributors to society,” BIM places a
significant emphasis on academics. In an effort to give the participants a
preview of college life, the BIM Summer Academic Camp was introduced
in 2004 with Eastern Kentucky chosen as the host sight.

“We are delighted to be associated with the Backfield in Motion pro-
gram,” said Sally Hope, wife of EKU football coach Danny Hope and BIM
summer camp coordinator. “We strongly believe in its mission statement
and, in the four years we have hosted Backfield in Motion, campers have
already begun to see the positive impact that the Backfield in Motion pro-
gram is having on the Nashville community.”

Eastern football players have played an integral role in the success
of this summer academic camp. Each summer, the players have served
as mentors and role models for the campers. While at EKU, the campers
spend the week in the dorms and attend classes such as language arts,
drug awareness, first aid and sexual harassment. Speakers from around
campus and a tour of Berea College give the campers different perspec-
tives of college life. At the week-ending celebration banquet, several of the
BIM participants are chosen to recite poems that have meaning to their
lives.

“I've always had an interest in helping kids, and that’s what I've done
my whole life,” Donnelly said. “Giving these kids a chance to experience
the college atmosphere at a younger age will hopefully encourage them to
strive for a collegiate education in the future.”

When EKU played at Vanderbilt in 2004, 200 BIM participants showed
up to cheer on the Colonels. Following the game, one young man who had
attended the 2004 summer academic camp waited in the rain for over 30
minutes to speak with the Eastern players.

“We’ve adopted them as our little brothers,” Coach Hope said.

2007 COLONEL FOOTBALL

Danny Hope knows what it means to be a Colonel, and he
knows what it takes to win a championship. That’s the reason the
fifth-year head coach has taken the challenge of returning Eastern
Kentucky to national prominence personally.

The Colonels have taken the first steps towards Hope’s goal
as EKU has been a factor in the Ohio Valley Conference cham-
pionship hunt every year since Hope took over the program. In
four years on the sidelines, Hope has guided the Colonels to four
straight winning records and three runner-up finishes in the OVC.

“We’ve improved in every phase of the game the last four

Bear Bryant. The second came under John L. Smith where Hope
remained until taking the reins at EKU.

After graduating from Eastern Kentucky, Hope returned to his
native Florida and began coaching the offensive line at Manatee
High School in Bradenton, Fla., under former EKU offensive
coordinator Joe Kinnan. Hope was a part of a Class 4A Florida
state championship in 1983 as Manatee High posted a perfect 14-0
mark. However, after four seasons, the lure of coaching collegiate
football brought him back to the NCAA ranks.

Hope then began a graduate assistantship at Louisville in 1985,
and spent two seasons in that role before moving up to the full-
time staff as the tight end/offensive line coach in 1987.

In 1988, Hope began coaching special teams along with his of-
fensive line duties and remained in that capacity until leaving the
staff at the end of the 1994 season.

During his first stint at Louisville, the Cardinals climbed as
high as 13th nationally in the Associated Press poll after a con-
vincing 34-7 Fiesta Bowl win over Alabama. In 1993, Louisville

years,” Hope said. “It’s been a great
commitment from everyone on staff. The
groundwork has been laid for a special |
season in 2007 and it should be an excit-
ing year.”

Hope brought with him a new, wide-
open offensive attack that immediately
paid dividends as the Colonels have led
the league in total offense three times in
the previous four seasons — 2003, 2005
and 2006. Last year, the EKU offense
piled up over 340 yards of offense in
each of the final six games on the way to
five victories, including a thrilling 31-28
win at No. 8 Tennessee-Martin.

Even though the Eastern Kentucky
offense posts staggering numbers, Hope
and his coaching staff continue to make
defense a primary focal point. In 2006,
the Colonels ranked third in the league
in total defense, while leading the OVC
in opponent fourth down conversion
rates. Against Tennessee State in the
2006 season finale, EKU’s defense held
the Tigers to a season-low three points
and prevented TSU from capturing a
share of the conference championship.

Hope has also instilled a new dynamic on special teams. The
2003 Eastern Kentucky punt return unit topped the nation in punt
return yardage, rolling up a whopping 16.5 yards per return. Kick
returner Davin Walker tallied 25.43 yards per return in 2006, a
figure that ranked 11th nationally.

In four years at the helm of the program, Hope has done an
outstanding job developing individual talent. During this span,
the Colonels have produced 17 first team and 15 second team All-
OVC players. Also, one Colonel garnered OVC Defensive Player
of the Year honors, another notched OVC Offensive Player of the
Year accolades and three were selected as All-Americans under
Hope’s guidance.

A 1981 graduate of Eastern Kentucky, Hope played for legend-
ary former head coach Roy Kidd, who paced the sidelines in the
stadium that now bears his name for 39 seasons. Hope’s Kentucky
connections also run through Louisville, where he served two
coaching stints. The first came under Howard Schnellenberger,
who played his college ball at the University of Kentucky under

produced another big bowl win, this
time coming at the Liberty Bowl with an
18-7 win over Michigan State.

After a one-year stint at Oklahoma,
Hope latched on with Joe Tiller at Wyo-
ming in 1996. That season, the Cowboys
captured the WAC Pacific Division title.
{ The squad was ranked third nationally
in total offense and climbed as high as
No. 22 in the AP poll.

He would leave Laramie, Wyo., with
Tiller and head to Purdue to begin the
1997 season, and the move paid instant
dividends. Hope, as the offensive line
coach for the Boilermakers, was in on
the ground floor of yet another pro-
gram’s revival.

In his first season in West Lafayette,
Ind., Hope and the Boilermakers rose
to seventh in the nation in total offense
and No. 15 in the AP poll. Purdue went
on to defeat Oklahoma State, 33-20, in
the 1997 Alamo Bowl, marking the first
of five straight bowl appearances.

Purdue ended the 1998 season
| ranked 16th nationally in total offense
and No. 23 in the AP poll. Another bowl
championship made its way to Purdue that season as the Boiler-
makers knocked off No. 3 Kansas State in the Alamo Bowl, 37-34.

Once again, the Boilermaker offense churned up yardage in
1999. The offensive unit ranked eighth in total offense and then
climbed into the AP poll’s top 25. That season, Purdue made its
first New Year’s Day appearance in the Tiller era, falling to Geor-
gia in the Outback Bowl by a field goal, 28-25.

However, the team’s outstanding 1999 season was just an indi-
cation of what was to come the following year. The Boilermakers
ended the year ranked 13th in the AP poll and earned a berth in
the Rose Bowl. Unfortunately, Purdue could not overcome Wash-
ington and dropped the game, 34-24.

An appearance in the Sun Bowl awaited the 2001 Purdue grid-
iron squad, but the team lost the game to Washington State, 33-27.
Following that campaign, Hope returned to Louisville under

head coach John L. Smith and assumed assistant head coach and
offensive line duties with the Cardinals. The 2002 season, which
proved to be Hope’s last in Louisville before returning to his alma
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mater, was highlighted by a 26-20 win over ACC-power Florida
State.

Along with his stellar coaching credentials, Hope has a solid
reputation as a recruiter. His efforts on the road landed several top
prospects at each of his coaching stops, but perhaps the highlight
of his recruiting labors was Ray Buchanan, who became a 1992
second-round selection of the Atlanta Falcons.

Hope has recruited some of the most fertile grounds for foot-
ball talent in the country during his career. He has extensive con-
tacts in the Dallas/Ft. Worth metroplex, the Gulf Coast and Miami
areas in Florida as well as the Chicagoland area. Hope has also
worked the states of Indiana and Mississippi. He has recruited
Kentucky nearly every year of his coaching career, keeping strong
ties to the Bluegrass State.

Hope’s hard work was rewarded twice by Tom Lemming, an
ESPN recruiting analyst and editor of Prep Football Report. Lem-
ming named Hope one of the nation’s top recruiters in both 1993
and 2000.

Hope has been fortunate to serve on coaching staffs that have
produced several NFL offensive linemen. Bruce Armstrong was a
1986 first-round pick of the New England Patriots, and he coached
two second-round picks in Matt Light (New England Patriots,
2001), and Roman Oben (Cleveland Browns, 1986). Also included
among his draftees are Mark Fischer, a 1998 fourth-round selection
of the Washington Redskins, Chukki Okobi, a 2001 fifth-round
choice of the Pittsburgh Steelers, Jerry Crafts (Buffalo Bills), Gene
Murzkowski (New England Patriots), Brandon Gorin (San Diego
Chargers) and Ian Allen (New York Giants).

Hope also helped land two players from his 2003 EKU squad
spots in professional football. Center Larry Turner was chosen in
the seventh round by the St. Louis Rams, while tight end Mike
Woolridge signed a free-agent deal with the Cincinnati Bengals.

A fine player in his own right, Hope played on some of the best
teams ever to grace the field in Eastern colors. He started on the
offensive line from 1977-1980 and was a part of the 1979 squad
that captured the first of two national championships. He was also
a captain on the 1980 team that finished national runner-up.

Hope is also a tireless worker in the community. Since taking

over at Eastern Kentucky, Hope and his team have been involved
in many community service projects, including spearheading an
annual blood drive that has resulted in over 90 donors during

the past four years. Hope, along with the rest of the Colonels, has
gotten involved in projects such as the Free Others of Deprivation
food, toy, and clothing drive, Special Motor Fitness Clinic for chil-
dren with special needs and the EKU Student Organization Breast
Cancer Awareness Auction.

Hope’s community involvement continues throughout the sum-
mer as the Colonels sponsor Backfield in Motion, a camp run by
former Eastern kicker Joe Davis that promotes life skills for inner-
city youth. Campers spend a full week on EKU’s campus focusing
on developing effective study habits, their skills in interpersonal
relationships, leadership, etiquette and public speaking, as well
as discussions about financial aid opportunities for college-bound
students. Campers are also taught first aid and given a chance to
shadow members of the Eastern Kentucky community.

Hope and his wife Sally, a 1980 Eastern Kentucky graduate,
met at EKU as students and were married in 1979. The couple has
one son, Chaz (17), a senior quarterback at Madison Central High
School.
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Linwood Ferguson, who has more than 30 years of coaching
experience, joined the Eastern Kentucky coaching staff as the of-
fensive coordinator this past spring.

