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GAME NOTES

EAST STROUDSBURG - Following its first postseason berth since 2009 last
season, the East Stroudsburg University football team looks to open the 2024
season with a road win, trekking to Edinboro to battle the Fighting Scots. The
opening kickoff is set for 7:00 p.m. at Sox Harrison Stadium.

How to Follow: The game will be broadcasted on the PSAC Sports Digital Network.
Fans can tune in via esuwarriors.com or the PSAC Sports Digital Network app.
Chuck Seese and Bob Brittain will call the action live from Sox Harrison Stadium
on Bigfoot Country Poconos 96.7 — 97.3 FM and bigfootpoconos.com. Live

stats will be available on gofightingscots.com. Follow @ESUWarriors on X and
Instagram for live updates from Edinboro.

The Series: ESU and Edinboro matchup on the gridiron for the first time since
2019 and the first time at Sox Harrison Stadium since 2018. The Warriors lead
the all-time series 14-7, including a 34-14 victory in the latest meeting at Eiler-
Martin Stadium. ESU has earned wins in four of the previous five contests, but the
Fighting Scots earned a 49-24 victory in their latest home contest against ESU in
2018.

Last Time against Edinboro: Then redshirt sophomore Jake Cirillo completed
22-27 passes for 223 yards and Devante Robinson posted 103 yards from
scrimmage with two rushing touchdowns in the 34-14 win over Edinboro on Sept.
21, 2019 at Eiler-Martin Stadium. Free safety Tyler Watson, safety Andrew Brown
and defensive end Joseph Odebode had interceptions for the defense, which
limited Edinboro to 309 yards on 57 plays. Leading 14-8, ESU built a 28-7 lead in
the second half. After Edinboro cut the lead to two possessions at 28-14 with 5:34
left in the third quarter, Jordan Walters converted a pair of field goals in the final
frame to secure a 34-14 win.

High Expectations: The Warriors were selected third in the PSAC East preseason
poll, its highest predicted finish since being ranked tied for third in the 2015
edition of the conference poll of head coaches. The last time ESU was picked
higher than third has 2014, when the Warriors were selected second in the
PSAC East. The Warriors also received votes in the preseason AFCA DIl Coaches
Preseason Poll, presented by Hudl.

Who's Back: The Warriors return 14 of its 22 starters from last season’s NCAA
playoff team, including All-PSAC East First Team left tackle Tim Kinney and
second team selections Tyriq Lewis (TB), Raymond Christas (C), John Siggins (WR)
and Justin Cook (RS).

QB1: Redshirt junior Sean McTaggart takes the reigns at starting quarterback
after a three-headed passing attack last season. McTaggart tossed 13
touchdowns to just four interceptions, compiling 1,110 yards passing and a 61.4
completion percentage. The Warriors boasted a 4-1 record with the Lancaster
native as the starting quarterback, with the lone loss coming by seven points to
eventual NCAA Semifinalist Kutztown.

One-Two Punch: The Warriors do not lose a step in the ground game, with Tyriq
Lewis and Tahir Mills anchoring the third best rushing output in the conference
a season ago. The dynamic duo combined for 1,306 yards and 14 rushing
touchdowns in 2023, with Lewis leading the way in the backfield with 824 yards
and nine rushing touchdowns.

Complete Balance: ESU returns its top six pass catchers in terms of receiving
yards, including All-PSAC East selection senior John Siggins, who led the squad
with 442 receiving yards and seven touchdowns. The Warriors has at least six
players record a reception in all 12 games a season ago, including double-digit
pass catchers against Pace (10) and Kutztown (10).

Post Post: All-PSAC East Second Team tight end Jonathan Post graduated, but
two-time graduate student captain Dawson Stuart and junior Beau Heyser return.
The returning duo combined for 19 receptions and four touchdowns in 2023.

