FGCU is believed to be the only men’s D-I program in
NCAA history to make five postseason appearances
in its first six years of eligibility (2013: NCAA; 2014:
NIT; 2015: CIT; 2016: NCAA; 2017: NCAA).

The Eagles are also one of just 23 teams in the nation
to have won at least 20 games and made postsea-
son appearances in each of the past five seasons.
Of those 23 teams, only six are mid-major schools,
as FGCU joins Vermont, Belmont, New Mexico State,
Iona and UC Irvine to hold that distinction.

With its win over Fairleigh Dickinson in the 2016
First Four, FGCU secured its third NCAA Tourna-
ment victory in four years (at the time). The Ea-
