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WEIGHT CLASS PREVIEW

The Fighting Illini look toward the 2011-12 campaign with renewed
optimism in the third year under head coach Jim Heffernan. Although
injuries to key starters plagued Illinois, the Illini posted a sixth-place
finish at the Big Ten Championships and a 22nd-place finish at the
NCAA Championships, led by All-American B.J. Futrell.

Junior Jordan Blanton returns to the lineup after a redshirt season a
year ago looking to compete for a national title at 174, after capturing
his first All-American honor in 2010. Futrell looks to be a major player
on the national scene at 133, while senior Eric Terrazas and redshirt-
junior Conrad Polz will be strong points at 149 and 165, respectively.
Terrazas returns for his final season after qualifying for his first NCAA
Championships by placing fifth at the Big Ten Championships while
Polz compiled a 14-11 overall record and a 6-2 mark in Big Ten duals
last season, playing sixth at the conference championships.

The schedule in 2011-12 looks a bit different, with the Loras Open,
Wrestle for a Cure Duals and Midlands being the only tournaments
that the Illini will participate in besides the postseason events. But
Heffernan has continued the extremely competitive dual series
with eight teams that finished in the top-25 at the 2011 NCAA
Championships. The Illini are on the road for the first month of
competition, squaring off with Kent State, Utah Valley, Lehigh and
Clarion before coming home to kick off their home schedule with UT-
Chattanooga. The Illini will also host host Big Ten foes Minnesota,
Michigan State, Northwestern and Wisconsin.

With Logan Atlis jumping up two weight classes, Dominic Oliveri and
redshirt-freshman Jesse Delgado look to be the starter at 125. Olivieri
was a three-time Illinois state qualifier, placing fifth at the 2011 State
Finals while Delgado had a great summer by winning the 2011 FILA
Junior Nationals Freestyle Championships and winning the California
state title in 2009.

All-American B.J. Futrell, returns as Illinois’ starter at 133 after
finishing 2011 in a big way. He finished 28-10 with six falls, including
going 6-2 during the Big Ten dual season. The junior finished fourth at
the Big Ten Championships to qualify for the NCAA Championships.
Futrell went 3-3 at the national tournament to earn his first career All-
America honor by placing eighth at the 2011 NCAA Championships.
Backing him up will junior Tyler LePretre.

In what is likely Illinois” most wide-open weight class, coaches look for
sophomores Logan Arlis, Tucker Armstrong and junior Daryl Thomas
to be competing for the starting position. Atrlis served as the full-time
starter at 125 last year, placing third on the team with five pins on the
season. Thomas went 3-2 last year, scoring victories against Wisconsin,

SIU-Edwardsville and Michigan State.

Eric Terrazas will start at 149 for the fourth-straight year for Illinois,
after finishing 26-11 a year ago. Terrazas placed third at Midlands,
winning eight straight matches including a win over a top 10 opponent.
The senior went 5-3 in Big Ten duals and qualified automatically for
his first career NCAA Championships by placing fifth at the Big Ten
Championships. Redshirt-freshman Caleb Ervin will also be in the
mix after having a great summer and has impressed the coaching staff.
Terrazas and Ervin will also be backed up by freshmen Guy Kirby,
Matt Nora, Andrew Nyland and Matt Reuttiger.

Sophomore Jackson Morse and junior Kyle Dooley are the leading
contenders for the starting spot at 157. Morse qualified for the 2011
NCAA Championships as an at-large selection after finishing seventh
at the Big Ten Championships and compiling a 22-14 overall record.
Dooley compiled a 7-6 record and placed third at the Lindenwood
Open.

Sophomore Conrad Polz will start at 165 pounds for the Illini after
compiling a 14-11 record last season.

Junior Jordan Blanton returns as Illinois’ starter at 174 after going
6-3 last season before an injury-shortened 2010-11 season. The
All-American out-performed his No. 5 seed at the 2010 Big Ten
Championships, finishing third, and out-performed his No. 10 seed
at the NCAA Championships with a fifth-place finish that earned
his first career All-America honor. He'll be backed up by junior Dan

Stelter and red-shirt freshman Nico Jimenez.

