
NOTES
•	 The Illini are 1-7 in their last eight games after a three-game sweep at the Stetson Invitational had their 

record at 6-3 on March 6.

•	 Dan Rowbottom had three straight games with multiple hits over the weekend, including a career-best three 
hits against Southern Illinois March 19. Rowbottom is hitting .370 (10-27) in the last eight games and led 
the Illini with a .438 (7-16) average at SIU.

•	 Illinois pitchers combined for a 2.17 ERA during last weekend’s four games in Carbondale. Opponents hit 
.203 against the Illini. 

•	 Freshman Cole Bellair allowed his first run of the season Saturday against Northern Illinois. He has a 0.46 
ERA over the first 19.2 innings of his career, including the first 17.0 scoreless. Bellair is eighth in the nation 
in ERA and the Big Ten leader.

•	 Freshman centerfielder Doran Turchin and redshirt-junior shortstop Adam Walton are the only Illini to start 
every game at their respective positions. Only Walton, the leadoff hitter, has started in the same spot in the 
batting order in the first 17 games.

•	 Illinois ranks eighth in the nation in double plays per game (1.18). The Illini turned four double plays against 
FGCU Feb. 26 and four against Villanova March 6, tied for the sixth most in an NCAA Division I game this 
season. 

•	 Five of the Illini’s seven wins have come with the opponent scoring two or fewer runs.

•	 48.9 percent of the Illini’s hits (69/141) have been by players who never started a game before 2016.

•	 Jason Goldstein is leading the team with a .405 batting average (17-41) and is third on the team with seven 
RBI, despite only playing in 12 games due to injury. Goldstein’s status is day-to-day.

•	 Goldstein by the series: Tulane .500 (6-12), FGCU .333 (4-12), Stetson .429 (6-14), Coastal .333 (1-3)

•	 Anthony Drago is seventh in the Big Ten in doubles with six. He had four during the Tulane series and added 
two more during the trip to Coastal Carolina.

•	 Pat McInerney led the Illini with a .353 batting average (6-17), three doubles and a home run during the four 
games at Coastal Carolina. McInerney has five two-hit games in the last seven outings and is hitting .379 
(11-29) during that seven-game stretch after starting the season 2 for 19 in the first six games. 

•	 The Illini used solid pitching and timely hitting to go undefeated at the Stetson Invitational. Illinois pitchers 
combined for a 2.33 ERA and 26 strikeouts in 27.0 innings over the three-day event. 

•	 The top four hitters in the batting order (Walton, Michael Hurwitz, Goldstein, McInerney) combined to hit .392 
(20-51) with four doubles, one homer, nine RBI and nine runs during the three-game Stetson Invitational.

•	 Illinois was picked to finish fifth in the Big Ten by the league’s coaches, a year removed from winning the 
program’s 30th conference title. Michigan, Maryland, Indiana and Iowa ranked in the top four spots. SS 
Adam Walton, RHP Cody Sedlock and C Jason Goldstein were selected for the Big Ten Players to Watch List 
by the league’s coaches. 

•	 Three Illini that were drafted last season elected to return 
to school » SS Adam Walton, C Jason Goldstein, 	
RHP Nick Blackburn.

•	 Six current Illini have been drafted including freshmen 
RHP/1B Luke Shilling, INF Jalin McMillan and INF Bren 
Spillane. Illinois is one of four Big Ten teams with 5+ 
previously drafted players on its roster (Nebraska 8, 
Michigan 7, Maryland 7).

•	 Illinois returned three of its four coaches from 2015, 
including head coach Dan Hartleb, pitching coach Drew 
Dickinson and volunteer coach Kyle Hudson. Adam Christ 
was hired from Minnesota State to replace Spencer Allen, 
who took the head coach position at Northwestern.
