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THE DRAKE RELAYS

Nearly every year, lllinois travels to Des Moines, lowa, for
the annual Drake Relays, the most prestigious track meet
in the Midwest. Year after year the lllini come away with
impressive performances.

lllinois started participating at the Drake Relays in 1911,
the events second year of existence. At that meet, lllinois
won the university half-mile relay in a world-record time of
1:31.6. The Illini also captured the two-mile relay.

The marks and honors achieved by lllinois have been truly
impressive over the years. After the world record in 1911,
Illinois continued its relay dominance. The lllini have
won eight 4x100-meter relays, 12 4x400-meter relays, 12
Ax1600-meter relays and 10 4x800-meter relays in total, the
most by a single university. In 1914, Ul won the two-mile
relay in a United States university record time. From 1920-
25, lllinois won 11 relay titles, set two world records and
established one other American record at Drake.

In 1926, William Wallace became only the seventh person in
Drake history to win two events when he captured the long
and triple jumps.

In the 1930s and 1940s, the Orange and Blue won multiple
events virtually every year. In 1944, football star Buddy
Young anchored the lllinois attack, winning the 100-yard
dash and the long jump. lllinois captured the 880-yard, the
mile, the 440-yard and the sprint medley relays.

Great performances were spread throughout the 1950s and
‘60s. Don Laz tied for first in the pole vault in 1951, setting
a Drake record. The 1952 two-mile relay set an American
university record with a time of 7:31.6. The 1953 season
saw former Ul sprint coach Willie Williams win his Drake
100-yard title. Two other individuals and three relay teams
also were victorious that year. Olympian Trenton Jackson
won the 100-meters in 1964.

Several Illinois varsity relay records were set at Drake in
the 1970s, but none more impressive than that of the 1971
two-mile relay team, which recorded the fastest time in the
nation for the year (7:21.5) and gave lllinois its 100th Drake
Relays win. Charlton Ehizuelen became the first three-time
winner of the Drake triple jump when he won his last title in
1977. He was also a two-time long jump winner.

In 1994, three Illini won Drake titles. Anthony Jones took the
100-meters in :10.2, Daren McDonough finished first in the
pole vault, clearing 18-0 1/4 and J.D. Teach won his second
shot title (58-10 1/4).

At the 91st Annual Drake Relays, the lllini continued to
shine. The sprint medley relay team of Babatunde Ridley,
Charles Burton, Sherman Armstrong and Jason Van Swol
won the race in 3:16.89, which was the fastest time run
in the event since 1990. Armstrong had a phenomenal
weekend, as he shattered his own school record in the 400-
meter hurdles, placing second in the invitational section
of the race.

In 2002, the Illini won titles in both the sprint medley relay
and the 3,200-meter relay. lllinois’ first title of the meet
came in the 4x800-meter relay where the team of Nick Gow,
Robert Pligge, Tim Hobbs and Jason Van Swol won by the
narrowest of margins, .01 seconds, over Kansas. Standing
in eighth place at the midway portion of the race, Hobbs took
control for the lllini. In his leg of the race, Hobbs took the
Illini to the front of the pack, passing five teams in the final
300 meters before handing off to Van Swol, who capped the
race by running a 1:48.0 final leg to earn the win.

Abe Jones grabbed a first-place finish in the 400m hurdles
in 2006, and in 2005 led the Illini to three first-place
finishes. Jones individually won the 400-meter hurdles with
a time of :50.8, and later teamed up with fellow juniors
Nathan Vadeboncoeur, Adrian Walker, and Tramell Smith in
the sprint medley relay for a record-breaking performance
of 3:16.05, beating out lowa State by .74 seconds for first
place. Jones and Zach Glavash, Jeremy Kruidenier and Tim
Hobbs ended the Relays with a first-place finish in the
distance medley relay (9:40.80).

Hobbs took Illinois back to the winner's circle the next day
as he and teammates Anthony Moorman, Kendall McCroy,
and Josh Harford won the sprint medley relay with a time
of 3:22.04. It was a great race that saw the Illini edge
Oklahoma by just .09 seconds and claim their second sprint
medley title in three seasons.

