Findlay’s origin dates back more than 200 years.  The city’s population grew rapidly in 1886 when gas and oil were discov-
ered. The discovery led to much attention for Findlay. Thousands came to see the famous gas wells and the first practical 
use of natural gas in mechanical arts was developed in Findlay. As a result of the boom, the town quadrupled in population 
virtually overnight. The gas proved to be of short duration, but continued oil discoveries enabled the town to move forward 
with steady population growth.

With a population of nearly 50,000 people, the city of Findlay is large enough to offer plenty of opportunities for shopping, 
dining out and evening adventures, but still offers a safe, community-focused atmosphere to live, work and study in. 

Findlay, which resides in Hancock County, has been designated  “Flag City USA” due to its patriotic atmosphere.  American 
flags are flown all across the city, most notably on Main St.

CREDENTIALS

Kyle Niermann at niermannk@findlay.edu.  Upon acceptance, appropriate credentials will be held for pick-up at the desig-
nated box office of each event.

PHOTOGRAPHERS
Photography credentials are issued to media and department photographers only. Photographers must remain in the 
designated areas.

RADIO
Requests for radio broadcasts must be made through the sports information department.

TELEVISION
Special arrangements must be made through the athletic communications center at least one week in advance of live and/
or delayed broadcasts of games at Findlay.

PRESS BOX SERVICES
Game notes, programs and media guides will be available approximately one hour before the scheduled starting time of 
UF athletic events. Box scores will be available during halftime and at the conclusion of the game.

PARKING
Parking is free for all UF athletic events on a first-come, first-serve basis.

COACH INTERVIEWS
