Any player, regardless of position
(wide receiver, tight end, slot back, and running back) who catches a
pass is eligible for the award. As such, the Biletnikoff Award recognizes
college football's outstanding receiver, not merely college football's out-
standing wide receiver.

IYHIN’S PERFORMANGE AT UNM
Fiebe
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Tyrin Smith recorded a career-high 183 yards and tallied a career-long
76-yard reception. Smith’s 188 all-purpose yards were also a career
high. Smith's 183 receiving yards was the 12th-most in a game in school
history and the most by a Miner player since Jordan Leslie had 218 at
Tulsa in 2012.

DEION “TANKINS” RUNS WILD ON “MILITARY APPRECIATION DAY”

Redshirt sophomore RB Deion Hankins rushed for a career-high 138
yards on 17 attempts (8.1 avg.) in UTEP's win over FAU on Oct. 22.
Hankins's previous high was 119 yards at Charlotte in 2020. Hankins
added a career-long 72-yard run that set up a game-tying TD in the third
quarter.

HANKINS HITTING THE CENTURY MARK

Deion Hankins tallied his fifth career 100-yard rushing effort against
FAU (138 yards). Hankins hit 112 yards at Charlotte a few weeks back.
Hankins gained 113 against SFA on Sept. 5, 2020, 118 yards at ULM on
Sept. 26, 2020, and 119 at Charlotte on Oct. 24, 2020.

THE RUN THAT SPARKED THE DFFENSE

Deion Hankins career-long 72-yard dash to the FAU five-yard line in the
third quarter sparked UTEP's offense after the Miners were down 14-6.
UTEP tied the game on the next play as Gavin Hardison rushed for a
five-yard TD and tossed the successful two-point conversion to Trent
Thompson. Hankins's previous long was a 45-yard dash at FAU last sea-
son. It was also UTEP's longest rush play of 2022.

MOVING UP THE TD LIST

Gavin Hardison has thrown 35 career touchdown passes after tallying
one at Rice. Hardison ranks tied fourth on the program'’s all-time list
with Sammy Garza (35).

HARDISON RANKS THIRD IN PASSING YARDS

Gavin Hardison has thrown for 2,044 yards in 2022. Hardison now
has 7,015 yards passing in his career. He ranks third on the program'’s
all-time passing yards list. Trevor Vittatoe (12,439 yards) and Jordan
Palmer (11,084 yards) rank no. 1 and 2.

GAVIN MOVING UP ATTEMPS LIST

Gavin Hardison has 315 passing attempts in 2022, giving him 932 in
his career. He ranks fourth on the program'’s all-time attempts list. Billy
Stevens (943) ranks third.

GAVIN RANKS FOURTH IN COMPLETIONS

Gavin Hardison has tallied 164 completions in 2022. Hardison has 497
in his career and ranks third on the program'’s all-time list. Jordan Palm-
er (851) ranks second.

FIRST CAREER RUSHING TD

Redshirt junior QB Gavin Hardison scored a TD on a five-yard rush
during the third quarter in UTEP's 24-21 win over FAU on Oct. 22. It was
the first rushing score of his career.

300 YARDS PASSING

Redshirt junior QB Gavin Hardison threw for a season-high 320 yards
at LA Tech. It was Hardison’s fourth career 300-yard passing game.
Hardison is ranked tied fifth on the program'’s all-time list.

EFFICIENT NIGHT PASSING

Gavin Hardison completed 90.9 percent of his passes (10-11) against
Boise State on Sept. 23. Hardison was the first UTEP QB to have only
one incompletion (min. 10 attempts) since Jay Stuckey (12-13) versus
SMU on Oct. 9, 1999.

FIRST CAREER RECEIVING TD

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The UTEP football team will continue to pay tribute to the late
Luke Laufenberg throughout the 2022 season. Laufenberg
passed away at the age of 21 on Thursday, Aug. 22, 2019 after
battling cancer for two years. A tight end from Argyle, Texas,
Laufenberg joined the Miners for 2019 spring ball after playing
at Mesa Community College in 2017. UTEP players have worn
black “LUKE" stickers on their helmets since the start of the 2019
season. Junior QB Gavin Hardison will wear his #2 Laufenberg
jersey throughout the season. Justin Garrett was the first Miner
to don the #2 jersey during the 2020 season and continued the
trend in 2021. Laufenberg played his senior season at Argyle
Liberty Christian High School in Argyle, Texas, where he was
named 2016 Offensive Newcomer of the Year and honorable
mention All-District. He initially walked on at Texas A&M be-
fore continuing his football career at Mesa Community College,
where he appeared in six games prior to being diagnosed with
Burkitt ymphoma.

His previous
highs were four receptions (at Southern Miss in 2021) and 53 receiving
yards (vs. Fresno State in 2021).

FIRST OFFENSIVE TOUCHDOWN

Transfer sophomore WR/PR Marcus Bellon scored his first career of-
fensive TD in a UTEP uniform, taking a reception 52 yards to pay dirt at
LA Tech. It was Bellon’s second touchdown in a UTEP uniform as his first
came on a 47-yard punt return for a score against Boise State on Sept.
23. Bellon was a scoring machine as he scored 10 total touchdowns at
Santa Barbara CC in 2021. He tallied four punt returns and two kickoff
returns for touchdowns, while adding four receiving scores last season

EFFICIENT TIGHT END

Senior TE Trent Thompson scored his second touchdown of the season
at LA Tech on a 23-yard reception in the fourth quarter. Thompson has
eight receptions with two touchdowns in 2022. Thompson added his
first career two-point conversion against FAU. During the last two sea-
sons, Thompson has scored six touchdowns on 17 receptions. Thomp-
son tallied four receiving scores on nine receptions in 2021. Overall,
Thompson has 22 career catches.

