First Time for Everything
Saturday’s game against the 
Florida International University 
Panthers will signify several firsts 
in the Trailblazers’ NCAA program 
history. Not only is it the first time 
that UT and FIU have played one 
another, it’s also the first time 
Utah Tech has played an oppo-
nent from the state of Florida.

The Panthers currently hold a 5-9 
record and are coming off a home 
victory over Maine. With wins 
over schools such as Houston 
Christian and Kennesaw State, 
FIU scored a program-record 146 
points against NCCAA side Trinity 
University. Arturo Dean has been a 
critical part of the team this sea-
son, as he currently leads the Pan-
thers in scoring (12.2), rebound-
ing (4.5), assists (4.7) and steals 
(3.9). As a team, FIU is shooting 
45.1% from the field while finding 
success from range, averaging 8.5 
made three-pointers per game.

Last Game
Utah Tech is coming off its second 
Pac-12 matchup of the season, 
falling to the Colorado Buffaloes 
in Boulder, Colo., on Dec. 21. 
Though both teams struggled to 
score early on, the Buffaloes put 
up points in a hurry, using a quick 
10-0 run after the first media tim-
eout to establish a lead that would 
last the entire game. UT did find 
its offense in the second half, with 
46 second half points accounting 
for some 65% of the team’s points 
in a game that finished 98-71.

Shake it Off
After struggling on the offensive 
end against North Dakota on Dec. 
16, Aric Demings responded in a 
big way against the Buffaloes mere 
days later. He finished the game 
with 14 points on 6-14 shooting, 
adding one rebound, three assists 
and a steal in 20 minutes played. 
Still in his first season of college 
basketball, Demings has posted 
double-digit scoring in six games, 
with averages of 9.7 points, 2.4 
rebounds and a team-leading 3.1 
assists per game.

Three-Straight
Noa Gonsalves has played a cru-
cial role in the Trailblazer offense 
this season, as the 6-1 junior 
enters Saturday’s game as Utah 
Tech’s second-leading scorer at 

10.8 points per game. Shooting 
44.4% from the field and 92.9% 
from the line, Gonsalves has fin-
ished in double-figures for scoring 
in each of his last three games, 
most recently shooting 5-11 from 
the field to finish with 14 points 
against Colorado. 

In an expanded role this season, 
the Lehi, Utah, native has im-
proved his scoring totals when 
compared to last season, jumping 
from 8.7 to 10.8 points per game.

Second Half Shooting
The Trailblazer offense’s 46 sec-
ond half points against CU ties a 
season-high for points in a sin-
gle half, while it’s also the most 
points scored in any second half 
this season. Part of the outburst 
was due to improved shooting 
from three-point range, as the 
Trailblazers finished 6-14 (43%) 
during the period. Gonsalves and 
David Elliott both hit two deep 
balls while Demings and Angelo 
Kambala were responsible for the 
other two. 

Career High
Not only was that second half 
triple the first in Kambala’s Utah 
Tech career, it also fueled a ca-
reer-high for points scored, as the 
Las Vegas, Nev., native shot 2-3 
from the field to finish with sev-
en points in 13 minutes played. 
Kamabala has now played in five 
games this season, including each 
of the team’s previous two against 
Colorado and North Dakota, aver-
aging 8.0 minutes per appearance.

Starting Five
Another player who has found 
success in recent contests is 
Hamed Olayinka, whose perfor-
mances led to Head Coach Jon 
Judkins rewarding him with a spot 
in the starting five against Colo-
rado, his first as a Trailblazer. The 
6-9 Olayinka has played in every 
game this season and leads the 
team in blocks with an average of 
1.75 per game, which ranks third 
in the WAC. 

Mixing Things Up
Olayinka wasn’t the only Trailblaz-
er who has seen an uptick in play-
ing time as several reserves have 
found their ways on the court in 
recent games. Kambala and Stone 
Hutchings both have five or few-

er appearances on the year but 
have played in each of the team’s 
previous two contests, while Trey 
Hall (four appearances) and Kade 
Madsen (one appearance) both 
checked in against North Dakota 
on Dec. 16. 

Back in Double Figures
Beon Riley is one of four players 
on the roster to average dou-
ble-digit points per game, though 
last week’s matchup against Colo-
rado served as a bounce back after 
scoring two points in his previous 
two appearances. Against the 
Buffaloes, the Chula Vista, Calif., 
native shot 5-9 from the field on 
his way to 10 points, also contrib-
uting two rebounds, one assist 
and one block. 

