
	» Cornerback Asante Samuel, Jr. had his first career fumble recovery in the 
second quarter. With two interceptions against Georgia Tech, he has accounted 
for three of FSU’s five takeaways in 2020.

	» Cory Durden forced a fumble in the second half, recovered by Raymond 
Woodie III. It was Durden’s second career forced fumble (ULM, 2019) and 
Woodie’s first career recovery.

	» Linebacker Amari Gainer led FSU in tackles for the second straight game. He 
finished with eight tackles and one TFL.

	» Tight end Camren McDonald caught a career-high six passes for 58 yards, 
all in the second half. He caught a 12-yard touchdown from James Blackman, the 
first score of his career.

	» Blackman completed 16 passes Saturday, giving him 429 for his career and 
moving him past Thad Busby for 11th in Florida State history.

	» Freshman Lawrance Toafili ran 21 yards on his first career rush and caught 
a 23-yard pass in the second half. He finished with 99 total yards, including 64 
yards rushing, which led the team.

	» On offense, Jordan Travis earned his first career start. On FSU’s opening 
drive, Travis ran four times for 20 yards; caught a pass for five yards; and 
completed a pass for 12 yards. He accounted for 69 yards in the game.

	» On the same drive Travis had a 24-yard run, Jashaun Corbin also had a 24-
yard run. Those are the longest rushes for FSU this season.

	» Defensively, linebacker Jaleel McRae and cornerback Travis Jay made their 
first career starts as well.

	» Sophomore Brendan Gant had a career-high-tying seven tackles, matching 
his total from the 2019 Sun Bowl vs. Arizona State. 

	» Freshmen Thomas Shrader, Ja’Khi Douglas, Bryan Robinson, Kentron 
Poitier, Tate Rodemaker, Robert Scott Jr., Darion Williamson and Sidney 
Williams also made the first appearances of their careers. Douglas caught two 
passes in the second half for 13 yards and Poitier also had two catches for 22 
yards.

	» Kicker Ryan Fitzgerald made his first appearance as a Seminole and was 1-1 
on field goal attempts (26) and added one PAT.

	» Alex Mastromanno’s 54-yard punt in the fourth quarter was a career-long.
