CAPTS & COIN T0SS

»  Florida State capped a 13-win season Saturday in the Capital One Orange Bowl, the Noles 11th
time playing in the game. FSU's 13 wins are the 2nd-most in school history and just the third 13-win
season at FSU, joining the 2013 (14-0) and 2014 (13-1) teams.

»  With 209 yards of offense Saturday, the Noles finished Sth in program history with 5,628
yards of total offense this year.

»  Florida State's 3,519 passing yards were the 10th-highest total in a season.

»  FSU's defense allowed opponents to complete just 48.3 percent of their passes this season,
the best in the country. FSU's 48.3 opponent completion percentage is the best for FSU since 2012
and the lowest for any Power 5 team since Michigan in 2016.

»  True freshman quarterback Brock Glenn made his second consecutive start. He connected
with Kentron Poitier for a 55-yard completion in the second quarter, the longest of both players'
career.

»  Poitier tied career-highs with 4 receptions and 84 receiving yards.

»  Defensive end Patrick Payton forced a fumble on a 10-yard sack in the first quarter. He
ended the season with 7.0 sacks - 2nd on the team - and 2 forced fumbles, tied with four others as
the team high.

» Ja'khi Douglas took snaps as a wide receiver, running back and wildcat quarterback. His
consecutive runs of 23 and 8 yards in the second quarter were the two longest runs of his career.

»  Douglas set career-highs with 8 rushes and a team-high 46 rushing yards.

»  True freshman safety Conrad Hussey set a career high with 7 tackles, more than double his
previous high of 3.

»  Kicker Ryan Fitzgerald ended his season 19-for-21 on field goal tries, the 3rd-best single-
season FG percentage in FSU history (.905). He led the ACC in PATs (58, 14 more than 2nd) and total
kicks made (77, 11 more than 2nd).

»  Punter Alex Mastromanno booted a 55-yard punt after FSU's opening drive. He averaged 47.5
yards on six punts Saturday and finished the season with an average of 45.5 yards per punt.

»  Seven Seminoles made their first starts of the season - RB Caziah Holmes, DE Byron
Turner Jr, DTs Darrell Jackson Jr and Daniel Lyons, LB Omar Graham Jr, FS Conrad Hussey and
CB Azareye'h Thomas. Only Jackson had started previously in his career, combining for 13 starts
between Maryland and Miami in 2021-22.

»  Florida State's starting offensive line has combined for 217 career starts.

»  FSU was without 18 players that participated in the 2023 ACC Championship Game earlier
this month, including 11 starters.
