	» After its first open date of the season, Florida State returns to the field for the first time since matching the largest 
margin of victory in program history, defeating East Texas A&M 77-3 on Sept. 6, and hosts Kent State on Saturday. 

	» Florida State's No. 7 ranking this week is the highest in the Week Three AP poll for a team that was unranked in the 
preseason since the AP began ranking 25 teams in 1989. FSU is only the fourth preseason unranked team to reach 
the top 10 in the Week Three rankings in the AP's top-25 era. 

	» The Seminoles rolled up 729 yards of total offense vs. East Texas A&M and showcased incredible balance with 361 
rushing yards and 368 passing yards. It was only the third time in program history, and first time since 1995, FSU 
recorded at least 350 rushing yards and at least 350 passing yards in the same game. 

	» FSU boasts one of the nation's most explosive offenses this season. The Seminoles lead the country with an average 
of 20.8 yards per completion, nearly a three-yard advantage over the next team from a P4 conference and six yards 
more than the next-closest ACC team, and rank in the top-10 nationally in plays of at least 30 yards (10, 8th), 40 
yards (8, 3rd) and 50 yards (5, 4th) and are one of 13 teams with an 80-yard play in 2025. 

	» Florida State also leads the country in passing efficiency (260.24), and the Seminoles are one of three teams with a 
touchback on every kickoff this season. Their 18 kickoff attempts are seven more than the other two teams. 

	» FSU's five 4th-down attempts are tied for 2nd-most nationally among the 22 teams that are perfect on 4th-down 
conversions this season. 

	» The Seminoles lead the ACC in scoring offense (54.0, 3rd nationally), rushing offense (295.5, 6th), fewest penalties 
per game (3.50, 8th) and scoring defense (10.0, 14th). FSU is one of two teams, and the only team in a P4 conference, 
to lead its conference in both scoring offense and scoring defense. 

	» Florida State, which opened this season with a 31-17 win over No. 8 Alabama and also beat No. 5 LSU 45-24 to open 
the 2023 season, is the only non-SEC team with multiple regular season wins over top-10 SEC teams since the start 
of the 2023 season. The only other non-conference losses by a top-10 SEC team are No. 3 Alabama to No. 11 Texas in 
2023 and No. 1 Texas to No. 3 Ohio State in 2025. 

	» Mike Norvell is the only head coach in the country with multiple regular season non-conference wins against top-10 
SEC opponents since 2016. 

	» Over the past 10 seasons, Florida State's nine regular-season non-conference wins against the SEC are 2nd in the 
nation. Head coach Mike Norvell has six wins against the SEC since 2016, the 2nd-most non-conference wins against 
the conference in that span. 

	» Offensive coordinator Gus Malzahn's offenses are averaging 448.5 yards per game in his 19-plus seasons as an 
offensive coordinator or head coach. 

	» Defensive coordinator Tony White has produced a top-25 defense each of the last four seasons at two different 
programs (Syracuse and Nebraska). In his last 26 games, his defense has held opponents to 20 points or fewer 17 
times. His defense has not allowed a rushing touchdown in nine straight home games.

	» Florida State beat No. 8 Alabama, 31-17, on August 30 to open the 2025 

season. With the win, FSU improved to 5-2 all-time against current SEC 
teams to open a season.

	» Head coach Mike Norvell improved to 3-0 against the SEC to begin a 
season, beating Ole Miss while coaching Memphis in 2019 and leading 
FSU to a 45-24 win over No. 5 LSU in 2023.

	» In season openers, Norvell improved to 7-3 in his career. Florida State 
is now 56-23 in season openers and 60-19 all-time in home openers.

	» With at least one week of preparation for an opponent (any game with 
at least 8+ days of preparation), Norvell is 29-13.

	» Since 2015, Florida State has now won nine games against the SEC and 
since 2016, Norvell has won six games against the league. Both are 
the 2nd-most among non-SEC opponents in that span.

