WHAT’S A PALADIN?

A “Paladin” is a knight on a horse, a paragon of chivalry; a heroic champion; a strong sup-
porter or defender of a cause; and any of the 12 peers of French emperor Charlemagne’s
court. While history reveals knights were not always mounted men-at-arms, the modern
image of a knight, mounted and in full armor, has undoubtedly influenced the concept of
Furman’s mascot.

WE'VE BEEN PLAYING THIS SPORT A LONG TIME

The 2023 campaign marks the 118th season of football at Furman, which has played 1,181
games (645-498-38) in its history (began in 1889). Furman’s 645 victories are tops among
all current Southern Conference schools.

FURMAN FCS PLAYOFF HISTORY

Furman’s 2023 FCS playoff appearance is the 20th in program history — the most by any
current SoCon member school and sixth most in FCS (formerly |-AA) history. This year
marks the fourth playoff appearance by Furman under head coach Clay Hendrix (2017,
19, 22). The Paladins are now 21-18 all-time in the playoffs, have played for three FCS
Championships (1985, ‘88, and ‘01) and won the SoCon’s first national championship in
1988, defeating Georgia Southern, 17-12, in Pocatello, Idaho. Hendrix has been part of
36 of Furman’s 39 playoff games over the years as a player (1982-85), assistant coach

(1988-06), and head coach (2017-present). The Paladins have compiled a 20-16 record in
games with Hendrix wearing the purple and white.

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LAST MEETING

CHATTANOOGA, TENN. (Dec. 21, 2001) -- Yo Humphery rushed for 142 yards and Chris
Snyder booted a pair of field goals to lift Montana to a 13-6 win over Furman in the 2001
NCAA |-AA national championship game played in front of 12,698 fans at Finley Stadium.
Humphery scored on a 2-yard touchdown run in the second quarter to cap a 16-play, 99-yard
drive that gave Montana (15-1) a 7-0 lead, and Snyder later added a pair of field goals cover-
ing 35 and 30 yards to extend the margin to 13-0 before Furman (12-3) avoided the shutout
on the game’s last snap when James Thomas gathered in a tipped Billy Napier pass to
score on a 54-yard pass. Furman was hurt by three turnovers and by two key penalties on
the Grizzlies' decisive 99-yard first half drive, including an offsides call that gave Montana a
first down at the Furman 6 after Snyder had missed a 28-yard field goal attempt. Montana
edged Furman 297-293 in total offense. Paladin All-America linebacker Will Bouton, mak-
ing his 50th consecutive start, headlined a strong Furman defense with 12 tackles, three
tackles-for-loss, and a sack. Furman tailback Louis Ivory, returning to the starting lineup
after missing the previous two games with a sprained knee, was limited to 33 yards on 12
carries -- his lowest production in his three-year tenure as the Paladins’ starting tailback.
Napier, meanwhile, completed 10-0f-26 passes for 172 yards but was picked off twice.

CHATTANOOGA: TAKE TWO

Furman backed up its 17-14 road win over Chattanooga on Nov. 4 with a second win over
the Mocs on Saturday — this time by a 26-7 score at Paladin Stadium. The driving force in
both victories was defense, and the Paladins brought it to bear on Chattanooga again on
Saturday, limiting UTC to only 200 total yards, including just 42 total yards in the second
half while intercepting two passes that were converted into 10 points. Chattanooga entered
the game averaging 29.1 points and 399.9 yards per game. Furman also got a boost from
the return of quarterback Tyler Huff, the 2023 SoCon Player of the Year, who completed
18-0f-29 passes for 192 yards while rushing seven times for 32 yards in his first action since
exiting the Nov. 4 game at Chattanooga with a shoulder injury. His play sparked Furman to
383 yards of balanced offense (191 yards rushing, 192 yards passing), which included two
Dominic Roberto touchdown runs and four field goals by lan Williams.

10TH ADVANCE INTO THE PLAYOFF QUARTERFINALS

Furman’s 26-7 win over Chattanoogain Saturday FCS second round playoff action advanced
the Paladins into the quarterfinals for the first time since 2005 and 10th time in the Paladins’
playoffhistory. Furman posted a 24-20 road win over Richmond in 2005 in its last quarterfinal
round contest and sports a 7-3 overall record in its 10 final eight round matchups.

