Head coach John T. Reilly entered the 
2015-16 season 32nd among active NCAA 
Division II coaches in career victories (416) 
and 53rd in career winning percentage 
(.625). He became the 30th active NCAA 
Division II coach to record 400 career wins 
December 17, 2014 against West Chester. 
Reilly recorded his 180th victory at Gannon 
February 21 at California (Pa.), becoming the 
program’s all-time winningest coach.

Postseason Regulars
Gannon participated in its fifth PSAC 
Tournament during seven years in the league 
last year. The Knights have qualified for the 
postseason 26 times during the last 32 years. 

Pounding The Glass
Gannon has been a rebounding machine 
during its 11 seasons under head coach 
John Reilly. The Golden Knights led the 
country in rebounding margin (11.3) during 
his first season in 2005-06. Gannon led the 
GLIAC (8.3) and ranked fourth nationally in 
2007-08. The Knights then led the PSAC (9.4) 
and ranked fourth in Division II in 2008-09. 
Opponents have out-rebounded Gannon only 
50 times in the last 266 games. The Golden 
Knights have out-rebounded 20 of their last 
22 opponents and 169 of their last 221.

Magic Numbers
Gannon has won 79 of its last 83 games 
when scoring 80 points or more dating back 
to the 2003-04 season. The Knights are 101-6 
when reaching the 80-point plateau during 
the last 14 seasons. Defensively, the Knights 
are 214-70 during the last 14 seasons when 
holding opponents under 70 points.
