Mullen Transition Still a Success Amid Bumps
•	 Even with back-to-back losses, Dan Mullen is still 

leading an impressive turnaround season, and one of 
the most impressive campaigns among head coaches 
in their first year with an FBS program.

•	 Florida and No. 13 Syracuse are the only teams in the 
current College Football Playoff rankings that finished 
.500 or worse last season.

•	 Mullen, Josh Heupel (No. 12 UCF), and Joe Moorhead (No. 
16 Mississippi State) are the only first-year coaches with 
teams in the College Football Playoff rankings.

•	 Of the 21 first-year FBS head coaches, Mullen is the 
only one to defeat at top-10 CFP team, and he is the 
only one to beat multiple teams in the latest CFP rank-
ings. Texas A&M’s Jimbo Fisher, and Arizona State’s 
Herm Edwards are the only others with a win over a 
top-20 team CFP rankings.

•	 Mullen, Heupel (8-0), Moorhead (6-3), Georgia South-
ern’s Chad Lunsford (7-2), Oregon’s Mario Cristobal 
(6-3), and are the only first-year head coaches with 
six-plus wins this year. Twelve are below .500.

•	 At Mississippi State, Mullen inherited the 114th-ranked 
total offense (276.0 yards per game) and 106th-ranked 
rushing offense (101.7) in Starkville, but Mississippi 
State finished the 2009 season ranked 69th in total 
offense (367.7) and 9th in rushing offense (224.58).

•	 Mullen’s made an impact at Florida, improving facets 
of a long-slumping offense (FBS rank in parentheses):

Mullen After Losses
•	 In his final four seasons at Mississippi State, Dan 

Mullen went 10-5 in games following a loss, including 
a 4-0 mark in 2015.

•	 Mullen is 1-1 with the Gators after losses.

•	 Florida routed Colorado State, 48-10, in The Swamp 
after its first loss of the 2018 season, but it fell to 
Missouri, 38-17, after a loss to Georgia on Oct. 27.

ROTATION, ROTATION, ROTATION
•	 One of Mullen’s points of emphasis has been rotation at various positions throughout the game, with the 

logic (and in Florida’s case, the result) being a fresher team in the fourth quarter.

•	 Florida is averaging 6.33 yards per carry (544 on 86 carries) in fourth quarter, which ranks ninth in the FBS 
and leads the SEC; the Gators were 58th in the same statistic a year ago, averaging 4.25 yards per carry.

•	 The Gators also rank second nationally in fourth quarter opponent passing efficiency (68.29), and they are 
third nationally in opponent completion percentage in the fourth quarter (38.5 percent).

•	 More evidence: opponents have converted 19 of 49 (38.8 percent) third and fourth downs in the fourth quarter.

GATORS RISE TO CHALLENGE VERSUS RANKED TEAMS
•	 UF’s win over No. 5 LSU was its first win over a top-five foe since Oct. 3, 2015, when it beat Ole Miss, 38-10.

•	 Prior to defeating No. 5 LSU, Florida had lost nine of its last 11 games against top-five teams, a stretch that 
dated back to the start of the 2010 season. Six of those nine losses were by 21-plus points.

•	 Prior to its win at then-No. 23 Mississippi State, the Gators were 3-13 in road games against ranked teams 
since the start of the 2010 season.

•	 With wins over No. 23 Mississippi State and No. 5 LSU, Florida beat consecutive ranked teams for the first time 
since 2012, when it beat No. 23 Tennessee (Sept. 15), No. 4 LSU (Oct. 6), and No. 9 South Carolina (Oct. 20).

•	 It was also the first time since 2008 Florida defeated ranked opponents in back-to-back games, when it won 
at No. 23 Florida State (Nov. 29), beat No. 1 Alabama in the SEC Championship Game (Dec. 6), and topped No. 
2 Oklahoma in the BCS National Championship Game (Jan. 8, 2009).

•	 Dan Mullen and Galen Hall are only head coaches in school history to win their first two games against 
ranked opponents. Hall beat his first six ranked foes, with three coming amid his interim season (1984).

MORE NOTABLE MULLEN IMPROVEMENTS
•	 Florida has five 200-yard rushing games this year, accomplishing that feat for the first time since 2014, when 

it also had five 200-yard rushing games. From 2015-17, UF only eclipsed 200 yards rushing in eight games.

»» Florida’s 215 rushing yards against LSU was the third-highest total allowed by the Tigers in the last	
		  three seasons, with the higher totals being Mullen’s 2017 Mississippi State squad (285 yards) and	
		  Alabama’s 2016 team (216).

•	 Florida’s rushing average is well ahead of where it was from 2015-17, as it tied for 36th nationally (4.95 per 
carry). The Gators’ last three years were: 4.30 (t-67th), 3.69 (106th), 3.48 (t-119th).

•	 Florida has 30 scrimmage touchdowns this season, five more than its 11-game total from 2017, and one more 
than its 13-game total in 2016. 

•	 The Gators’ tempo has increased in Mullen’s offense as well, and the evidence is in their touchdown drives. 
Florida has 20 touchdown drives under three minutes this season, its highest total since posting 22 in 2015. 
Last year the Gators had 12 sub-three-minute touchdown drives, and they had 15 in 2016.

•	 Florida has its first pair of pass catchers with at least four touchdowns apiece--Van Jefferson, Freddie 
Swain--since 2015, when Antonio Callaway (4), Jake McGee (4) did it.

•	 Florida’s already surpassed its combined totals from 2016 and 2017 totals for touchdowns of 30-plus yards.

GATORS BEND, DON’T BREAK IN RED ZONE
•	 Mullen emphasizes holding opponents to field goals if they enter the red zone, and the Gators are one of the 

best teams in the country in that regard.

•	 Florida is tied for 11th in the FBS with an opponent red zone touchdown percentage of 47.6 percent, as its 
opponents have 10 touchdowns (tied for the sixth fewest nationally) in 21 red zone trips.

•	 Last season, the Gators ranked 69th in opponent red zone touchdown percentage (60 percent / 21-of-35).