“Rather than just see who was available, we were looking for
a person with certain qualities for this position,” EKU head coach
Danny Hope said. “We wanted someone who had been a coordi-
nator on both sides of the ball, a proven on-the-field veteran coach,
a recruiter, an organized individual and someone with champi-
onship experience. Those qualities helped us make our short list
rather quickly and I'm very excited about having Coach Ferguson
on our staff.”

Ferguson will have plenty of experienced players to work with
as the Colonels return eight offensive starters from a unit that led
the Ohio Valley Conference in total offense one season ago. In the
final six games of 2006, EKU averaged 30.2 points per game while
racking up an average of 418 offensive yards per contest.

The native of Greenville, N.C., spent last season as Howard
University’s offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach. The
Bison finished 4-4 in MEAC action one year ago and ranked 20th
nationally in rushing yards per game (184.8). Ferguson has also
been the offensive coordinator at North Carolina Central (2003)
and North Carolina A&T (2002).

From 1999-2001, Ferguson helped revitalize the football pro-
gram at Division II Midwestern State University where he served
three years as head coach. There he led the Indians to the 2001
Lone Star Conference Divisional championship with a 7-4 record.
Ferguson’s MSU teams set school or Lone Star Conference season
records in nine categories including total offense, points scored,
pass offense and touchdowns scored. Two NFL signees came out
of the Midwestern State University program under Ferguson
- running back Dominic Rhodes with the Oakland Raiders and
wide receiver Bryan Gilmore with the San Francisco 49ers.

Ferguson has spent time on the defensive side of the ball as
well including coordinator stints at Murray State (1997-98) and
Southern Illinois (1994-96). While at Murray, the Racer defense
ranked first in the OVC and second nationally in total defense in
1997. In 1980 and 1981, Ferguson was the assistant head coach and
defensive coordinator for the back-to-back NAIA national champi-
ons, Elon College.

Ferguson’s coaching career began in 1974 as a graduate assis-
tant at East Carolina. He earned both his bachelor’s and master’s
degrees from East Carolina University.

Now in his 11th season at Eastern Kentucky, Donn Landholm
began a new role two years ago when he took over the defensive
coordinator position left open by the retirement of longtime EKU
assistant Jim Tanara.

“Donn is an extremely detailed and organized coach with ex-
cellent teaching skills,” head coach Danny Hope said. “He is one
of the best assistant coaches I have ever been around.”

In both 2005 and 2006, Landholm’s defensive units have been
ranked among the Ohio Valley Conference’s top three in total de-
fense. Last fall, the Colonels held the opposition to a 17.6 percent
conversion rate on fourth down attempts, the best mark in the
league. The 2006 EKU defense also paced the OVC in turnovers on
downs inside the red zone, forcing four such turnovers.

Eastern’s defense has produced a first team All-OVC pick for
eight straight years including first team all-conference safety Bran-
don Gathof in 2006. Gathof, who is one of six starters returning for
2007, led Eastern with three interceptions last year while finishing
second with 67 tackles.

Landholm is also in his sixth season in charge of the special
teams units. Last year, the kick-off return group ranked first in
the OVC and ninth nationally averaging 22.86 yards per return.
Meanwhile, the 2006 punt return unit blocked three punts and one
field goal in the final four games of the season.

In 2003, Eastern Kentucky led the nation in punt return yardage
(16.46 ypr). The following year, the Colonels led the conference
and ranked 15th nationally in kick return average (22.0 ypr) while
ranking 13th in the country in punt return average (12.75 ypr).
Kyle Barber was a major part of Eastern’s success in 2004 as he
ranked eighth nationally in kick returns with a 27.6 ypr average.

Prior to serving as defensive coordinator, Landholm was in
charge of the EKU linebackers. He pushed linebacker Justen Riv-
ers towards a great season in 2004 when he won OVC Defensive
Player of the Year accolades.

Landholm came to EKU from Blinn (Texas) Junior College
where he spent four seasons as the offensive line coach. During
his tenure, Blinn completed back-to-back 12-0 seasons in 1995 and
1996, winning the national junior college championships in both
campaigns. His Blinn team also competed in the 1994 Mineral
Water Bowl.

Prior to his stint at Blinn, Landholm spent a year as an assistant
at PSJA North High School in Pharr, Texas, coaching linebackers
and special teams.

From 1987-91, Landholm served as an assistant at Arizona
State. He was a graduate assistant with the Sun Devil defense in
his first two years and helped ASU earn a berth in the 1987 Free-
dom Bowl. Landholm’s final three years with Arizona State were
served as a volunteer coach working with the linebackers.

Landholm coached running backs at Montana State in 1986 and
held the running backs position at Central Missouri State from
1984-1985.

A two-time All-American performer at Appalachian State,
Shawn Clark is in his fifth season on Danny Hope's staff as the
offensive line coach.

“Shawn is an extremely reliable, loyal and hard-working young
coach,” head coach Danny Hope said. “He’s an enthusiastic but
demanding coach who knows what it takes to win in the trenches.”

Clark heads into the 2007 season fortunate enough to lead an
experienced unit that returns four starters including three time
All-OVC performer Sean Dumford. Sophomore Derek Hard-
man was named to the 2006 All-OVC newcomer team giving the
Colonels a solid tackle tandem. Clark’s unit played well down the
stretch in 2006, allowing just five sacks in the final five games.

The native of Charleston, W.Va., came to Eastern from Lou-
isville, where he spent two seasons as a graduate assistant with
the offensive unit. Louisville made two bowl appearances during
Clark’s tenure, defeating BYU in the 2001 Liberty Bowl while fall-
ing to Marshall in the 2002 GMAC Bowl.

Clark has first-hand knowledge of what it takes to win at the
NCAA Football Championship Subdivision level. He played
four seasons at Appalachian State under head coach Jerry Moore.
The four-year starter earned All-Southern Conference accolades
three times and All-American honors during the 1996 and 1998
campaigns. His All-American awards look even more impressive
when considering that a back injury held Clark out of the entire
1997 season.

While with the Mountaineers, Clark helped lead the team to

three NCAA Division I-AA playoff appearances including a trip to

the second round in 1994.

Clark was an all-state player at both offensive line and line-
backer for George Washington (W.Va.)

If anybody ever fit the description “life-long Colonel,” it’s John
Revere. He played for the Colonels from 1972-75 before returning
to his alma mater as a member of the coaching staff 11 years ago.

“John is a great asset to our staff,” head coach Danny Hope
said. “He’s not only a veteran coach, but an exceptional role model
for our players. John is tremendously loyal and is a coach who
wears many hats for our program, including community service
and spiritual development coordinator.”

Over the past decade, Revere has spent time coaching the wide
receivers and running backs. This will be the third consecutive
year he will be in charge of the running backs, which happens to
be one of the deepest and talented positions on the Eastern Ken-
tucky roster.

The one-two punch of seniors Mark Dunn and Bobby Washing-
ton should give the opposition plenty of fits in 2007. Dunn needs
just 118 more rushing yards to reach 2,000 for his EKU career.
Washington, who transferred from N.C. State after the 2005 sea-
son, reached the 100-yard rushing plateau twice last year includ-
ing a team season-high 119 yards at UT Martin.

Besides his coaching duties, Revere serves as a liaison for hous-
ing, meals and walk-on players.

Prior to returning to Eastern, Revere was an assistant coach at
LaGrange (Ga.) High School from 1982 to 1996. There he coached
six players that went on to NFL careers including Walt Harris (San
Francisco 49ers), Tyrone Poole (Oakland Raiders), Quientin Mc-
Cord (Atlanta Falcons), John Johnson (San Francisco 49ers), Tony
Stargell (New York Jets) and Marty Carter (Detroit Lions).

Revere has also had a hand in developing several professional
players while coaching at Eastern Kentucky. Alex Bannister, a
wide receiver with the Super Bowl XL participant Seattle Se-
ahawks, learned under Revere. Dialleo Burks, who also played for
Revere at LaGrange High School, went on to play for the Dallas
Desperados in the Arena League, while Corey Crume went on to
play for the Saskatchewan Rough Riders in the Canadian Football
League.

On the recruiting front, Revere’s tireless work along with
his countless high school contacts have helped land numerous
successful student-athletes at Eastern. Among Revere’s standout
recruits are Larry Turner, a seventh round selection of the St.
Louis Rams in the 2004 draft, and Mike Woolridge, who signed a
free agent contract with the Cincinnati Bengals following the 2004
draft. Some of his other former recruits include Terry Ennis, who
inked a contract with the British Columbia Lions of the CFL and
former Colonel linebacker Justen Rivers, the 2004 OVC Defensive
Player of the Year.

Revere was a standout during his collegiate playing career,
starting at flanker for four seasons under legendary EKU head
coach Roy Kidd. During those four years, he hauled in 95 passes
for 1,501 yards and 13 scores. He also rushed 53 times for 419
yards and two touchdowns. A dangerous punt and kickoff return
man, Revere tallied 459 career yards on 65 punt returns while
racking up 1,212 yards and a touchdown on 59 kick-off returns.

In two years under Mark Sandy’s
guidance as Director of Athletics at
Eastern Kentucky University, the
Colonels have enjoyed success at both
the national and conference levels
while also achieving in the classroom.

During the 2006-07 school year, the
Colonels captured the OVC Men’s All-Sports Trophy for the fourth
straight year and 14th time overall, while the men’s and women'’s
cross country squads won the league championship. In addition,
the men’s basketball team earned the league title and a spot in
the NCAA Tournament against North Carolina, and five Colonel
programs earned the OVC Team Sportsmanship Award. Individu-
ally, two student-athletes were named All-Americans, one Colonel
tallied Academic All-American accolades and several Colonels
received OVC Player of the Year honors.

“Success can be defined in many terms throughout the vast
enterprise known as collegiate athletics,” Sandy said. “Team ac-
complishments and individual honors just begin to tell the story of
what I am most proud of after my second year as EKU’s Direc-
tor of Athletics. Success is our student-athletes developing into
contributing members of society. Success is our coaching staff and
their dedication to our student-athletes.”