Experience Up Front: ESU’s offensive line brings a ton of experience in 2024,
with four of five multiple-season starters returning. Tim Kinney (LT), Raymond
Christas (C), Kyler Wuestner (LG) and Guy Gilyard (RT) have combined for 120
career starts. Kinney and Christas earned All-PSAC East honors a season ago
to lead the group. Elias Marte is the lone starter not returning, who recently

Special teams, Special Plays, Special Players: ESU graduates former All-America kicker Devin Bartholomew, who took over
punting duties in 2023. Ty Quintois enters his sophomore season in 2024 after making 25-of-26 PATs as a true freshman.
Redshirt freshman Adam Noll is expected to take over punting duties. AJ Delgado returns as the long snapper after his

first season at ESU in 2023. All-conference second team return specialist junior Justin Cook is back after ranking second
nationally in combined kickoff return yards (843). He brought back a 95-yard kickoff return touchdown against Slippery Rock
in the NCAA Playoffs.

Golden Anniversary: ESU offensive coordinator Mike Terwilliger enters his 50th consecutive season and 51st year as a
Warrior. Since joining Denny Douds' first roster as a freshman quarterback in 1974, Terwilliger has held roles of quarterback
(1974-77), quarterback’s coach (1978-2000) and offensive coordinator (2001-present) each of the past 50 seasons. As a
quarterback, Terwilliger led ESU to a 30-4-1 record in 35 games as a starter, including back-to-back undefeated seasons in
1975 and 1976. A two-time All-PSAC East First Team selection, he garnered Little All-America honorable mention in 1975.
Terwilliger has held a role in 518 of the 886 ESU football contests (58.5%) since the program began in 1926.

Back-to-Back: The Warriors look to punch its ticket to the NCAA Playoffs for the second consecutive season and sixth time
overall, seeking back-to-back trips for the first time since 2004-05, when then quarterback Jimmy Terwilliger led ESU to a
combined 21-5 record. Terwilliger was honored as the top player in NCAA Division Il in the 2005 season as the Harlon Hill

Trophy recipient, leading the Warriors in the NCAA Semifinals for the first time in program history.

Record Watch: As the 2024 season begins, tailback Tyrig Lewis ranks 19th all-time in career rushing yards with 1,509 yards
in his career. He'll look to join the eight-member 2,000-yd rushing club this season. Justin Cook enters his junior season on
pace as one the top kick returners in program history. After posting the second most return yards in a single season in 2023,
Cook ranks sixth all-time in career kick return yards (1,211), trailing Chris Gerhard's record of 2,008 yards by 797.

Up Next: After battling the Fighting Scots, ESU heads to Pace against its lone non-PSAC opponent on Thurs., Sept. 5. Game
time is set for 7:00 p.m.



ESU HEAD COACH JIMMY TERWILLIGER « 5™ FULL SEASON « CAREER RECORD: 25-22
2005 Harlon Hill Award Winner

Jimmy Terwilliger, ESU’s record-setting quarterback and the 2005 Harlon Hill Award winner as the most outstanding
player in Division Il football, enters his fifth full season as head coach of the Warriors in 2024.

Terwilliger guided the Warriors back to the NCAA Playoffs in 2023, recording a five-win improvement from 2022 with
a 9-3 overall record, tied for the second-best improvement in program history. The historic season was the fifth NCAA
Playoff appearance in program history and the first since 2009. The 2023 season marked the ninth season in program
history with at least nine wins since 1926. The Warriors enjoyed playing in the renovated Eiler-Martin Stadium with
the addition of an upgraded Daktronics videoboard and Mustac Show Control lights, posting a perfect 6-0 record when
playing in the Poconos. It was the first time ESU went undefeated at Eiler-Martin Stadium since 2002 and the Warriors’
6-0 record matches the program record for home wins in a seaosn with the 2002 and 1965 seasons. It was the 19th
season ESU went perfect at home.

A total of 10 Warriors earned All-PSAC East recognition in 2023, the most for ESU since 2005. Landing on the ALl-PSAC
East First Team for the Warriors were Tim Kinney (OT), Dasean Dixon (DL), Deshawn McCarthy and Jahmere Crumpton.
ESU's six All-PSAC East Second Team selections include: Tyrig Lewis (RB), Raymond Christas (C), Jonathan Post (TE),
John Siggins (WR), Justin Cook (Return Specialist) and Sergei Felizor (LB).