184

Redshirt-sophomore Tony Dallago will man the 184-pound weight
class for the Illini, but he’ll be pushed by juniors Stelter, Evan
Ellsworth and Matt McCarter, redshirt-freshman Brendan Mahaney
and true freshman Jeff Keopke. Dallago went 17-17 last year, going
4-4 in Big Ten duals and led the team with nine pins, which equaled
the ninth-most pins in a season in school history. Dallago won a
pivotal bout against Quentin Wright of Penn State, the 184 pound
Big Ten and NCAA Champion and qualified automatically for
the 2011 NCAA Championships by placing sixth at the Big Ten
Championships.

Coaches have high expectations for sophomore Mario Gonzalez as
he enters the season as Illinois’ starter at 197 after putting together
a 10-3 record in an injury-shortened 2010-11 season. Gonzalez won
the Lindenwood Open and took seventh place at the Las Vegas
Invitational a season ago and entered the dual season as the Illini’s
starter at 197 before sustaining a knee injury. Senior Martin Smith
and true freshman Joe LaManna will give the Illini depth at 197.

Sophomore Pat Walker and freshman Chris Lopez will compete for
the starting job at heavyweight. Walker was 10-14 overall and placed
second at the Lindenwood Open while Lopez placed second at the
2010 Junior Nationals, a two-time Illinois All-State wrestler, and
compiled a 55-2 career high school record.

HEAD COACH // SECOND SEASON

Jim Heffernan begins his third season as head coach after serving as the top assistant under
Mark Johnson for 19 years — 17 at Illinois and two at Oregon State. The 1986 NCAA
150-pound champion and a four-time Big Ten Conference champion, Heffernan garnered
the National Wrestling Coaches Association Assistant Coach of the Year honor in 2001
following the Illini’s fifth-place national finish and second-place finish in the Big Ten.

During Heffernan’s time in Champaign-Urbana, Illinois has finished in the top 10 at the
NCAA championships on 10 occasions and in the top 15 in 13 of the last 16 seasons.
Heffernan has been a major factor in the renaissance of the Illinois wrestling program,
helping lead the team to its greatest prosperity since the post-World War II era.

Heffernan also has mentored seven individual national champions in the last 16 seasons.
In 2003, 165-pounder Matt Lackey joined Adam Tirapelle (149, 2001), John Lockhart
(heavyweight, 2001), Carl Perry (141, 2000), Eric Siebert (150, 1998), Ernest Benion, Jr.
(158, 1995) and Steve Marianetti (150, 1995) in earning NCAA titles since 1995.

Poeta and Kennedy also starred for the Illini in 2008, finishing second and fourth,
respectively, at the NCAA Championships. Poeta won his first Big Ten title after starting
the season 22-0, while Kennedy put together an 11-match winning streak that included

an undefeated Big Ten dual season.

In 2005-06, the tradition of excellence continued as the Illini took home their third-
- straight Midlands title, joining Iowa and Iowa State as the only three-peat champions. At
Midlands, Alex Tirapelle (157) and Pete Freidl (184) took home individual titles, while

top-eight finishes for Illinois were Donny Reynolds (174) in fifth and Troy Tirapelle

(149) in seventh.

- qualify all 10 wrestlers for NCAAs in Oklahoma City in 2006, marking the third time in
school history all 10 grapplers made the trip to NCAAs (1995, 2000, 2006). Freidl took
home All-America honors with a third-place finish, finishing his career a three-time All-
American. On the year, Illinois finished second during the regular season in the Big Ten
with a 10-2-1 overall record and 5-2-1 ledger in conference action.

Heffernan guided sophomore B.J. Futrell (125) to All-America honors in 2011 and a
~ pair of Illini in 2009-10, with senior John Dergo (184) and sophomore Jordan Blanton
(174) each rtaking fifth place at the NCAA Championships. Dergo had an incredible
. season, winning a Big Ten championship and finishing 36-4, including a 22-match
winning streak from Dec. 12-March 18. Blanton rebounded from an early injury to finish
third at the Big Ten Championships and out-perform his No. 10 seed at the NCAA

- Championships to earn his first career All-America honor.

For the fourth-straight season, Illinois had at least two true-freshmen starters in 2010-11
with Logan Arlis (125) and Jackson Morse (157) earning a spot in the starting rotation. In
2008-09, B.]J. Futrell (125), Eric Terrazas (149) and Jordan Blanton (184) became regulars
in the Illini lineup. A year earlier, Ryan Prater (141) and Grant Paswall (149) turned in
solid results throughout the season as rookies, and Jimmy Kennedy (133) and John Dergo
(184) battled hard throughout their freshman season in 2006-07.