Gakologelwang Masheto added to the lllini legacy in 2007,
claiming the Special Invitational 400m title in a time of
:46.24.

In 2009, Riley broke the 110m hurdles school record at Drake
Stadium. Riley clocked a time of :13.61 to place second
in the event final and break Sherman Armstrong’s school
record of :13.72, which he set in 2000.

In 2010, a pair of lllini picked up Drake titles. Andrew Riley
won the crown in the 110m hurdles and Hunter Mickow
finished first in the 10,000m.

In 2012, senior Colin Mickow won the 10,000m title, while
in 2011, the 4x100m relay team of Andrew Riley, Azeez
Shogbuyi, Josh Zinzer and Stanley Azie broke an 18-year old
school record to place first in the event. Kyle Engnell also
won the 3,000m steeplechase in 2011.

In 2013, the Illini won the inaugural HyVee Cup, scoring 38
points. Vanier Joseph won the 110m hurdles title with the
second-fastest time in school history. The 400m, 1600m,
3200m relays grabbed runner-up honors, while the sprint
medley and distance medley relays each finished third.

In 2014, the lllini were crowned HyVee Cup Co-Champions,
tying Arkansas with 34 points. Vanier Joseph won his
second straight 110m hurdles title at the event, while the
400m, 1600m, sprint medley and distance medley relays all
claimed top-three finishes.

In 2015, the Orange and Blue made it a three-peat by
taking the HyVee Cup once again with a total of 33 points.
lan Barnett grabbed the 5,000m title to start things off. The
lllini added on when Cam Viney won the 400m hurdles, Dylan
Lafond the steeplechase, the 4x400m relay and sprint medal
relay to finish with five event crowns.

For the fourth year in a row, the Fighting Illini claimed the
HyVee Cup title, using multiple runner-up finishes to do so in
2016. The Orange & Blue grabbed runner-up finishes in the
sprint medley relay, distance medley relay and the 4x800m
relay. The squad edged second-place Texas, scoring 24
points to the Longhorn's 20.

The lllini men have been the most dominant squad in Drake
Relays history, holding the record for the most overall titles
(140), most individual titles (68) and most relay titles (72).

In addition to the record number of Drake champions,
seven lllinois athletes have been inducted into the relay’s
hall of fame. They are: high jumpers Don Osborn and Dike
Eddleman, pole vaulter Don Laz, middle distance runner
George Kerr, hurdler Lee Sentman, javelin thrower Milton
Angier and jumper Charlton Ehizuelen.

Four Hllini coaches are also members of the hall of fame.
Harry Gill and Leo Johnson were both inducted in 1977, while
Gary Wieneke joined the duo in 1991. Current head coach
Mike Turk was inducted in 2019.

NCAA Cross Country champion. He was a three-time
Olympic qualifier in 1976, 1980 and 1984 at 10,000
meters, and is a seven-time American record
holder in road and track events. Virgin was a three-
time national champion in 10,000 meters at U.S.
National Track and Field Championships, and win-
ner of the 1980 Olympic Trials 10,000 meters. He
was a nine-time member of the U.S. squad at the
World Cross Country Championships and became
the first (and still the only) American man to win
the IAAF World Cross Country Championships, which
he did twice. Virgin was inducted into the National
Distance Running Hall of Fame and National USA
Track & Field Hall of Fame.

Dike Eddleman - Class of 2017

Dike Eddleman is generally considered the greatest
athlete in Ul history. He earned a combined 11 let-
ters in track, football and basketball while being
named the 1949 Big Ten Silver Basketball winner.
Eddleman played in the 1947 Rose Bowl as a punter,
competed in the high jump (tying for second) in the
1948 Olympics, and led lllinois to the 1949 NCAA
Basketball Final Four. He won the NCAA high jump
title. Eddleman earned first-team All-America honors
in 1949 after being named second-team in 1948,
while earning first-team All-Big Ten recognition in
1948 and second-team honors in 1949. He served
as the team captain, earned team MVP honors, and
led Illinois to the Big Ten title and NCAA Final Four
appearance in 1949. He played four seasons in the
NBA, including All-Star Game appearances in 1951
and 1952. Eddleman is a member of the National
Federation of State High School Associations Hall of
Fame. Beginning in 1969, Eddleman served the Ul as
chief fundraiser for the athletics department. He died
in 2001 at the age of /8.