AWATT BREAKING THE CENTURY MARK

Redshirt senior RB Ronald Awatt rushed for a season-high 115 yards
on 22 carries. Awatt now has four 100-yard games in his career. Last
season he rushed for a career-high 159 at Southern Miss, 126 against
Bethune-Cookman, and 119 yards against Rice. UTEP is 4-0 when Awatt
rushes for 100+ yards.

FUMBLERDOSKI

UTEP's defense ranks tied eighth nationally and ranks tied second in
Conference USA with 11 fumble recoveries. The Miners rank second in
C-USA with 14 forced fumbles and fumbles forced per game (1.4).

RETURN OF THE SACK

Redshirt junior DE Praise Amaewhule recorded his second sack of the
season at Rice. He now has 17.5 in career and needs 3.0 sacks to break
the school's all-time mark.

GO-LEADER OF THE SACK

Senior DE Jadrian Taylor is tied first in Conference USA with 8.0 sacks.
Taylor registered sacks against no. 9 Oklahoma (1.0), Charlotte (3.0), LA
Tech (1.0), FAU (2.0) and MT (1.0). Taylor has 14.5 career sacks after
posting 6.5 last season. Taylor ranks tied 12th in FBS.
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THE RUMBLE AFTER THE FUMBLE

Senior Jadrian Taylor, a 6-1, 246-pound DE, returned a fumble recovery
100 yards at Charlotte after a fumble at the goal line. It was Taylor's
first-ever touchdown scored while at UTEP.

GOING 100 YARDS

Jadrian Taylor’s 100-yard fumble return for a touchdown was the lon-
gest defensive TD by a UTEP player since Quintin Demps had a 100-yard
interception return at UCF in the final game of 2007.

2 DEFENSIVE SCORES

LB Tyrice Knight and DE Jadrian Taylor both found pay dirt at Char-
lotte during UTEP's 41-35 victory. It was the first time since Nov. 1, 2014
versus Southern Miss that the Miners scored two defensive touchdowns
in the same game. DB Nick Gathrite took a fumble back 59 yards for a
score, while LB Trey Brown took back a pick-six 51 yards to the house
against the Golden Eagles.

DEFENSIVE TOUCHDOWNS IN 2022

UTEP has scored two defensive touchdowns in 2022. The first was a
Tyrice Knight 13-yard scoop-and-score, while the second was a 100-
yard scoop-and-score by Jadrian Taylor - both at Charlotte. The Miners
last scored two defensive touchdowns in the same season was 2019.
Last time the Miners had three in the same season was 2017 and last
time four was scored came in 2008.

DOUBLE-DIGIT STOPS

Redshirt junior LB Tyrice Knight tallied 12 tackles at Rice. He's now got
four games with double-digit tackles this season and 10 overall in his
career. He opened the season with 11 against UNT, added 14 at UNM
and tallied 10 against MT.

600D KNIGHT

Tyrice Knight has been one of the top tacklers in the league (ranks
fourth) as he leads the Miners with 85. He ranks third in C-USA at 8.5
tackles per game. Knight has done it all, adding 6.5 tackles for loss, a
sack, interception, five breakups, three hurries, a pair of forced fumbles
and a fumble return for a 13-yard TD.

IMPRESSIVE FIRST SEASON

Transfer sophomore S Kobe Hylton ranks tied second on the team with
79 tackles, while he ranks tied seventh in Conference USA. His 7.9 tack-
les per game ranks tied eighth in C-USA. Hylton is tied ninth in C-USA
with 8.0 tackles for loss. He chalked up his first double-digit tackle per-
formance, tallying a career-high 10 tackles at New Mexico on Sept. 17.
His previous high was nine in his UTEP debut on Aug. 27. He also gath-
ered 10 tackles at LA Tech.

TACKLE MACHINE

Redshirt junior LB Cal Wallerstedt after tallying a career-high 14 tack-
les against MT on Oct. 29, racked up 10 more stops at Rice on Nov.
3. Wallerstedt has recorded double-digit stops in three consecutive
games, starting with 11 against FAU on Oct. 22. Wallerstedt has racked
up 35 tackles (11.7 tackles per game) the last three games. Wallerstedt
ranks tied second on the team and ranks tied seventh with teammate
Kobe Hylton in C-USA with 79 tackles.

Redshirt freshman CB llijah Johnson's first career interception couldn’t
have happened at the right time. Charlotte, which got within six points,
got the ball back at the CLT36 with 1:26 left in the game. But Johnson
was in the right place when Charlotte QB Chris Reynolds went deep on
the first play only for Johnson to end up with the ball and victory.

THE BREAKUP

llijah Johnson tallied his first career pass breakups - three of them ver-
sus rival NM State and matched that number in an upset victory against
Boise State on Sept. 23 in his third consecutive start. He broke up a pass
on a third-and-19 that forced the Broncos to punt in the third quarter.
That breakup led to PR/WR Marcus Bellon’s 47-yard punt return for
a TD. Against NM State, Johnson came up with back-to-back breakups
late in the second quarter on a second-and-6 and third-and-6 to force
a punt.

TY'REKE'S CAREER DAY

Redshirt senior S Ty’reke James recorded his first career forced fumble
and fumble recovery (returned 26 yards) in UTEP's win over FAU on Oct.
22. James added a career-high seven tackles against the Owls. James’s
previous high was five tackles done twice (last being at Charlotte).