With eight games of 10 or more 
points this season, Riley is shoot-
ing 47.1% from the field and 85.0% 
from the free throw line.

No Sir!
Tanner Christensen has seen a 
noticeable uptick in his block rate 
this season, entering Saturday’s 
game as the WAC’s fifth leading 
shot blocker at 1.67 per game. 
Utah Tech’s 6-10 big man swat-
ted three shots against Colorado, 
notching his third-straight game 
with three or more blocks and 
his sixth game this season with 
at least two. With a combined 
25 blocks across two seasons at 
Idaho and 25 last season, Chris-
tensen is up to 20 this season as 
the team approaches the halfway 
mark of the regular season.

Turnovers
For the fourth time this season, 
Utah Tech posted fewer turn-
overs than its opponent. Using 
four blocks and eight steals, the 
Trailblazers forced 15 Buffalo 
turnovers and converted those 
into 14 points, committing 12 in 
the process. Entering Saturday’s 
game, UT is forcing an average of 
14.1 turnovers per game, which 
ranks fifth out of the 11 teams in 
the WAC.

What’s Next
Saturday’s matchup against FIU 
signifies the end of non-confer-
ence play, as it’s off to Seattle U to 
begin a string of 18 consecutive 
games against teams in the West-
ern Athletic Conference (WAC).

The WAC provides its student-athletes 
the chance to travel to scenic desti-
nations and gain exposure in some 
of the nation’s most diverse markets 
and largest metropolitan cities. In 
addition, the WAC’s student-athletes 
work to achieve the highest levels of 
success with the academic support of 
their respective institutions.

WAC Member Institutions
The WAC’s history traces back to July 
27, 1962, when the original six-team 
league of Arizona, Arizona State, 
Brigham Young, New Mexico, Utah 
and Wyoming began competition.

The first championship was held in 
November 1962, when Arizona won 
the men’s cross country title and New 
Mexico followed with the first WAC 
football title. Arizona finished second 
in the NCAA College World Series and, 
less than three years later, Arizona 
State claimed the league’s first NCAA 
title when the Sun Devils won the 
College World Series trophy. Fresno 
State was the last WAC school to earn 
an NCAA team title when it won the 
College World Series in 2008.

Current members of the WAC have all 
joined the conference within the last 
15 years. Seattle University and UT 
Arlington became members in 2012. 
In 2013, the WAC added Grand Can-
yon, Texas-Pan American and Utah 
Valley; Texas-Pan American merged 
with UT Brownsville to form The 
University of Texas Rio Grande Valley 
in 2015. California Baptist University 
became the ninth member of the con-
ference on July 1, 2018, while Utah 
Tech and Tarleton State both began 
competition in 2020 after accepting 
bids in 2019. Abilene Christian and 
Stephen F. Austin joined the WAC 
in 2021 while Southern Utah moved 
over from the Big Sky ahead of the 
2022-23 season. 

The WAC has had just seven commis-
sioners in its history. Paul Brechler 
was named the first leader of the 
conference and held the position 
from 1962-1968. He was followed by 
Wiles Hallock (1968-71), Stan Bates 
(1971-80), Dr. Joe Kearney (1980-94), 
Karl Benson (1994-2012), Jeff Hurd 
(2012-2021), and Brian Thornton 
(2021-Present). 

WAC Championships
Presently, the WAC crowns team and 
individual champions in 19 sports 
– nine men’s and 10 women’s. For 
the men, there are championships in 
baseball, basketball, cross country, 
golf, soccer, swimming and diving, 
tennis, indoor track and field and out-
door track and field. Championships 
for women are held in basketball, 
cross country, golf, soccer, softball, 
swimming and diving, tennis, indoor 
track and field, outdoor track and field 
and volleyball.

Six-time Pacific West Conference Coach of the Year Jon Judkins is in his 19th season on the 
Utah Tech bench in 2023-24, where he enters the year with a 320-183 overall record that 
includes a 300-171 mark during the program’s NCAA era.

Coach Judkins (604 career wins; .660 W%) became the first men’s coach in Utah collegiate 
basketball history to reach the 500-win plateau when his Trailblazers defeated Hawai’i Hilo 
(81-72) back on January 28, 2017. He then reached the pinnacle when he became the 
all-time winningest college coach in Utah history with career win No. 583 in UT’s 114-49 
triumph over SAGU-American Indian College (12/15/21). 