	» For Alabama, the Crimson Tide's 23-season streak winning its season 
opener ended. Beginning in 2002, it was the 2nd-longest active streak 
in the nation.

	» Florida State has accounted for both of Alabama's regular season 
non-conference losses away from Tuscaloosa since 2004 - the 2025 
win and a 21-14 win in Jacksonville in 2007. This year's loss was also 
Alabama's first in the regular season against an ACC team since FSU's 
2007 win, snapping a nine-game win streak.

	» Since 2023, Florida State has won two games against top-10 SEC teams: 2023 vs. No. 5 LSU and 2025 vs. No. 
8 Alabama. Only Georgia (3) and Texas A&M (2) have more than one in that span.

	» FSU's 10 wins at home against top-10 opponents since 2000 are the most in the ACC.
	» Alabama's 14-point loss was its largest in a season opener since 1970 and the Crimson Tide's largest in any 

regular season non-conference game since 2000. Alabama was 11-0 all-time in August before the game.
	» FSU led 17-7 at halftime, Alabama's largest halftime deficit since trailing No. 17 Tennessee 20-7 in 2023. 

Alabama came back to win that game, 34-20.

	» Castellanos added a game-high 78 rushing yards and one 
touchdown. Castellanos' seven games since 2023 with at 
least 75 rushing yards and a rushing touchdown are the 
2nd-most for an ACC quarterback in that span. Three of 
those have come against ranked opponents, the most in the ACC.

	» Castellanos' nine-yard touchdown run tied the game in the first quarter against Alabama. He has 16 career 
rushing touchdowns.

	» He began his FSU debut 7-for-7, with a 40-yard completion to Squirrel White on 3rd-and-11 before his 
touchdown run.

	» Against East Texas A&M, Castellanos was 8-for-11 for 237 yards and three touchdowns. He connected with 
Duce Robinson on touchdown passes of 82 and 42 yards and with Gavin Sawchuk for a 53-yard touchdown.

	» Castellanos led FSU to touchdown drives on all six possessions against the Lions before being replaced late 
in the second quarter.

	» Castellanos' 82-yard touchdown pass was a career-long completion and the longest for a Seminole since 
the 2019 Sun Bowl (91 yards, James Blackman to Tamorrion Terry).

	» With 237 yards against East Texas A&M, Castellanos surpassed 4,000 career passing yards and enters the 
Kent State contest with 4,078.

	» Castellanos previously played for current Florida State offensive coordinator Gus Malzahn in 2022 at UCF, 
when Malzahn was the Knights' head coach.

	» FSU had three players throw a touchdown against ETAMU and four players complete a pass. Freshman Kevin 
Sperry was 4-for-5 for 61 yards and two touchdowns, both to fellow true freshmen - Jayvan Boggs and 
Ousmane Kromah. Brock Glenn was 3-for-3 for 56 yards and a 35-yard touchdown. Michael Grant was 1-for-
1 for 14 yards. The last time FSU had three players with a touchdown pass in a game was 1997.

	» Sperry and Grant each made their collegiate debut against East Texas A&M.

	» Florida State ran for 230 yards and four touchdowns against No. 
8 Alabama, FSU's most rushing yards against a ranked opponent 
since running for 264 against No. 9 Notre Dame in 2021.

	» The last time FSU had at least 230 rushing yards and four rushing 
touchdowns against a ranked opponent was 2012 vs. No. 10 
Clemson.

	» FSU's four touchdown runs were the most allowed by Alabama in a loss against an unranked team since 
1998.

	» The last time any team had four different players score a rushing touchdown while having 230+ rush yards 
in a win over a top-10 team was the 2015 Camping World Bowl when Baylor beat North Carolina.

	» Gavin Sawchuk made his Florida State debut with six carries for 28 yards, including 
a 14-yard touchdown that provided the final margin in FSU's 31-17 win vs. Alabama.