FURMAN VS. THE BIG SKY CONFERENCE

Furman is 3-3 versus Big Sky Conference schools, all of which have come in FCS playoff
action. Itincludes a 13-6 loss to Montana in the 2001 national championship game played
in Chattanooga, Tenn. — the only football meeting between the Paladins and Grizzlies.
Furman split a pair of playoff contests against Nevada (at the time a Big Sky Conference
school), beating the Wolf Pack, 35-12, in Greenville in the 1985 semifinals before falling,
42-35, in a triple overtime quarterfinal in Reno in 1990. In 1988 Furman rolled Idaho, 38-7,
in Greenville in the FCS semifinals, and in 1996 beat Northern Arizona, 42-31, in Flagstaff
in first round action. The Paladins’last clash with a Big Sky Conference school was in 2006,
when it dropped a 31-13 verdict at Montana State in a first round contest.

FAMILIAR FACE

Furman and Montana share one notable connection in Justin Roper, the Paladins’ second-
year offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach. A 2012 graduate of the University of
Montanawith a degree in sociology, Roper played quarterback for the Grizzlies for the 2009-10
seasons, passing for 1,888 yards and 19 touchdowns as a senior. In addition to football,
he also played basketball at Montana, helping the Grizzlies to the 2010 NCAA Tournament.
Prior to Montana, he spent two years at the University of Oregon, where he passed for four
touchdowns in a 56-21 victory over South Florida in the 2007 Sun Bowl.

DOUBLE DIGIT WINS, AGAIN

For the second consecutive season Furman has reached double-digit wins, notching its 10th
victory with the 26-7 triumph over Chattanooga. It's the 10th double-digit winning campaign
in program history and ninth since 1983, a year after Furman’s (and the Southern Confer-
ence’s) reclassification to FCS (formerly I-AA).

10 STRAIGHT AT HOME
Furman’s 26-7 win over Chattanooga extended its home winning streak to 10 games — its
longest since reeling off 14 straight victories over three seasons (2005-07).

NICE RUN OF SUCCESS
Furmanis 22-5inits last 27 games, with two of those losses coming to FBS then sixth-ranked
Clemson (35-12) in 2022 and South Carolina (47-21) in 2023.

4-0 VERSUS RANKED FCS FOES IN 2023

10-2 VERSUS RANKED FCS FOES THE LAST THREE SEASONS

The Paladins are now 10-2 versus FCS ranked foes over the last three seasons (2021-present),
its last loss against a ranked foe being a 41-38 road setback against fifth-ranked Incarnate
Word in 2022 second round playoff action.

15TH CHAMPIONSHIP

Furman’s 37-3 win over VMI on Nov. 11 earned the program the outright 2023 Southern
Conference Championship — its 15th title (1978, ‘80, ‘81, ‘82, ‘83, ‘85, ‘88, ‘89, ‘90, 99,
‘01,04, 13, 18, and 23) and the most in league history. It also marked the second crown
for Clay Hendrix (2018), now in his seventh season as head coach at his alma mater. As a
player (1982-85), assistant coach (1988-06), and head coach (2017-present), Hendrix has
been part of 11 of Furman’s 15 SoCon championships.

HENDRIX WINS NO. 50

Furman’s win over VMI on Nov. 11 marked the 50th career victory for head coach Clay
Hendrix (51-28, .641). Combining the now 51 wins with the 155 he had a hand in as Paladin
assistant coach for 19 years (1988-06) and 39 registered during his playing tenure (1982-85),
Hendrix been part of 245 Furman triumphs over 30 years (8.1 wins/year).

OURS

Furman’s outright 2023 SoCon championship is its first 1990 (6-1 league record). The
Paladins’ conference titles in the interim — 1999, ‘01, ‘04, “13, and ‘18 — were all shared.
Eight of Furman’s 15 SoCon championships have been outright crowns (1980, ‘81, ‘82,
83, '95, ‘89, 90, ‘23).