SPECIAL TEAMS ARE SPECIAL AGAIN FOR GATORS
•	 Florida is in an 13-way tie for ninth among FBS teams with three blocked kicks and punts this year. The three 

blocks are already UF’s highest season total since 2012 (six). The Gators had four blocks from 2013-17.

•	 Special teams coordinator Greg Knox has made an immediate impact with the Gators. Knox’s Mississippi 
State teams blocked 15 kicks or punts from 2014-17, which tied for the SEC lead and ranked 3rd nationally.

•	 Since the start of 2014 (and including UF this year) here’s where Knox’s groups rank among all FBS teams:

•	 Since Florida’s recovered blocked punt in the end zone counts as a punt return touchdown, the Gators are 
one of 13 FBS teams (and one of three SEC teams--Georgia; Tennessee) with multiple punt return TDs.

•	 This is the first time since 2015 and only the second time since the start of the 2012 season the Gators have 
multiple punt return touchdowns in a season. Florida has never had more than two in a season.

•	 Freddie Swain ranks 12th nationally in punt return average (11.9, 16 returns), putting the Gators 27th 
nationally and fourth in the SEC in punt return average (12.9). The past three seasons, Florida averaged 9.8 
yards per return. From 2011-14, UF’s average was 10.7 yards per return. Since the start of the 2009 season, 
UF’s only averaged at least 10.5 yards per return three times (2015 - 13.9;  2012 - 13.8;  2014 - 12.0).

•	 UF is tied for fifth in the FBS with five punt returns of 20-plus yards. Only Boston College, Georgia, Wake For-
est (seven each), and Utah (six) have more. UF and Auburn are the only other SEC teams with at least five.

•	 Last season, Florida was one of 26 FBS teams that failed to post a punt return of 20-plus yards. The Gators 
have already matched their total from 2016, when they ranked ninth nationally with five such punt returns.

•	 Florida leads the SEC in net kickoff average (42.2 yards), which showcases its kickoff coverage ability.

DEFENSE BETTER STATISTICALLY AFTER ROCKY 2017
•	 Florida’s defense--in spite of a depleted secondary and being without 2017 Coaches SEC All-Freshman Team 

cornerback Marco Wilson since the loss to Kentucky--has made improvements under Todd Grantham:

McPHERSON FILLS EDDY PINEIRO’S (KICKING) SHOES
•	 Freshman kicker Evan McPherson is one of the 20 Lou Groza Award semifinalists, and he has shown no 

signs of nerves in replacing Eddy Pineiro, the 2017 FBS leader in field goal percentage (94.4% / 17-of-18). 

•	 McPherson is 13 for 14 (92.3%), ranking second nationally in field goal percentage.

•	 McPherson is one of 13 FBS kickers this year to attempt at least three field goals from 40-plus yards and 
convert all of those attempts.

•	 McPherson’s 13 made field goals rank tied for 19th nationally, and his only miss came on a controversial 
attempt against Kentucky in which the ball appeared to go over the top of the upright.

@RETIREMOMS, ZUNIGA LEADING GATORS’ PASS RUSH
•	  The Gators have five-plus sacks in three games this year, including a six-sack outing at Mississippi State, and 

a total of 11 tackles for loss against LSU.

•	 Jachai Polite and Jabari Zuniga have combined for 18.5 tackles for loss and 11.5 sacks this season; they 
combined for 13.5 tackles for loss and six sacks in 11 games last season.

•	 Polite (7.0) and Zuniga (4.5) rank fourth and 11th, respectively, among SEC players in total sacks. Polite on his 
own ranks tied for 17th among all FBS players in total sacks.

•	 Polite (aka - @RetireMoms) is in a tie for third in the FBS with four forced fumbles. Polite entered 2018 with 
two career forced fumbles--his six career forced fumbles are tied for eighth in UF history.

•	 Polite and Marcus Maye (5 - 2015) are the only Gators since the start of the 2011 season with four in a season.

•	 Polite posted a sack in five consecutive games from prior to the bye week. Since 1996, Polite and Derrick 
Harvey (six games - Sept. 23-Nov. 4, 2006) are the only Gators to have a streak of five games.  Polite and 
Harvey are also the only two Gators since the start of 1990 with two sacks in consecutive games (Harvey 
-  3.0 in 2007 BCS National Championship; 2.0 in 2007 opener).

•	 Zuniga and Alex McCalister (2012-15) are the only Gators since the start of the 2010 season to post two-plus 
sacks in three career games.

Harris account for the 2nd-most total touchdowns 
(41) among FBS players and 3,213 total yards.

•	 In 2004 at Utah, Mullen helped Alex Smith account 
for the 2nd-most total touchdowns (42) among FBS 
players, and amass 3,604 total yards.

•	 Smith finished fourth in the 2004 Heisman Trophy 
voting and was the No. 1 pick in 2005 NFL Draft.

•	 In 2007, Mullen helped Tim Tebow account for the 
2nd-most total touchdowns (55--an SEC record) 
among FBS players, and amass 4,181 total yards.

•	 Tebow also became the first quarterback in FBS 
history to pass for 20+ touchdowns and rush for 
20+ touchdowns in a season.

•	 Tebow won the Heisman Trophy in 2007, becoming 
the first underclassman to win the award.

June 9, 1992. Once The Gainesville Sun hit newstands that Tuesday, Ben Hill Griffin Stadium’s fitting nickname came to life.

Steve Spurrier, entering season three as Gators head coach, called writer Mike Bianchi the day prior and pitched him the 
storyline. It was seven months after the Gators ended the 1991 regular season with consecutive wins over Kentucky (which 
clinched an undefeated SEC record and the first league title in school history) and a thrilling 14-9 defeat of No. 3 Florida 
State, snapping a four-game losing streak to the Seminoles. It also gave UF a perfect 12-0 home record under Spurrier.

“The ‘Swamp’ is where Gators live,” Spurrier told Bianchi. “We feel comfortable there, but we hope our opponents feel 
tenative. A swamp is hot and sticky and can be dangerous.”