In the most recent NCAA Academic Progress Report (APR)
released in the spring of 2007, Eastern Kentucky boasted several
quality rankings led by the men’s golf program’s perfect score of
1,000 for the third consecutive year. Men’s golf was one of five
EKU programs to rank above the national average in the APR, a
measure of eligibility and retention of scholarship student-ath-
letes. Baseball, women’s basketball, football and women’s golf also
eclipsed the national APR average.

Under Sandy’s guidance, Eastern Kentucky recently announced
its plan to construct a $2 million state-of-the-art baseball stadium
that will serve as a cornerstone to The Campus Beautiful. Alumni
Coliseum received a facility enhancement in the summer of 2006
with a newly branded court and scoreboards, while a new series
of athletics marks were created and unveiled in April 2006. In
December 2005, the University and department of athletics an-
nounced the creation of an Athletics Hall of Fame to commemo-
rate distinguished individuals and teams on their accomplish-
ments and contributions to the tradition of Colonel athletics.

On May 31, 2005, Eastern Kentucky University President
Joanne K. Glasser announced the hiring of Mark Sandy as Director
of Athletics. Prior to Eastern Kentucky, Sandy served as senior
associate athletics director for external operations at the University
of Richmond for five years.

While at Richmond, Sandy secured commitments of more than
nine million dollars toward a $20 million Spider athletics cam-
paign, and increased giving by 94 percent, while serving as an
administrator for the men’s and women’s basketball programs.

He began his career as a high school mathematics and
history teacher, in addition to coaching basketball and baseball,
and went on to serve as an assistant basketball coach at the Uni-
versity of Evansville, Wake Forest University and Virginia Military
Institute.

Scott is also a member of the National Association of Athletics
Compliance Coordinators and the National Association of Col-
legiate Women Athletics Administrators.

What is an Extra Benefit?

The NCAA defines an extra benefit as any special arrangement by
an institutional employee or a representative of the institution’s athlet-
ics interest (booster) to provide a student-athlete, or a student-athlete’s
relative or friend, a benefit that is not generally available to other Eastern
Kentucky University students and their relatives and/or friends or, is not
expressly authorized by NCAA legislation. Therefore, please be aware of
the following:

e A student-athlete cannot accept anything from a booster or an
employee of EKU that would be considered an extra benefit not available
to the general student body. Examples include the use of a car, clothing,
gifts, money, tickets, entertainment, etc.

e A student-athlete cannot accept free or reduced-cost room and
board from any EKU employee or booster of EKU. A student-athlete can-
not accept free or reduced merchandise or services from any merchant
unless that free or reduced cost item is also available to the general
public and/or student body.

¢ A student-athlete cannot receive a special discount arrangement or
credit on a purchase (e.g., airline ticket, clothing) or service (e.g., laundry,
dry cleaning) from an employee of EKU or a booster.

e A student-athlete cannot eat at a restaurant as the guest of an ath-
letics booster or an employee of EKU.

® On infrequent, special occasions (e.g., birthday), a student-athlete
may accept an invitation to the home of an employee of EKU or booster
for a meal.

e A student-athlete cannot use a Department of Athletics’ copy ma-
chine/fax machine or make long distance phone calls using departmental
equipment or the long distance access code of an employee of EKU or a
booster.

® A booster or employee of EKU cannot type reports, letters, papers,
etc., for a student-athlete.

e An EKU employee or booster cannot provide a student-athlete with
a loan of money, a guarantee of bond, the use of an automobile or the
signing of a note to arrange a loan.

e A student-athlete may accept frequent flyer points and/or miles
earned while traveling to and from intercollegiate practice and/or com-
petition.

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L EKU Football Means Academic Success

There are three parts to the Eastern Kentucky football mission
statement — return the program to national prominence, have a
sound financial plan for the future and lastly, but just as impor-
tantly, build an academic image of national prestige.

The academic success of the student-athlete and their progress
towards earning a college degree is a top priority for the Colonel
coaching staff. Head coach Danny Hope and his assistants aim to
help every EKU football player graduate while seeing the team
carry a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or better.

“We strive to provide the best academic environment around,”
Hope said. “Every coach on this staff is 100 percent dedicated to
the academic success of every student-athlete in our program. The
amount of work we put into our players” academic progress is
unmatched.”

The latest NCAA Academic Progress Rate (APR) scores show
that Coach Hope and the Colonels are on the right path. The APR
is the fulcrum upon which the entire academic-reform structure
rests. Developed as a more real-time assessment of teams’ aca-
demic performance than the six-year graduation-rate calculation
provides, the APR awards two points each term to student-ath-
letes who meet academic-eligibility standards and who remain
with the institution. A team’s APR is the total points earned by the
team at a given time divided by the total points possible.

This past year, Eastern Kentucky’s APR score of 970 was among
the top 20 percent in the nation of Division I football programs,
which included more than 230 schools. The Colonels ranked first
in the state of Kentucky and second in the Ohio Valley Conference.

Another measuring stick of academic success is the number of
student-athletes who obtain a 3.0 GPA. Over the last four years,
the number of football players to reach this goal has tripled.

Each position coach is involved daily with their players,
monitoring their efforts on current assignments, test and quiz
preparation, papers and lab projects. Several methods are used
to closely track the academic progress of each player, including
weekly self-reports, required study lab time, tutors for all classes,
mid-term grade reports and the assistance from the Chad Bratzke
Student-Athlete Academic Success Center (SAAS).

The SAAS Center is one of the newer facilities on EKU’s cam-
pus and is competitive with the top academic support facilities
in the nation. Located in Alumni Coliseum, the SAAS Center is
designated to aid Eastern Kentucky student-athletes in all facets of
their academic pursuits.

Included in the academic facility are tutoring stations, quiet
study areas, a computer lab and administrative offices. Within the
SAAS Center, student-athletes are provided academic support,
guidance in class registration, supervised study tables, access to
computers and intense tutoring in all subject areas. The SAAS is
fortunate to be fully funded at the Division I level, including full-
time coordinator Randy Kennedy, an athletics academic advisor
and two other academic counselors.

Housed in the Moberly Building is
Eastern Kentucky University’s varsity
weight room, a state of the art facility which
provides EKU’s student-athletes the oppor-
tunity to enhance their abilities by making
use of top-of-the-line equipment.

“All lifting and conditioning is done to
implement football movements and pat-
terns,” strength and conditioning coach
Jon-Michael Davis said. “We don’t create
athletes, we help improve them.”

Strength & Conditioning  tains 16,000 pounds of total weight. Built

in 2001, the facility features Eleiko model Olympic weights, York
dumbbells with two sets each from five to 150 pounds and Nebula
power stations and racks. Tools such as bands and medicine balls
are used as well to help round student-athletes into peak shape.

“We do Olympic-based lifting and use multi-joint movements
with an emphasis on speed and changing direction,” Davis said.
“It is aggressive lifting with explosive movements. We try and cre-
ate fast-twitch muscles and improve fitness and flexibility.”

Davis, along with full-time assistant Chad Scott and graduate
assistant Mike Roach, oversee all of EKU’s nearly 300 student-ath-
letes. Their efforts, however, are supplemented by the four-person
training room staff which is also housed inside the Moberly Build-
ing, allowing athletes the opportunity for fast and convenient
treatment.

With year-round lifting for football, Davis has designed regi-
mented workout schedules for the Colonels, which allows the ath-
letes to focus on different muscle groups on specific days. Charged
with the care of all 17 of Eastern’s varsity athletic programs, Davis
is in the office by 5:30 a.m. each day and rarely leaves before 7
p.m.

“Jon-Michael and his staff have a unique bond with our play-
ers,” EKU head football coach Danny Hope said. “They are able
to push the players to their limits, but still have a good time in the
process.”

The training room is located in the
Moberly Building adjacent to the athletic
weight room and is open for use by any
EKU student-athlete.

The large space is occupied by the most
modern training and rehabilitation equip-
ment available. The training room features
several tables used during treatment and
rehabilitation, taping tables, a wet room
that features whirlpools and a four-foot-
deep rehab pool that includes a submerged treadmill for aquatic
rehab exercises. The area also features all of the latest modalities,
helping get injured athletes back into the game as quickly as pos-
sible.

The athletic training room also houses an examination room
used by team doctors. The physicians are regularly on site and
perform evaluations, while assisting the training staff in ensuring
the health of every student-athlete.

Director of Sports Medicine Johnda Wireman supervises all of
EKU’s efforts, and is joined by full-time assistants Tom Belmaggio,
Tiffany Napier and Sean Wilson, as well as a host of graduate as-

CINCINNATI, Ohio - In its 2006 season
opener, the Eastern Kentucky University football
team fell to Big East opponent Cincinnati, 31-0.
This was the first-ever meeting between the two
schools.

Junior quarterback Josh Greco finished the
game 16-0f-30 for 159 yards while junior running
back Mark Dunn posted 58 yards on 15 carries.
Defensively, senior linebacker Brandon Rosser led all players with nine
tackles. Junior corner back Derrick Huff added seven tackles and three
pass break-ups.

After each team was forced to punt on the opening possessions, Cincin-
nati took its second drive 66 yards on nine plays before Butler Benson
found the end zone on a two-yard run over the left side. The Colonel de-
fense regrouped and held the Bearcats to just 29 yards on their next three
touches giving the EKU offense a chance to get on track.

Greco and Dunn finally got the Colonels rolling in the middle of the
second quarter. Dunn’s 11-yard burst up the middle gave Eastern a first
down near midfield. A few plays later, Greco connected with senior tight
end Patrick Bugg for an 11-yard third down completion to move the Colo-
nels down to Cincinnati’s 38-yard line. However, the drive stalled there
and sophomore kicker Taylor Long missed a 53-yard field goal attempt
with 3:24 remaining in the half.