ESU posted a 4-7 record in 2022, picking up its second consecutive win against Bloomsburg for the first time in 30
seasons, along with guiding the Warriors past Shippensburg for the first time since 2014. ESU kicker Devin Bartholomew
earned AFCA All-America Second Team honors, while Bartholomew, Deshawn McCarthy and Tyler Watson earned All-
PSAC East recognition.

With the 2020 season canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Warriors returned to the gridiron in 2021 and posted
a 5-6 record. ESU picked up victories in three of its first five matchups, suffering losses to No. 8 Slippery Rock and
eventual PSAC champion Kutztown by a combined 22 points. The Warriors bounced back with a dominant 27-7 win over
Millersville on Homecoming at Eiler-Martin Stadium. After a road loss to West Chester, ESU downed Bloomsburg for the
first time since 2015 with a 35-14 triumph.

Under Terwilliger's watch in 2021, eight Warriors earned All-PSAC East recognition, including first team nods from
Gunner Anglovich (TB), Rece Bender (WR), Deshawn McCarthy (DE) and Tyler Watson (S). Anglovich and Bender were two crucial offensive pieces, as Anglovich ranked fourth in the PSAC
and second in the PSAC East division in rushing (962 yards). Bender, a defensive backfield nightmare with his explosive play, ranked second in the PSAC in all-purpose yards and fourth in
receiving yards.

McCarthy became the first defensive end and eighth Warrior ever to earn AFCA First Team All-America status, and the first defensive player since Curtis Bunch in 1991. He ranked third
nationally in sacks and led the PSAC in the category.

Terwilliger led ESU to a 6-5 overall record in 2019, which marked the team’s first winning season since 2015. In the season opener, the Warriors topped Division | FCS opponent Wagner
for the program’s first win over a Dl opponent since 1994. The victory sparked a win streak of five straight for the Warriors to open the season. Terwilliger guided the Warriors to the fifth
most improved team in terms of win total in Division Il in 2019, increasing the Warriors wins from two in 2018 to six in 2019.

Terwilliger coached and mentored seven student-athletes who went on to earn PSAC East All-Conference honors during his first full season in 2019, including First Team selections
Jordan Walters, Andre Eldridge and Jameer Brooks. Walters was also named an All-American by four different organizations (AFCA, AP, D2CCA and D2Football.com), while Levi Murphy
was named a CoSIDA Academic All-American.

Prior to taking the reins, Terwilliger served as associate head coach during the 2018 season and led the program in an interim capacity for the final two games after legendary head
coach Denny Douds stepped aside following 45 years at the helm.

He was ESU’s defensive backs coach his first three years, from 2015-17, which included mentoring cornerback Teron Dobbs to All-PSAC East honors his first season. Most recently, free
safety Billy Inge Ill and safety Justin Johnson finished 1st and 2nd in DIl in forced fumbles in 2017.

Terwilliger, a four-time Harlon Hill candidate and three-time finalist, graduated with 18 NCAA Division Il records and two NCAA all-division records as part of his All-America career at
ESU (2003-06). He was inducted to the ESU Athletic Hall of Fame in fall 2017.

Terwilliger led the Warriors to two NCAA DIl Playoff appearances (2004 and 2005) and won the Northeast Region title in 2005, advancing to the national semifinals. ESU won the PSAC
East regular season title in 2003.

He tied the NCAA all-division record for touchdown passes (148) and set DIl career records for total offense (16,064 yards), passing yards (14,350), pass efficiency (170.7), touchdowns
responsible for (161) and points responsible for (966).

In his record-setting 2005 season, Terwilliger threw for 4,571 yards and 50 touchdowns, and ran for 389 yards and four TD for 4,960 yards of total offense, leading the Warriors to an
11-3 record.

He was the first quarterback in DIl history with 3,000 yards of total offense in each of his four seasons. He was a three-time All-America selection, and was twice named to the AP Little
All-America second team (2005 and 2006).

Terwilliger was a three-time first team Daktronics All-Region selection (2004-06) and a three-time PSAC East Offensive Player of the Year (2003-04, 2006). He is the only QB in PSAC East
history to be named first team in each of his four seasons.