 Heffernan helped Illinois place nine wrestlers in the 2009 NCAA Championships, all
- by automatic berths in the first year of the individual RPI rankings, and garner three
All-America finishes with Mike Poeta placing second at 157, Jimmy Kennedy taking
fifth at 133 and heavyweight John Wise finishing seventh. Kennedy was one of the most
impressive wrestlers as the tournament wore on, winning six straight matches after losing
his pigtail bout to reach the consolation semifinals and eventually take fifth. Poeta won
his second Big Ten title in 2009 and Kennedy had a career year, going 36-6. In addition,
Illinois finished second at the Big Ten Championships, its best finish since 2005.

“In 2006-07, Kennedy finished the season ranked No. 9 at 133 pounds and Dergo ended
the year No. 11 at 184, marking the first time since Carl Perry in 1997 that at least one
true-freshman from Illinois ranked in the Top-20. The Illini qualified eight for the 2007
NCAA Championships and were led by Poeta, who notched a third-place finish at 157

. At Big Tens, the Fighting Illini finished second, just behind top-ranked Minnesota. In
all, five Orange and Blue grapplers (Byrd, Freidl, Kyle Ott, Alex Tirapelle and Troy

Tirapelle) made conference finals appearances, each finishing second in their respective
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The 2005 squad brought home Illinois’ first Big Ten Conference tournament
championship, and the first for the program in 53 years as Alex Tirapelle (157)
and Friedl (174) took home individual league crowns out of five total finalists
for the Illini. For the second season in a row, the Illini won the Big Ten regular-
season dual meet title with a near-perfect 7-0-1 record. The team finished sixth
at the national tournament after qualifying nine wrestlers, while 125-pounder
Ott made a repeat appearance in the finals.

The team matched 2004’s achievement of five All-Americans in Ott (2nd, 125),
Mark Jayne (7th, 133), Cassio Pero (7th, 141), Friedl (4th, 174) and Brian
Glynn (3rd, 184).

In what served as a benchmark for the Illini program, the 2004 season served as a
year of firsts as Heffernan helped guide the team to a Big Ten regular-season dual
meet title and the first Midlands Tournament team title in program history. The
squad concluded the season with a seventh-place finish at nationals, including
a finals appearance by Ott at 125. The team brought home five All-America
honors, a feat which tied 2004 national champion Oklahoma State, and was the
most for Illinois since 1948.

During the 2003 season, Illinois took eight qualifiers to the NCAA
Championships from a squad that had five freshmen competing most of the
year. The 2003 team finished ninth overall with two national finalists. Matt
Lackey finished his climb up the ladder with his win in the finals over Troy
Letters for his first national title. Alex Tirapelle became the first Illinois freshman
to make the finals as he ensured All-America honors with his second-place finish.
For his efforts, Heffernan earned AFLAC Assistant Coach of the Year honors in 2003.

In 2002, during a rebuilding year, Heffernan helped lead a reshaped starting lineup
to a 12-4 record and 10th-place finish at nationals. With seven new starters, the Illini
still managed to qualify nine wrestlers for NCAAs after a fifth-place finish at Big
Tens, equaling the 2001 squad’s NCAA representation. That year, the Illini crowned
three All-Americans, following two straight seasons of awarding four All-Americans,
and Heffernan was named the Assistant Coach of the Year by the National Wrestling
Coaches Association (NWCA).

The Illinois wrestling team has progressively made school history year after year. In 2000,
the team’s sixth-place national finish was the best since 1958, only to be topped by the
2001 finish of fifth place, which was the highest since 1948. The 2001 team also took
second at the Big Ten Championships, sent nine athletes to the NCAA Championships
and posted a 12-2 dual meet record.

In 1996-97, Heffernan guided the Illini to a 14-1 dual meet record, a third-place finish
at the Big Ten Championships and a ninth-place effort at the NCAA Championships. At
the time, the third-place outing was the best in school history in 39 years.

Illinois has sent 123 wrestlers to the NCAA championships during Heffernan’s tenure,
an average of nearly seven qualifiers each year. During the past 16 seasons, the Illini have
crowned 45 All-Americans and produced seven national champions (out of 17 finalists).