Herb McKenley - Class of 2017

Herb McKenley was a four-time NCAA Champion in the
220 yard and 440 yard dashes in 1946 and 1947.
He was an eight-time Big Ten Champion and AAU
champion in the 440-yard dash in 1945, 1947 and
1948 and had world best times in the 100 meters
(10.3), 200 meters (20.4) and 400 meters (46.2) in

1947. He's the only person to ever have achieved
this feat. McKenley won a gold and three silver
medals as a Jamaican sprinter at the 1948 and
1952 Olympic Games while setting a world record
in the 440, and is the only person to have made the
finals in all three sprinting events, the 100 meters,
200 meters and 400 meters at the Olympics.
McKenley was coach of the Jamaican national team
from 1954-73. He died in Kingston, Jamaica in 2007
at the age of 85.

Harold Osborn - Class of 2017

Harold Osborn is a member of the U.S. Track & Field and Cross
Country Coaches Association Hall of Fame. He competed for
the U.S. at the 1924 and 1928 Olympic games and was the
1924 high jump and decathlon gold medalist (only time ever

an athlete won decathlon gold and individual event gold) and
1928 high jump silver medalist. Osborn set six world records
during his career and helped the lllini win Big Ten team
championships indoors and outdoors all three years at lllinois.
Osborn won NCAA and AAU high jump titles in 1922, while set-
ting the high jump world record with a leap of 6’8 %" in 1924.
Altogether, he won 17 national titles and held world indoor
records in the standing hop, step and jump; the 60-yard high
hurdles and the running high jump. His world record in stand-
ing high jump of 5-5 % still stands today. He won the AAU
outdoor high jump title in 1925 and 1926, the indoor title four
years in a row, 1923-26, and he was the AAU decathlon cham-
pion in 1923, 1925 and 1926. After his international competi-
tion career, he received his Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine
in 1937 and returned to Champaign where he practiced
osteopathic medicine, continued to compete in athletics and
assisted the Ul track team in the 1940s. He was selected as a
charter member of the National Track and Field Hall of Fame
in 1974, a year before his death in 1975 at the age of 75.
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Harry Gill - Class of 2017

Harry Gill won an Illinois record 22 Big Ten team
championships in indoor and outdoor track and
field. He was a driving force behind the NCAA spon-
soring team championship events. Gill led the lllini
to two NCAA team titles, including the 1921 out-
door track and field title, which was the first-ever
team championship awarded by NCAA. Competed
as a multi-event athlete at Harvard and was a
one-time holder of the discus world record. Under
Gill, [llinois athletes appeared at the Paris 1924
Olympic Games, where they scored more points than
any other nation’s entire team. Gill is a member of
the U.S. Track & Field and Cross Country Coaches
Association Hall of Fame and coached numerous
Olympic competitors. He built a career record of
111-24 in dual meets. He was the founder of Gill
Athletics in 1918, and continues to be a world lead-
er in track and field equipment. Gill died in 1956 at
the age of 80.