BEST EFFORT IN EIGHT SEASONS

The UTEP defense allowed only 177 yards of total offense during its up-
set win over heavily-favored Boise State. It was the least yards allowed
since Oct. 25, 2014, at UTSA (70 yards).

TACKLING BEHIND THE LINE OF SCRIMMAGE

UTEP ranks tied second (UTSA) in Conference USA with 63.0 tackles for
loss. The Miners rank tied second in TFL/game (6.3). UTEP has three
players who rank in the top 10 in C-USA in tackles for loss. LB Cal
Wallerstedt (11.0) ranks tied third, DE Jadrian Taylor (10.0) ranks fifth
and S Kobe Hylton (8.0) ranks tied ninth. LB Tyrice Knight ranks 16th
(6.5) and DE Praise Amaewhule (5.5) ranks tied 19th.

BALL CONTROL

UTEP ranks first in Conference USA and 15th nationally in time of pos-
session (32:44). Air Force leads FBS (35:51).

GAVIN GETTING TO THE POINT
Gavin Baechle also ranks fifth in C-USA with 82 total points (20 FG, 22
XP). Baechle's 8.2 points per game ranks tied fourth in C-USA.

GAVIN'S CAREER POINTS

Gavin Baechle tallied a season-high 12 points (3 FG, 3 XP) at Rice. Bae-
chle has 269 career points and ranks second on the program'’s all-time
points list for kickers only. Reagan Schneider leads the all-time list
(287).

BAECHLE'S PATS

Gavin Baechle made three extra poinst at Rice. He's tallied 22 extra
points in 2022, giving him 101 in his career and ranking third on the
program's all-time PATSs' list. Reagan Schneider and Jay Mattox rank
tied for first with 137 career PATs.

FIRST WALK-OFF WIN SINGE 2010

Gavin Baechle hit a game-winning 27-yard field goal to clip FAU 24-21
on Oct. 22. It was the first walk-off victory since Sept. 25, 2010 when
Dakota Warren hit an 18-yard FG to defeat Memphis 16-13 in the Sun
Bowl.

IT'S BEEN A WHILE

Gavin Baechle became the first UTEP kicker since 2010, to make two
field goals of at least 48 yards or more in the same game. Baechle hita
48-yard attempt in the second quarter at no. 9 OU, while making a ca-
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reer-long 54-yard FG against the Sooners. The previous Miner to do so
was Dakota Warren, who connected on FGs of 55 and 50 yards against
Memphis on Sept. 25, 2010.

BAECHLE'S CAREER LONG

Gavin Baechle nailed a career-long 54-yard field at no. 9 OU in the
fourth quarter on Sept. 3. Baechle's previous long was a 50-yard make
on Nov. 30, 2019, against Rice.

THE PUNTER FROM DOWN UNDER

Sophomore P Joshua Sloan is averaging 44.3 yards per punt, ranking
third in Conference USA. He's booted 38 punts (1692 yards) this season.
It's a great improvement from his previous two seasons. Sloan aver-
aged 39.1 yards per game in 2020 and improved that to a 39.5 average.
Overall, this season, Sloan has placed six inside the 20-yard line and
has booted four 50+ yard punts. His long this season is 64 yards against
NM State.

SLOAN NAMED TO RAY GUY WATCH LIST

Joshua Sloan was named to the Ray Guy Award Watch List. The Ray
Guy Award- named for football's premier punter- honors the nation’s
best collegiate punter. The Augusta Sports Council (ASC) created the
award in 2000.

ELECTRIC RETURN

Sophomore PR/WR Marcus Bellon changed the complexity during
UTEP's upset win over heavily-favored Boise State on Sept. 23. The Min-
ers harassed the Broncos' offense all night and forced it to punt late in
the third quarter. Bellon responded with a 47-yard punt return for his
first touchdown in a UTEP uniform. The big return gave UTEP a 20-10
lead at that point. Bellon ranks third in Conference USA with 6.4 average
on 15 returns (96 yards). He's the only C-USA player to return a punt for
a score.

MORE ON THE PUNT RETURN HEARD AROUND THE 815

Marcus Bellon took back a punt to pay dirt against Boise State, making
it UTEP's first punt return for a touchdown since Sept. 19, 2015, at NM
State when Jaquan White took one back 64 yards to the end zone. Prior
to White, 2022 UTEP Athletics Hall of Fame inductee Johnnie Lee Hig-
gin's returned a pair of punts for TD's in 2006.

UTEP ¢ At COACH

Dana Dimel was named the 26th head coach
in UTEP football history by Director of Athletics Jim
Senter on Dec. 6, 2017. He enters his fifth season
as UTEP head coach and his 11th season overall as a
head coach in 2022.

His first three seasons were all about laying the
foundation for the revival of UTEP Football. The Min-
ers experienced a wealth of success, finishing the
campaign with a 7-6 overall record in 2021 - the first
winning season in seven years. UTEP advanced to
the PUBG MOBILE New Mexico Bowl against Moun-
tain West program Fresno State. Wide receiver Jacob
Cowing and defensive end Praise Amaewhule were
selected as first team All-Conference USA perform-
ers, while linebacker Breon Hayward was selected
second team All-C-USA.

The Miners opened the campaign with a con-
vincing victory at NM State, defeating the Aggies
30-3. The triumph halted a three-game losing streak
against the I-10 rival. UTEP proceeded to a 2-0 record
after beating Bethune-Cookman, 38-28, in the Sun
Bowl. After a setback at Boise State, the Miners went
a four-game winning streak - defeating New Mexico
(20-13), Old Dominion (28-21), Southern Miss (26-14)
and LA Tech (19-3). The victory against the Bulldogs
was the first for the Miners since 2004, and first win
against LA Tech in El Paso since 1939. The Miners' 6-1
start was the first since 2005. UTEP won game no. 7
on ‘Senior Day’ against Rice, 38-28, to clinch a win-
ning campaign.