Last season, Judkins’ Trailblazer squad finished 14-19 but ended the year on a high note, 
recording the program’s first-ever NCAA Division I postseason victory with an 80-76 over-
time victory over sixth-seeded Stephen F. Austin in the first round of the Western Athletic 
Conference Men’s Basketball Tournament. The 2022-23 campaign also included a six-game 
winning streak that featured victories over the likes of Weber State and UTRGV, while senior 
point guard Cameron Gooden earned Second Team All-WAC honors after averaging 16.1 
points per game during the regular season and scoring a career-high 35 against Southern 
Utah on March 9.

In the 2019-20 season, Judkins led the Trailblazers to a school-record tying 23 victories 
(23-7) and to the Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference regular season title (17-5). The 23 
victories, which tied the record previous set in the 2017-18 campaign. That record included 
a 10-game season opening winning streak (and 23-game regular season win streak dating 
back to the 2018-19 campaign), and a program-best No. 6 ranking in the NABC national poll 
(No. 5 in the D2SIDA media) during the streak.

Judkins would go on to guide Utah Tech to its ninth and final NCAA Division II Tournament 
appearance, and the No. 3-overall seed in the 2020 South Central regional, but the tourna-
ment was eventually canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic. UT wrapped up its 14-year 
NCAA Division II affiliation with a 266-122 (.685) overall record.
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The previous season in 2018-19, Judkins led UT to an 18-9 overall record, including a 16-6 mark (t-2nd place) in the program’s 
RMAC debut season.

	 In 2017-18 he led the Trailblazers to a school-record 23 victories (23-7), which included a school-record 17-game winning 
streak, along both the 2018 Pacific West Conference regular season championship and second PacWest tournament crown, 
to become the first head coach in that conference’s history to sweep both titles twice in the same season. Judkins also guided 
Utah Tech to its eighth NCAA Tournament appearance.

	 In 2016-17, Judkins led Utah Tech to a 19-9 overall record, which included a 16-4 (3rd place) mark in Pacific West Confer-
ence play, and his 500th-coaching victory in a home win over Hawai’i Hilo on January 28, 2017. In 2015-16, Judkins guided UT 
to an 18-9 overall record and a 15-5 PacWest mark, which was good for a t-first place finish in the league standings.

	 Overall, Judkins has led the Trailblazers to 12-straight winning seasons with seven 20-win campaigns, which includes 22 
victories in the 2010-11 and 2012-13 seasons. He has also guided them to six Pacific West Conference championships overall, 
including four-straight titles from 2009-13 and another crown in 2014-15, along with a PacWest Tournament title in 2013. In 
addition, Judkins has led Utah Tech to nine trips to the NCAA Tournament in the last 11 seasons overall from 2010-17, advanc-
ing all the way to the “Sweet 16” in the 2011 West Regional final.

	 In 15-plus years of NCAA play, Judkins has made the Burns Arena one of the most difficult home court advantages in the 
NCAA ranks. During his tenure, Judkins-coached teams are 150-42 (.781) overall inside the Burns Arena, which included a dom-
inant 87-12 (.878) mark in PacWest play, and a 19-3 (.863) record in RMAC action.

	 Under Judkins direction, Utah Tech has posted nine 10-win seasons at home overall, including a pair of 12-win campaigns 
this season (12-2) and a perfect 12-0 record in 2009-10. Additionally, Utah Tech is 137-111 (.552) away from home during the 
Judkins-era (11-5 in 2019-20), which includes a 109-89 mark (.550) in true road games and 28-22 (.560) in neutral-site con-
tests.

	 Prior to his arrival at Utah Tech, Judkins served as head coach at Snow College for 12 full seasons and part of another 
season (1992-93), and posted a 284-128 overall record. He led the Badgers to a pair of Scenic West Athletic Conference titles 
in 1999 and 2000, which earned him SWAC Coach of the Year honors. Prior to becoming head coach at Snow, Judkins was an 
assistant coach at Snow from 1988-1993, and served as interim head coach for the final 11 games of the 1992-93 season. In 
2014, Judkins was inducted into the Snow College Athletic Hall of Fame.

	 Judkins played for one season at then-Dixie State (junior college) in the 1983-84 season before transferring to Utah State, 
where he is one of two players in program history to record a triple-double. During the 1987-88 season, he helped lead the Ag-
gies to the PCAA title and an NCAA Tournament bid.

	 Originally from Salt Lake City, Judkins graduated from Utah State with a Bachelor’s degree in Physical Education in 1988. 
He and his wife, Lanette, are the parents of four children - Jaelle, Janessa, and twins Justin and Jillian; and the grandparents of 
one grandson (Jett), and one granddaughter (Millie).