	» Sawchuk tied a career-high with three touchdowns against ETAMU - two one-yard 
runs and a 53-yard reception, the longest of his career. The last Seminole with two 
rushing TDs and one receiving TD in a game was Cam Akers in 2019.

	» FSU scored five rushing touchdowns against ETAMU. Running backs Samuel 
Singleton Jr. and Zay Parks combined for 143 yards and scored their first career 
rushing touchdowns. Wide receiver Micahi Danzy scored from 53 yards out, his 
second rushing score in as many games.

	» Singleton's touchdown also came on a 53-yard run that capped a 4-play, 98-yard 
drive. Singleton's first career points came on a kickoff return at Duke in 2024.

	» Caziah Holmes scored on a 4-yard run against Alabama after a 64-yard catch from 
Jaylin Lucas, the longest of Lucas' career. Lucas led FSU with 66 receiving yards and 
added 22 rushing yards on six carries after missing the final 10 games of the 2024 
season due to injury.

	» Freshman Ousmane Kromah rushed seven times for 31 yards in his collegiate debut. Kromah was a 
consensus four-star running back out of Lee County in Leesburg, Georgia.

	» In first-year offensive line coach Herb Hand's first two games, Florida State has 

earned back-to-back ACC Offensive Lineman of the Week honors. The last time FSU 
won consecutive OL of the Week awards was in 2022.

	» C Luke Petitbon was the ACC and National Offensive Lineman of the Week for his 
performance against No. 8 Alabama. Petitbon and the Seminoles did not allow a 
sack against the Crimson Tide while rushing for 230 yards and four touchdowns.

	» RG Adrian Medley led the FSU offensive line against East Texas A&M as the Noles 
ran for 361 yards, passed for 368 yards and scored touchdowns on its first 10 
drives of the game.

	» Petitbon, Medley, LT Gunnar Hansen, LG Richie Leonard IV and RT Micah Pettus 
took all 65 offensive snaps against the Crimson Tide.

	» Hansen, Petitbon, Medley and Pettus were offseason transfers. The group allowed 
just 3.0 tackles for loss and no sacks against Alabama.

	» The last time Alabama had zero sacks in a game was the 40-35 loss in 2024 against Vanderbilt. Hansen was 
the Commodores' left tackle in that game, earning national Offensive Lineman of the Week honors.

	» The last time FSU did not allow a sack was in 2023 at Boston College.
	» As a team, Florida State's offensive line has earned 160 career starts, the 6th-most in the nation.

 
ROBINSON NAMED ACC RECEIVER OF THE WEEK
	» Duce Robinson had a career day against East Texas 

A&M en route to being named the ACC Receiver of the 
Week. Robinson caught five passes for 173 yards and two 
touchdowns, from 82 and 42 yards. Robinson did not play in 
the second half.

	» Robinson's 160 yards in the first quarter are tied for 2nd 
in program history in a quarter and the most since 1968. 
His 173 yards in the first half were the most in a half for a 
Seminole this century and 4th all-time.

	» Robinson's 82-yard touchdown from Tommy Castellanos 
was the longest catch for a Seminole since the 2019 Sun 
Bowl. Robinson's yards, receptions, touchdowns and 82-yard 
catch were all career-highs.

	» Robinson was FSU's first ACC Receiver of the Week since 2023. His 173 yards are the most in the ACC this 
season and the most for a Seminole since Johnny Wilson's 202 vs. Oklahoma in the 2022 Cheez-It Bowl.

	» Micahi Danzy caught two passes for 14 yards against East Texas A&M, but his biggest contribution again 
came on the ground: his 53-yard touchdown run was a career-long. Against Alabama in the season opener, 
Danzy scored on a 32-yard run for his first career touchdown.

	» Four-star recruit Jayvan Boggs started alongside White and Robinson against Alabama and ETAMU, 
becoming the first FSU true freshman wide receiver to start a season opener since 1992. Against ETAMU, he 
caught a 3-yard touchdown from Kevin Sperry for his first career catch.