FURMAN ALL-SOCON NOTES

Quarterback Tyler Huff became the eighth Paladin but first since 2001 (Louis Ivory, RB)
to land SoCon Offensive Player of the Year accolades and first Paladin signal caller to
earn first team honors since 2011 (Chris Forcier). Jacob Johanning is the 16th player in
program history — a league all-time best — to honored with the SoCon Jacobs Blocking
Award, and Carson Jones became the fourth Paladin to be named SoCon Freshman of
the Year. Clay Hendrix's SoCon Coach of the Year tab was the second in his now seven
seasons as head coach at his alma mater and 10th by Furman mentors.

TYLER HUFF: WINNER

Furman has gone 19-3 in Tyler Huff's 22 starts at quarterback, 18-1 versus FCS foes
(counting FBS transition Kennesaw State as FCS), and 14-0 against SoCon opposi-
tion. He didn't play (injured) versus Samford in 2022 (34-27 loss) and was forced to exit
games against Charleston Southern (24-19 win in 2022) and Chattanooga (17-14 win in
2022) due to injuries. He did not dress versus VMI or Wofford this year.

HUFF CAPTURES ARMED FORCES MERIT AWARD

Furman quarterback Tyler Huff was named the recipient of the 2023 Armed Forces Merit
Award, presented by the Football Writers Association of America, on Thursday, Nov. 9. A
2022 graduate of Presbyterian (S.C.) College, where he was commissioned through ROTC
as a second lieutenant in the U.S. Army Reserves, which he serves through the 391st En-
gineer Battallion in Greenville, S.C., Huff was selected from among a field of 46 nominees
for the prestigious award. He will also be recognized at the 2023 Lockheed Martin-Armed
Forces Bowl in Fort Worth, Texas, on Dec. 23, and is due to report to Fort Huachuca in
Arizona on Jan. 9, 2024, for six months of training.

BIG GAME PERFORMANCE

Tyler Huff keyed one of Furman'’s biggest wins of the season — a road victory over FCS
No. 8-ranked Western Carolina on Oct. 21 by running six times for 89 yards and a touch-
down and connecting on 14-0f-23 passes for 180 yards and two scores. His 53-yard touch-
down burst with a minute remaining sealed the win.

FOUR RUSHING TOUCHDOWNS

Tyler Huff's four rushing touchdowns in Furman’s 31-28 road win over Kennesaw State
on Sept. 16 tied the school single game record for rushing TDs by a Paladin quarterback
(Frankie DeBusk vs. ETSU, 1989) and earned him his first of two SoCon Player of the
Week honors this season.

HUFF ON THE CHARTS

In 22 games in a Furman uniform, quarterback Tyler Huff has already moved onto several
career statistical ledgers, including rushing yards/quarterback (1,214/3rd), passing yards

JONES DELIVERS IN WIN AT CHATTANOOGA

Redshirt freshman quarterback Carson Jones delivered one of the most impactful per-
formances of the 2023 season against Chattanooga, coming off the bench in the second
quarter for the injured Tyler Huff to complete 14-0f-27 passes for 139 yards and two touch-
downs in the Paladins’ 17-14 win over 13th-ranked Mocs on Nov. 4. His connection with
Wayne Anderson, Jr., on a nine-yard scoring strike with 1:44 left gave Furman its winning
points and capped a nine-play, 50-yard drive that featured a pair of Jones third down con-
version passes. The victory over UTC eamed the Paladins the SoCon championship and
the league’s automatic bid to the FCS playoffs. He was named SoCon Offensive Player
of the Week.

JONES IMPRESSIVE STARTING DEBUT

Redshirt freshman quarterback Carson Jones followed up his outstanding play in the Pala-
dins’ 17-14 win over Chattanooga on Nov. 4 with an even more impressive performance
in his first collegiate start against VMI on Nov. 11, leading Furman to the 37-3 triumph.
Against the Keydets he connected on 18-0f-23 passes for 226 yards and four touchdowns
— virtually all of it coming in the first half while helping the Paladins to a 34-0 lead. His

touchdown strikes covered 14, 34, 12, and 34 yards.
MR. VERSATILE: WAYNE ANDERSON, JR.