Initially, the UF athletic department didn’t embrace the nickname. No posters, bumper stickers or marketing campaigns 
were put together right away. But Spurrier continued to use it. Then he and then-UF communications director Norm Carlson 
did some research. Turns out, in 1930, UF President John J. Tigert selected the location for the school’s football stadium and 
described the area as a “swampy depression.” The school hired engineers to drain the area and install pipes that funneled 
water down the hill along North-South Drive and dumped it into what is now known as Graham Pond.

Needless to say, the nickname caught on, and Spurrier delivered the perfect quote for the athletic department to utilize once 
it eventually did embrace the moniker: “The ‘Swamp’ is a place where only Gators get out alive.”

WHAT HAPPENED: Sophomore Feleipe Franks ushered in the Dan Mullen era by 
firing a career-high five touchdown passes, all in the first half, and the Florida Gators 
found next to no resistance in destroying FCS opponent Charleston Southern in 
the 2018 season opener for both teams Saturday night at Spurrier/Florida Field. 
Franks, who won a QB battle with fellow third-year sophomore Kyle Trask and true 
freshman Emory Jones in the preseason, tossed touchdowns of 34, 6, 6, 3 and 3 
yards, including a combined three to transfer wide receivers Trevon Grimes and 
Van Jefferson, while true freshman Evan McPherson hit his first career field goal to 
open a 38-0 halftime lead. The UF defense, meanwhile, did not allow CSU to get 
a first down until Buccaneers tailback Ronnie Harris took off on 70-yard run on the 
team’s seventh possession to the UF 8 with 36 seconds to go in the half. The Florida 
defense, though, forced CSU to settle for a field-goal attempt, but redshirt freshman 
Zack Carter blocked Tyler Tekac’s 22-yard field goal attempt as time expired. The 
Buccaneers, trailing 51-0, eventually avoided the shutout when Terrell Wilson scored 
on a 22-yard run early in the fourth quarter, but Jeremiah Moon blocked the extra 
point and redshirt freshman Austin Perry picked up the ball and went the distance for 
a two-point conversion. Franks, making his ninth career start, finished 16 of 24 for 
219 yards, the five scores and did not have a turnover. The Gators cranked out 444 
yards of total offense, including 193 on the ground by way of 11 different ball carriers, 
and did not turn the ball over. The UF defense limited the Buccaneers and their triple 
option to 225 total yards, only three through the air, and forced three turnovers.

WHAT IT MEANS: After years (and coaches) of offenses that gave fans in the 
“Swamp” very little to get excited about, Mullen put on a show the likes of which he 
demonstrated during his time at Mississippi State, and let it be known he plans to 
be aggressive and had no problem turning Franks loose. Now, for some context: 
Charleston Southern is not a very good team and was grossly overmatched in size, 
speed and athleticism. The game must have looked a lot like the two times the 
Buccaneers faced Power Five conference foes last year, in losing to Mississippi State 
and Indiana, by a combined 76-0. The case can be made, though, the Gators did 
what they were supposed to do against an inferior foe. Good start and certainly ap-
preciated by the fans. Meanwhile, UF extended its active NCAA-best winning streak 
for home openers to 29 in a row. The next-longest runs belong to Oklahoma State 
and Wisconsin at 22 straight. UF’s last lost at home on opening day was a 24-19 
defeat to Ole Miss on Sept. 9, 1989.

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: Franks, obviously, but his crew of wide receivers probably 
had some folks buzzing, most notably transfers Van Jefferson, by way of Ole Miss, 
and sophomore Trevon Grimes, who came from Ohio State. Grimes scored the first 
touchdown under Mullen when he took a sideline quick-hitter from Franks, picked 
up an excellent block from tight end R.J. Raymond that took out two defenders, and 
zipped up the sidelines for a 34-yard score. Jefferson, a junior and former standout 
for the Rebels, grabbed four passes for 34 yards and touchdowns of 6 and 3 yards. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: Franks threw five touchdowns in the first half. The Ga-
tors, as a team, threw a combined 10 last season. Let that one sink in.

WHAT HAPPENED: Kentucky quarterback Terry Wilson passed for two touchdowns 
and ran for another and the Wildcats trampled the Florida defense for 451 total yards 
and 303 rushing in putting an end to the longest active series winning streak in col-
lege football before a stunned and bummed crowd Saturday night at Spurrier/Florida 
Field. Wilson had a 29-yard touchdown pass on the first possession of the game, a 
24-yard scoring run on the opening drive of the second half, and a 54-yard dagger 
on third-and-16 in the third quarter that opened an 11-point lead. UK tailback Benny 
Snell finished with 175 yards on the ground. The Gators, meanwhile, had virtually no 
running game to speak of (29 carries, 128 yards) and relied almost exclusively on 
sophomore quarterback Feleipe Franks. A week after throwing five touchdowns in the 
first half in a season-opening win over Charleston Southern, Franks found the goings 
much tougher against an SEC foe; even one the Gators had defeated annually since 
1987. Franks finished 17 of 38 for a career-high 232 yards, two touchdowns and two 
turnovers. He also was the team’s leading rusher (11 carries, 44 yards). His second 
touchdown toss came with 3:43 to play and drew the Gators within a possession (the 
two-point conversion attempt was no good). UF got the ball back at its own 6 with 
29 seconds remaining, but Franks was hit by defensive end Josh Allen and fumbled, 
as UK safety Davonte Robinson returned the play for 30 yards for a score as time 
expired.

WHAT IT MEANS: For the Gators, their first loss to the Wildcats since 1986 puts 
them in an early hole in the SEC East Division, but more than that it halts what not 
only was the longest active winning streak in Division I, but the fourth-longest in col-
lege football history -- and basically a way of life for more than a generation of Florida 
fans. No more Kentucky jokes, folks. Get ready to hear about this one from Lexington 
and beyond.

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: Wilson, who was banged up and benched in last week’s 35-20 
home win over Central Michigan after a couple interceptions, was undeterred by two 
turnovers (one fumble, one pick, both in the first half, both deep in UF territory), as he 
passed for 151 yards and rush for another 105. He gave the Gators fits all night with 
his legs (like a 19-yard scramble from his end zone on third-and-7 early in the third 
quarter) and hit the big passes when he needed to. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: Take your pick. The end of a 31-game streak first comes 
to mind, but Kentucky’s 7.4 yards per rush and converting eight of its first nine third-
down opportunities (including the 54-yard score) made it all possible.