Cincinnati then quickly moved the ball down the field behind its two-
minute offense. Two key third-down conversions put the Bearcats inside
the EKU 20-yard line with less than a minute showing on the clock. The
Bearcats finished their drive when Nick Davila found Dominick Goodman
for a 15-yard touchdown pass to go ahead, 14-0, heading into the break.

Eastern had its chances to score in the second half, but came up empty
on four drives inside Cincinnati territory. On the Colonels” second drive in
the third quarter, the EKU offense moved to the Bearcat 36-yard line before
turning the ball over on downs. An interception deep in Cincinnati terri-
tory ended Eastern Kentucky’s ensuing drive.

The Colonels reached UC’s 10-yard line on their next possession thanks
in part to a 21-yard catch by senior Lewon Lurry. Unfortunately, Eastern
failed to convert a fourth down play when Dominic Ross intercepted
Greco in the end zone. One more scoring opportunity ended in the middle
of the fourth quarter after the Bearcats intercepted a third pass at their own
one-yard line.

RICHMOND, Ky. - For the second consecu-
tive year, the Battle of the Bluegrass came down
/| to the waning minutes as Eastern Kentucky held
off Western Kentucky, 26-21, in front of 19,800
fans at Roy Kidd Stadium. The Colonels’ (1-1)
victory was their first over WKU (0-2) since 2000
and pushes EKU'’s all-time record to 23-16-3 at
home against the Hilltoppers.

After a relatively low-scoring first three quarters, the two teams
combined for four scores in the final quarter. A Lerron Moore three-yard
touchdown run six seconds into the period briefly put Western on top,
14-13. The Colonels responded on their next possession with a nine play,
83-yard drive to regain the advantage. Junior quarterback Josh Greco
found senior tight end Patrick Bugg on a crossing pattern that resulted in a
47-yard score and made the score, 19-13.

Western Kentucky’s third turnover of the game a few minutes later led
to another Colonel touchdown. Starting from the Hilltopper 14-yard line,
junior running back Mark Dunn carried the ball four straight times and
eventually found the end zone to give EKU a comfortable 26-14 advantage
with 3:35 remaining.

However, Western quarterback Justin Haddix completed 7-of-10 passes
on the Hilltoppers’ ensuing possession, including a four-yard touchdown
strike to Jared Johnson, to bring WKU back within five points with 1:28
left, 26-21.

Western Kentucky then recovered the on-side kick, enabling the Hill-
toppers to have one more chance at the win. Eastern Kentucky’s defense
ended any thoughts of a WKU comeback by forcing four consecutive
incompletions to seal the Colonels’ first home opening win in three years.

A Bobby Washington five-yard rushing touchdown, the first of his EKU
collegiate career, followed by a 21-yard field goal by sophomore Taylor Long
gave EKU a slim 10-7 lead at halftime. Long then added a 27-yard field goal
less than two minutes into the second half to make the score, 13-7.

Washington led the Colonels with 103 yards rushing on 19 carries while
Greco completed 8-of-16 passes for 107 yards. Senior linebacker Brandon
Rosser posted 10 tackles and forced a fumble.

CULLOWHEE, N.C. — Western Carolina
scored 13 unanswered points in the second half
to defeat the #19 Eastern Kentucky University
football team, 20-17. The loss drops EKU’s (1-2)
record to 1-3 all-time against Southern Confer-
ence competition under head coach Danny Hope.

The Colonels looked like they were going to
run away with a win after piling up 315 offensive yards in the first half of
action and holding the host Catamounts (2-0) without a first down. How-
ever, Western jumped out in front, 7-0, thanks to a blocked punt returned
for a touchdown.

EKU immediately regrouped and took its next possession 79 yards
to level the score at 7-all. On 4th-and-3 from the Catamount 33-yard line,
junior quarterback Josh Greco found senior tight end Patrick Bugg streak-
ing down the far sideline for a touchdown. Another big pass play featuring
Greco and Bugg, this time a 39-yard hook-up, set up sophomore Taylor
Long'’s 36-yard field goal right before the end of the first quarter to give
Eastern a 10-7 lead.

Four minutes into the second quarter, the Colonels struck again when
Bugg slipped through the WCU secondary for an 18-yard touchdown
reception. Two missed Eastern opportunities later in the quarter kept the
score 17-7 going into the break.

The tide of the game immediately changed at the start of the second
half. Facing a 3rd-and-12, Catamount quarterback Bennett Swygert found
Eddie Cohen for a 29-yard completion to give WCU its first first down of
the game. Six plays later, Western made a 30-yard field goal to cut the defi-
cit to seven, 17-10. Swygert then threw a 20-yard touchdown pass to Chris
Jefferson with 6:35 left in the third quarter to even the score at 17-apiece.

The Catamounts took the lead for good following EKU’s third intercep-
tion. Jonathan Parsons nailed the game-winning 25-yard field goal with
11:43 remaining.

Bugg finished with five receptions for a career-high 118 yard receiv-
ing. On the ground, juniors Bobby Washington and Mark Dunn combined
for 125 yards. Senior linebacker Brandon Rosser led all players with eight
tackles.

The Gamecocks gained possession at the
EKU 26 after recovering a Bobby Washington fumble on a punt return and
marched into the end zone on three consecutive Green runs. The final tally
came when sophomore Daniel Jackson scored on a seven-yard touchdown
run at 4:41 of the fourth quarter.

The Jacksonville State (2-2, 2-1 OVC) defense was the story, holding

However, the EKU defense held the Bulldogs to another field
goal, this time a 35-yard kick.

The Colonels finally got the offense rolling in the second quarter.
Facing a 4th-and-2 from the Samford 37-yard line, Greco found junior
Kyle Barber to keep the drive alive. After a 31-yard completion to junior
Quinton Williams moved Eastern inside the Samford five-yard line, Dunn
capped the 10-play drive with a one-yard touchdown run.

It took just two plays on Eastern Kentucky’s next drive to find the end
zone again. Greco hit Dunn for a 32-yard completion before a 36-yard
screen pass to junior Bobby Washington gave the Colonels a 14-6 advan-
tage with 6:01 remaining in the second quarter.

Eastern opened the second half by moving 78 yards in 10 plays with
Dunn scoring a one-yard touchdown run to stretch the lead to 21-6.
Samford responded with a long drive of its own, but the Colonel defense
forced a turnover on downs inside their own 10-yard line. EKU put the
game away early in the fourth quarter when Greco hit Williams on a 73-
yard touchdown completion, the Colonels’ longest play of the year.

After the Colonels forced a turnover on downs late in the third quarter,
EKU cut the deficit to seven points midway through the fourth quarter.
Greco completed 6-of-8 passes for 68 yards during the drive before finding
senior Matt Schoborg for a 12-yard touchdown to make the score 28-21
with 7:43 remaining.

Eastern Kentucky forced another Panther punt, giving the home team a
chance to tie with a little over four minutes left.

MARTIN, Tenn. - Senior Matt Schoborg
blocked two UT Martin punts, the second of
which came in the final minute of regulation,
and sophomore Taylor Long nailed a 39-yard
field goal with :01 remaining to lift Eastern Ken-
tucky to a 31-28 win over #8 UT Martin. The loss
was the first of the season for the Skyhawks (8-2,
5-1 OVC) in league action while EKU improves to 5-5 and 4-3.

Host Tennessee-Martin took a 28-21 lead with 9:41 remaining after
Greg Preston converted a fourth down quarterback sneak inside the East-
ern one-yard line. The Colonels responded with a 76-yard drive to knot the
contest for the fourth time at 28-apiece. Junior quarterback Josh Greco con-
nected with Schoborg for a key third-down conversion before hooking up
with senior Patrick Bugg for a 28-yard completion to move the ball inside
the red zone. After a 14-yard scamper by junior Bobby Washington, Bugg
finished the drive with a one-yard touchdown catch.

The Skyhawks then moved the ball back into Colonel territory, but
sophomore Zach Denton forced UTM'’s fourth turnover with an intercep-
tion. Eastern had to punt on its next possession allowing Tennessee-Martin
to take over with 2:12 showing on the clock. However, the Colonel defense
held on three plays near midfield setting up the UTM punt attempt with
:34 left.

Schoborg came around the left end of the UT Martin line and blocked
the punt back to the Skyhawk 23-yard line. Eastern took one shot at the
end zone for the win before Long knocked through his career-long game-
winning field goal.

Eastern Kentucky took the opening possession 78 yards on nine plays
before junior Mark Dunn rushed around the right end for a four-yard
touchdown to give the Colonels an early 7-0 lead. Two EKU turnovers
later in the first quarter led to 14 Skyhawk points. The Colonels tied up the
contest before halftime when Washington capped a 40-yard drive with a
three-yard touchdown plunge.

Washington finished with a career-best 119 yards rushing and chipped
in with 38 yards receiving to lead the Colonel offense. Safety Brandon
Gathof tallied a game-high 12 tackles for the second consecutive week
while also adding a sack and interception.

RICHMOND, Ky. — The Eastern Kentucky
defense forced four turnovers and held visiting
Tennessee State to a season-low three points as

the Colonel football team earned a 20-3 victory.
With the win, EKU finishes the season 6-5 overall |
and 5-3 in the Ohio Valley Conference while Ten-
nessee State ends its year at 6-5 and 5-2.

For the third straight game, Eastern scored on its opening possession to
establish a 7-0 lead. The Colonels converted three third downs on the drive
before junior Mark Dunn found the end zone with a one-yard touchdown
rush. Late in the first quarter, sophomore quarterback Allan Holland found
Dunn on a 51-yard screen play to move EKU inside the Tiger 10-yard line.
Sophomore Taylor Long then nailed a 37-yard field goal to put the Colo-
nels ahead at the start of the second quarter, 10-0.

Tennessee State, in the hunt for the OVC title before the loss, responded
on its next drive to cut the deficit to seven, 10-3. Tiger running back Javar-
ris Williams accounted for 34 yards on the drive, but a Justin Curry sack on
3rd-and-goal forced TSU to settle for a 32-yard field goal.

After the break, the Tigers looked poised to tie the game after quarter-
back Antonio Heffner connected with Jarrett Morrow on a key third-down
play to move Tennessee State inside the Eastern red zone. However, the
Colonel defense held on 4th-and-1 at the four-yard line forcing a turnover
on downs.