Terwilliger graduated from ESU in 2007 with a bachelor’s degree in Health and Physical Education. He was named to the PSAC Top 10 in 2005 and 2006 and was an Academic All-District
selection in 2004.

He was a health and physical education teacher for eight years in the East Stroudsburg, Pleasant Valley and Parkland school districts.

Terwilliger helped Parkland to the District 11 championship in 2014 after leading Pleasant Valley to the District playoffs three times (2010, 2012, 2013) in five years as head coach. He
coached PV to the Mountain Valley Conference championship in 2010 and was named the MVC Coach of the Year.

He was an assistant coach under his high school coach, Ed Christian, at East Stroudsburg South in 2007 and 2008 and helped the Cavaliers to a pair of District playoff appearances.

« ESU enters its 5th season under head coach and former Warrior standout Jimmy Terwilliger ‘07. Terwilliger, a record-setting QB was 2005 Harlon Hill Trophy winner as top DIl player has led ESU to a 25-22 record, including hte
program's first NCAA Playoff berth since 2009 in 2023. Under his guidance, the Warriors have garnered 28 All-PSAC East selections and three players have earned All-America status.

« Jimmy's father, Offensive Coordinator Mike Terwilliger ‘78, enters his 46th season as an assistant coach and 50th consecutive season with the program. Terwilliger was the starting quarterback during legendary head coach
Denny Douds’ first four seasons as Warrior head coach from 1974-78. He has served as ESU's quartebacks coach and offensive coordinator (2001-present) on the coaching staff since graduation.

« Defensive Coordinator Mike Lackey enters his fifth season leading a revamped defense. In three seasons, Lackey has overseen 13 All-PSAC East selections and a first team All-American in Deshawn McCarthy in 2021.

« Offensive line coach and recruiting coordinator Mike Santella (ESU '94) enters his 26th season at ESU and 23rd as the full-time offensive line coach (since 2001). Santella has coached players who have combined for 27 All-PSAC
selections and had at least one All-PSAC offensive lineman in 20 of his 23 seasons overseeing the O-Line.

Edinboro got on a board with a 20-yard TD run by Woody,
covering 85 yards in 10 plays.

The Warriors responded with a 13-play, 80-yard drive with Cirillo tossing a 10-yard TD to redshirt senior wide receiver R.J. Sarajian
with 1:24 left in the first half to make it 21-7.

Castelli led Edinboro to the ESU 15-yard line late in the half, but a pass was deflected and then intercepted by Odebode to maintain
the 14-point lead going into intermission.

Robinson’s second rushing TD, from 15 yards, extended it to 28-7 early in the third quarter after Watson had an interception and
31-yard return on the fourth play of the second half and Cirillo hit Buffalo for 45 yards.

Edinboro marched 75 yards on 12 plays in its ensuing possession, cutting the margin to 28-14 on Woody’s two-yard run with 5:34
left in the third quarter, but it was nearly all ESU from there.

Edinboro’s final three drives netted just 15 yards, while the Warriors erased 6:27 on an 11-play, 61-yard drive and then two posses-
sions later consumed 5:37 on a nine-play, 32-yard drive — both culminating in field goals by senior Jordan Walters (32 and 24 yards).

ESU’s defensive unit is holding opponents to 15.3 points and 323.0 yards per game while producing seven total turnovers through
three contests.

Walters is 4-for-5 on field goals, including kicks of 45 yards at Wagner and 49 yards at Seton Hill, 11-for-11 on extra points and aver-
aging 37.8 yards on 12 punts.

Cirillo pushes his season totals to 48-for-81 for 621 yards, four TD and three interceptions while pacing the Warriors on the ground
(32 carries, 222 yards, 2 TD). Robinson has contributed 169 yards and 5 TD rushing, and 114 yards and a TD receiving, while Buffalo
has broken out with 14 catches for 211 yards and a score.

ESU’s only better single-game completion percentage than Cirillo’s 22-for-27 (81.5%) day was an 85.3 percent mark (29-for-34)

from Matt Soltes in a 48-28 win vs. Clarion in his sophomore season in 2013. Soltes previously held the No. 2 spot, going 30-for-37
(81.1%) in a 35-28 upset win over West Chester in 2012.