Heffernan also earned NWCA Assistant Coach of the Year honors in 1995 after Illinois
posted a pair of national champions in Steve Marianetti (150) and Ernest Benion (158),
a 13-2 dual record and a ninth-place finish at NCAAs.

On the recruiting front, Heffernan has been instrumental in landing nine classes ranked
among the top 20 in the nation, including the second-ranked class in the nation in 1993
and the sixth-ranked group in 2004.

A 1987 graduate of the University of lowa, Heffernan was a four-time All-American,
while being a member of three Hawkeye NCAA and four Big Ten championship teams.
Heffernan captained the Hawkeyes as a senior and grabbed Iowa’s Male Athlete of the
Year honor in 1987.

Heffernan began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at the University of Iowa
before becoming an assistant coach at Lehigh University in 1988. He remained at Lehigh
until moving to Oregon State in 1990. He joined Johnson in Champaign in 1992.

He also coached the Cadet Wrestling Team at the world championships in Istanbul,
Turkey, in 1992, and the USA World Espoir Team in 1989.

Heffernan graduated from national wrestling powerhouse St. Edward High School
(Cleveland, Ohio), where he finished as a two-time high school state champion.

Heffernan and his wife, Rebecca, live in Champaign with their son, Sean, and daughter,

Alex.

HEFFERNAN FAST FACTS

It is impossible to ignore the success that lllinois has had during the 18 years
that Jim Heffernan has been on staff. In 1993, the Fighting lllini had posted two
winning seasons in 10 years. Since then, the Orange and Blue have posted 17
straight seasons with a .500 record or better, and 13 top-15 national finishes.

«»In 2005, lllinois won the Big Ten Championship for the first time since
1952.

«» Heffernan was named the National Wrestling Coaches Association Assistant
Coach of the Year in 1995 and 2001, and was the AFLAC Assistant Coach of
the Year in 2003.

ASSOCIATE HEAD COACH // FIRST SEASON

Mark Perry begins his first season on the Fighting Illini coaching staff.
After coming from Cal Poly, he served as co-head coach last season and
as an assistant coach in 2009-10.

Perry won a pair of NCAA titles at lowa, taking the crown at 165
pounds in 2007 and 2008. He was a four-time All-American from
200508 and won a Big Ten title in 2007. He helped lead the Hawkeyes
to an NCAA team national title in 2008 and was a team captain from
2005-08.

A native of Stillwater, Okla., Perry was the 17th four-time All-
American and 14th two-time national champion in NCAA history.
He defeated Michigan’s Eric Tannenbaum in the championship
match in 2008 and took down two-time defending champion Johny
Hendricks of Oklahoma State in the 2007 finals. Perry also defeated
Tannenbaum in the 2007 Big Ten championship match. Perry also
won the Gorrarian Trophy after he pinned four opponents at the 2007
NCAA Championships.

He was named the NWCA Rookie of the Year in 2005 and the Iowa
Athlete of the Year in 2007. Perry also was a four-time finalist at the
Midlands Championships, winning two titles.

The former Hawkeye wrestler was an assistant coach at Penn State in
2008-09 before taking the position at Cal Poly in 2009. At Penn State,
Perry helped a pair of wrestlers to freshman All-America honors and
Y he has directed Mark Perry Wrestling Camps nationwide for the past

. four summers.

Perry earned his B.A. in art from Iowa in 2008. He was a two-time

high school national champion at Blair Academy in New Jersey and
a three-time Asics High School All-American while posting a 169-7

The 2000 NCAA Champion at 125 pounds, Jeremy Hunter begins
his 10th season on the Illinois coaching staff and third as an assistant
coach.

ILLINI NOTCH 2 ALL-AMERICANS

Senior 141-pounder Jimmy Kennedy placed fifth and sophomore 133-pounder
B.J. Futrell took eighth as lllinois posted multiple All-Americans for the
fourth-straight season. Kennedy breezed through the first two rounds before
dropping an 8-7 loss to lowa’s eighth-seeded Montell Marion after pulling out
to an early lead. Kennedy rebounded with wins over No. 11 Matthew Mariacher
(American) and No. 8 Zack Bailey (Oklahoma) but gave up a defensive fall to
No. 2 Mike Thorn (Minnesota) in the consolation semifinals. Kennedy responded
by hammering Missouri’s Todd Schavrien, 11-1, in the fifth-place match to take
fifth.