Willie Williams - Class of 2018

Willie Williams enjoyed incredible success during his collegiate
track career, winning seven individual Big Ten sprint titles,
but his greatest notoriety came in 1956 at the National
Military Track Meet in Berlin, Germany. Williams made his-
tory, becoming the World’s Fastest Human after breaking
his hero Jesse Owens’ world record in the 100-meter dash
at 10.1 seconds, in the same stadium and in the very same
lane that Owens had run as a gold medal winner at the 1936
Olympic Games. Williams won NCAA sprint titles in the 100-
yard dash in 1953 and 1954, and earned three All-America
honors. He was a nine-time Big Ten individual sprint and
hurdle champion indoor and outdoor from 1952-54, claim-
ing indoor titles in the 60-yard dash (1953-54) and 70-yard
hurdles (1952-53), and outdoors winning three times in the
220-yard dash and twice in the 100-yard dash (1953-54).
While competing at lllinois, he was also a part of six consec-
utive conference indoor and outdoor championship teams.
Williams was also an assistant track coach at lllinois from
1982-2000, and invented several speed training devices. The
lllini won six straight conference titles (indoor and outdoor)
from 1987-89. The Gary, Indiana, native also coached Gary
West Side High School to five Indiana state track and field
titles between 1974 and 1980.
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Gary Wieneke - Class of 2019
One of the most decorated track and field coaches in Illinois history, Gary
Wieneke continually had his Illini teams competing for and winning Big
Ten championships during his 36 years as a coach of the track and
cross country teams. During his tenure, Wieneke tallied 13 Big Ten titles
(six indoor, six outdoor, one cross country) and four NCAA indoor team
trophies. His best run at the helm came from 1985-95 when the Illini
placed in the top three 20 times in 22 Big Ten meets. As a result of
putting lllinois track in the national spotlight, Wieneke played a major
role in the Ul twice hosting the outdoor NCAA Championships meet at
Memorial Stadium in 1977 and 1979. Known as the “Einstein of the 800
meters,” Wieneke made the lllini a Big Ten and national power in the
middle distances, most noticeably in the half-mile and mile. He coached
11 different half-milers to 27 Big Ten titles. Before taking over as head
coach of the track and field and cross country programs, Wieneke spent
seven seasons leading the Illinois cross country program. In addition to
their success while donning the Orange and Blue, Wieneke guided four
of his athletes to Olympic appearances: Craig Virgin (1976, 1980, 1984),
Marko Koers (1992, 1996, 2000), Mike Durkin (1976, 1980) and Bobby
True (2000). In 1989, Wieneke coached the U.S. Junior National Team.
Retiring at the end of the 2002-03 season, Wieneke was a nine-time
NCAA District IV Coach of the Year, was named the NCAA National Indoor
Track and Field Coach of the Year in 1987 and garnered three Big Ten
Outdoor Coach of the Year honors. Wieneke has been inducted into the
U.S. Track and Field and Cross Country Association (USTFCCCA), Drake
Relays, lllinois Track and Cross Country Coaches Association and the
East Moline High School Halls of Fame. Wieneke and his wife, Peggy,
reside in Champaign.

Bohby Mitchell - Class of 2019
Bobby Mitchell earned his Fighting Illini stripes as a two-
sport star in football and as a sprinter in track. He
earned AII—Bllg Ten honors for Ray Eliot on the gridiron
in 1955 and 1957 while battling injuries as a junior in
1956. On the track, he set an indoor world record (one
that lasted just six days) with a 7.7 mark in the 70-yard
low hurdles in helping the lllini win the 1958 Big Ten
Indoor Chamﬂmnsmp. ater that year, Mitchell won Big
Ten sprint ¢ am1p|onsh|§)$ in the 100 yards (9.6 sec.)
and 220 yards (21.3 sec.) in leading the lllini to the Big
Ten Outdoor title as well. Mitchell was selected in the
seventh round of the 1958 NFL Draft by the Cleveland
Browns, where he teamed with Jim Brown to form one
of history’s truly great running back combinations
from 1958 through 1961. Prior to the 1962 season, he
was traded to the Washington Redskins where Mitchell
became the first African-American to play and star for
the Redskins. When he retired at the end of his 11-year
pro career, his 14,078 combined net yards was the
second highest total in NFL history and led to his induc-
tion into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1983. Mitchell
passed away on April, 5 2020.
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Bob Richards - Class of 2020
Bob Richards is Illinois’ greatest pole vaulter in school history,
while also earning a spot as one of the best U.S. vaulters in
the history of the event. He was a three-time Olympic pole
vaulter for the U.S. in 1948, 1952 and 1956, winning Gold in
'52 and '56 after winning a Bronze medal in "48. Richards
also competed as a decathlete in the 1956 Olympics. He was
a six-time NCAA champion and won 20 national AAU titles,
including 17 in the pole vault and three in decathlon. The
most dominant vaulter of his time, as he was ranked as the
world’s No. 1 vaulter for eight consecutive years. Richards
was the first athlete to appear on the front of the Wheaties
cereal box in 1958 and was a nationalgromoter of physical
fitness. He is the only two-time male Olympic gold medal
winner in the pole vault, and also won gold medals at the
1951 and 1955 Pan American Games, while earning silver
in the decathlon at the '55 Pan American Games. Richards
was inducted into the U.S. Olympic Hall of Fame in 1983 and
the U.S. National Track and Field Hall of Fame in 1975. In
2000, Richards was inducted as a Laureate of The Lincoln
Academy and awarded the Order of Lincoln (state’s highest
honor) by the state of lllinois. He won the Helms Foundation
Trophy and James E. Sullivan Award in 1951 as the out-
standing amateur athlete in America. Richards continues to
reside on his ranch near Waco, Texas.