The Miners averaged 392.0 yards of total offense
in 2021, the most since the 2009 season and second
most in program history.

UTEP averaged over 140 yards on the ground,
led by Ronald Awatt's 844 yards and six scores. Deion
Hankins also rushed for six touchdowns in 2021,
while gaining 458 yards.

The Miners averaged 252.5 yards passing per
game, led by Gavin Hardison. The redshirt junior QB
ranked third in Conference USA in passing yards per
game (247.9), while tossing for 18 scores and 3,217
yards (fifth-most passing yards during a single sea-
son in program history). He was named honorable
mention All-C-USA. Hardison was the first UTEP sig-
nal caller since 2009 to throw for over 3,000 yards
in a season, while his TD tosses were the most since
2010. UTEP liked to air it out, ranking first in C-USA
and third nationally in passing yards per completion
(16.4).

Hardison played behind an O-line that ranked
tied for third in Conference USA in sacks allowed per
game (1.46), while ranking tied for 21st nationally.

Cowing had a prolific 2021 season. His ca-
reer-high 1,354 yards receiving ranked sec~ond on
the program’s single-season list, while he also be--
came the first Miner since 2010 to gain over 1,000
yards. Cow-ing's eight 100-yard games were the
most by a Miner since 1965. Cowing added seven
receiving touchdowns and a 53-yard rush-ing score.

Justin Garrett also produced career numbers
during the 2021 campaign. He set career bests in re-

ceiving yards (685), receptions (50), yards per catch
(13.7) and touchdowns (four) in his final season at
UTEP.

Tyrin Smith, UTEP's third option at WR, put up sol-
id numbers. The transfer from Cisco College gained
570 yards on 33 receptions (17.3 avg.) and found pay
dirt four times in his first season as a Miner.

UTEP's starting tight end Trent Thompson scored
four touchdowns, including a 51-yard score at the
New Mexico Bowl. Thompson caught nine passes for
133 yards during the season.

Rey Flores, an El Paso product from Ysleta High
School, gained 334 all-purpose yards. The running
back/wide receiver rushed for 130 yards and tallied
204 receiving yards on 13 catches (15.7 avg.). He add-
ed a two-point conversion at UAB.

UTEP ranked 18th nationally in time of posses-
sion (31:51). The Miners' red zone offense (85.0 per-
cent) ranked third in C-USA.

UTEP ranked second in Conference USA in total
defense (348.8) - the highest ranking in total de-
fense in 12 seasons. The Miners ranked fourth in
the league in scoring defense (25.2), their highest
standing since 2012, while it was the fewest points
yielded by a UTEP defense since 2004 (25.1 avg.). The
Miners' rushing defense (138.6 ypg) ranked fifth in
C-USA, while their third-down conversion per-cent-
age defense (32.6) ranked second in C-USA and 12th
nationally.

UTEP's defense harassed signal callers with 25
sacks during the 2021 season, the most since 2014.
Jadrian Taylor, a 2021 honorable mention All-Con-
ference USA defensive end, led the Miners with 6.5
sacks, and ranked sixth in C-USA. Amaewhule tallied
5.5 sacks to rank second on the squad. Amaewhule,
who was named first team All-C-USA, also led the
Miners in tackles for loss (13.0), quarterback hurries
(10) and forced fumbles (three).

The Miners’ passing defense ranked third in
C-USA, giving up only 210.0 yards per game. It was
the highest ranking by a UTEP pass defense since
2016. UTEP picked off eight passes, the most since
2014. Dy'vonne Inyang led the squad with three inter-
ceptions, while Dennis Barnes picked off two passes.
Both were named honorable mention All-C-USA.

A pair of UTEP linebackers tallied over 100 tack-
les each. Hayward (108 tackles) and Tyrice Knight
(102 tackles) accomplished the feat for the first time
since the 2005 season. Hayward added a defensive
touchdown at Southern Miss on a fumble forced by
Amaewhule.

Defensive tackles Keenan Stewart and Kelton
Moss were tabbed honorable mention All-C-USA af-
ter combining for 58 tackles, 8.0 tackles for loss and
a QB hurry each. Stewart registered 2.0 sacks on the
season while Moss recorded a key fumble recovery
during UTEP's come-from-behind win against rival
New Mexico.

In 2020, the Miners began to see results, as they
tripled their win total while putting a much more
talented and competitive product on the field. Two
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Miners -- Amaewhule and Cowing -- earned second
team All-League honors, and two others -- offensive
lineman Jeremiah Byers and running back Hankins
-- were tabbed to the C-USA All-Freshman Team.
Amaewhule ranked second in C-USA and 13th na-
tionally in sacks (0.88 per game), and Cowing was
second in C-USA in receiving yards per game (86.4).
Hankins set UTEP freshman records for rushing
yards (592) and rushing touchdowns (nine). He was
third in C-USA in rushing touchdowns, and fifth in
rushing yards per game (84.6).

A trio of talented underclassmen -- Cowing,
Hankins and Hardison (1,419 yards passing in seven
games) -- spearheaded the Miner offense in 2020,
while Garrett chipped in with 38 catches for 510
yards. Meanwhile, the UTEP defense was also vastly
improved from 2019, as Amaewhule led a unit that
produced 47 tackles for losses and 13 sacks in the
shortened campaign.