	» Dual-threat tight end/defensive lineman Amaree Williams earned his first career start and caught a 35-yard 
touchdown from Brock Glenn against ETAMU, the longest reception of his career and his third touchdown 
on six career receptions. He split a sack in the second half against the Lions to become the first player in 
FSU history - and the first player nationally since 2023 - with at least 0.5 sack and a receiving touchdown in 
the same game.

	» Tight end Randy Pittman Jr. transferred to FSU from UCF, where he previously played under new FSU 
offensive coordinator Gus Malzahn. Pittman caught two passes for 18 yards against Alabama.

	» True freshmen Chase Loftin and Teriq Mallory caught their first career passes against ETAMU.
 
STAUNCH DEFENSE TO START THE YEAR
	» Florida State has held No. 8 Alabama and East Texas A&M to a combined 20 points over two games to begin 

the season. Defensive coordinator Tony White spent the 2023-24 seasons at Nebraska and has held 17 
opponents to 20 or fewer points over his last 26 games.

	» White's defenses have now gone nine consecutive home games without allowing a rushing touchdown. Last 
season at Nebraska, the Cornhuskers became the first team nationally since 2021 to not allow a rushing 
touchdown at home. It was the first time Nebraska had accomplished the feat since 1939.

	» Florida State held No. 8 Alabama to just 87 rushing yards and no rushing touchdowns, Alabama's fewest 
rushing yards in a season opener since 1975.

	» Alabama gained 55 rushing yards on its opening drive but tallied just 32 rushing yards on 17 carries (1.88 
ypc) the rest of the game.

	» The Seminoles had two interceptions against East Texas A&M, FSU's first game with multiple interceptions 
since 2022.

consecutive games with at least 5.0 TFL is FSU's longest streak since a school-record 42-game stretch from 
Nov. 8, 2003 to Nov. 25, 2006.

	» True freshman Mandrell Desir leads Florida State's defensive line with six tackles, including four in his 
FSU debut against No. 8 Alabama. Desir's four tackles were the most for an FSU true freshman defensive 
lineman in a season opener since Ron Simmons had 10 against Southern Miss in 1977. The last true 
freshman defensive lineman with four tackles in any regular season game was Derrick Nnadi against Wake 
Forest in 2014.

	» Redshirt junior Daniel Lyons has started both games in 2025. He had two tackles against Alabama, 
including a 15-yard sack and forced one fumble. He had two of FSU's five quarterback hurries.

	» Transfer defensive linemen Deante McCray (from Western Kentucky) and Deamontae Diggs (Coastal 
Carolina) each had TFLs against Alabama. Diggs had a 6-yard sack, while McCray added a 2-yard TFL.

	» James Williams made his first career start and had one tackle and two QB hurries vs. the Crimson Tide.
	» Darrell Jackson Jr. has made 15 consecutive starts and 28 career starts, both the most among FSU's 

defense. Jackson had 1.0 sack against ETAMU and has 88 tackles in his career.
	» JuCo transfer Tyeland Coleman saw his first Seminole action against ETAMU, finishing with two tackles and 

1.0 sack. Tight end/defensive lineman Amaree Williams split a sack and caught a touchdown against the 
Lions, the first player in FSU history with a sack and TD reception in the same game.

	» Blake Nichelson earned four tackles, including 1.0 tackle for loss, one pass breakup and one QB hurry 

against the Crimson Tide.
	» Nebraska transfer Stefon Thompson had one tackle, a 7-yard sack, vs. Alabama. Thompson's tackle was 

the 200th of his career. He now has 202 tackles, 21.0 tackles for loss, 11.5 sacks, two pass breakups, four 
forced fumbles and one fumble recovery over the last five years.

	» For his career, Elijah Herring has 155 tackles, 14.0 tackles for loss, 6.0 sacks, six pass breakups, one 
interception, two forced fumbles and one fumble recovery.