Wayne Anderson, Jr. is Furman’s most versatile player. He blocked a first half punt to
set up a field goal and later scored the game winning TD on a nine-yard pass play with
1:44 to go in Furman’s 17-14 SoCon title clinching road win over Chattanooga on Nov. 4
to land SoCon Special Teams Player of the Week honors. He followed that up by rushing
14 times for 56 yards in the win over VMI, which clinched the outright league champion-
ship for Furman. His effectiveness was evident in the Paladins’ 29-17 road win over No.
8 Western Carolina, when he rushed eight times for 85 yards, including a 54-yard burst to
set up a touchdown, and in Saturday’s 26-7 win over Chattanooga he caught five passes
for 53 yards and also had a 40-yard kickoff return to open the game. Anderson, who made
the switch from wide receiver to running back earlier this year after injuries took out key
backups Grant Robinson and Jayquan Smith, caught 39 passes for 396 yards and two
touchdowns in 2022 as a wide receiver. His first three seasons he played running back.
He has rushed for 870 yards and eight touchdowns and caught 89 passes for 856 yards
and five touchdowns in his career. Atwo-time All-SoCon pick as a return specialist, he also
owns a 97-yard kickoff return for a touchdown against Western Carolina (2022).

WELCOME BACK MR. ROBINSON

Furman got a big boost on Saturday with the return of redshirt sophomore running back
Grant Robinson to action. Sidelined in the South Carolina game on Sept. 9 with an ankle
injury, Robinson delivered 13 rushes for 62 yards and also had a 19-yard reception in the
win over Chattanooga. Furman rushed for 191 yards against the Mocs — the Paladins’
highest tally since running for a season high 328 yards versus Western Carolina on Oct. 21.

ROBERTO RETURNS

After sitting out the Wofford game due to injury, two-time All-SoCon running back Dominic
Roberto returned to rush for 51 yards and two touchdowns in the 26-7 win over Chat-
tanooga. He has now rushed for 2,869 yards in his career, good for eighth on Furman’s
rushing ledger. Next up in seventh place is former teammate Devin Wynn (2,960 yds.,
2017-21). His two touchdowns give him 30 for his career, which ranks ninth in program
history, just one behind Wynn (2017-21) and Tersoo Uhaa (2008-11).

Furman graduate All-SoCon tight end Mason Pline, all 6-foot-7, 260 pounds of him, has
become a force for the Paladins over the second half of the season. He has 22 catches for
213 yards and three touchdowns, his latest a 14-yard scoring grab that started the scoring
in a 37-3 win over VMI. His key third down grab earned Furman a critical first down on
the Paladins’ nine-play, 50-yard game winning touchdown drive in a 17-14 road win over
Chattanooga, and he got Furman’s scoring started with a 10-yard touchdown catch in a
29-17 road victory over Western Carolina. Pline played three years of basketball at Fer-
ris State (Mich.) before switching to football, where he was a member of two D2 national
championship teams.

HARRIS ON THE CHARTS

Junior wide receiver Joshua Harris is tied for 12th on Furman’s career receptions chart
with 114 catches. Next up in 11th place is Justin Stepp (118 rec., 2003-06).

BLACKSHEAR AGAIN

After missing the East Tennessee State game following minor hand surgery, three-time
All-SoCon corerback Travis Blackshear retumed to the field at Chattanooga on Nov. 4,
recording a pair of tackles, a pass breakup, and an interception he returned out of the end
zone for 46 yards to set up a fourth quarter Furman touchdown in the 17-14 Paladin victory.
He came up big again against the Mocs on Saturday, securing a third quarter interception
that he returned 29 yards to the UTC 2 to set up a touchdown that staked Furman to a
17-7 lead. It was his fourth pickoff the season and 13th of his career, which includes three
“pick-sixes.” His 13 interceptions ties him with Lavern Barrs (1964-66) for sixth all-time
at Furman.