WHAT HAPPENED: The Gators bounced back Saturday from last week’s disappoint-
ing loss to Kentucky. That the game turned into a rout was a bonus. They did so with 
contributions from all three phases, with none bigger than those of the UF special 
teams, most notably an 85-yard punt return for a touchdown by Freddie Swain that 
put the game away in the fourth quarter.

The UF offense accounted for four touchdowns, the defense forced three turnovers, 
and special teams also thwarted a pair of punt attempts, one blocked and recovered 
for a touchdown. Quarterback Feleipe Franks threw incomplete on his first six pass-
es, but had an 18-yard touchdown pass to Swain in the second quarter and 38-yard 
score to Van Jefferson in the fourth. Tailback Jordan Scarlett had a 30-yard touch-
down run that marked UF’s first rushing TD by a back this season, but true freshman 
Dameon Pierce one-upped his upperclassmen with a 68-yard touchdown run with just 
over six minutes to go.

Early in the first half, it was Josh Hammond who got to CSU punter Ryan Stone-
house and forced a fumble that led to the first of Evan McPherson’s two field goals, 
and Amari Burney who blocked a Stonehouse punt in the second quarter that Tyrie 
Cleveland fell on in the end zone for a 27-0 second-quarter lead. The Rams scored 
10 unanswered points, getting a 53-yard field goal by Wyatt Bryan and 48-yard touch-
down pass from K.J. Carta-Samuels to tight end Trey McBride, but Swain ripped off 
his big return -- tying for the fourth-longest in school history -- barely a minute into the 
final period to make the score 34-10.
 
WHAT IT MEANS: The Gators just needed a victory, period. Yes, it was Colorado 
State and a Mountain West opponent, but the Rams came in with a very good offense 
and put it up against a UF defense that was trampled in last week’s loss against Ken-
tucky and came out of that game mentally wounded with its head coach questioning 
the team’s overall toughness. The Gators should feel good about this one for the next 
day or so, then refocus on everything as they prepare to get back into Southeastern 
Conference play.

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: After three seasons of being virtually ignored under the previ-
ous coaching staff, Mullen vowed that special teams would not only matter again at 
Florida, but be treated with an emphasis no different than the offense and defense. 
The UF coach has kept his word, what with some of his best players woven into the 
kicking game. In addition to the touchdown return and two huge plays against the 
CSU punt unit, Swain also had a 22-yard punt return into Rams’ territory that set up 
one of UF’s offensive touchdowns in the second quarter. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: The Gators were gashed for 303 rushing yards by Ken-
tucky last week. The Rams, not a running team, finished with 70 yards on the ground, 
with 28 of those coming on a single run late in the fourth period. This is not suggest 
anything about the UF defense is fixed, but CSU could barely put a dent -- even with 
41 attempts -- in a defense that was overpowered in that phase seven days earlier.

WHAT HAPPENED: UF forced six turnovers, and quarterback Feleipe Franks and 
friends took advantage of those home-team miscues to the tune of 24 points on the 
way to a lopsided Southeastern Conference win Saturday night in front of more than 
100,000 at Neyland Stadium. Franks completed nine of 18 throws for 172 yards, 
including a 65-yard scoring strike to wideout Freddie “Big Gain” Swain, as the Gators 
handed the Vols their worst loss in the series since a 59-20 wipeout in 2007. Florida 
turned a pair of interceptions into scoring drives of 22 and seven yards in the first 
quarter, went on to lead 26-3 at halftime, then recovered a fumble to start the second 
half and scored on the first play of the third quarter on a 19-yard run by tailback 
Jordan Scarlett to officially make it a runaway. The Gators only outgained the Vols in 
total yards, 387-364, but it hardly mattered, given the inability by Tennessee to finish 
drives due to turnovers and UF’s offense benefiting from short fields. Of Florida’s six 
touchdown drives, five went four plays or less and three were one-play drives, the 
last coming on 47-yard, fourth-quarter scoring run by true freshman tailback Dameon 
Pierce, who had a 68-yard score in last week’s win over Colorado State. The 47 
points were the most ever scored by UF in Knoxville.
 
WHAT IT MEANS: Florida continued its mastery of the series by winning for the 13th 
time in the last 14 meetings, dating to 2005. Just where the Gators will eventually sit 
in the SEC East Division remains to be seen. They won’t be in last place any time 
soon, though, because they now have a game-plus advantage on Tennessee, which 
has lost its 10th straight league game, dating to the last game of the 2016 season. 
Florida won for the second consecutive week, looked pretty good doing so, and will 
leave Knoxville with a jolt of confidence, thanks to such a lopsided outcome.

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: Junior linebacker David Reese, UF’s leading tackler a season 
ago, made his season debut after missing the first three games with an ankle injury. 
Reese wasted no time announcing his return. He was in the backfield on a blitz when 
Jachai Polite sacked UT quarterback Jarrett Guarantano, with the ball popping in the 
air for a fumble recovery, which the Gators converted into the first touchdown of the 
game. Florida led 14-0 early in the second quarter when Tennessee faced a third-
and-1 at the UF 14. A touchdown would have cut the Gators’ margin in half. Reese, 
though, joined forces with defensive tackle Adam Shuler to bulldoze the UT front 
and blow up tailback Ty Chandler for a one-yard loss that forced the Vols to settle 
for a field goal. Reese finished with a team-high 11 tackles, with 0.5 for loss and the 
fumble recovery. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: Obviously, the half-dozen turnovers, but the four in the 
first half were huge for the Gators (and brutal for the Vols), as they set the game’s 
tone, especially when the visitors capitalized on them for 17 points through the first 
30 minutes. Florida turned the first two takeaways into touchdowns to jump ahead 
14-0 with nearly five minutes remaining in the first period. The third and fourth took 
the air out of the stadium (and the UT sidelines) by thwarted promising Tennessee 
drives, especially when cornerback C.J. Henderson chased down tight end A.J. Pope 
and forced a fumble at the goal line that rolled out of the end zone for a touchback at 
the end of a 51-yard completion. Surely, the UT coaches told their team at halftime 
the Vols would be in the game were it not for the turnovers, right? Tennessee fumbled 
the second-half kickoff, the Gators recovered and scored on the first play from 
scrimmage. So, technically, it was five turnovers in the first 30:08. Florida had 17 
takeaways all last season. The Gators have 14 through four games in 2018.