Following another EKU field goal early in the fourth quarter, Dunn
and quarterback Josh Greco led a 13-play, 74-yard touchdown drive to seal
the Colonel triumph and ensure Eastern of its 29th consecutive winning
season.

Dunn finished the game with 94 yards rushing and two touchdowns.
Meanwhile, Holland and Greco combined to go 19-0f-31 (61.3 percent) for
268 yards passing. Curry led the defense with eight tackles and one inter-
ception. Sophomore Zach Denton, sophomore Brandon Gathof and junior
Jules Montinar also chipped in with interceptions.

Entering its 60th year, the Ohio Valley
Conference continues to build on the success
that has made it the nation’s eighth-oldest
NCAA Division I conference. In 2003, the OVC
extended its geographical footprint into Ala-
bama for the first time, expanding the league’s
membership to a record 11 institutions with
the addition of Jacksonville State University
and Samford University.

The OVC’s proud past dates back to 1948,
but seeds for the new league were actually
planted in 1941. It was then that Roy Stewart,
the athletics director at Murray State, Charles (Turkey) Hughes,
the athletics director at Eastern Kentucky, and Kelly Thompson,
the public relations director at Western Kentucky, first broached
the idea of forming a new conference. Discussions were put
on hold by World War II, but reemerged Feb. 27-28, 1948 at the
Kentucky Hotel in Louisville as the three original institutions com-
bined with Morehead State, Louisville and Evansville to form the
ovcC.

In the 1950s, the OVC became a pioneer on a much more sig-
nificant scale socially. During times of racial segregation, league
member Morehead State became one of the first non-traditionally
black mid-southern institutions to accept a black student. In 1958,
Marshall Banks earned athletically-related aid at Morehead, which
signed a second black athlete, Howard Murphy, a year later. In
1961, Murphy earned all-conference recognition as a halfback in
football. With racial barriers broken, the rest of the institutions in
the league began to provide educational and athletic opportunities
to African-Americans.

Through the past 59 years, 14 teams have won or shared the
league’s football title including Tennessee-Martin, which captured
its first championship in 2006. The list is led by Eastern Kentucky,
winner of 18 outright or shared football crowns. Former OVC
member Middle Tennessee is next with 11, followed by Tennessee
Tech with nine, and Murray State and former member Western
Kentucky with eight apiece.

Murray State and Evansville tied for the initial football cham-
pionship, and the Racers participated in the first-ever bowl game
by an OVC team, tying Sul Ross State 21-21 in the 1948 Tangerine
Bowl. From 1948 to 1975, OVC teams played in 15 bowl games,
winning eight of them. Eastern Kentucky and Western Kentucky
were also participants in the NCAA Division II playoffs in the
early and mid 1970s prior to the NCAA reclassification of football
programs into Division I-AA.

The first Division I-AA football playoff was held in 1978 with
only four teams, which is the only year through present day that
the OVC did not field a playoff representative. In 1979, four of
the nation’s top teams were invited to the playoffs, and two of
them — Eastern Kentucky and Murray State — were from the OVC.
Murray dropped its semifinal game to Lehigh, but the Colonels
nipped Nevada-Reno in double overtime and claimed the national
championship a week later with a 30-7 victory over Lehigh.

A sampling of former OVC football stars, some of whom were
All-Americans during their collegiate careers before achieving
stardom at the professional ranks, include Jim Youngblood and
Larry Schreiber (Tennessee Tech), Phil Simms (Morehead State),
Virgil Livers and Dale Lindsey (Western Kentucky), Chad Bratzke
and Myron Guyton (Eastern Kentucky), Ray Oldham (Middle Ten-
nessee) and Tony Romo (Eastern Illinois).

Eastern Illinois also holds the unique distinction of having
three alumni serving as current head coaches in the National
Football League — Brad Childress (Minnesota Vikings), Sean Pay-
ton (New Orleans Saints) and Mike Shanahan (Denver Broncos).

Another alum - Jerry Reese, who was both a player and coach at
UT Martin — enters his first season as general manager of the New
York Giants in 2007.

The 2007 season also marks a return to scholarship football and
the Ohio Valley Conference for the Austin Peay State Governors.
Following the 1996 season, the Governors dropped scholarship
football and competed as both an independent (1997-00, 2006) and
as a member of the Pioneer Football League (2001-05). Austin Peay
returns to full OVC status in 2007 under the watch of first-year
head coach Rick Christophel, who quarterbacked the Govs from
1971-75.

The Ohio Valley Conference sponsors the following sports
— baseball, basketball, cross country, football, golf, tennis and track
for men, and basketball, cross country, golf, soccer, softball, tennis,
track and volleyball for women. In addition, the OVC also spon-

sors the combined men’s and women'’s sport of rifle.

Stateland Field, and much of the
credit is given to Kidd, an All-
American quarterback at Eastern
in 1953, who returned to his alma
mater in 1963 and proceeded to
build a national powerhouse.

Kidd’s 39-year record at East-
ern concluded in 2002 with 315
wins, 123 losses and eight ties,
for a remarkable .716 winning
percentage. He was twice chosen
National I-AA Coach of the Year
and was recently inducted into
the College Football Hall of Fame
as well as the Ohio Valley Confer-
ence Hall of Fame.

The popularity of Eastern
football grew so rapidly in the
1960s that Hanger Stadium, the
home of the Maroons (the school’s
nickname later became Colonels)
since 1936, was too small for the
large enthusiastic crowds. Eastern paid “old” Hanger a fitting
farewell in 1968 as it thrashed rival Morehead State, 35-7. A new
era in EKU football began the following year when the Colonels
moved to Hanger Field, a modern 20,000-seat facility. Eastern
christened its new playing field with a 29-10 drubbing of Austin
Peay. In 1990, the stadium portion of the football complex was

defeating Ball State, 27-13, in the
Grantland Rice Bowl. Another
occurred in 1954 when Eastern’s
third regular season undefeated
team (the first was in 1940) made
the school’s first bowl appear-
ance only to fall to the University
of Omaha, 7-6, in the Tangerine
Bowl. Then, 25 years later, came
the first of four straight national
championship game appear-
ances and six consecutive playoff
appearances.

Kidd’s status among the
coaching profession was well-
known, but Eastern has had
other successful coaches during
its football history. Previous
coaches include James Park
(1909), Clyde Wilson (1910-

11), Charles Keith (1912), Ben
Bernard (1913-16), Clyde McCoy
(1919-21), George Hembree
(1922-28) , Charles “Turkey”
Hughes (1929-34), Rome Rankin
(1935-42, 1945-46), Tom Samuels
(1947-53), and Glenn Presnell
(1954-63).

Since the OVC was orga-
nized in 1948, Eastern has won
14 regular season titles outright
(1954, 67,68, '74, 76,81, 82,
’83, 784,88, 91,793, ’94 and '97),
shared four titles (1962, ‘86, '87
and "90) and to date ranks first in
the conference all-time standings
with a 275-108-7 record.

EKU football has produced
51 All-Americans and has had 39
players drafted into the profes-
sional ranks. Two of the best
known former Eastern players
are 1972 All-American Wally
Chambers, who was voted 1973
NFC Defensive Rookie of the
Year as a tackle with the Chicago
Bears, and 1993 All-American
Chad Bratzke, who spent 11
years with the New York Giants
and Indianapolis Colts as a pass-
rushing defensive end.
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The 2007 year marks the 30th year for the NCAA Football
Championship Subdivision (FCS) (formerly Division I-AA) play-
offs, and a 16-team bracket will again be used for the champion-
ship. Over 120 schools (including provisional members) play FCS
football and over half of those have been in the playoffs at least
once. Only Georgia Southern (6), Youngstown State (4) and two-
time champs Eastern Kentucky, Appalachian State, Montana and
Marshall have won the title more than once.

The Football Championship Subdivision playoffs provides for a
maximum field of 16 teams. Four teams will receive seeds. Teams
will play first-round games on the campuses of competing teams.
Eight conferences (Atlantic-10, Big Sky, Gateway, Mid-Eastern
Athletic, Ohio Valley, Patriot, Southern and Southland) have been
granted automatic qualification for the 2007 championship. The
remaining eight teams will be selected at large by the FCS Football
Committee.

In the 29-year history of the championship, the title game
has been played at eight different sites. The championship will
be played at the campus of Tennessee-Chattanooga for the 11th
straight year in 2007, after five straight years at Marshall Stadium
in Huntington, W.Va.

Only four teams qualified for the NCAA FCS playoffs in the
event’s first three years. The field expanded for the 1981 champi-
onship (eight teams), the 1982 championship (12 teams) and the
1986 championship (16 teams). The championship format has
remained at 16 teams since.

Did You Know ...

... Eastern Kentucky University has been to the NCAA FCS play-
offs 17 times, tied with Montana for the most in FCS history.
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Roy Kidd Stadium, Hanger Field and the Robert B. Begley
Building, the home of Colonel football since 1969, is one of the
most unique, architecturally-designed academic-athletics com-
plexes in the nation.

Average attendance at football games has been over 10,000 fans
in the four seasons under head coach Danny Hope, highlighted
by a crowd of 22,700 which watched the Colonels take on Western
Kentucky in 2004 (the fifth-largest crowd in Roy Kidd Stadium
history).

The stadium portion of the Begley Complex was named in
honor of former head football coach Roy Kidd. The dedication
took place on September 8, 1990, when the Colonels defeated
Central Florida, 24-12. Eastern opened the stadium in 1969 defeat-
ing Austin Peay, 29-10. Hanger Field was officially dedicated on
September 26, 1970 when the Colonels downed East Tennessee,
10-6. The field itself continues to bear the name Hanger Field.

The nine-story structure provides seating on its slanted roof for
16,000 football spectators while an additional 4,000 can be seated
in bleachers across the field. Hanger Field consists of lush Ber-
muda grass that provides one of the best natural playing surfaces
found anywhere.