Futrell also breezed through his first two rounds but dropped a 10-1 major
decision to No. 2 seed Andrew Hochstrasser (Boise State). He beat Virginia
Tech’s ninth-seeded Devin Carter but fell in consecutive matches to Central
Michigan’s No. 11 Scotti Sentes and Hofstra’s No. 5 Lou Ruggirello to place
eighth.

#19 ILLINI PLACE SIXTH AT BIG TENS

Jimmy Kennedy took third place at 141 pounds to lead the No. 19 Fighting Illini to
a sixth-place finish as a team at the 2011 Big Ten Championships. He was one
of six Illinois wrestlers to place
at the tournament and four
who qualified automatically for
the NCAA Championships on
March 17-19 in Philadelphia,
Pa.

B.J. Futrell (133) took fourth
place, Eric Terrazas (149)
finished fifth, Conrad Polz
(165) took sixth, Jackson Morse
(157) placed seventh and Joe
Barczak finished eighth (197),
with Futrell, Kennedy, Terrazas
and Dallago qualifying
automatically for the NCAA
Championships.

#9 ILLINI FINISH 10TH AT MIDLANDS

The ninth-ranked Fighting Illini finished tenth at Midlands behind a pair of
second-place finishes and a third-place standing. No. 5 B.J. Futrell (133) and
No. 3 Jimmy Kennedy (141) each finished second, while No. 12 Eric Terrazas
placed third at 149. It was Illinois’ third-straight tenth- place finish at Midlands.

Futrell topped lowa's eighth-ranked and third-seeded Tony Ramos, 9-6, in the
semifinals before running out of gas against top-seeded and third-ranked
Tyler Graff (Wisconsin). Kennedy scored a 4-1 win over lowa State’s No. 15 and
fifth-seeded Chris Drouin in the semifinals but was forced to medically forfeit
to second-seeded and fourth- ranked Boris Novachkov in the championship
after injuring his ankle against Drouin. Terrazas dropped his pigtail match to

including a 4-1 win in tiebreaks over Northwestern's second-seeded and seventh-ranked

Andrew Nadhir.

#9 ILLINI PLACE FIFTH AT LAS VEGAS

Ninth-ranked Illinois finished fifth at the Las Vegas Invitational on Dec. 3-4, thanks to
strong performances from a number of wrestlers. No. 2 Jimmy Kennedy took third, No.
19 B.J. Futrell placed fourth, No. 5 Jordan Blanton and Eric Terrazas both took fifth,
Tony Dallago finished sixth and Mario Gonzalez placed seventh. Futrell and Terrazas
were lllinois” biggest risers in the tournament, out-pacing their seeds of No. 10 and 11,
respectively. In all, lllini wrestlers beat nine ranked foes in the tournament to record the

team’s best finish in Las Vegas since taking fourth in 2003.

PINS COMING FAST AND FURIOUS FOR ILLINI

The 2010-11 Fighting Illini proved themselves to be a team of pinners, notching 34 pins
on the season. Redshirt- freshman Tony Dallago led the squad with nine falls, moving
him into a tie for ninth on the single-season school record list with John Dergo, Nate

Patrick and Karl Roesler. Sophomore B.J. Futrell had six and freshman Logan
Arlis had five.

KENNEDY RETURNS AFTER REDSHIRT YEAR

Senior Jimmy Kennedy, who was ranked No. 2 or 3 in all three major rankings,
returned to the Illini lineup after redshirting in 2009-10. Kennedy sat out
last year in order to move up to 141 pounds from his previous weight class
of 133, and he also changed his major to technical systems management,
meaning he would need another year of school to complete his degree. He
stayed busy last year, wrestling in a pair of tournaments as an unattached
wrestler. He competed in the freestyle Sunkist Open and at the Midlands
Championships, where he placed second behind Maryland’s Alex Krom.

FUTRELL REBOUNDS FROM INJURY

Sophomore B.J. Futrell is back in the lllinois lineup after missing most
of the 2009-10 season with a shoulder injury. He suffered the injury at
the 2009 Lindenwood Open, where he took third despite the pain, and it
required him to take a month off. He returned to action against Findlay and
McKendree, earning two wins by fall, but reaggravated the injury in practice
the following week and was ruled out for the season. He spent the next few
months rehabilitating the shoulder and gaining strength to move up to 133
pounds this year.