Leo Johnson - Class of 2020

Leo Johnson served as the head track and field
coach at Illinois from 1938-65, winning three
NCAA championships in 1944, 1946 and 1947,

and 17 Big Ten championships, 10 outdoors and
seven indoors. His teams also finished as run-
ners-up at the NCAA meets in 1953 and 1954.
He is a member of USTFCCCA Hall of Fame, the

Drake Relays Hall of Fame and Millikin University
Hall of Fame. Johnson's athletes captured 27

individual NCAA titles and 158 conference firsts
during his 28 years at lllinois. He served as the

head coach for the U.S. Pan American track
team in 1955. In addition, Johnson worked on
the Illini football staff for 16 seasons and was
known as an outstanding scout for Bob Zuppke

and Ray Eliot. He briefly played football for

George Halas's Decatur Staleys in 1920. Johnson

died in 1982 at the age of 87.
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Perdita Felician - Class of 2017
Perdita Felician was a three-time NCAA hurdles
champion and was named 2001 and 2003 NCAA
Track Athlete of the Year. She earned All-America
honors 10 times while at Illinois. Felicien was a
two-time world champion in the 100-meter hurdles
and two-time world silver medalist. She set Ul, Big
Ten and NCAA records in 60 meter and 100 meter
hurdles. Felicien represented Canada at 2000 and
2004 Olympic games and is a 10-time Canadian
champion. She set the Canadian record in the 100
meter hurdles in 2004, which still stands today.
Felicien was the first Canadian woman to ever win
a medal at the World Championships. During her
career, she won gold and silver at both the World
Championships in the 100 meter hurdles and World
Indoor Championships in the 60 meter hurdles.
Felicien was inducted into the Athletics Canada Hall
of Fame in 2016.

Tonja Buford-Bailey - Class of 2018
Tonja Buford-Bailey is a three-time Olympic hurdler in
1992, 1996 and 2000, earning Bronze in '96 in the 400
meter hurdles; She won an incredible 25 individual Big
Ten titles, had 10 All-America performances and was
four-time Big Ten Athlete of the Year in women’s track
and field. Buford-Bailey won the 1992 NCAA title in the
400 meter hurdles. Her best result came in the 1995
World Championships in Sweden where she won the
silver medal in the 400 meter hurdles, losing the race
by 0.01 seconds, which was under the previous world
record. As lllini women’s track coach, she led the team
to one Big Ten championship in 2013. Buford-Bailey is
currently the track and field sprint and relay coach at
Texas.
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Celena Mondie-Milner - Class of 2018