In 2019, Cowing led all Conference USA fresh-
men with 550 receiving yards. Cowing and Garrett
both came on strong to conclude the campaign with
441 and 370 receiving yards respectively over the fi-
nal six games. Cowing wasn't the only true freshman
to make his mark in C-USA in 2019. Amaewhule was
tabbed to the league’s All-Freshman Team after tying
for the team lead in tackles for losses (5.5) and sacks
(three).

In 2018, Dimel led the Miners to their first victory
in two years -- a 34-26 triumph at Rice. Dimel's first
UTEP team featured second team All-Conference
USA graduate transfer linebacker A.J. Hotchkins, who
tied for the league lead with 126 tackles and finished
17th nationally in tackles per game (10.5). The 2019
Miners had two second team All-Conference per-
formers in senior defensive end Denzel Chukwukelu,
who tied for the team lead in tackles for losses (5.5)
and sacks (three), and senior center Derron Gate-
wood, who made a productive return to the starting
lineup after missing the entire 2018 campaign due
to injury.

Numerous Miners have garnered honorable
mention All-Conference USA accolades under Di-
mel, including defensive back Nik Needham in 2018.
Needham finished his career as UTEP's all-time lead-
er in pass breakups (33) and is currently with the Mi-
ami Dolphins.

Dimel was previously the head coach at the Uni-
versity of Wyoming and the University of Houston.
He served as the offensive coordinator, running
backs coach and tight ends coach at his alma mater,
Kansas State University, from 2009-17. He also spent
three seasons on the staff at the University of Ari-
zona.

Dimel completed his third tour of duty with the
Wildcats, including a year (2005) continuing work on
his graduate degree. Working under legendary coach
Bill Snyder, he was a part of 12 bowl teams during
19 seasons in Manhattan. The Wildcats posted an
11-win season (2012), two 10-win campaigns (1995,
2011) and five nine-win seasons (1993, 1994, 1996,

2014, 2016) during that span, and finished in the
top-18 of the national poll on three occasions (2011,
2012, 2014). They won the Big 12 championship in
2012.

Dimel compiled the most wins of any active of-
fensive coordinator in college football from 2011-17
(61), and was a part of eight straight bowl appear-
ances including in 2017. The 2016 Wildcats defeat-
ed Texas, Texas A&M, Texas Tech, Baylor and TCU.
With Dimel calling the plays over seven seasons,
the Wildcats averaged 33.4 points per game and 6.2
yards per play. They ranked third nationally in fewest
turnovers per game behind LSU and Alabama from
2011-17.

During Dimel’s tenure as offensive coordinator,
Kansas State routinely ranked among the nation’s
best teams in red zone and third down efficiency. In
2016, Kansas State rated 10th in the country in red
zone offense and 22nd in third down conversions
behind a rushing attack that rated third-best in the
Wildcat record book (3,013 yards).

In 2014, Kansas State led the nation in scoring
efficiency (scoring drives/total drives), while the
Wildcats ranked 11th in the country in team passing
efficiency, 14th in red zone offense, 16th in passing
offense and 24th in scoring offense. K-State was also
25th in third down conversions and 12th in fourth
down conversions while shattering the school record
for passing yards (3,736) and completion percentage
(65.3). The Wildcats tallied 5,481 yards of offense
(fourth in the school record book) and 465 points
(sixth).

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Dimel's play calling helped wide receiver Tyler
Lockett leave K-State with the school's career re-
ceptions, receiving yards and receiving touchdown
records, while quarterback Jake Waters broke the
school marks for single-season passing yards (3,501)
and total offensive yards (3,985).

Dimel's units found success again in 2013 as
K-State rated eighth nationally in yards per comple-
tion and 13th in passing efficiency, while the Wildcats
ranked fifth and third in school history in those re-
spective categories. One of the best offenses in the
nation on third downs (No. 13) and inside the red
zone (No. 27), K-State ranked in the top-10 in school
history in yards per play (second), total yards (fifth),
passing yards (fifth) and points (eighth). John Hubert
concluded his career as the Wildcats’ no. 2 all-time
leading rusher with 2,993 yards.

The 2012 season was another banner year on
offense as Dimel co-coordinated an offense that fin-
ished in the top-25 nationally in nearly 10 categories,
including a ninth-place ranking in yards per attempt,
11th in scoring offense and 13th in yards per com-
pletion. That year Dimel coached Heisman Trophy
finalist Collin Klein, who passed for 2,641 yards and
16 touchdowns while rushing for 920 yards and 23
scores.

In 2011, Dimel led a rushing offense that saw
Klein set a new Big 12 record and NCAA record by a
quarterback with 27 rushing touchdowns while sur-
passing the 1,000-yard rushing mark on the season.

In 2010, the Wildcat offense ranked third in the
Big 12 and in the top-25 nationally at 33.6 points per
game. K-State was also ranked among the top-10
teams in the country in total red zone efficiency and
No. 1 in touchdown percentage in the red zone.

In 2009 and 2010, Dimel had the charge of mold-
ing a former community college quarterback into a
physical running back in the Big 12 Conference. That
player was Daniel Thomas, and 2,850 yards and 30
touchdowns later, Thomas left Kansas State as a two-
time Big 12 rushing champion, an All-American and
the school’s no. 3 all-time rusher.

Dimel started his career at K-State as a graduate
assistant from 1987-88 prior to being elevated to of-
fensive line coach in 1989. He took over as offensive
coordinator in 1995. Overall Dimel spent 10 seasons
in Manhattan (1987-96) prior to accepting the head
coaching position at Wyoming. At the time of his hire,
he was the youngest Division I-A head coach in the
nation at the age of 34.