	» Earl Little Jr. earned his first career start against No. 8 Alabama and led the game with a career-high nine 

tackles. Little added a two-yard tackle for loss.
	» Entering the contest against his former team, Little had tallied 17 tackles in 23 career games. Little leads 

FSU with 11 tackles in 2025.
	» Against ETAMU, Little and Houston transfer Jerry Wilson - who previously played for defensive coordinator 

Tony White at Syracuse - had interceptions, FSU's first multi-interception game since 2022.
	» Little's interception was the first of his career and returned 48 yards; he added his first career pass 

breakup against the Lions. Wilson has six career interceptions and both interceptions against ETAMU led to 
Florida State touchdowns.

	» Redshirt sophomore Ja'Bril Rawls made his first career start against Alabama and recorded six tackles and 
one pass breakup, the second of his career.

	» Of FSU's five starting defensive backs against Alabama, only Wilson had previous starting experience. Little, 
Rawls, Ashlynd Barker and Edwin Joseph all made their first career starts against the Crimson Tide.

	» Barker had three tackles and two pass breakups against Alabama, the first PBUs of his career. He had a 
team-high four tackles against ETAMU.

 
SPECIAL TEAMS
	» Florida State tied a school record with 11 made PATs against East Texas A&M. Redshirt freshman kicker Jake 

Weinberg was 10-for-10 and remains perfect kicking in his career - 15-for-15 PAT and 2-for-2 field goals. 
Weinberg was 4-for-4 on PATs and connected on a 45-yard field goal in the season opener against No. 8 
Alabama.

	» Weinberg also serves as FSU's kickoff specialist. All 16 of his career kickoffs have resulted in touchbacks.
	» Brunno Reus made his Florida State debut against ETAMU, averaging 68.8 yards on four kickoffs (all 

touchbacks) and scoring his first point on FSU's final PAT.
	» As a team, FSU has made 129 consecutive point-after tries and its last eight field goals.
	» Mac Chiumento made his FSU punting debut against the Crimson Tide, averaging 41.0 yards on three punts. 

He had previously appeared as FSU's kickoff specialist during the 2022 and 2023 seasons.
	» Florida State did not punt against East Texas A&M, the fifth time 

since 1950 the Seminoles did not punt in a game. FSU scored 
touchdowns on 11 of 12 drives against the Lions.

	» Mike Norvell-coached teams have had 14 kickoff return 
touchdowns.

	» FSU led the nation with four blocked field goals and blocked five 
total kicks in 2024. FSU's eight blocked field goals since 2020 are 
the most in the nation.

	» Joining Malzahn from UCF is offensive line coach Herb Hand and 
wide receivers coach Tim Harris Jr. Coming from Nebraska with 
White is defensive line coach Terrance Knighton and safeties 
coach Evan Cooper.

	» Malzahn served as UCF's head coach from 2021-24 after an eight-
year stint as Auburn's head coach, from 2013-20. Malzahn helped 
lead the Knights to a top-10 rushing offense and top-20 total 
offense each of the last three seasons.

	» White has produced a top-25 defense in four consecutive seasons 
as defensive coordinator: two years at Syracuse in 2021-22 and 
both years at Nebraska in 2023-24. White-led defenses have held 
27 opponents under to 20 or fewer points, including 15 times in 24 
games with the Cornhuskers. FSU has allowed 20 total points in 
two games in 2025.

	» FSU also added transfers from UCF and Nebraska: tight end Randy 
Pittman Jr. and offensive lineman Adrian Medley came from UCF, 
while James Williams and Stefon Thompson arrived from Nebraska.

	» Quarterback Tommy Castellanos played for Malzahn as a true freshman in 2022 before transferring to 
Boston College; Jerry Wilson started his career under White at Syracuse in 2022 before transferring to 
Houston.

	» Pittman, Medley, Williams, Castellanos and Wilson started in the season opener against Alabama, while 
Thompson came off the bench and had a 7-yard sack.