BLOCKED KICKS

Furman has blocked four kicks this season (2 FGs, 2 Punts). The four blocked kicks in
2023 follow the FCS leading 10 blocked kicks (6 FGs, 2 PATs, 2 Punts) the Paladins posted
in 2022, which included blocks in six consecutive games. Jack Barton registered Fur-
man'’s first blocked kick of 2023 when he deflected a 38-yard field goal attempt in the 38-14
win over Mercer on Sept. 23. Barton picked up his second block this season when batted
down a 43-yard attempt in the Paladins’ 16-8 win over East Tennessee State. He holds
both Furman’s season (4) and career records (6) for blocked kicks.

GOING WHERE NO PLAYER HAS GONE BEFORE

All-SoCon inside linebacker Braden Gilby made the 59th game appearance and 44th start
of his career against Chattanooga. The 59 games played is a Furman record. He is the
owner of 343 tackles, which ranks 16th in program history. Next up in 15th is Jerry Scott
(348, 1977-80).

THIS GUY MAKES PLAYS

All-SoCon spur Cally Chizik recorded his team leading fifth interception of the season and
eighth pickoff of his career against Wofford. He registered a career high 13 tackles in the
Paladins’ 27-21 road win over Samford.

HE’S OUR JACK RYAN

Two-time All-SoCon free safety Hugh Ryan registered his 56th game appearance and
44th start of his career against Chattanooga. He has nine interceptions and 254 tackles
in his career.

WILLIAMS ON TARGET

All-SoCon placekicker lan Williams booted a Furman playoff record four field goals (4x4) in
the 26-7 win over Chattanooga, connecting from 44, 31, 37, and 20 yards to give him a run
of 14 made field goals in his last 15 attempts and 18 for 24 for the season. Equally impres-
sive he continued his outstanding work on kickoffs, depositing six of his seven kickoff out of
the end zone for touchbacks. On the season he’s recorded 51 touchbacks on 69 kickoffs.

FURMAN HONORS SHERIDAN WITH HELMET STICKER

Furman’s football helmets this fall feature a custom sticker honoring Furman coaching
great Dick Sheridan, who passed away on July 6, 2023, at the age of 81. The sticker
showcases the initials “DS” inside the Furman Diamond logo he created and introduced as
the Diamond F in 1973, and which has served as the primary logo of Furman Athletics for
the last 50 years. Framing the diamond are the years 1978 & 1985, representing his eight
seasons as head coach, during which he directed the Paladins to a 69-23-2 record and six
SoCon championships. Sheridan, a 1964 graduate of South Carolina, is a member of Fur-
man, South Carolina Athletic, and South Carolina Football Halls of Fame, and was inducted
into the National Football Foundation/College Hall of Fame in 2021.

SILVER HELMETS RETURN, DIAMOND F TURNS 50

Inanod to its past Furman donned silver helmets in its season opener versus Tennessee
Tech for the first time since the 1970s, as the program celebrates the 50th anniversary of
its iconic Diamond F logo. Two versions of the Riddell Speed Flex, silver chrome helmet,
complete with convert-to-black interior parts and bumpers, are now part of the Paladin
inventory — one with a purple Diamond F and another sporting a black Diamond F.

“We thought this would be a terrific way to honor the 1973 team and others that wore the
helmet from 1973-77,” said head coach Clay Hendrix. “The ‘73 squad (which went 7-3
following a 2-9 finish the year before) was voted the most improved team in the country
by Sports lllustrated and had a huge hand in ushering in the championship tradition of
Furman football.”

Furman football’s dramatic turnaround in 1973 came under then-new head coach Art Bak-
er, whose staff included assistant coach Dick Sheridan. Credited with conceptualizing
and spearheading the introduction of the silver helmets and Diamond F, which debuted
that season, Sheridan and coaching colleague Steve Robertson enlisted the assistance
of then-Furman junior art major Dennis Zeiger for $25 to help bring his concept to fruition.

Named head coach in 1978, Sheridan’s first team became the first to wear white helmets
sporting the purple Diamond F. Furman won the Southern Conference championship that
season — its first of six league fitles achieved under Sheridan — on the way to the pro-
gram’s league best 14 crowns.