WHAT HAPPENED: UF all-purpose player Kadarius Toney threw a 20-yard touch-
down pass late in the third quarter to tight end Moral Stephens that gave his team its 
first lead of the game, and Evan McPherson added a late field goal, as the Gators 
held on for a huge road victory that doubled as a homecoming gift for Coach Dan 
Mullen, who for nine years as Bulldogs coach ruled Davis Wade Stadium -- and still 
does.
The game was in doubt until the final Mississippi State possession. The 23rd-ranked 
Bulldogs took over at their own 12 and with the help of a couple UF defensive pen-
alties, coupled with a 17-yard Nick Fitzgerald completion, moved to the UF 48 in a 
threat to tie the game. But after three straight incompletions, sophomore safety Don-
ovan Stiner rocketed untouched up the middle on a fourth-down blitz and dismantled 
Fitzgerald for the Gators’ sixth sack of the game with 1:04 to play.

Quarterback Feleipe Franks completed 21 of 31 passes for 213 yards and was 
intercepted once, but he and the Florida offense were more efficient than Mississippi 
State and Fitzgerald, especially in the second half, when the Bulldogs managed just 
43 yards. The first half produced three field goals, two from Mississippi State’s Jace 
Christmann and one by McPherson, the true freshman, as the Bulldogs took a 6-3 
lead to the locker room. After that, the UF defense totally frustrated Fitzgerald while 
the Gators’ offense, with a trick play in its pocket, scored 10 second-half points that 
turned out to be enough. 

WHAT IT MEANS: A lot of folks pegged this one as an “L” heading into the season, 
just like the Kentucky game was chalked up as a “W.” Well, consider them a wash, 
consider Kentucky a far better team than anyone thought, and also consider how the 
Gators have now won three straight and made significant strides along the way. This 
was a big test for this team, with a much bigger one coming next week (read on), 
but the team’s buy-in is showing up on the field. A tip of the hat goes to defensive 
coordinator Todd Grantham and his staff, who had a masterful game plan and even 
better second-half adjustments.

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: Toney, the sophomore from Mobile, Ala., sure looks like a 
kid who can be a special player. Every time he gets the ball (running, throwing or 
catching), something exciting happens. He touched it just four times and accounted 
for 49 yards -- an average of 12.2 per touch -- against the Bulldogs. He had runs of 
4, 16 and 9 yards out of the “wildcat” formation, then capped a six-play, 78-yard drive 
with a perfectly thrown pass to Stephens for the go-ahead score. Credit, also, tailback 
Lamical Perine (10 carries, 55 yards), who had some key, hard-earned yards in the 
second half on both of UF’s scoring drives. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: Mississippi State had 159 yards on 31 plays in the first 
half and just 43 on 27 plays in the second. That’s less than 1.6 yards per offensive 
snap. A chunk of yards were lost to sacks, as the Gators rung up five of their six after 
the break, including three in the fourth quarter. UF had no takeaways a week after 
getting six at Tennessee. Didn’t need any, either.

WHAT HAPPENED: Junior tailback Lamical Perine rushed for 85 yards and two 
scores, including the go-ahead touchdown with just under nine minutes to play, and 
sophomore safety Brad Stewart returned an interception 25 yards for a touchdown 
with 1:45 to play, as the Gators played off the return of their home-field “Swamp” 
magic with a huge, Dan Mullen-era-making defeat of fifth-ranked LSU before the 
wildest Spurrier/Florida Field home crowd in years.

The UF defense was spectacular, forcing three turnovers and sacking Tigers quarter-
back Joe Burrow five times. LSU took a 7-0 lead on the first possession of the game, 
but UF rallied to surge in front 14-10 at the break on a 1-yard scoring run by Perine 
a 3-yard TD pass from Feleipe Franks to tight end Moral Stephens late in the period. 
The Tigers scored 10 unanswered points, the last six coming on a four-play, 80-yard 
drive when tailback Nick Brossette carried three times for 79 yards and finished the 
march with a 1-yard run to push LSU in front 19-14 with just over 11 minutes to go, as 
the attempt at a two-point conversion failed.

The Gators, though, took the next possession, went 75 yards in nine plays -- with 
another jazzy trick play (read on) -- as Perine scored on a two-yard run with 8:48 left 
to push UF in front 20-19, followed by another failed two-point try. The Tigers had 
three more possessions. The first ended in a punt, the second in Stewart’s pick-six, 
and the third in safety Donovan Stiner’s interception on fourth-and-10 from the LSU 
41 with 21 seconds to go. 

WHAT IT MEANS: UF’s fourth straight win was the program’s biggest since going to 
LSU two years ago and staging a goal-line stand for the ages to clinch the SEC East 
Division title. With five victories, the Gators already have eclipsed the four they tallied 
all last season. Simply put, this is a different team under Mullen and now the fan base 
has been revitalized, evidenced by the old-look scene at the “Swamp.”

IIN THE SPOTLIGHT: Take a bow, Lucas Krull. The 6-foot-6, 255-pound tight end 
transferred to Florida over the summer from a Kansas junior college, where he was a 
pitcher. Well, he pitched it Saturday, all right, and came up with a huge play when the 
Gators needed one.

Down 19-14, UF drove to the LSU 17 for a first down. Krull came in motion, right to 
left, and took a handoff from Franks. Krull took a couple steps, wheeled back and 
pitched a left-handed pass to Franks in the right flat for a 15-yard completion to the 
LSU 2. Perine scored on the next play to give the Gators a 20-19 lead. Make that two 
straight weeks that Mullen went razzle-dazzle at pivotal, lead- and game-changing 
moments. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: The Florida defense had 11 tackles for loss, led by 3.5 
by junior linebacker Vosean Joseph, who had a pair of sacks and 14 total tackles. 
The LSU defense had two tackles for loss. Meanwhile, the Gators’ three takeaways 
(compared to one giveaway) took them to plus-11 on the season, and also limited the 
Tigers to just 4-for-17 on third down.