The Colonels have found Kidd Stadium to their liking during
its 36-year history. Entering the 2007 season, Eastern has won 178,
lost 39, and tied 1 (.815 winning percentage), and had a home
undefeated streak of 36 games which began on Sept. 23, 1978, and
was brought to a halt Nov. 27, 1984. EKU also ran off 27-straight
wins at Hanger Field from 1985-89 and had a Roy Kidd Stadium
OVC consecutive game winning streak of 22 games dating back
to 1977 broken in 1984 and another 20-game OVC win streak
stopped in 1990.

The single-level pressbox, which towers 94 feet above the play-
ing field, has working space for 87 media representatives, includ-
ing private coaching booths, radio booths and film areas. A new
full-color video scoreboard was unveiled for the stadium in 1999.

Facilities inside the stadium include offices for the athletics
staff, locker rooms, media interview room and a modern training
room. The structure also has 10 racquetball courts, two basketball
courts, a gymnastics area, two cardiovascular rooms and class-
room space to serve 2,000 students simultaneously.

Eastern Kentucky defeated Austin Peay in the inaugural game at then Hanger
Field, 29-10, on Oct. 4, 1969.
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There have been many successful years of Eastern Kentucky
football, but a few truly stand out as memorable and historic
seasons.

Hall of Fame coach Roy Kidd took over an EKU program in
the 1960s in need of a spark. In just his fourth season at the helm,
the Colonels won the 1967 NCAA Mideast Region champion-
ship. A decade later, Kidd led Eastern to four straight national
championship game appearances while capturing the 1979 and
1982 national crowns. In those four years, Eastern compiled a 46-7
record, was continually ranked No. 1 in the nation, finishing at the
top spot in the country in both the 1981 and 1982 seasons.

Those championship seasons also set in motion a string of 17
Division I FCS playoff appearances during the next 19 seasons for
the Colonels that three times — 1986, 1988 and 1991 — ended just
short of national title games with close semifinal round losses.

Today’s Colonels, now led by head coach and former Colonel
offensive lineman Danny Hope, hope to make some history of
their own in 2007 and build upon the successes of past EKU cham-
pionship squads.

11967 - Mideast Region Champions (8-1-2) |

In the 10 years prior to 1967, Eastern Kentucky had managed
only two winning seasons. However, Coach Kidd and the Colo-
nels tallied a respectful 7-3 record in 1966, setting the stage for the
first EKU championship team.

“This team got the championship tradition started at Eastern,”
said Kidd, who coached the Colonels to 315 victories in 39 years,
won 16 OVC titles, two national I-AA crowns and was inducted
into the College Football Hall of Fame in 2003. “They have always
been and will always be one of my favorite teams.”

Things started out on a sour note that season when the Colo-
nels opened their 10-game schedule with a 16-0 loss to a tough
University of Dayton team on the road in a contest that saw EKU
held to just 34 yards rushing, while the Flyers piled up 231 yards
on the ground.

“The success for this program really began with
the groups ahead of us. Guys like (quarterback)
Larry Marmie and (middle guard) Ron DaVingo

... we learned a lot from them. Coach Kidd had
the vision and we all bought into it.”

This was the last game that the Colonels would lose that year.

The second game of the year was a 35-7 decision for the Colo-
nels over OVC rival East Tennessee that produced the emergence
of freshman tailback Jack McCoy. He finished the game with 74
yards rushing and two touchdowns. Sophomore quarterback Tim
Speaks, subbing for an injured Jim Guice, directed the Colonels to
a 37-0 win over Austin Peay in the third game. The EKU defensive
unit, known as the ‘Headhunters,” lived up to their moniker by
shutting out the Bucs as tri-captain Chuck Siemon and all-confer-
ence linebacker Ron Reed combined for 16 tackles and 20 assists in
the win.

Eastern’s quality depth at quarterback again proved to be too
much for opponent number four that season as Speaks started at
signal-caller for the Colonels, while first team All-OVC and All-
American candidate Guice was used in passing situations only, as
Eastern edged Middle Tennessee, 14-7. Eastern’s last non-confer-
ence game came the following week when 15 records fell for the
Colonels in a 55-0 trouncing of Northwood (Mich.) College. Guice
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was 17-0f-30 in this
game for 260 yards and §
four touchdown tosses. f

The stage was set
for the game of the
year for who else but
cross-state rival West-
ern Kentucky who was
visiting EKU for what
would turn out to be
its last appearance at
the antiquated Hanger
Stadium that stood in
the middle of campus.

Every seat in the
stadium was filled
and many spectators
stood on the hillside
in the east end zone to
form the record-set-
ting 15,000 crowd in
attendance that sunny
Saturday afternoon.

One of the most
memorable goal-line stands in Eastern history occurred in this
game as the Headhunters stopped Western’s All-American tail-
back Dickie Moore six out of seven times from the just outside the
one-yard line, before Moore finally punched it in on the eighth try
for a touchdown.

Eastern countered this score when fullback Bob Beck’s 10-yard
touchdown run was followed by Guice’s two-point conversion run
for the tying points, 14-14. A late would-be game-winning touch-
down pass from Guice to Don Buehler was overthrown by inches
as the game ended in a tie.

Three more easy victories and a tie with Morehead State in the
regular season finale left Eastern with a 7-1-2 record. The Colonels
were then chosen to make the University’s second bowl appear-
ance against Indiana Collegiate Conference champion Ball State
University in the Grantland Rice Bowl in Murfreesboro, Tenn.

This bowl game was being held to decide the NCAA Mideast
Regional Championship, which included a 10-state and 100 team
area, one of four such college division championships set up by
the NCAA that year.

Eastern went into the game shorthanded as the NCAA would
not allow freshmen to play, which kept running backs McCoy and
fullback Butch Evans on the sidelines. Kidd countered this ruling
by moving All-American receiver Aaron Marsh to tailback.

This move paid off as Marsh made a huge contribution in
the first half, picking up 46 yards on the ground, grabbing three
passes and totaling 39 yards on two punt returns, before being
forced from the game with a back injury.

After the Colonels were leading 13-7 at the break, it was time
for one of the biggest plays in Colonel football history when All-
American nose guard Teddy Taylor burst through the line, stole
the ball from Cardinal quarterback Doc Heath and ran 39 yards for
a score that put Eastern up, 20-7.

Ball State, ranked fifth in the nation heading into the Grantland
Rice Bowl, responded by reaching EKU’s nine yard-line before the
Colonel defense stiffened and stopped the Cardinals’ drive. The
next few minutes was vintage Guice. He sliced and diced the Ball
State defense, hitting six straight passes for 64 of the 91 yards in
the drive, and culminated the back-breaking sequence of events
with a 28-yard scoring pass to Ted Holcomb that provided the
Colonels with an insurmountable 27-7 lead.

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In the jubilant EKU locker room following the 27-13 victory
over Ball State, the tri-captains for the '67 Colonels — Harry Lenz,
Siemon and Marsh — presented the game ball to their elated coach,
Roy Kidd, signifying his first championship season at Eastern.

“Coach, you are the best coach in the OVC, the Mideast Region
and anywhere else that anybody plays football,” Lenz said.

In addition to Guice, Marsh and Holcomb’s heroics and the
overall play of the Headhunters in the Bowl victory, John Tazel
concluded his fabulous EKU career with a remarkable performance
that included 11 pass receptions for 127 yards and a touchdown.

“Ball State was a very good team,” Kidd said. “The thing that
bothered me the most was their size. They were not only one of
the biggest, but also one of the quickest teams we had ever faced.”

Guice, who was chosen MVP of the game, set a Grantland Rice
Bowl record for passing percentage (15-0f-19, .788), throwing for
136 yards and two scores.

“When you talk about what got it all started for the tremen-
dous success this program has enjoyed for the past 40 years, you
have to start here with this 1967 Eastern team,” current EKU head
football coach Danny Hope said. “These guys who I have come to
know over the years had a great experience at Eastern and have
been the backbone of our booster club — The Worn Cleat Club
— since its inception.”

II 1979 - National Champions (11-2) |

Eastern’s entry in national football prominence began ominous-
ly during spring break in 1979 when Colonel offensive lineman
Don McKinnon tragically lost his life quickly with a bout with
meningitis on March 11, 1979. EKU’s football family responded to
this unpredictable loss to its football family by wearing McKin-
non’s No. 68 on their helmets and by having the No. 68 painted in
the corner of each end zone at Roy Kidd Stadium for the 1979 year.

The 1979 season began on the heels of an 8-2 1978 campaign
when EKU opened the season at NCAA Division I Kent State. A
goal line stand late in the game gave Eastern a hard-fought 17-14
win over the Golden Flashes and signaled to the football world
that this '79 team could indeed be something special.

Eastern won four of its next five contests, defeating Troy State,
Austin Peay, Middle Tennessee and Division I Cal-State Fullerton,
losing only to East Tennessee, 27-20. This quick start propelled
the Colonels to a 5-1 record and a No. 1 national ranking coming
into EKU’s annual Homecoming battle with arch-rival Western
Kentucky.

The 54th renewal of the state’s oldest football rivalry on Oct.
20, 1979, between Eastern Kentucky and Western Kentucky lived
up to its billing. The game produced the biggest crowd in Roy
Kidd Stadium history as 25,300 football fans filled every inch of
stadium, bleacher and hillside seating available on a beautiful 75-
degree sunny afternoon.

Fifty-nine minutes into the contest the scoreboard read Eastern
8, Western 6 with the difference being a two-point conversion pass
from EKU quarterback Bill Hughes to tight end Cris Curtis. How-
ever, the Hilltoppers were driving and obviously setting up what
the Red and White faithful surely figured would be a game-win-
ning field goal.
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All-OVC fullback Dale Patton ran for 121 yards to help the Colonels capture their
first national championship, a 30-7 victory over Lehigh in 1979.

With just seconds remaining, Western lined up for the 18-yard
chip-shot boot that would give the "Toppers the victory. However,
senior All-Ohio Valley Conference defensive back Danny Martin
had other ideas as he broke through the line and blocked the kick,
preserving the two-point victory.

Elation was short-lived, however. The emotional victory took
its toll as the Colonels traveled to Murray State the next weekend
for an ABC televised contest that ended with the Colonels on the
short end of a 24-7 Racer victory.