ILLINI SIGN 1 IN EARLY SIGNING PERIOD

University of lllinois head coach Jim Heffernan announced the signing of
Caleb Ervin (Morganfield, Ky./union County H.S.) to a National Letter of Intent
during the early signing period on Nov. 17. Ervin, a three-time Kentucky state
champion, will join the Fighting lllini in the fall of 2011. He is projected to
wrestle at 149 or 157 pounds.

Ervin is ranked No. 8 in Amateur Wrestling News’ preseason high school
rankings at 145 pounds. In addition, he is Intermat’s No. 86 national recruit.
Ervin went 56-0 last year in earning the 2010 Kentucky High School Athletic
Association title at 140 pounds, scoring bonus points in all five of his bouts
at the state tournament with a major decision, two technical falls and two

Ervin also won the 2009 KHSAA title at 130 pounds and finished second at 130 pounds in 2008,
helping union County win a Kentucky state team title.

The union County High School star is unbeaten since his freshman year, including a 62-0 campaign in
2009, for a 118-match unbeaten streak since placing second in the state tournament as a freshman.
Ervin also won the National High School Coaches Association sophomore national championship in 2009,
earning the award for most falls in the least amount of time with four falls in 11:06 along the way.

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THE HISTORY OF WRESTLING IN THE BIG TEN CONFERENCE

A meeting of seven university presidents in 1895, at the Palmer House Hotel
in Chicago, was the first development of what would become one of organized
sports’ most successful undertakings.

Those seven men established the principles for which the Intercollegiate
Conference of Faculty Representatives, more popularly known as the Big Ten
Conference, was founded. Football and baseball were the most popular sports
prior to 1900. Since then, many different athletic events have become popular on
Big Ten campuses. Today, the Big Ten sponsors 12 championships for men and
12 for women.

The Big Ten began sponsoring wrestling in 1913, with Illinois and Minnesota
tying for the first conference championship. Since then, the Big Ten has
developed into the premier wrestling conference in the country. Big Ten teams
have won 27 NCAA team championships and over 272 individual championships
since the NCAA started sponsoring a national wrestling championship in 1928,
including Iowa’s three consecutive team titles from 2008-10. At the 2008 NCAA
Championships, the top three teams all represented the Big Ten.

In 2010, The Big Ten Conference received more individual NCAA Championship
qualifiers than any other conference in the nation with 66. The 2011

NCAA Championships will be held at the Wachovia Center in Philadelphia, Pa.

BIG TEN MEDAL OF HONOR

John Lockhart, an NCAA champion and three-time
Academic All-American, was lllinois’ Big Ten Medal of
Honor winner in 2002.

In 1914, the Big Ten Conference endowed a
Medal of Honor, to be awarded annually at
each institution to the student demonstrating
proficiency in scholarship and academics.
The award takes into consideration academic
excellence, athletic awards and contribution to
the community.

In the 86-year history of the award, nine
Fighting Illini wrestlers have earned the award,
including national champions Al Sapora, Steve
Marianetti, Eric Siebert and John Lockhart.
Since the arrival of Mark Johnson and Jim
Heffernan, the squad has produced four

winners.

Lockhart was the most recent recipient of
the award for the wrestling squad. He was a
three-time All-American for the Illini whose
national title at heavyweight in 2001 helped
lead the team to a fifth-place finish at the
NCAA Championships. Lockhart placed third
in 2002 and seventh in 2000 and completed
his career with a 123-26 record. He also was
a two-time Academic All-American, posting
a 3.43 GPA in kinesiology. Currently, he is a

ILLINOIS DIKE EDDLEMAN ATHLETE OF THE YEAR

The University of Illinois Athlete of the Year was
first given in 1940 to Bill Hapac, who played
basketball and baseball. The award was given
annually until it was discontinued in 1973.
There were no awards given untl 1982, when
the Big Ten began a Conference Athlete of the
Year, in which each school nominated a male and
female athlete.

Since 1982, the University of Illinois has
recognized a Male and Female Athlete of the
Year. In 1993, the awards were renamed the
Dike Eddleman Athlete of the Year awards in
honor of the 11-time UI letterman and former
Olympian. The awards are announced each June
and presented at the annual Varsity “I” banquet

in the fall.