Celena Mondie-Milner was an 18-time All-American, while winning
an incredible 17 Big Ten individual and relay titles. One of the Big
Ten Conference’s most dominating sprinters ever, Mondie-Milner
is lllinois’ all-time top performer in the 55 meters, 200 meters and
300 yards indoor, and the 200 meters and 400 meters outdoor. A
four-year All-Big Ten selection from 1987-90, she was selected
as Athlete of the Big Ten Outdoor Track and Field Championships
in 1990. Mondie-Milner finished second in the 100 meters at the
1990 NCAA Outdoor Championships and took third in the 200
meters. She set Big Ten outdoor records in the 100 meters (11.34),
200 meters (22.66) and 400 meters (51.14), and Big Ten indoor
records in the 55 meters (6.73) and 200 meters (23.33). Mondie-
Milner was a member of the Illinois 4x400-meter relay team that
set American and NCAA records, and was on lllini teams which
won the Big Ten Outdoor Championships in 1988 and 1989, and
the Big Ten Indoor Championship in 1988. She won the Big Ten
Medal of Honor in 1990. Mondie-Milner was a member of the
United State team at the 1997 World Championships and took
third in the 100 meters and 200 meters at the 1995 USA Track
and Field Championships. She won a gold medal at the 1995
world championships for running a leg on the U.S. 4x100-meter
relay team, while also competing in the 200 meters. Mondie-
Milner was a unanimous selection to the Big Ten Women's Outdoor
Track All-Decade team in 1992. She currently lives in Austin,
Texas, where she serves as director of New Student Services at the
University of Texas.

Tonya Williams - Class of 2018
Tonya Williams was a two-time NCAA champion in the
400-meter hurdles in 1995 and 1996, setting an NCAA
Championships meet record of 54.56 in 1996. A 14-time
All-American (second-most in Illini women’s track history),
she also finished second in the 100-meter hurdles in the
1996 NCAA Championships and third in that event in 1995.
Williams also ran on lllinois 4x100-meter relay teams that
finished third at both the 1995 and 1996 NCAA Outdoor
Championships. She was the 1996 Track and Field News
Collegiate Athlete of the Year, and her first and second-
place finishes at the NCAA Championships in 1996 were the
best combo placing ever in the NCAA meet hurdles to that
point. Williams won an impressive 20 Big Ten champion-
ships, 10 each in individual events and relays, second-most
behind fellow Illini Hall-of-Famer Tonja Buford-Bailey.
Williams was the lllinois Dike Eddleman Female Athlete of
the Year in both 1995 and 1996 and the Big Ten Track and
Field Female Athlete of the Year in 1996. She is listed among
lllinois’ top five performers in history in the indoor 200m,
600m, 55m hurdles and 4x400m relay, and outdoor in the
100m hurdles, 400m hurdles, 4x100m relay, 4x200m relay,
4x400 relay, sprint medley relay and the shuttle hurdle relay.
Williams currently resides in Pembroke Pines, Florida.
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Angela Bizzarri Pflugrath - Class of 2019

The most decorated women’s distance runner in lllini history, Angela
Bizzarri was a three-time NCAA Champion and nine-time All-
American (five in track & field and four in cross country) at

[llinois. She won an NCAA title in the 5,000m outdoors in 2009,
the 3,000m indoors in 2010 and the NCAA championship in cross
country in 2009. Bizzarri won five Big Ten titles in track including

the 5,000m outdoor in 2009, the 3,000m and 5,000m indoor in

2010 and the 1,500m and 5,000m outoor in 2010. On the cross-
country course, Bizzarri earned four All-America honors, including
Top 15 finishes in 2007 (14th), 2008 (6th) and her championship

in 2009. She was a four-time First-Team All-Big Ten selection
with finishes of second, third, fifth and seventh during her career.

Bizzarri is the Illinois record holder in the indoor mile, 1,500m,

3,000m and 5,000m, the 1,500m and 5,000m outdoor, and at
6,000m in cross country. She won the Big Ten Medal of Honor in

2010 and was the 2009 USTFCCCA Scholar-Athlete of the Year.

Following her collegiate career, Bizzarri competed professionally

for six years. Bizzarri Pflugrath and her hushand, Karl, live in

Vallejo, California, where she recently finished medical school at

Touro University.

Gia Lewis-Smallwood - Class of 2020

Gia Lewis-Smallwood is the most accomplished field
event athlete in Fighting lllini women’s track and
field history. Lewis-Smallwood competed at the
2012 Summer Olympics in the discus and holds
the American record in that event with a toss of
= 226-feet, 11-inches in 2014. She won a bronze
T+ . medal at the 2015 Pan American games and
i finished fifth at the 2013 World Championships.