Wyoming's three seasons at Wyoming (1997-99)
produced a record of 22-13, with one eight-win sea-

son (1998, 8-3) and two seven-win campaigns (1997,
7-6 and 1999, 7-4). The Cowboys posted a com-
bined conference mark of 14-9 while splitting time
in the Western Athletic Conference (1997-98) and the
Mountain West Conference (1999). In 1998, Wyoming
was 6-2 in the WAC's Mountain Division, good for a
second-place finish. Dimel coached three Academic
All-Americans at Wyoming.

Dimel spent 2000-02 as the head coach at Hou-
ston. Spearheading a major rebuilding effort, he led
the Cougars to five wins in 2002 following a 0-11
campaign in 2001. In Dimel's final game with the
Cougars, Houston upset conference champion Lou-
isville. Dimel brought in the top-ranked recruiting
class in Conference USA in both 2001 and 2002 and
coached Joffrey Reynolds, who broke the C-USA sea-
son rushing record with 1,545 yards.

He continued work on his graduate degree at
Kansas State in 2005 prior to taking over as Arizona’s
tight ends coach and, eventually, run game coordina-
tor from 2006-08. In 2008, he added running backs
to his list of responsibilities as he was promoted to
Associate Head Coach with the Wildcats. The 2008
Arizona squad finished 8-5 while posting a bowl vic-
tory (Las Vegas Bowl) for the first time in 10 years.
Among Dimel's protégés at Arizona was Rob Gron-
kowski, who emerged as one of the top tight ends in
NFL history with the New England Patriots.

During his initial tenure at K-State, Dimel coordi-
nated an offense that established school records for
touchdowns, points and yards in 1995. He mentored
11 offensive linemen who went on to sign NFL con-
tracts over those 10 years, while he was also instru-
mental in developing All-Americans Barrett Brooks,
Jim Hmielewski and Quentin Neujahr.

During his career as a head or assistant coach,
Dimel has coached 37 players who have gone on to
play in the NFL.

Dimel was a two-year letterman as an offensive
lineman at Kansas State. He was a member of the
Wildcats' All-Decade Team for the 1980's. He signed
a free agent contract with the Minnesota Vikings and
attended training camp in 1987.

He received a Bachelor of Arts degree in Market-
ing from Kansas State in 1986.

Dimel and his wife, Julie, have a son, Winston
and a daughter, Josey. His son was a graduate trans-
fer fullback on the UTEP foot-ball team in 2018. He
previously played at Kansas State, scoring 25 touch-
downs and earning All-Big 12 honors three times.
Winston is currently an Offensive Graduate Assistant
with the Miners.

Gavin Hardison threw for 293 yards and a score, while Reynaldo Flores (122 yards)
and Tyrin Smith (127 yards) each recorded career highs in receiving yards, but it
wasn't enough as North Texas rolled by UTEP, 31-13, on a humid Saturday night
in the Sun Bowl.

The game kicked off late as lighting delayed the contest to an 8 p.m. MT start in
front of a sold-out crowd (45,971).

The Mean Green took control of the game and outscored the Miners 17-0 in
the second half. UNT rushed for 163 yards led by Ayo Adeyi's 80. North Texas
quarterback Austin Aune threw for 236 yards and three scores. Roderic Burns
tallied 72 yards on three receptions, while Jake Roberts, Isaiah Johnson and
Tommy Bush were on the other ends of Aune’s TD passes.

Flores exceeded his career high with eight receptions and registered his first
career 100-yard game. Smith reached the century mark for the second time in
his career. Newcomer Kelly Akharaiyi hauled in a trio of receptions for 29 yards.

But the Miners left points on the board as Gavin Baechle missed a 40-yard field
goal attempt on the Miners’ first drive. UTEP also came up short on its second
possession as Hardison's pass to James Tupou in the end zone fell short on a
fourth-and-goal.

UTEP gained 400 yards of total offense, and UNT tallied 399. The Mean Green
were 6-0f-12 on third downs, while UTEP finished 7-of-18. The Miners also went
2-for-6 on fourth down conversions after ranking in the top three nationally in that
category a season ago.

Following a sluggish start, the UTEP Miners displayed moments of brilliance
on both sides of football over the final three quarters in a 45-13 loss at no. 9
Oklahoma on Saturday.

UTEP (0-2) trailed 21-0 at the end of the first quarter, but got within 11 points in
the second period and was outscored just 24-13 over the final three frames.

Gavin Hardison completed 26-0f-43 passes for 244 yards for the Miners. The 26
completions were a career high. Ten UTEP players made a catch — the most for
UTEP in a game under coach Dana Dimel — led by Reynaldo Flores (7-76) and
Tyrin Smith (8-71).

Dillon Gabriel finished 15-0f-23 passing for 233 yards and two TD’s for Oklahoma
(1-0). Gabriel completed 6-of-7 passes for 128 yards over the opening 15 minutes
in leading the Sooners to the 21-0 lead.

The Miners answered with 10 unanswered points. Gavin Baechle’s 48-yard field
goal put UTEP on the board. Following a three-and-out by the OU offense, Flores
keyed the Miners’ 10-play, 85-yard drive by making three catches for 44 yards.
Hardison was 5-for-6 for 63 yards on the drive, which ended with a two-yard
rushing TD by Ronald Await. The Miners were only down 11 at 21-10.

Oklahoma extended its lead to 28-10 on a 28-yard pass from Gabriel to Brayden
Willis right before halftime. It was Willis’ second touchdown of the half.