GRAD TRANSFER ADDITIONS

Furman has selectively utilized the transfer portal the last two seasons to fill needs, and
head coach Clay Hendrix's use of the system paid off again this year with the addition of
grad transfers Fred Norman, Jr. (OT/East Tennessee State), Sirod Cook (NG/Wingate),
and Mason Pline (TE/Ferrris State) — all of whom have played a key role in the Paladins’
SoCon championship season. Norman, who at 6-foot-7, 342 pounds is the biggest player
in Furman history, played in 21 games at ETSU and was a starter for the Buccaneers on
their 2021 SoCon Championship team. His position coach that year was Matt McCutchan,
who is in his second season as offensive line coach at Furman. Cook, who arrived at
Furman in January and took part in spring practice, was a standout at Wingate, where he
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racked up 126 tackles, including 33.5 for loss, and 18.5 sacks in three seasons of play.
Pline joined the Paladins this summer following a solid tenure at Ferris State, where he was
the starting tight end on a pair of NCAA Division Il national championship teams that posted
a combined 28-1 record in 2021 & 22.

DID YOU KNOW?

Current Chattanooga head coach Rusty Wright served as linebackers coach at Furman
in 2010. Also, current Mercer head coach Drew Cronic’s resume includes two assistant
coaching stops with the Paladins (2002-10 & 2017) — the 2017 stint as offensive coordina-
tor under Clay Hendrix.

QUARTERBACK AND COACH CONNECTION

The 2022 season offered a reunion for Furman graduate transfer quarterback Tyler Huff
and Paladin cornerbacks coach and special teams coordinator Tommy Spangler. Huff was
recruited by — and played for — Spangler at Presbyterian (S.C.) College for the 2019 and
‘20 seasons, appearing in 18 games, making 12 starts, and passing for 2,336 yards and
17 touchdowns over the two campaigns. While Spangler moved on from PC prior to the
2021 campaign, Huff remained, appearing in four games, passing for 224 yards and four
touchdowns in 2021 prior to suffering a season ending injury. He graduated in the spring of
2022 with a degree in business and was also commissioned as a 2nd Lt. in the U.S. Army
after completing PC’s ROTC program requirements.

WIDE RECEIVER AND COACH CONNECTION

Furman’s 2022 season marked a reunion for transfer wide receiver Kyndel Dean and posi-
tion coach Drew Dudzik, who served as Dean’s position coach at James Madison for the
2018 season prior to heading to East Carolina for a three-year coaching stint (2019-21).
That year Dean caught 47 passes for 615 yards and five touchdowns en route to gamering
Hero Sports Freshman All-America honors.

NOTABLE CONNECTIONS

Furman cornerback/spur Cally Chizik is the son of former Auburn head coach Gene Chizik,
and Paladin linebacker Evan DiMaggio is the great-nephew of major league baseball Hall
of Famer Joe DiMaggio. Defensive tackle Jack Barton is the nephew of Hollis Barton, a
three-year letterman (1978-82) and All-SoCon offensive guard at Furman who played on
three SoCon championship teams. Free safety Hugh Ryan is the son of former Furman'’s
women’s golf standout Barbara (Koosa) Webb (1988-91). Inside linebacker Nicky Zuzemka's
uncle, Scott Zolak, played quarterback at Maryland and later spent nine years in the NFL.

Punter Ryan Leavy's uncle, Dave Moore, played 15 years (1992-06) in the NFL (one Pro
Bowl selection), seeing duty in at fullback, tight end, and long snapper.

DOZIER ELECTED TO FURMAN HALL OF FAME

Former Furman offensive tackle Dakota Dozier was elected to Furman’s Athletic Hall of
Fame Class of 2023, it was announced in May. A two-time All-American and three-time All-
SoCon selection, Dozier was a four-year starter for the Paladin football team from 2010-13.
The West Columbia, S.C, product (Brookland-Cayce H.S.) paved the way for Furman’s 2013
SoCon title and second round NCAA playoff appearance before being selected in the fourth
round of the 2014 NFL Draft by the New York Jets. His NFL career spanned nine seasons
and included stops with the Jets, Minnesota Vikings, and Chicago Bears.

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Introduced as Furman’s new head football coach

on December 19, 2016, Clay Hendrix in six seasons
has returned Paladin football to its widely known and
respected level of national prominence.