WHAT HAPPENED: Down by 18 points on the road, the 14th-ranked Gators rallied 
behind a career-high 284 passing yards by Feleipe Franks, big days from dueling 
tailbacks Lamical Perine and Jordan Scarlett, and a stout second-half defensive effort 
for a huge comeback win Saturday over the Commodores at Vanderbilt Stadium. UF, 
which turned the ball over a season-high three times, trailed 21-3 early in a second 
quarter that was marred by an ugly verbal back-and-forth between Florida coach Dan 
Mullen and Vandy coach Derek Mason while the Commodores were tending to an 
injured player near the UF sidelines.

The Gators chipped away at the Commodores’ lead behind 24 consecutive points, 
the biggest coming on a 48-yard touchdown run by Scarlett on the first play of the 
fourth quarter that gave Florida its first lead at 27-21. A Vandy field goal cut that six-
point margin in half, but the Gators put the game basically out of reach on a 9-play, 
75-yard drive capped by Franks’ 11-yard TD pass to Freddie Swain for a 34-24 lead 
with 8:07 to go.

Franks finished 19 of 29 with two touchdowns and an interception. Perine rushed for 
a career-high 121 yards and a touchdown to go with 93 yards receiving, with Scarlett 
adding 113 more with a 48-yard touchdown run, and the Gators rolled up a sea-
son-high 576 yards of total offense (with 292 on the ground) while holding the Com-
modores and QB Kyle Shurmur to just 138 yards and two field goals after halftime. 

WHAT IT MEANS: That’s five straight wins for the Gators (and a 3-0 mark on the 
road), who pending the outcome of the Georgia-LSU game at Baton Rouge later 
Saturday, could find themselves in a very enviable spot relative to the Southeastern 
Conference Eastern Division standings. Also, make that 27 wins against Vandy over 
the previous 28 meetings, dating to 1989, and 14 in a row at Nashville. 

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: Perine, the junior from Mobile, Ala., is carving himself a reputa-
tion as not just a reliable all-purpose back, but a really, really productive one.

In last week’s win over LSU, he had 85 yards and two touchdowns. He totaled 213 
yards of total offense against the Commodores and provided one of the biggest plays 
of the game when, with 20 seconds to play in the half, he turned a simple swing pass 
into a 63-yard gain down to the Vandy 8. The play led to a short Evan McPherson 
field goal on the final possession of the half that sent the Gators to the locker room 
down just one possession and with a bunch of momentum. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: The Gators had lost 26 consecutive games when trailing 
by at least 18 points, a streak that dated to Sept. 27, 2003 when Chris Leak and UF 
stormed from the exact same deficit, 21-3, to beat Kentucky 24-21 at Lexington for 
what became the biggest road comeback in school history. That memorable rally now 
has a partner.

WHAT HAPPENED: Sophomore quarterback Jake Fromm passed for 240 yards and 
three touchdowns without an interception and was the difference-maker in the latest 
renewal of the Florida-Georgia series Saturday at TIAA Bank Field in Jacksonville. 
Fromm fired scoring strikes of 16 and 12 yards to wideout Jeremiah Holloman and 24 
yards to Terry Godwin, the latter coming with 8:39 to play and pushing the Bulldogs 
ahead by double-digits after UF, which trailed 10-0 two Georgia possessions into the 
game, had taken a 14-13 lead three plays into the second half. A 33-yard touch-
down run by tailback D’Andre Swift with 4:29 remaining turned the scoreboard ugly. 
The Gators did not help themselves by turning the ball over three times, including a 
fumble by Jordan Scarlett on their opening possession that led to a UGA touchdown 
and that 10-0 deficit. UF quarterback Feleipe Franks was responsible for a pair of 
turnovers (a first-quarter interception and third-quarter fumble from his own 1-yard 
line to set up a Bulldogs field goal). He finished 13 of 21 for just 105 yards, with a 
touchdown both passing and rushing, but Florida was held to a season-low 275 yards 
of offense. Georgia cranked out 429 yards and converted 8 of 14 third-down opportu-
nities. Swift had a game-high 104 yards rushing.  

WHAT IT MEANS: UF’s second league loss basically eliminated the Gators from 
contention in the SEC East Division race, as the Bulldogs will hold the tiebreaker 
between the two. Florida, of course, is also down a tiebreaker to Kentucky, by virtue 
of the Wildcats’ win Sept. 8 in Gainesville. The Gators, however, are still very well po-
sitioned, assuming they do their part, for a terrific season and prominent bowl game. 
For the Bulldogs, it was a second straight win in the storied series and they can clinch 
the SEC East title next week by beating Kentucky. 

IIN THE SPOTLIGHT: Holloman finished with four catches for 48 yards and the 
two scores, both of which came against third-year sophomore defensive back C.J. 
McWilliams, who was forced into front-line action when the team’s best cover corner, 
CJ Henderson, left the game on the opening drive with a back injury. McWilliams 
also was called for a defensive pass interference penalty in the end zone while trying 
to defend Holloman, a play that came on third down and eventually led to a Georgia 
field goal. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: UF turned the ball over just six times through its first six 
games, rocketing to the top of the NCAA stats in turnover margin. Don’t look now, but 
the Gators have six turnovers in the last two games, with the two on their opening two 
possessions in this game setting a tough early tone against such a formidable foe.

WHAT HAPPENED: Quarterback Drew Lock passed for 250 yards and three 
touchdowns, part of a Tigers’ offensive onslaught that put up 473 total yards on a 
dumbfounded UF defense in a 38-17 homecoming loss Saturday at Spurrier/Florida 
Field. Mizzou, hunting its first Southeastern Conference victory of the season, jumped 
to a 21-3 lead in the second quarter and led by as many as 25 in the third before 
Coach Dan Mullen pulled starting quarterback Feleipe Franks and gave third-year 
sophomore backup Kyle Trask the first Power Five action of his career. After Franks 
completed just nine of 22 passes for 84 yards (with three-and-outs on six of his 10 
possessions), Trask marched the Gators 75 yards in 13 plays on his first possession 
and threw a 7-yard scoring pass to Josh Hammond for UF’s second touchdown of 
the game.