Eastern rebounded with three straight impressive victories
— 35-0 over Tennessee Tech, 27-21 over No. 2 ranked Jackson
State and 34-7 over conference rival Morehead State. These three
wins, coupled with Grambling’s loss to Southern, caught the [-AA
football committee’s attention and Eastern entered the four-team
playoff for the national championship as an at-large representa-
tive.

EKU made the most of its invitation, hosting the game and
ABC television in what was called by one veteran network an-
nouncer as “the most exciting football game I have ever seen.” The
Colonels were pitted against No. 1 ranked Nevada-Reno and its
outstanding tailback Frank Hawkins in the opening round game.

Once again, much like in the Western Kentucky contest played
earlier that season at EKU, it seemed as though a last-minute kick
was going to send Eastern to defeat. With Nevada-Reno having
reeled off 20 straight points to tie the score at 23-all with 39 sec-
onds left, All-American noseguard Joe Richard took a page out of
Danny Martin’s ‘kick-blocking book” and stormed through the line
to block the extra point, leaving the score knotted at 23, keeping
EKU's national title dreams alive.

In the first overtime period, both teams scored a touchdown
and kicked the extra point. In the second overtime, Eastern’s de-
fense stiffened and held the Wolfpack scoreless on its possession.

After moving the ball to the one-yard line, Kidd called on the
reliable David Flores who booted the winning 17-yard field goal
that gave the Colonels the 33-30 victory and sent Eastern packing
to Orlando, Fla., for an appearance at the Citrus Bowl Stadium
and a match-up with the nation’s best I-AA defense — the Engi-
neers of Lehigh University in the national championship game.

“That 1979 team was a group of kids that never gave up,” Kidd
said. “They kept getting better and better as the year wore on and
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kept plugging until they reached their goal of winning it all. If you
believe in destiny, I believe that team was destined to be winners
from the very first game of that season.”

Eastern literally ran all over the vaunted Lehigh defense, total-
ing 288 rushing yards and four rushing touchdowns. All-OVC
fullback Dale Patton and tailback Alvin Miller led the way with
121 and 81 yards, respectively, on the ground. Miller was named
MVP of the national championship game, as he totaled 144 all-
purpose yards in the Colonels” dominating 30-7 win.

The jubilant EKU locker room underneath the massive Citrus
Bowl stadium was filled with tears of joy and tears of remem-
brance as Don MacKinnon’s mother and sister made their way
through a host of well-wishers, members of the media and Colonel
players and coaches to where Coach Kidd stood with the coveted
national championship game ball.

As Don’s mother, Elizabeth MacKinnon, accepted the game
ball, thoughts went back to the goal-line stand in the season open-
ing victory against Kent State, to Danny Martin’s blocked field
goal against Western Kentucky, to Joe Richards” blocked extra
point against Nevada-Reno and to other “big-time” plays that kept
the dream alive.

“I really think his [Don MacKinnon] memory was an inspira-
tion to this team,” Martin said, whose No. 7 jersey will long be
remembered as always being around the football and making big
play after big play. “I know that sometimes when I was down and
things weren’t going well, I'd find myself thinking about him.”

Miller echoed the thoughts of his teammate.

“I gave my best for Don and so did everybody else,” said the
always affable Miller.

“We were really a close bunch of guys in '79 that had a lot of
fun playing football together,” Hope remembered. “I believe as I
look back on our football history this team might have been extra

special for the University be-
cause this was the first time that
they got to take Cinderella to
the Ball. There’s always a lot of
memories and pride felt when
you talk about that first national
championship team.”

As EKU was returning to the
hotel after the game, the mar-
quee at the team’s headquarters
in Orlando told the story of
a very exciting 1979 football
season —

“Congratulations! Eastern
Kentucky No. 1 National Champs.”

N 1980 - National Runners-Up (10-3)

Thirty-three lettermen returned for Kidd as the Colonels tried
to defend their national crown in 1980. The season began with a
shockingly close 24-21 come-from-behind victory over Kentucky
State and, seven games into the season, Eastern stood with a 5-2
overall record and 2-2 conference mark. Much like the year before,
it was time to make a statement, and the Colonels did just that,
reeling off four straight wins over Murray State, Tennessee Tech,
Division I-A East Carolina and Morehead State to secure its sec-
ond straight at-large bid into the four-team I-AA playoff field.

Instead of opening at the friendly confines of Eastern’s Hanger
Field, the I-AA committee sent the Colonels to Bethlehem, Pa., for
a rematch of the 1979 national championship contest to do battle
with the then-ranked No. 1 Lehigh Engineers. In a tight contest,
Colonel tailback Anthony Braxton’s 40-yard run down the near
sideline gave EKU the boost it needed in a 23-20 upset victory.

This set up a second straight national championship game
— this time in Sacramento, Calif., in the Camellia Bowl versus
the Boise State University Broncos. A long touchdown pass from
quarterback Chris Isaac to split end David Booze gave Eastern
the 29-24 lead with just 55 seconds left until a second consecutive
national title.

Boise State, however, methodically advanced the ball down-
field and faced a fourth and goal from the Colonels” 16-yard line.
Bronco quarterback Joe Aliotti was able to elude the Colonel pass
rush and found an open receiver in the end zone for the game-
winning touchdown. The 31-29 final verdict was gut-wrenching
and difficult to accept on the foggy, drizzly California day as the
1980 Colonels had to settle for the national runner-up trophy.

N 1981 - National Runners-Up (12-2)

Kidd, who was honored at the conclusion of the 1980 season as
the Chevrolet and ABC Sports I-AA National Coach of the Year,
welcomed back 36 lettermen for the 1981 season as EKU went 10-1
through regular season play with the only blemish coming at Divi-
sion I-A Navy.

Following the loss to the Midshipmen in the third game of the
year, sophomore tailback Terence Thompson's effort against the
University of Akron started the Colonels on a 10-game winning
streak that would send EKU into the national title contest with a
12-1 record. On that day in September, Thompson rushed for a
then-school record 293 yards and tied another school mark in that
same game as he found paydirt four times on runs of 18, 66, 78
and 93 yards.

Eastern’s 19-11 victory at Hanger Field over Western Kentucky
gave the Colonels sole possession of first place in the OVC. That
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win was preserved when
defensive tackle Randy
Taylor sacked Hilltopper
quarterback Ralph Antone
late in the game. Two weeks
later, EKU clinched its
seventh conference crown
and first since 1976 when
the Colonels demolished
Tennessee Tech, 63-20.

In the first round of the
playoffs which had ex-
panded that year to three
rounds, EKU hosted Tubby
Raymond’s Delaware Blue
Hens in a shootout. Colonel
quarterback Chris Isaac hit
flanker Ranard McPhaul
on a 32-yard scoring pass
midway through the final
quarter to give Eastern the
lead. Later, defensive back
Gus Parks ended any Dela-
ware hopes of springing the
upset with an interception
as EKU held on for a 35-28
victory, sending Eastern
into a rematch of the 1980
national title game with a
semifinal contest at Boise,

Jerry Parrish led the nation in kick-off
return average (29.7 ypr) in 1981. The wide
receiver returned a kick 95 yards for a score
against Tennessee Tech on Nov. 7.

Idaho, against the BSU Broncos.

On a windy, snowswept lake-blue color Astroturf field before
22,000 rabid Bronco fans, Eastern avenged its devastating loss the
year before to BSU by handing Boise State a 23-17 defeat on the
strength of three Jamie Lovett barefoot-kicked field goals.

For the third straight year, Eastern found itself in the national
championship game, this time in Wichita Falls, Texas, in a Pioneer
Bowl appearance against Idaho State. Bengal quarterback Mike
Machurek’s accurate touch was too much for the Colonel defense
as he completed 29-of-44 passes for 330 yards and four scores as
Idaho State won the national crown with a 34-23 decision over the
Colonels.

A remarkable season that was highlighted among other excit-
ing plays by flanker Jerry Parrish’s 87-yard run on a reverse for a
score in Eastern’s 14-3 win over Dayton; senior roverback and 1999
College Football Hall of Fame inductee George Floyd’s game-
saving interception in a 24-20 defeat of Murray State, one of a
school-record 10 interceptions that season; and the emergence of
“The Bruise Brothers” at linebacker — junior Alex Dominguez and
sophomore David Hill — had come to its conclusion with Eastern
finishing the year ranked No. 1 in the nation with a final 12-2 over-
all record.

“You really can’t be sad about this season,” recalled EKU offen-
sive line coach Tom Jones. “You've got to realize not everyone gets
to the finals ... especially three years in a row.”

N 1982 - National Champions (13-0)

The string of four straight national championship game ap-
pearances would end in 1982 during the most magical of seasons
which culminated in an undefeated 13-0 record, a No. 1 national
ranking and the school’s second national football crown.

The ’82 year began with a nail-biter at Orangeburg, S.C.,
against South Carolina State. Eastern was trailing 19-17 late in the
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game when defensive end Allen Young blocked a Bulldog punt,
setting up Lovett’s game-winning 39-yard field goal.

“We tried to keep the ball in the middle of the goal posts,” Kidd
said. “We noticed that the ones he had missed were from the hash-
marks.”

Before the game-winning kick, Lovett groomed his spot to at-
tempt the field goal by pulling the tall grass from the turf, leveling
a smoother surface in which to kick. His quick work brought the
needed result as his field goal fluttered through the uprights to
start the Colonels on their undefeated year.

This win featured quarterback Tuck Woolum in his first start
for the Colonels and he responded with a 14-of-28 afternoon
passing for 209 yards, including a 70-yard strike to tight end Tron
Armstrong.

In the fifth game of the year, a 35-10 win over Middle Tennes-
see, split end Steve Bird was named OVC Offensive Player of the
Week for his performance against the Blue Raiders which included
six receptions for 127 yards and two touchdowns. Tailback Eddie
Hairston aided the cause by rushing for 155 yards and a score as
the Colonels solidified their No. 1 ranking and set up the daunt-
ing task ahead of going to Bowling Green and doing battle with
Western Kentucky.