Baechle nailed a 54-yard field goal early in the fourth, the longest of his career.

State comeback during a 20-13 victory in the 99th Battle of I-10 in front of 23,325
strong in the Sun Bowl on Saturday night.

The Miners (1-2, 0-1 Conference USA) jumped out to a 17-0 lead, while taking a
17-6 advantage into the locker room at the half. The Aggies (0-3) got within seven
points (20-13), while gaining possession with four minutes left in the contest. But
the UTEP defense forced its third turnover of the night to clinch the victory.

NM State outgained UTEP, 298-261, while each team tallied 17 first downs.

For Awatt, it was his first 100-yard game of the season and third in his career.
Gavin Hardison threw for 153 yards and a touchdown. Tyrin Smith caught four
passes for 56 yards and a score. Linebacker Cal Wallerstedst, in his first career
start, led the defense with a career-high nine tackles, while forcing his first career
fumble at the end of the contest. Redshirt freshman CB llijah Johnson tallied three
pass breakups, a tackle for loss and a forced fumble.

The Miners looked dominant, forcing two turnovers and five punts on NM State’s
first seven possessions. The Aggies fought back, outscoring UTEP 13-3 in the
second half.

UTEP got on the board first after Gavin Baechle hit a 29-yard field goal. The Miners
drove the ball 63 yards on 17 plays (8:18) on the games’ first possession. Trent
Thompson hauled in 20-yard pass on a third-and-8, while Reynaldo Flores reeled
in a 12-yard reception on a fourth-and-3 and went to the NMSU 13-yard line.

New Mexico built a 20-3 halftime lead and kept UTEP out of the end zone until late

in the game, as the Lobos knocked off the Miners, 27-10, on Sept. 17 at University
Stadium.

The Lobos (2-1) gained 217 yards to the Miners’ 76 over the first two periods.
They scored 17 points in the first 20 minutes of the game — including a 22-yard
interception for a score by Reco Hannah — to take a two-touchdown (17-3) lead.
They added a 51-yard field goal by George Steinkamp right before the break.

In the second half, the UTEP defense limited New Mexico to 82 yards. But it was a
lost night on offense for the Miners (1-3) as they committed seven turnovers, their
most in a game since 2005.

UTEP quarterback Gavin Hardison completed his first three pass attempts before
misfiring on nine straight. He was 8-for-23 for 73 yards with two picks in the first
half. Hardison entered the contest with no interceptions in 117 pass attempts
over the first three games.

Epitomizing the Miners’ offensive frustration, Tyrin Smith had a career-long 76-
yard reception early in the third quarter - but he was stripped at the goal line,
leading to a touchback and Lobos’ ball.

Smith had a career-high 183 yards on eight catches.

UTEP scored its lone touchdown with a 4:44 remaining when Deion Hankins
barreled in for a one-yard score.

UTEP came out with a game plan and executed it perfectly, defeating Boise State,
27-10 on Sept. 23 in the Sun Bowl. The Miners posted their first ever win over the
Broncos.

The Miners (2-3) tamed the Broncos (2-2) to 177 yards of total offense - the least
allowed in a game since the 2014 season (at UTSA). The UTEP offense grinded out
322 yards of total offense, including 199 on the ground.

UTEP, a 16-point underdog, won its first game in seven tries against Boise State
since the series started in 2000.

Deion Hankins rushed for a game-high 86 yards, his most since the 2020 season,
while Jeremiah Ballard - in his first career start - hauled in career-high 64 yards on
four receptions, including his first career touchdown on a 42-yard reception from
Gavin Hardison. Reynaldo Flores capped the night with a three-yard touchdown
- also the first TD of his career - to put UTEP up 27-10 last in the fourth quarter.
Flores gained a career-high 41 yards on the ground.

Hardison was efficient on the night, completing 10-of-11 passes for 123 yards and
a TD. He was the first Miner since 1999 to have only one incompletion (minimum
10 pass attempts) in a single game.

The Miners controlled the tempo of the game all night, muzzling the Broncos and
winning the time of possession 40:35 to 19:25. Boise State rushed for 84 yards,
while only passing for 93 yards and averaging 2.7 yards per attempt.

Gavin Hardison threw for three touchdowns, Deion Hankins rushed for 112 yards,
Tyrin Smith had 106 yards receiving and the UTEP defense scored 12 points as
the Miners came away with their first-ever win in the Eastern time zone, 41-35 at
Charlotte on Saturday night.

The Miners (3-3, 1-1 C-USA) have their first winning streak of the 2022 season, as
they improved to 1-26-1 all-time when playing out East.

Ilijah Johnson's interception of Charlotte quarterback Chris Reynolds with a little
over a minute remaining clinched the historic victory.

UTEP had a 20-point lead early in the fourth quarter before staving off a late
comeback attempt by the 49ers (1-5, 0-2 C-USA), who regained possession with
1:26 to play trailing by six prior to Johnson saving the day. It was his first career
interception, and the first pick thrown by Reynolds on the evening.

The Miners ended the first half with 24 unanswered points after Charlotte opened
an early 7-0 lead. Hardison connected with Smith (17 yards) and Trent Thompson
(26 yards) for scores, and Tyrice Knight had a 13-yard fumble return for a score
shortly before the break. The last 14 points came in the final 33 seconds of the
second quarter.

Hankins rushed 20 times for 112 yards, and Awatt added 88 yards on 13 carries.
Hardison scrambled five times for 50 yards. He also completed 10-of-14 passes
for 173 yards.

UTEP cut a 20-point deficit down to six with about 10 minutes remaining, but the
Miners couldn't complete the comeback and stumbled at LA Tech, 41-31, on Oct.
8 at Joe Aillet Stadium.