The latest evidence of Hendrix’s successful work
came in 2022 when Furman, a preseason No. 4 pick
in the Southern Conference, went 10-3 overall, won
seven straight games, and defeated four ranked foes
during the regular season on the way to capturing an
FCS at-large playoff berth. In postseason play the
Paladins claimed a decisive 31-6 playoff victory over
Elon and finished the season ranked a consensus
No. 10 in both AFCA and Stats Perform polls.

The FCS playoff appearance a year ago marked
the third for the Paladins under Hendrix, who is 41-26
overall (.612) and 32-15 (.681) in SoCon play as a
head coach.

Hendrix's most recent success extended his
winning legacy, evidenced in the fact that in now 41
years of collegiate football, spanning his years as
a player, assistant coach, and head coach, he has
been part of 34 winning teams that have combined to
go 323-177-3 (.646).

Hendrix returned to his alma mater in Dec. of
2016, following a decade as an assistant coach at
the United States Air Force Academy. In his first
season at the helm, he engineered Furman to an 8-5
campaign and FCS playoff appearance, improving on
a three-win 2016 season and defying a preseason
No. 7 SoCon tab by playing for a share of the league
title in the regular season finale en route to finishing
as a consensus No. 20 in two major FCS polls — a
body of work that netted him SoCon Coach of the
Year honors.

In 2018 Furman took another step under Hen-
drix’s guidance, overcoming an 0-3 start and having
its home opener against Colgate canceled due to
Hurricane Florence, by winning six of its final seven
games, including a 34-14 triumph over FCS No. 4
Wofford. The Paladins’ 35-30 road victory over Mer-
cer in the regular season finale secured a 6-4 record
and share of the program’s 14th SoCon champion-
ship — the most by any school in league history.

In 2019 the Paladins delivered again, posting an 8-5
record and earning an at-large bid to the FCS play-
offs and AFCA No. 19 final national ranking.

After navigating through the pandemic season of
2020, Hendrix's 2021 squad won its final two games
to finish 6-5 and set the stage for last year’s 10-3
campaign, which represented the winningest slate
since 2005. Furman paced the FCS in turnovers
gained (29) and blocked kicks (10) in 2022, and pro-
duced the first three-time All-American in program
history in tight end Ryan Miller, now with the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers.

That Hendrix has been able to orchestrate an
impressive rebound of Paladin football was just what
Furman football supporters envisioned when he
was named the 23rd head coach in program history,
which dates from 1889.

While at Air Force, where he coached the offen-
sive line and served as offensive coordinator for five
seasons, as well as associate head coach over the
final seven campaigns, Hendrix played a pivotal role
in the Falcons producing some of the top rushing at-
tacks in the Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS). That
productivity translated into a 77-53 record (.592),
nine bowl game appearances, and four Commander-
in-Chief Trophies, which is awarded annually based
on head-to-head results among the three service
academies.

Air Force led the Mountain West Conference
(MWC) in rushing and ranked in the top 10 nation-
ally eight times in the last 10 years due, in part, to
the quality work of Hendrix-directed offensive lines.
All told 19 Falcon offensive linemen garnered all-con-
ference recognition and 21 players under Hendrix’s
guidance landed Academic All-MWC honors during
his tenure in Colorado Springs.

In 2016 Air Force posted a 10-3 record and 5-3
mark in the MWC, won its fourth Commander-in-

Chief Trophy of the decade, and defeated South Ala-
bama in the Arizona Bowl following a 27-20 win over
19th-ranked Boise State on Nov. 25. The Falcons
ranked third nationally in rushing offense (322.8 ypg),
seventh in FBS in third down conversion percentage
(51.4), and averaged over 451.4 yards per game in
total offense along with 34.3 points per game.

The victory over Boise State represented the final
win in an impressive list of Air Force triumphs with
Hendrix on staff. In 2014 the Falcons defeated 21st-
ranked Colorado State (27-24) during the regular
season and knocked off Western Michigan (38-24) in
the Idaho Potato Bowl to complete a 10-3 campaign.
In 2010 Air Force downed Georgia Tech (14-7) in the
Independence Bowl, a year after beating 25th-ranked
Houston (45-20) in the Armed Forces Bowl. In his
first season there, the Falcons handed Notre Dame
its biggest setback (41-24) to a service academy
since 1963.