Lock, the senior 
projected to be a first-round NFL draft pick next spring, hit 24 of his 32 throws, with 
touchdowns of 22 yards to tight end Al Okwuegbunam, 41 to wide receiver Kam Scott 
and 4 to wideout Emanuel Hall. The Tigers also had touchdowns runs of 27 from Lar-
ry Rountree and 4 by Damar Crockett, as Missouri’s running game gashed the Gators 
for 221 yards on 42 carries. The Tigers also converted 11 of 18 third downs.

WHAT IT MEANS: A second straight loss for the Gators, but also a major step 
backward for both the team and venue. There was certainly no shame in losing to No. 
7 Georgia last weekend, but more was expected in this rebound week — Florida was 
home for only the second game in the last 49 days — against an opponent that came 
to town winless in four SEC games. 

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: Trask, making his first career appearance in an SEC game, 
entered the game with five minutes to go in the third quarter and the Gators down 
35-10. As expected, the crowd gave No. 11 a rousing reception as he took the field 
and loved every completion he threw as he drove UF to that first-drive touchdown. 
To be fair, the Missouri defense, with that 25-point lead, was playing soft and gave 
Trask some cushion on his receivers. He found them, though, and officially started a 
quarterback controversy ... at least in the eyes of the Florida fans. The coach will be 
another matter. 

STAGGERING STATISTIC: UF had six third-down situations needing nine or more 
yards to convert. The Gators went 0-for-6 on those downs and are now 1-for-31 when 
facing third-and-9 or longer for the season. That’s 3.2 percent. It speaks volumes 
to the offense’s inability to find explosive plays downfield in the passing game. The 
Tigers, conversely, made no such trouble finding them during the game. Five different 
Mizzou receivers had catches of at least 12 yards (and three backs had runs of at 
least 18). Florida managed just 323 yards of total offense and was 3-for-15 on third 
down. 

UP NEXT: Florida (6-3, 4-3) will play the second of three straight home games next 
Saturday against Coach Will Muschamp and South Carolina (5-3, 4-3). The Game-
cocks won earlier in the day 48-44 at Ole Miss, despite surrendering 616 total yards 
and 34 first downs in the process. They did it by rallying from 10 points down in the 
fourth quarter and holding the Rebels to just 16 yards in that final period.

•	 Zachary Carter’s block on a 22-yard field goal at the 
end of the first half was Florida’s first blocked field 
goal since Nov. 26, 2016--when Joey Ivie blocked a 
44-yard attempt against Florida State.

•	 Jeremiah Moon blocked CSU’s only PAT, and Austin 
Perry returned it 98 yards for a two-point conversion.

•	 Those two blocks gave Florida its first game with 
multiple blocked kicks (of any combination) since 
the 2013 Sugar Bowl against Louisville.

•	 Florida allowed just three passing yards in the 
season opener--still the third-lowest total allowed 
in a game this season. Last year, only eight teams 
surrendered less than five passing yards in a game.

•	 Feleipe Franks became the first Florida quarterabck 
since Chris Leak to throw five touchdowns passes in 
a game. Leak threw six touchdown passes against 
South Carolina on Nov. 13, 2004.

•	 All five of Franks’ touchdowns came in the first half, 
marking the sixth time in school history a Gators 
quarterback threw five touchdowns in a half.

•	 Van Jefferson posted the first multi-touchdown 
game of his career and joined Brandon Powell (Nov. 
25, 2017 against Florida State) as the only other Flor-
ida player in the last three seasons to catch multiple 
touchdown passes in a game.

•	 Trevon Grimes’ first reception in a Florida uniform 
was a 34-yard touchdown. Grimes caught a pass in 
the flat and took it up the sideline for the score.

•	 Four different Gators caught a touchdown pass the 
first time since Sept. 10, 2016 against Kentucky.

•	 The Gators scored at least six offensive touchdowns 
for just the sixth time since 2011.

KENTUCKY
•	 The Gators’ 99-yard touchdown drive in the fourth 

quarter was just their third scoring drive of 95-plus 
yards since the start of 2011.

•	 The other drives came at LSU (Nov. 19, 2016 - 1 play, 
98 yards, Austin Appleby to Tyrie Cleveland) and 
at Kentucky (Sept. 24, 2011 - 5 plays, 99 yards, Jeff 
Demps 84-yard touchdown run).

•	 UF allowed 300-plus rushing yards for just the sixth 
time since 1996. Florida last gave up over 300 rush-
ing yards in a Nov. 23, 2013 loss to Georgia Southern.

•	 The Gators also had two opposing players rush for 
100 yards in the same game for the first time since 
Sept. 26, 2015, when Tennessee’s Joshua Dobbs and 

Jalen Hurd both eclipsed the century mark.

•	 Prior to Evan McPherson’s controversial miss in 
the third quarter, Florida’s kickers had made 20 
consecutive field goals--a streak that dated back to 
last year’s opener against Michigan, and one that 
was the second-longest streak in UF history.

COLORADO STATE
•	 Florida scored two special teams touchdowns for 

just the third time since 1996 (Sept. 28, 1996 - Ken-
tucky; Jan. 2, 2012 - Gator Bowl - Ohio State).

•	 Freddie Swain’s 85-yard punt return touchdown tied 
Antonio Callaway (2015 SEC Championship Game) for 
the fourth-longest punt return in school history.

•	 Swain also became the fourth Gator since 1996 to 
post a return touchdown of any kind and a receiving 
touchdown in the same game.

•	 The other three were: Chris Rainey (blocked punt 
return; Sept. 3, 2011 - FAU), Bo Carroll (kickoff return; 
Oct. 4, 1997 - Arkansas), and Jazquez Green (blocked 
punt return; Sept. 6, 1997 - Central Michigan).

•	 Tyrie Cleveland’s recovery of James Houston IV’s 
blocked punt gave UF its first blocked punt recovery 
touchdown since Nov. 10, 2012 (Louisiana).