For the first time since 1968 when Eastern defeated Western
16-7 in the dedication game of the Hilltoppers” L.T. Smith Stadium,
the Colonels came away with a victory. A Woolum-to-Bird 49-yard
touchdown pass got the scoring underway for EKU, as Terrence
Thompson returned from an ankle injury to rush for four scores
and 143 yards in the 35-21 Colonel win.

against Delaware in 1982.
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The Eastern defense, led by Taylor, Dominguez, Hill, nose-
guard Mike McShane, Parks and defensive back Anthony Jones
shut down the Western attack that afternoon with the win running
the Colonels’ record to 6-0.

And then it was time for “The Game” — the contest that is still
talked about and etched in the memory banks of all diehard Colo-
nel fans.

Murray State was the opponent, a national TV audience
watched on the SuperStation TBS and 18,100 fans were in atten-
dance on a beautiful October night.

To win this game and keep its record unblemished for the year,
Eastern had to mount a 16-play, 73-yard drive that featured an
unheard-of three fourth-down conversions, including one fourth-
down run by fullback Nicky Yeast that netted eight inches on a
fourth and six-inch situation.

In a highlight-reel type game, it was once again the combina-
tion of Bird and Woolum that eventually put the game in the “W”
column for the Colonels. This time, their six-yard touchdown
hook-up with 14 seconds left gave Eastern a 21-20 lead. The stu-
dents were so involved that twice they rushed on to the field with
excitement, once when Bird’s score had tied the game at 20-all and
once when Lovett’s extra point gave Eastern the lead.

After Eastern was assessed 27 yards in penalties for the fans
rushing onto the field, Lovett had to kick off from the 13-yard line,
setting up the Racers near midfield after the return. Not until An-
thony Jones made an interception near the goal line did EKU pull
off one of the most memorable wins in school history.

“We had lost our starting middle guard [McShane] and had
an offensive tackle [Mark Willoughby] playing defensive tackle,”
Kidd said in support of his team’s defensive effort.

After EKU clinched the OVC championship with a 34-17 win
over Tennessee Tech and rounded out the regular season with a
20-3 defeat of rival Morehead State, Eastern was set to enter the
I-AA playoffs with a spotless 10-0 record.

In the opening game of the playoffs, the Colonels gave coach
Roy Kidd the best birthday present they could when they defeated
coach Dennis Erickson’s Idaho Vandals, 38-30, on a warm Decem-
ber 4th night at Hanger Field. Offensively, Bird highlighted the
playoff win with seven receptions for 154 yards and two touch-
downs, including one catch of 48 yards where his body was fully
extended parallel to the ground to haul in the slightly overthrown
Woolum pass.

“This was the best game I've ever seen any individual have,”
said Kidd as he talked about the All-American receiver Bird who
hails from Kidd’s hometown of Corbin. The game was sealed
when Jones made an interception with 38 seconds remaining to
end the last Vandal scoring attempt.

The second round of the playoffs found Eastern hosting the
big, fast, talented Tennessee State Tigers who featured arguably
one of the best teams to ever play at Hanger Field with players
like defensive end Richard Dent, running back James Hunter and
fullback Larry Kinnebrew on the roster.

Somehow, with zeros showing on the clock at the end of the
fourth quarter, Eastern had escaped with a 13-7 victory. Longtime
TSU coach John Merritt had boldly predicted at the two team’s
combined banquet the night before the game that “we were going

to cage the bird.” And TSU was able to do that, but yet failed to
put but seven points on the board, as EKU won its 12th straight
game of the season and its 31st consecutive home game.

The Delaware Blue Hens were now all that stood between EKU
and a second national title. The venue — Wichita Falls, Texas, and a
second straight appearance in the I-AA Pioneer Bowl.

In the title game, Parks blocked his sixth kick of the season, this
one a Delaware field goal attempt which was scooped up by de-
fensive end Richard Bell who romped 77 yards for a touchdown as
EKU ran out to a 17-0 lead over the Blue Hens. Although Delaware
scored 14 fourth-quarter points, the Colonel defense held firm and
Eastern had its second national football title.

“Tuck became a super player and was a real leader that year,”
Kidd said. “And our defense played its best two games of the year
in the playoffs against Tennessee State and Delaware.”

In those final two games, Eastern held the nation’s top two scor-
ing teams to a combined total of just 21 points.

“The 1982 season was simply amazing,” Bird said, who will
serve the 2006 season as an assistant coach at EKU in charge of
wide receivers and tight ends.

“Everybody on that team brought something to the table and
we all believed in each other,” Bird said, who signed with the NFL
St. Louis Cardinals upon graduation. “We went into that huddle.
There was no funny business. We each had a job to do and we
went out and did it and I'm talking about all 11 guys on every
play.

“Tuck was great and he deserved to be the captain. He was
always there for everybody, both on and off the field. Everybody
loved him and he just kept proving people wrong with the way
he played. I've been around a lot of teams and that was a unigue
bunch of seniors that refused to lose.”

Four years ... 53 games ... 46 wins ... four straight national
championship games ... two national titles ... numerous weeks of
being ranked No. 1 during those four seasons ... two conference
championships ... the 1982 season culminating with a perfect 13-0
record ... first OVC team to win 13 games and one of the first in
the history of college football to reach that win total in one season.

George Floyd, former defensive back for
Eastern Kentucky University from 1978-81,
was among the 1999 Divisional Class of In-
ductees for the College Football Hall of Fame.
Induction ceremonies were held in South
Bend, Ind.

“We're very happy George was chosen for
such a high honor,” former EKU head football
coach Roy Kidd said, who joined Floyd in the
Hall in August 2003. “I know one thing, that
young man could play the game of football. And one of the things
I liked best about George was that he didn’t mind hitting people.
He was always around the football and was certainly a big reason
for our success those four years he played for us.

Floyd was a member of Eastern’s first I-AA national champion-
ship team (1979) and played for two other Colonel teams (1980,
1981) that went to the national championship game before losing.
He was a first-team All-American those last two years he played
for EKU.

The defensive back was a four-year starter and served as the
team co-captain in 1981. Floyd was selected as the 1980 Ohio Val-
ley Conference Defensive Player of the Year after recording five
interceptions, one of which he returned 100 yards for a touch-
down. While at Eastern, Floyd set several school records, two of
which still stand — career interceptions (22) and career interception
return yardage (328).

“We are proud of the Divisional Hall of Fame program, now in
its fifth year, which continues to positively impact college football
by honoring players and coaches from the divisional level with
the ultimate honor, induction into the College Football Hall of
Fame,” stated Chairman of the National Football Foundation, Jon
F. Hanson.

Floyd played four years (1983-86) of professional football for
the National Football League’s New York Jets. He is currently a
physical education teacher at Boone County High School in Flor-
ence, Ky.

Included in the 1999 Divisional Hall of Fame Class were
George Bork, quarterback, Northern Illinois (1960-63); Randy
Trautman, defensive tackle, Boise State (1961-64); Willie Gallimore,

. halfback, Florida A&M
(1953-56); Jim LeClair,
defensive tackle, North Da-
kota (1970-71); Teel Bruner,
defensive back, Centre Col-
lege (1982-85); and Floyd.

The National Football Foundation and Col-

| Eastern Kentucky football coach Roy Kidd
into the College Football Hall of Fame in 2003.

Kidd, who retired from his coaching duties
at EKU, his alma mater, after the 2002 football
season as the sixth all-time winningest coach
in NCAA Division I or I-AA football history,
coached the Colonels for 39 years, compiling a
315-123-8 (.715) overall record.

During his tenure at Eastern from 1964-2002, he led the Colo-
nels to 16 Ohio Valley Conference titles and made a record 17
NCAA Division I-AA playoff appearances. EKU appeared in four
consecutive NCAA Division I-AA national championship contests,
winning the 1979 and 1982 national titles.

A two-time Division I-AA National Coach of the Year and 10-
time OVC Coach of the Year, Kidd has the third most victories at a
single school among all divisions in NCAA history. In 39 seasons,
his teams recorded 37 non-losing seasons, including a current
streak of 25 consecutive seasons with a winning record.

Kidd, who has coached 41 players who have gone on to sign
with National Football League teams, 55 All-Americans and 202
first team All-OVC selections, is a member of the Kentucky Ath-
letic Hall of Fame and has had the EKU football stadium named in
his honor.

A past president of the American Football Coaches Associa-
tion, Kidd has been a two-time Lexington Herald Sportsman of the
Year.

The Kentucky High School Athletic Association’s highest
football award each season, given to the best high school football
player in the state of Kentucky, is named the Roy Kidd Award.
Beginning with the 2003 season, the OVC Coach of the Year award
was named the Roy Kidd OVC Coach of the Year Award.

Kidd was inducted into the Ohio Valley Conference Hall of
Fame on May 30, 2003, at the league’s Honors Luncheon held in
Nashville, Tenn.

RADIO COVERAGE

Radio station WCYO (100.7 on the FM dial) will serve as the
flagship station for the 2007 EKU Football Network, while WEKU-
FM (88.9) out of Richmond, WEKH (90.9) out of Hazard and
WEKE (88.5) out of Corbin, also carry Colonel football over a large
portion of southeastern and eastern Kentucky.

This year’s broadcast team will again be headed by longtime
play-by-play announcer Greg Stotelmyer, who will be serving his
25th season as “The Voice of the Colonels” and his 29th season
overall covering EKU football.

Stotelmyer has been employed the past 20 years as a reporter
for WTVQ-TV in Lexington and also serves as the producer and
host for the Coach Danny Hope Show and Coach Jeff Neubauer
Show seen on Channel 36.

Joining Stotelmyer in the booth as the analyst for the sixth sea-
son will be Greg McClellan, who had handled the field reporting
duties from 1997-2000. Larry Winterland is in his first year as field
reporter while engineer Sean Hamilton has been working with the
radio crew for 16 years.

In addition to the radio broadcasts, the EKU Football Network
features pre-game interviews with coaches and players, and Hope
joins Stotelmyer on the field after each game for the informative
Coach Danny Hope Post-Game Show.