After trailing 30-10 at halftime, UTEP sliced the deficit to 30-24 on a 44-yard
pass from Gavin Hardison to Trent Thompson with 10:18 to go. But the Bulldogs
answered with a four-play, 87-yard TD drive, as Parker McNeil threw a 15-yard
scoring pass to Smoke Harris that put the game away.

The Miners finished a demanding stretch of seven games in seven weeks with a
3-4 record, 1-2 in Conference USA. They will be home for three of the next four
contests as they try to reach back-to-back bowls for the first time in 17 years.

It was UTEP's fifth straight loss at LA Tech (2-3, 1-0 C-USA).

UTEP finished the night with three drives that ended inside the Bulldog 15 but
produced no points, and another that resulted in a field goal.

The Miners fell behind 30-10 following a first half riddled with turnovers. The
Bulldogs converted three UTEP giveaways into 14 points. Meanwhile, McNeil
dissected the Miner defense, completing 16-of-20 passes for 187 yards and three
touchdowns. The Bulldogs had 260 yards of offense in the first half.

The second half was a much better performance by the Miners, who outscored
the Bulldogs 21-11 (all in the fourth quarter) while limiting them to 120 yards. But
the damage had been done.

Gavin Baechle connected on a 27-yard field that lifted UTEP to a 24-21 walk-off
victory over Florida Atlantic on a windy Saturday afternoon in the Sun Bowl.

Deion Hankins's career-high 138 yards rushing propelled the Miners (4-4, 2-2
Conference USA) to their third straight win in the Sun Bowl and 10th victory in the
last 13 games in the 915. The Owils (3-5, 2-2 C-USA), after taking an eight-point lead
(14-6), were outscored 18-7 over the final 24 minutes of the ball game.

For Baechle, the wind didn't bother the senior kicker. His last successful attempt
was the 51st of his career, setting a new program record. Baechle’s make was his
15th consecutive field goal - the most by a UTEP kicker since the 2008 season.
Baechle's trio of field goals also tied his career best.

It had also been a while since UTEP fans had witnessed a walk-off winner as the
last time came on Sept. 25, 2010 when Dakota Warren nailed an 18-yard game-
winning field goal with as time expired.

After FAU tied the game, UTEP received the ball and started the game-winning
drive from its own 25. The Miners converted on a pair of third downs that kept the
drive moving. The first came on a third-and-6 when Gavin Hardison found Tyrin
Smith for a 16-yard reception to the UTEP45. The second came on a third-and-1 in
which Hankins plunged forward for a two-yard gain and a UTEP first down.

UTEP's offense gained 412 yards of total offense, including 234 yards on the
ground. UTEP averaged 5.7 yards on 41 attempts. The Miners have tallied 400+
yards in their first four C-USA games for the first time since the 2008 season.
UTEP's offense was also 5-of-5 in the red zone (two touchdowns, three field goals).

UTEP's Tyrin Smith and Cal Wallerstedt produced career numbers but it wasn't
enough as Middle Tennessee outscored the Miners 14-3 in the second half on its
way to a 24-13 victory on Oct. 29 in the Sun Bowl.

Smith tallied a career-best 10 receptions for 117 yards and a touchdown, while
Wallerstedt led the way with a game-high and career-most 14 tackles. But UTEP
(4-5, 2-3 Conference USA) was called for game-changing penalties and missed
opportunities on potential gamebreakers. MT (4-4, 1-3 C-USA) put the game away
and chalked up its first league win of the season on a 75-yard touchdown pass
Chase Cunningham to Jaylin Lane with 7:20 remaining in the contest.

Two key plays that changed the momentum for the Miners included a dropped
pass by Trent Thompson on the first play in the second half that would've gone
for a 75-yard score, while the second was an offensive passing interference on
Reynaldo Flores that was called after a potential game-tying TD by Smith early in
the fourth quarter.

On a positive note, Gavin Baechle, who's produced career numbers in 2022, nailed
a pair of field goals - both from 47 yards out - and setting a school record with 17
consecutive made field goals. Baechle got the Miners on the board at the 11:12
mark of the second quarter, and then hit his second one to cut the deficit to four
points (17-13) with 7:30 left in the contest.

MT got on the board first after Zeke Rankin hit a 23-yard field goal at the 12:14

T.J. McMahon connected with Bradley Rozner for a 23-yard touchdown pass with
25 seconds left, leading Rice to a 37-30 victory over UTEP on Nov. 3 at Rice Stadium.

The loss dealt a major blow to the Miners' bowl hopes, as they dropped to 4-6
overall and 2-4 in Conference USA with two games to play.

After UTEP tied the game with 2:35 to go on a 32-yard field goal by Gavin Baechle
— his third of the night — the Owls (5-4, 3-2 C-USA) were able to move 75 yards
on seven plays for the game winner. Outside of the touchdown, the key play on
the drive was a 20-yard pass from McMahon to Isaiah Esdale on third and eight at
the UTEP 47-yard line.

The Owils finished 8-of-13 on third down conversions, as McMahon completed
21-0f-31 passes for 334 yards and two TD's. Rice piled up 502 yards of offense.

The Owls racked up 284 yards in the first half, and scored on four of five
possessions with two touchdowns. An interception by llijah Johnson's quelled the
other drive, and the Miners capitalized with a seven-yard touchdown pass from
Gavin Hardison to James Tupou to tie the game at 17 late in the second quarter.
But Rice's Christian VanSickle hit a 21-yard field goal to send the Owls to the locker
room with a 20-17 advantage.