Hendrix paved his way to Air Force with an ex-
emplary 19-year record of accomplishment as an
assistant coach at Furman, where he served as of-
fensive line coach each year, recruiting coordinator
for three seasons, and assistant head coach over his
final five campaigns. From 1988-2006 he helped the
Paladins post a 155-77-1 record (.667), including a
100-45 Southern Conference mark (.690) that led to
six league championships, 11 NCAA FCS (formerly
[-AA) playoff appearances, a national runner-up fin-
ish in 2001, and the 1988 national championship —
the first by a SoCon member school and a private
university in FCS history.

Over his final eight seasons on the Paladin staff
(1999-06), Furman registered a 73-28 record (.723)
and 47-14 worksheet (.770) against SoCon competi-
tion en route to three league championships, seven
FCS playoff berths, 2001 national runner-up cam-
paign, and seven top 10 final national rankings.
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Hendrix-directed offensive lines and powerful
rushing attacks were central in one of the greatest
eras in Furman history. In 1999 Furman knocked off
North Carolina (28-3) on the strength of a 177-yard
rushing performance by tailback Louis Ivory, and
in 2000 averaged a school record 307.1 yards per
game rushing to spearhead Ivory’s run to the Walter
Payton Award, the FCS equivalent to the Heisman
Trophy. The next year a Paladin line featuring three
All-Americans keyed a 12-3 campaign, highlighted
by a 24-17 playoff semifinal road win over Georgia
Southern that halted the Eagles’ NCAA record 39-
game home winning streak.

In 2005 a potent Paladin ground game was cen-
tral to Furman scoring 64 touchdowns and averaging
470.0 yards per game — both school standards.

In recognition terms, 25 Hendrix-coached players
earned first team all-conference honors and 13 gar-
nered All-America laurels during his Paladin assistant
coaching tenure. In addition, five products — center
Steve Duggan (1990), guard Ben Hall (1999), tackle
Josh Moore (2000), tackle Donnie Littlejohn (2001),
and tackle Ben Bainbridge (2004) — captured the
SoCon’s Jacobs Blocking Award. A sixth recipient,
tackle Joel Bell, who was recruited and developed
by Hendrix, garnered the award in 2008 and was
inducted into the university’s athletic hall of fame in
2022. Tackle Matthew Schmidt became the seventh
Hendrix player to land the prestigious Jacobs Block-
ing Award in 2017.

Three of Furman’s SoCon leading 15 Academic
All-Americans — guards Eric Walter (1990 & ‘91) and
Adi Filipovic (2006) — are Hendrix products.

A native of Commerce, Ga., where he was a
three-sport standout in football, wrestling, and golf as
a prep, he starred as an offensive guard on the grid-
iron, helping Commerce High School to a 13-1 record
and 1981 Class 2A state championship.

He came to Furman in 1982 on a football scholar-
ship under head coach Dick Sheridan and over the
next four years, including three seasons as a starter
under the tutelage of offensive line coach Robbie
Caldwell, played a role in the Paladins posting a 39-
10-1 record, winning SoCon championships in 1982,
‘83, and ‘85, and finishing as national runner-up his
senior year — a season that saw him earn all-state
recognition. Furman also recorded impressive wins
over South Carolina (1982), Georgia Tech (1983),
and North Carolina State (1984 & ‘85) during his play-
ing tenure.

Following graduation in 1986, he joined Sheri-
dan’s staff at N.C. State for the 1986 and ‘87 seasons
— the first of which featured a Peach Bowl appear-
ance. The Wolfpack beat ACC regular season cham-
pion Clemson in 1986 and the seventh-ranked Tigers
again the following year.

He returned to Furman in 1988 as offensive line
coach under head coach Jimmy Satterfield, and his
influence quickly led to success as Furman registered
a 13-2 record and claimed the NCAA FCS champion-
ship with a 17-12 triumph over Georgia Southern —
the first national title by a SoCon school and first by a
private institution in division history.

He and his wife, LeeAnn Hedgpeth ‘90 of Taylors,
S.C., have two sons, Cal and Mac.