•	 Jabari Zuniga tallied 2.5 sacks, becoming the first 
Gator since Alex McCalister (Nov. 7, 2015 - Vanderbilt) 
to post 2.5-plus sacks in a game.

TENNESSEE
•	 Florida forced six turnovers for the first time since 

forcing six on Sept. 21, 2013 versus Tennessee.

•	 The Gators scored more than 35 points in an SEC 
road game for the first time since they defeated 
Kentucky, 48-10, on Sept. 24, 2011.

•	 The Vols entered rushing for 221.3 yards per game, 
but only netted 156 yards on 54 carries (2.9 avg.).

•	 Brad Stewart, Jr. became the first Gator since Brian 
Poole to have an interception and forced fumble in a 
game. Poole did it in the 2015 Birmingham Bowl.

•	 The Gators rushed for 200-plus yards in consecutive 
games for the first time since Sept. 10 & 17, 2016 
(Kentucky, North Texas).

•	 Feleipe Franks eclipsed his 2017 passing touchdowns 
total (nine) with a 1-yard touchdown pass to R.J. 
Raymond in the first quarter.

•	 Cece Jefferson and Adam Shuler combined for 
Florida’s first safety since Sept. 17, 2016 against North 
Texas, and its first safety in an SEC game since Nov. 
2, 2013 against Georgia.

MISSISSIPPI STATE
•	 Florida allowed MSU to convert just 16.7 percent (2 

of 12) of its third downs, which is the eighth-lowest 
percentage allowed by an FBS team facing a top-25 
opponent this year.  The Gators stopped all four 
Bulldogs third down attempts in the fourth quarter.

•	 The Gators yielded just 202 total yards (and only 43 
yards on 27 plays in the second half--including 10 
rushing yards on 10 carries). UF is one of seven FBS 
teams to hold a ranked opponent to less than 225 
total yards this season.

•	 MSU entered the game ranked sixth nationally in 
red zone touchdown percentage (13-of-15 / 86.7 
percent), but UF held MSU to two field goals in its 
two red zone trips.

•	 Florida and its opponent combined for less than 20 
points for only the seventh time since the start of 
the 1990 season. UF improved to 6-1 in those games.

•	 Florida posted its first six-sack game since it had 
seven against North Texas on Sept. 17, 2016, and it 
was the first time since Sept. 19, 2015 at Kentucky 
the Gators had six-plus sacks in an SEC game.

•	 Kadarius Toney threw a 20-yard touchdown pass to 
Moral Stephens to become the first Gators running 
back or receiver to throw a touchdown pass since 
Antonio Callaway threw a 2-yarder in the 2016 
Buffalo Wild Wings Citrus Bowl loss to Michigan.

•	 Donovan Stiner’s safety blitz on MSU’s final offensive 
play created his first career sack and sealed the win.

•	 Tommy Townsend downed all five of his punts in-
side the 20-yard line, including one at MSU’s 6-yard 
line with 11:54 left in the fourth quarter.

LSU
•	 Florida amassed 11 tackles for loss, the highest total 

LSU allowed in a game since the 2012 BCS National 
Championship Game loss to Alabama. LSU entered 
the game allowing just 5.20 tackles for loss per 
game--the Gators had seven by halftime.

•	 Florida racked up five sacks against LSU--which had 
not allowed over four sacks since Alabama had six 
on Nov. 4, 2017 (10 games ago).

•	 Vosean Joseph set career highs in tackles (14), 
tackles for loss (3.5--he entered the game with 3.0 
TFLs on the season) and sacks (2.0).

•	 LSU’s Joe Burrow had not thrown an interception all 
season, and the Tigers had not thrown two inter-
ceptions in a game since Sept. 30, 2017 against Troy; 
Florida had two interceptions in the fourth quarter.

•	 The Gators did not allow a sack. LSU entered the 
game with at least one sack in 42 straight games.

•	 Tommy Townsend hit a 70-yard punt in the third 
quarter, tying the seventh-longest punt in school his-
tory; he later came back with a 61-yarder that pinned 
LSU on its own 12-yard line with 2:21 remaining in the 
fourth quarter.

VANDERBILT
•	 Florida matched the largest deficit overcome in a 

road win in school history, as it trailed 21-3 in the 
first half.

•	 The Gators had lost 26 consecutive games when 
trailing by 18 or more points, with the last victory 
coming at Kentucky (Sept. 27, 2003), where they 
trailed 21-3 going into the fourth quarter.

•	 Florida’s 576 total yards was its highest total in an 
SEC game since posting 584 versus Georgia in 2001.

•	 Lamical Perine became the first Gator since Matt 
Jones (Nov. 1, 2014 vs. Georgia) to log 200-plus 
scrimmage yards, finishing with 214 (121 rushing, 93 
receiving).

•	 Since the start of 2005, only Perine, Demarcus Rob-
inson, Chris Rainey, and Percy Harvin (four times) 
have logged 210-plus scrimmage yards in a game.

•	 Perine posted the third 100-yard rushing game of 
his career, and his first since Oct. 15, 2016.

•	 Jordan Scarlett posted his fourth career 100-yard 
rushing game, and his first since Nov. 19, 2016 at LSU.

•	 Two Gators rushed for 100-plus yards for the first 
time since Oct. 15, 2016, against Missouri. Perine and 
Scarlett were the two Gators to do it that day, too.

•	 Feleipe Franks threw for a career-high 284 yards.

•	 Tommy Townsend’s 18-yard run on a fake punt 
in the third quarter was the longest by a Florida 
punter since Eric Wilbur ran for 20 yards to convert a 
fourth-and-two against Georgia on Oct. 29, 2005.

•	 The Gators ran 92 plays, tying the fourth-highest 
total in school history; they also logged 63 rushing 
attempts, which tied the second-highest total in 
school history (only trailing the 67 they had against 
Ole Miss in 1980).

•	 Florida’s 12 third down conversions tied its sec-
ond-highest total since the start of 1996. It was the 
sixth time UF had 12-plus conversions, and it was its 
highest total since Sept. 10, 2016, when it converted 
14 third downs against Kentucky.
