Georgia), Tim Tebow (2010 vs. Cincinnati) and Kyle Trask (three times).

« Mertz finished 31-for-44 (70.0%) with a career-high 333 yards, one touchdown and one interception for a 139.8
passing efficiency in his first start in Orange & Blue. He leads the SECin completions.

* He was elite out of the gate in Week 1at No. 14 Utah, starting 7-for-9 with 109 yards in the first quarter.
« Mertz completed four 15-plus yard passes to three different receivers in the first quarter.
+ Mertz has now thrown a touchdown pass in 16 of his last 19 games.

* Mertz produced Florida’s first 300-yard passing game since Anthony Richardson’s 400 against Vanderbilt on Nov.
19,2022, and the first in a season opener since Kyle Trask went for 416 yards against Ole Miss in 2020.

* The feat marked the fourth 300-yard passing game of the Napier Era (since 2022).

« Mertz now has 35 career games played, having started all but one of Wisconsin’s 33 games at quarterback to
total over 2,000 snaps across three seasons from 20-22. The Badgers went 19-13 in Mertz’s 32 starts (594).

* Qle Miss’ Spencer Sanders (41) and LSU's Jaydon Daniels (43) are the only active SEC quarterbacks with more
career starts than Mertz, who is tied for the third-most alongside Mississippi State’s Will Rogers (33).

* Mertz entered 2023 with more career games, starts, completions, attempts, yards and touchdowns than six
other SEC quarterback rooms: Georgia, Alabama, Tennessee, Texas A&M, Missouri and Vanderbilt.

THE CHANGING OF THE GUARD

* True freshmen WR Eugene Wilson IIl, RB Treyaun Webb, TE Tony Livingston and OL Knijeah Harris made their
collegiate debuts in the first half, while redshirt freshman Hayden Hansen debuted in Week 1as well.

« Hansen, Livingston and Wilson Il caught their first-career passes, with Wilson [l finishing with two for 24 yards.

« Additionally, WR Kahleil Jackson, OL Jake Slaughter and TE Jonathan 0dom each made their first-career
starts, while offseason transfers OL Micah Mazzccua and OL Damieon George both started in their UF debuts.

BUILDING THE FOUNDATION

+ Florida brought in a plethora of experience this past offseason, adding 13 players via the transfer portal.

« UF's group of 2023 transfers wields more than 10,000 combined snaps and 123 career starts, helping to fill
vital voids at quarterback, offensive line, defensive end and inside linebacker.

« Qver 70% of UF’s scholarship players are in their first or second year at Florida.

+ 93% of the 2023 roster was on campus for the offseason, featuring 27 midyear enrolees (17 HS, 10 transfer).
« Staff attrition was minimal during the 2022-23 offseason, as seven of Florida’s 10 full-time assistants returned.
« Despite last year’s 6-7 record, Florida outscored its opponents, 384 to 375, including 70-42 off turnovers.

« Florida lost six regular-season games in 2022 by a combined 61 points.

GATORS RECEIVING NOTES

« Florida saw 18 receivers catch a pass last season, the team’s most since having 21 players do so in 2018. In
the 2023 opener alone, Mertz connected with 11 different receivers including seven with multiple grabs.

« After leading UF with 661 receiving yards last year (most since Kadarius toney’s 984 in 2020) senior WR Ricky
Pearsall paced UF with 92 yards in Week 1and a Gator-career-high eight catches on a team-best 14 targets.

« Pearsall’s eight receptions are tied for second in the SEC.

* Pearsall enters Week 2 having recorded a reception in 29-conesecutive games.

« Pearsall ranked fourth in the FBS with 20.0 yards per catch in 2022 - which ranked third in program history.
+ Pearsall is on the Maxwell Award Watch List for the nation’s most outstanding player.

« Of Pearsall’s 41 receptions at UF, 31 have gone for first downs or touchdowns and 31 for double-digit yards.
+ Pearsall was one of six FBS players with 110-plus rushing yards and 650-plus receiving yards last year.

« Pearsall’s 76-yard TD run vs. Eastern Washington was the longest rush by an FBS WR last season and ranks
t-10th in the FBS across the last five seasons (third-longest run by a UF wide receiver in the last 25 years).

¢ AtFSU in Week 13, Pearsall set a career high with 148 yards receiving while his two TDs tied his best.
o TE Jonathan Odom set career highs with 43 yards receiving and four receptions.
* WR Caleb Douglas caught his second-career touchdown at Utah, receiving Mert’z first touchdown pass as a

(Gator with a 19-yard connection in the fourth quarter.

« Douglas made his first-career start vs. South Carolina in 2022 as the first true freshman to start at WR since
Kadarius Toney (10/7/17 vs. LSU). Douglas led UF with three receptions and 53 yards.

+ Douglas’ 53 yards were the most by a UF WR in his first start since Josh Hammond’s 72 vs. North Texas (9/17/16).

ETIENNE + JOHNSON JR. & THE UF BACKFIELD

+ Florida was held to 13 rushing yards in Week 1on 0.6 yards per carry, a far cry from the team’s 2022 output. Star
running hacks Montrell Johnson Jr. (three) and Trevor Etienne (seven) combined for 10 carries and 34 yards.

+ Florida scored its most rushing touchdowns in a season in 12 years in 2022, as the Gators’ 29 were the program’s
fifth-most all-time (2008 - 42, 2007 - 39, 2010 - 31, 2009 - 30).

+ In their first seasons as Gators, Johnson Jr. (155 carries, 841 yards, 5.4 YPC, 10 TD) and Etienne (118 carries, 718
yards, 6.1 YPC, 6 TD) teamed up to form one of the top backfield duos in the country.

+ Florida averaged 5.5 YPCand 200.2 rushing YPG, posted eight 200-yard games and eclipsed 100 yards 12 times.
+ Asa duo, Johnson Jr. and Etienne averaged 5.7 YPCand 120.0 rushing YPG.
+ The duo combined for a touchdown in all 12 reqular season games, scoring 17 total TDs (rush TDs in 11 of 13 games).

+ They were one of 15 RB duos in the FBS to rush for over 700 yards apiece last season, including one of three
duos to do so while each averaging over 5.4 YPC.

+ Johnson Jr. is one of nine FBS players with 10-plus rushing TDs and 800 yards rushing each of the last two seasons.
+ In 2022, Johnson Jr. became the first UF running back to rush for over 800 yards since La’Mical Perine in 2018.
+ Etienne’s 22 FBS ranks among true freshmen RBs: YPC (fourth - 6.1), TD (T10th - six), rush yards (eighth - 719).

« Etienne ranked fourth in the FBS among true freshman running backs with 6.1 yards per carry and was one
of nine true freshman RBs in the FBS with over 700 rushing yards.

+ Johnson Jr. and Etienne became Florida’s first pair of 100-yard rushers in 22 games (9/4/21 vs. FAU) in Week 11.

« The trio of Johnson Jr. (841), Etienne (719) and QB Anthony Richardson (654) became the third trio in UF
history to eclipse 600 rush yards apiece last year.

+ The running back duo of Johnson Jr. and Etienne became the fifth pair of Florida running backs to eclipse
700 yards apiece in a season in 2022.

+ Florida was one of three FBS teams (Oregon, Georgia) with three qualified players averaging over 5.4 YPC.
+ Qver the last two seasons, 24 FBS RBs surpassed 800-plus yards and 12 RBs eclipsed 10-plus rushing TDs in

consecutive years. Johnson Jr. is the only player on either list to accomplish the feats at two different schools.

+ Florida added three experienced offensive lineman out of the transfer portal this offseason in Micah

Florida tied for second in the SEC in takeaways (22) and ranked second in turnover margin (+8 / +0.62)
last season after ranking 11th and 13th in those respective categories in 2021.

The Gators produced at least one turnover in each reqular-season game including seven with multiple.
» In 2021, UF finished the season with only 13 takeaways - the team’s fewest in the last 25 seasons.
» The last time the Gators produced at least 22 turnovers in a season was in 2019 (23).

» Against South Carolina, Florida caused three-consecutive turnovers to start the second half, as USC only
ran a total of four offensive plays - the non-turnover play was a zero-yard rush.

» The fumble forced on Florida State’s opening drive marked the third game in which Florida caused a
takeaway on the opponent’s opening drive last year.

Half of the takeaways in 2022 came in the second half with five coming in the fourth quarter.

Florida opened the season with 12-straight games with a takeaway, marking the Gators’ longest streak
since having 15-straight games with a takeaway from Oct. 18, 2014 to Oct. 21, 2015 (last-seven games of
2014 + first-eight games of 2015).

The 22 total takeaways resulted in 70 points for the Gators: nine touchdowns and two field goals.

» Seven of the turnovers caused marked career firsts for a group of Gators: (B Jalen Kimber (interception
vs. USF), S Miguel Mitchell (forced fumble vs. Eastern Washington), (B Jaydon Hill (interception vs.
Missouri), DB Jadarrius Perkins (interception vs. UGA), DL Desmond Watson (forced fumble vs. USC), S
Kamari Wilson (forced fumble vs. USC) and LB Shemar James (forced fumble at FSU).

» Ten of the 22 takeaways were caused by Gators that are returning this season.

» The first turnover of the season by the defense was Amari Burney’s game-winning interception vs. No.
7T Utah in the opener. Burney was a sixth round draft pick by the Las Vegas Raiders.

Two returners, (B Jaydon Hill (two) and EDGE Princely Umanmielen (two), forced multiple takeaways in
2022 for the first time in their careers.

Second Season

Billy Napier enters his second season with the Gators after being named the 29th head coach
in program history on Nov. 28, 2021.

During his first year at Florida, Napier established a new culture that emphasizes teamwork,
toughness and discipline, setting a sturdy foundation for the future of Florida Football.

It didn't take long for Florida’s culture shift to become evident. The Gators finished the 2022
reqular season ranked fourth in the SEC in total penalty yards (584) and penalty yards per game
(48.7), and eighth in total penalties (78). Napier's emphasis in playing d|$(|p||neJ football trans-
lated into a distinctive improvement from the 2021 season when the Gators ranked 13th in the
conference with 104 penalties.

The turnover battle was another area where the Gators saw improvement in 2022. Florida
finished ranked tied for eighth in the nation in turnover margin (8), giving up the football only
14 times while producing 22 takeaways during the regular season. The Gators outscored their
opponents 70-42 points off tumovers during the 2022 campaign.

Florida's rushing attack took the nation by storm during Napier’s first year at the helm. The Ga-
tors finished the 2022 reqular season as the third-most productive rushing offense in the nation
and best in the conference in yards per carry (5.84). Florida ran the ball for an average of 213.7
yards per game in 2022, which ranked 16th in the FBS and third in the SEC.

At the forefront of the Florida’s mighty ground offense was the running back duo formed by
freshman Trevor Etienne and Louisiana transfer Montrell Johnson Jr, who averaged 5.7 yards per
carry and 120.0 rushing yards per game, while combining for a touchdown in all 12 reqular sea-
son games and scoring 17 total touchdowns. They were one of only 15 running backs duos in the
FBS to rush for over 700 yards apiece in 2022.

Johnson Jr. finished the 2022 campaign ranked tied-for-fourth in the SECin rushing touch-
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downs (10) and became the first UF running back to rush for over 800 yards since La'Mical Perine
in 2018. Meanwhile, Etienne ranked fourth in yards per carry (6.1), tied for 10th in touchdowns
(six) and eighth in rushing yards (719) in the FBS among true freshmen.

The efficiency by Florida's running offense reflected an offensive line that allowed only 13
sacks in the reqular season, ranking tied for second-fewest in the SECand 16th in the FBS.

The offensive line was anchored by Louisiana transfer 0'Cyrus Torrence, who finished as the
top-rated guard in the nation at 83.0, according to Pro Football Focus.

Torrence became first Gators offensive guard to be named a Consensus All-American, and the
fifth lineman in Florida historz. He was named a First Team All-American by Sporting News, As-
sociated Press, American Football Coaches Association and Walter Camp, and to the second team
by the Football Writers Association of America. He was also named to the AP All-SEC First Team.

Torrence, who Napier recruited out of high school to play at UL, never allowed a QB hit or sack
in 3,065 career snaps, including zero QB hurries or penalties in 698 snaps and 11 games started
with the Gatorsin 2022.

Napier played a key role in the development of Anthony Richardson into the one of the hottest
quarterbacks in college football. Richardson, who was ultimately drafted fourth overall in the
2023 NFL Draft, finished the 2022 season ranked fifth in the FBS among qualified quarterbacks in
yards per carry (6.3) and was the only quarterback with two 400-yard games and two 100-yard
rushing games in the season. Additionally, he was one of only five FBS players with over 2,500
passing yards and 650 rushing yards in 2022.

On the opposite side of the ball, the Gators continued their long-term defensive trends under
Napier.

The Gators rank fifth nationally in interceptions with 409 and lead the SEC since 1996, while
holding opponents to a 54.0 passing completion percentage, which is the seventh-lowest in the
FBS and third in the SECin that that span.

The Gators recorded an interception in six games during Napier's first season, the first of which
secured avictory against No. 7 Utah—Napier's first game a Florida’s head coach, to make him the
only Florida head coach to defeat a ranked opponent in his first game.

Napier's emphasis on a new culture also became evident in the classroom. The Gators set a
new Southeastern Conference record with 62 UF football players placing in the 2022 SEC Fall
Academic Honor Roll. The team also set a squad record with a 3.30 team GPA for the 2023 Spring
semester.

I spite of a 6-7 record during Napier’s first season at the helm, UF outscored its opponents
29.5-t0-28.8 points per game and a total of 384 to 375. Florida lost their six reqular-season
games by a total of only 61 combined points. Five of those games were lost by 10 points or less
and three by only one score.

During his first season as Florida’s head coach, Napier delivered a total 10 Gators to the NFL via
the NFL Draft and free agency. Drafted were QB Anthony Richardson (Rnd. 1, Pick 4, Indianapo-
lis), DT Gervon Dexter (Rnd. 2, Pick 22, Chicago), OL 0'Cyrus Torrence (Rnd. 2, Pick 28, Buffalo), LB
Ventrell Miller (Rnd. 4, Pick 19, Jacksonville), WR Justin Shorter (Rnd. 5, Pick 15, Buffalo) and LB
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Amari Burney (Rnd. 6, Pick 26, Las Veegas). The six picks were tied for fourth highest by a school
that year and tied third in the SEC. Additionally, four other Gators were tabbed as undrafted free
agents.

Louisiana (2018-21)

Napier spent four seasons at Louisiana and finished with a record of 40-12, a perfect 16-0 mark
aqainst members of the Sun Belt West Division, four consecutive West Division titles, four straight
bowl appearances, a share of the Sun Belt title in 2020 and 2021 Sun Belt Conference Champions.

A two-time Sun Belt Conference Coach of the Year (2019 & 2021), Napier took the Ragin' Ca-
juns to unprecedented heights when the team broke into the national rankings in 2020 for the
first time in the modern era. The team finished the campaign ranked No. 15 in the AP Top-25, No.
16in the USA Today/Amway Coaches Poll and No. 19 in the College Football Playoff, Louisiana's
highest rankings in all three polls.

In 2021, he led the program to their first conference championship title since 2005 and only
the second time in program history. Napier concluded his final season with a 12-1 record, the
most single-season wins in school history after setting it with 11 in his second year. The 12
straight wins also set the program record for consecutive victories, as the previous record was
eightin 1976.

Napier led Louisiana to its fourth straight Sun Belt Conference Championship game with a
24-16 victory over Appalachian State to finish with a career record of 28-7 against conference
opponents. Louisiana became the first team in conference history to make all four conference
championship games.

Napier’s Louisiana team produced two 2022 NFL Draft picks in safety Percy Butler and tackle
Max Mitchell, who were bath drafted in the fourth round by the Washington Commanders and
the New York Jets, respectively.

The 2020 Louisiana Sports Writer Association Coach of the Year, Napier navigated Louisiana
through a season heavily impacted by COVID-19 and claimed a share of the Sun Belt Conference
Championship, its third-straight West Division title and its second-straight bow victory, a 31-24
win over UTSA in the SERVPRO First Responder Bowl. The Ragin’ Cajuns also advanced to its third
consecutive Sun Belt Championship game, but was canceled due to COVID-19.

Napier's team broke into the national rankings for the first time in the modern era following
its week one upset at No. 23 lowa State, marking the first win over a ranked opponent on the
road and only the second time in program history. He concluded non-conference matchups at
Louisiana with a record of 13-5, as three of the losses came against ranked opponents - No.1
Alabama, No. 16 Mississippi State and No. 19 Texas.

Both the offense and defense continued to flourish in 2020 under Napier's watch. Offensively,
the team ranked 29th nationaIIK in scoring offense (33.6) and 43rd nationally in total offense
(421.5), while the defense ranked 31st in scoring defense (22.0) and 33rd in total defense
(355.4).

Napier coached Louisiana to 14 Sun Belt All-Conference selections, led by First Team selections
Elijah Mitchell and Chris Smith. Mitchell wrapped up his stellar career ranking fifth in career scor-
ing (276), fifth in career rushing touchdowns (41) and sixth in career rushing yards (3,267) before
being drafted in the sixth round by the San Francisco 49rs.

Smith additionally earned First Team All-America honors from (BSSports/247Sports, Pro Foot-
ball Focus and Second Team All-America honors from the FWAA, marking the second consecutive
season that a Ragin’ Cajun earned All-America honors under Napier.

In just the second season (2019) under Napier, the program set the all-time single season vic-
tories (11) at the time and second-straight trip to the Sun Belt Championship Game after clinch-
ing the league's West Division title with a 53-3 victory over Troy. The 11 victories also marked the
first double-digit win season in program history and the first of three consecutive 10-plus win
years by Napier. He was voted the program’s first Sun Belt Coach of the Year, becoming the third
Louifsiana coach to earn the distinction of top coach and the first since 1993 in their respective
conference.

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Napier coached three 2020 NFL Draft picks in Raymond Calais (RB), Kevin Dotson (G) and Rob-
ert Hunt (G), tying the program record for draft selections in a year. Hunt became the third-high-
est pick in team history as he was selected 39th overall by the Miami Dolphins. A First Team
All-American selection by the Associated Press, USA Today, Sports Illustrated, Pro Football Focus
and a Second Team All-American by Sporting News, Dotson was drafted in the fourth round by
the Pittsburgh Steelers. Calais was tabbed by the reigning Super Bowl Champions, Tampa Bay
Buccaneersin the seventh round.

In Napier's first season at the helm, the Ragin’ Cajuns (7-7, 5-3) won the 2018 Sun Belt Confer-
ence West Division Championship, advancing to the inaugural conference championship game.
Louisiana accepted an invitation to the AutoNation Cure Bow, its first bowl trip since 2016.

Arizona State (2017)

Prior to his stint at Louisiana, Napier was the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at
Arizona State n 2017.

Napier quided the Sun Devils' offense to the 14th highest-graded offense in the FBS according
to Pro Foothall Focus - including the 10th highest-graded passing attack in the nation. ASU was
ranked 54th in the nation in total offense last season and 86th in the passing game the season
prior. The offensive turnaround (-+40 positions) was the eighth-largest in the FBS and ASU was
one of just three programs to move from outside the Top-50 to inside of it in just one season. The
76-spot swing in the passing game rankings was the third highest in all of the FBS..

ASU developed one of the elite red zone scoring teams in the nation under Napier, tied for first
nationally in converting on 95.83 percent of its red zone appearances (46-of-48) with the only
two “blemishes” against the Sun Devils coming when the team took a knee late in the fourth
quarter. ASU was 11th nationally in red zone touchdown scoring rate with 36 touchdowns on
those 48 attempts (75.00).

Ball security was another notahle facet of Napier’s offense. The Sun Devils turned the ball over
just 11 times in 2017, which ranked 12th nationally after finishing 82nd in the country a year
ago with 21 turnovers.

Alabama (2011, 2013-16)

Napier's first experience in the SEC came at Alabamain 2011 and he later returned to Crimson
Tide from 2013-17 as the wide receivers coach.

He was instrumental in helping Nick Saban and Alabama achieve a 63-7 record in five seasons
(2011, 2013-2016), two National Championships (2011 & 2015) and was part of the great run of
26 consecutive wins from 2015-2016. In 70 games at Alabama, the Crimson Tide offense aver-
aged 6.27 yards per play and 36.4 points per game. Napier coached three first round draft picks in
Amari Cooper, Jerry Jeudy, Amari Copper and Calvin Ridley while in Tuscaloosa.

In2016, Napier's wide receiver corps were led by junior ArDarius Stewart, a third-round pick by
the New York Jets in 2017 and Ridley. Stewart snagged in a team-leading eight touchdowns and
864 yards while Ridley totaled a team-high 72 receptions. Napier also helped develop wide outs
Gehrig Dieter (Kansas City) and Cam Sims (Washington), both who were NFL free agent signees.

After recruiting Ridley to sign with the Crimson Tide, Napier coached him to a freshman-record
and team-leading 89 catches for 1,045 yards and seven touchdowns in 2015 along with being
named a USA Today Freshman All-American.

Napier played a vital role in Cooper’s historical campaign in the 2014 season. He became
Alabama’s first Biletnikoff Award winner and caught a school- and SEC-record 124 passes for a
UA-record 1,727 receiving yards and 16 touchdowns. Cooper led the country in receptions (124),
was second nationally in receiving yards (1,727), receiving touchdowns (16) and catches per
game (8.9) while ranking third in yards per game (123.4). A Heisman Trophy finalist and unani-
mous first team All-American, Cooper smashed all of the Tide's career receiving marks with 228
receptions, 3,463 yards and tied the SEC record with 31 receiving touchdowns.

In his first season as the Crimson Tide's receivers coach in 2013, Napier built a deep and tal-
ented group of wide outs. Alabama had four players with at least 32 receptions, led by Cooper’s
45 catches for 736 yards.

The 2011 season marked the first year for Napier on the Alabama staff as he served as an offen-
sive analyst, helping the Crimson Tide win the 2011 BCS national championship. The Tide ranked
16thin scoring offense, 30th in total offense and 17th in rushing offense in 2011.

Colorado State (2012)

After a year at Alabama, Napier served as the assistant head coach and quarterbacks coach at
Colorado State in 2012 for former Florida head coach Jim McElwain.

Injuries forced Napier to go deep down the bench looking for quarterbacks during his one
season in Fort Collins. The Rams saw three quarterbacks play significant snaps as the starter with
Garrett Grayson going down early in the season and M.J. McPeek followed two weeks later, forc-
ing redshirt freshman Conner Smith into action. The trio combined to throw for 2,520 yards and
17 touchdowns in 2012 as Colorado State won three ofits final five games.

Clemson (2003-04, 2006-10)

Before his first stretch at Alabama, Napier spent seven years in two different stints at Clemson.
During Napier's final two seasons at Clemson he was the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks
coach.

At the age of 29, he became the youngest coordinator in the nation and in Clemson history. In
his first season as Clemson’s coordinator, the 2009 Tigers scored a school-record 436 points and
collected 54 touchdowns (third-most in school history), averaged 5.73 yards per play (fourth
best) and finished as the ACC Atlantic Division champions. Quarterhack Kyle Parker was named a
Freshman All-American and nine players Napier coached from 2009-10 went on to have careers
in the NFL.

He also served as Clemson’s recruiting coordinator from 2006-08. In those three seasons,
he compiled two top-25 recruiting classes, according to Rivals.com, and in 2008, his class was
tabbed as the second-best in the nation by ESPN.com. Known to his peers as a top recruiter,
Napier signed several players who went on to the NFL, including Kavell Conner, Crezdon Butler,
Brandon Thompson and Marcus Gilchrist.

Napier was the 2007-08 tight ends coach at Clemson, helping lead the Tigers to two bowl
games and a prolific offense.

The 2007 season featured a 9-4 record and the ACC’s highest-scoring offense. In his first year
back with Clemson (2006), Napier worked primarily with the Tigers'tight ends but also was re-
sponsible for the punt team and assisted in several special-teams capacities. The 2006 Tigers led
the ACCin total offense, rushing and scoring offense, advancing to the Music City Bowl.

(lemson averaged 410.9 yards per game and 32.7 points, more than doubling its opponent’s
totals. Tight end Hunter Thomas started all 11 games for the Tigers, averaging 19.1 yards per
reception. Michael Palmer, who Napier coached for three seasons, went on to the NFL. He also
worked with the special teams units, helping develop the 2009 ACC Player of the Year and a unan-
imous All-American, C.J. Spiller.

He began his coaching career as an offensive graduate assistant at Clemson in 2003-04. The Ti-
gers won nine games, including the Peach Bowl against Tennessee. The following season, Napier
was a graduate assistant on defense, and gained his first experience with recruiting off the field.
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Background

As a player, Napier was a four-year letterwinner and two-time All-Southern Conference se-
lection as the starting quarterback at Furman. The Paladins won two conference championships
and in 2001, Napier's junior year, advanced to the Division I-AA national championship game,

losing to Montana.

He completed 64.8-percent of his career passes, setting a school record. As the team captain
during a record-setting senior season, Napier amassed 2,475 passing yards, also a Furman record,
and was a finalist for the Walter Payton Award, given annually to the nation’s most outstanding

FCS offensive player.

Napier grew up in Chatsworth, Georgia, and graduated from Murray County High School in
1998. He is married to the former Ali Gunn and the couple has a daughter, Annie, and sons,
Sammy and Charlie. He eamed his Bachelor’s degree in health & exercise science from Furman

in 2002.

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Rob Sale enters his second season with the Gators
as Florida’s offensive coordinator and offensive line
coach.

Sale joined the Gators prior to the 2022 season after
serving as the New York Giants' offensive line coach
in 2021,

During his first year as Florida's offensive coordinator
and offensive line coach, Sale directed a powerful run
offense. The Gators finished the 2022 reqular season
as the third-most productive offense in the nation
and best in the conference in yards per carry (5.84).
Florida ran the ball for an average of 213.7 yards per
gamhe iSnE%OZZ' which ranked 16th in the FBS and third
in the SEC.

The efficiency by Florida's running offense reflected
an offensive line mentored directly by Sale, co-offen-
sive line coach Darnell Stapleton that allowed only
13 sacks in the regular season, ranking tied for sec-
ond-fewest in the SECand 16th in the FBS.

The offensive line was anchored by Louisiana transfer
0'Cyrus Torrence, who finished as the top-rated guard
in the nation at 88.0, according to Pro Football Focus.

Torrence became first Gators offensive guard to be
named a Consensus All-American, and the fifth line-
man in Florida history. He was named a First Team
All-American by Sporting News, Associated Press,
American Football Coaches Association and Walter
(amp, and to the second team by the Foothall Writers
Association of America. He was also named to the AP
AlI-SECFirst Team.

Torrence, who Sale and Head Coach Billy Napier re-
cruited out of high school to play at UL, never allowed
a OB hit or sack in 3,065 career snaps, including zero
QB hurries or penalties in 698 snaps and 11 games
started with the Gators in 2022.

In addition to Torrence finishing as PFF’s No. 1-rated
guard in college football during the 2022 season,
Austin Barber ranked as the No. 22 tackle in the FBS
and was placed on the College Football News Fresh-
man All-America First Team.

Sale’s offensive line unit delivered two NFL products
via the 2023 NFL Draft and free agency during his
first year at Florida. Torrence was drafted i,)y Buffaloin
the second round, while tackle Richard Gouraige was
signed by the Bills as an undrafted free agent.

In total, Florida’s offense produced four NFL players
during Sale’s first season as UF’s coordinator.

A 15-year collegiate coaching veteran, Sale spent
three seasons at Louisiana (2018-20) as the Ragin'
(ajuns offensive coordinator and offensive line coach
under Napier.

Sale's unit produced three NFL Draft picks out of
Louisiana, including Robert Hunt and Kevin Dotson in
2020, and Max Mitchell in 2022.

In 2020, the Ragin' Cajuns offense ranked third in the
Sun Belt Conference in points per game (33.6), fifthin
yards per game (421.5), third in yards per play (6.3)
and fourth in rushing yards per game (213.0).

In 2019, Sale's offense set numerous school records,
including total yards (6,918), touchdowns (69), rush-
ing yards (3,604), rushing touchdowns (42) and pass-
ing touchdowns (27).

In his first season coaching the Louisiana offense,
three players rushed for more than 700 yards each.
Trey Ragas Io?ged 1,149 yards and nine touchdowns,
Elijah Mitchell led the Sun Belt with 16 touchdowns
and ran for 985 yards of his own, while Raymond Cal-
ais tallied 754 yards and seven scores.

Prior to Louisiana, Sale was the offensive line coach/
running game coordinator at Arizona State in 2017,
when the Sun Devils averaged 31.9 points, 427.6 total
yards and 179.9 rushing yards a game.

In 2016, Sale served as the offensive line coach at the
University of Louisiana Monroe. That season, the War-
hawks ranked third in the Sun Belt with 181.3 rushing
yards per game and allowed just 19 sacks.

Prior to ULM, Sale was the offensive line coach at
Georgia in 2015, when the Bulldogs averaged 375

yards a game. The offensive line — led by All-SEC
first-team offensive tackle John Theus — helped
the team rush for more than 190 rushing yards
per game.

Sale spent three seasons at McNeese State serv-
ing as the offensive line coach for the Cowboys
from 2012-13 before being elevated to co-offen-
sive coordinator in 2014. In his final season, the
Cowboys offense averaged 32.4 points, 396.5
total yards and 221.9 rushing yards a game.

From 2007-11, Sale gained his first college
coaching experience as a strength and con-
ditioning assistant and offensive analyst at
Alabama. He began his coaching career as the
offensive line coach at Catholic High of Pointe
Coupee in New Roads, La. in 2006.

Sale played in 35 games with 25 starts, includ-
ing 13 at right quard as a senior in 2002, at
LSU. As a junior, he started at both center and
ﬂuard when the Tigers won the SEC title. During

is sophomore season, he started the final five
games of the reqular season and the Peach Bow!
at left guard.

Sale is a native of Monroe, La. He and his wife
Amanda have two sons, Tripp and Briggs.

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Austin Armstrong enters his first season with
the Gators after being hired as Florida's defen-
sive coordinator prior to the 2023 season.

Prior to Florida, Armstrong spent two seasons
as the defensive coordinator and inside line-
backers coach at Southern Miss. During his first
season in 2021, Armstrong was the youngest
defensive coordinator in the FBS.

The Southern Miss defense, known as the Nasty
Bunch during Armstrong's tenure, ranked sixth
in the Sun Belt in scoring defense (23.5 ppg), a
mark that ranked 45th nationally in 2022. The
Golden Eagles were third nationally in tackles
for loss per game (8.3), fifth in sacks (3.38) and
seventh in interceptions (17). USM was also
third in fourth down conversion defense (.231).

During his first year as the Southern Miss defen-
sive coordinator, USM ranked No. 42 nationally
in total defense (385.5), besting their mark by
18 spots from the season before. His defense
also ranked in the top 10 in the country in first
downs allowed (No. 2), fumbles recovered (No.
4), red zone defense (No. 6) and defensive
touchdowns (No. 7) while finishing at No. 15
in turnovers gained and No. 24 in passing yards
allowed.

The Golden Eagles held their opponents to un-
der 100 yards rushing in seven games (out of 24
games) during Armstrong's tenure and regis-
tered the program'’s first shutout since 2017 in
a 37-0 win over Grambling in 2021.

Seven USM defenders earned All-Sun Belt
recognition in 2022 with linebacker Shant-
rell Latham and defensive back Malik Shorts
named to the first-team and defensive back Jay
Stanley garnering third-team recognition while
defensive lineman Jalen Williams, linebacker
Daylen Gill, linebacker Averie Habas and de-
fensive back Natrone Brooks earned honorable
mention honors.

Armstrong spent the 2020 campaign as the in-

The
Bulldogs finished the 2019 season with a 12-2
record and a win in the Allstate Sugar Bowl in
New Orleans.

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Sean Spencer enters his second season as Florida’s
co-defensive coordinator and defensive line coach.

During his first year at Florida, Spencer coached and
mentored defensive tackle Gervon Dexter Sr., a sec-
ond-round selection in the 2023 NFL Draft.

Dexter, who started in every 5gsame for the Gators in
2022, finished season with 55 tackles, 4 TFLs, four
quarterback hurries, 2 sacks, 1 interception, and a
pass breakup.

Also under Spencer’s mentorship, junior Princel
Umanmielen led the team in sacks 64.5), TFLs (9.
and ranked second in quarterback hurries (5). Uma-
nmielen made jump in his third season with the Ga-
tors, improving his tackles-for-loss by 8.0 and sacks
by 3.0 along with 22 more tackles.

Umanmielen concluded his first season under Spen-
cer ranked tied-for-16th in tackles-for-loss in the
SECand seventh TFL yards with 60.

Another significant contributor to Florida’s defense
out of Spencer’s room was Tyreak Sapp, who fin-
ished the season with 20 total tackles, 0.5 tackles
for loss and two quarterback hurries.

Meanwhile, freshman Chris McClellan produced
a promising first year under Spencer.

The Nittany Lions' line was traditionally one of the
best in the nation under Spencer. In"2019, Penn
State had 45 sacks, the seventh-highest total in
the country and third-highest in the Big Ten. It was
Penn State’s fifth consecutive season with at least
40 sacks, the first such streak for the Nittany Lions
since team sacks were recorded in 1988.

That season, Spencer’s linemen were also signifi-
cant contributors to Penn State’s run defense, which
finished first in_the nation by allowing on(I}/ 2.6
yards per carry. The Nittany Lions also finished fifth
in the countrK and first in the conference in yards
per game with 95.0in 2019.

In 2015 and 2018, Penn State led the nation in
sacks, first with 50 and then with 47. Additionally,
the Nittany Lions ranked fourth in the country wit
8.2 tackles for loss a game in 2018, That year, the
defense was a frequent fixture in the opposition’s
backfield, leading the country in sacks (%.62) for
the second time in four years and ranking fourth in
tackles for loss (8.2).

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Jabbar Juluke enters his second season with the
Gators as Florida's associate head coach — of-
fense / running backs coach.

During his first year leading Florida’s running
backs room, the Gators finished the reqular sea-
son as the third-most productive rushing offense
in the nation and best in the conference in yards
per carry (5.84). Florida ran the ball for an av-
erage of 213.7 Kards per game in 2022, which
ranked 16th in the FBS and third in the SEC.

At the forefront of the Florida’s mighty ground
offense was the running back duo formed by
freshman Trevor Etienne and Louisiana transfer
Montrell Johnson Jr, who averaged 5.7 yards per
carry and 120.0 rushing yards per game, while
combining for a touchdown in all 12 reqular
season games and scoring 17 total touchdowns.
They were one of only 15 running back duos in
the FBS to rush for over 700 yards apiece in 2022.

Johnson Jr., who Juluke recruited out of high
school to play at UL, finished the 2022 campaign
ranked tied-for-fourth in the SEC in rushing
touchdowns (10) and became the first UF run-
ning back to rush for over 800 yards since La'Mi-
cal Perine in 2018. Meanwhile, Etienne ranked
fourth in yards per carry (6.1), tied for 10th in
touchdowns (six) and eighth in rushing yards
(719) in the FBS among true freshmen.

Prior to Florida, Juluke spent the four previous
years (2018-21) on Head Coach Billy Napier's
staff at Louisiana, which included four straight
Sun Belt West Division titles, a share of the Sun
Belt title in 2020 and 2021 Sun Belt Conference
Championship.

Juluke coached two running backs that were
drafted in back-to-back years (2020-21). Eli
Mitchel by the San Francisco 49ers and Raymond
(alais by the Tampa Baf/ Buccaneers. Mitchel
was named First Team All-Sun Belt in 2020 and
led Louisiana in rushing, with 141 carries for
878 yards and eight touchdowns. His yardage
total was third in the league and 23rd national-
ly, while his eight rushing scores were the fifth

most in the Sun Belt and tied for 41st nationally.
Mitchel finished his career ranked fifth in career
rushing touchdowns (41) and sixth in career
rushing yards (3,267) and set the program re-
cord for most rushing yards in a bowl game after
tallying 127 yards and a touchdown in the 2020
SERVPRO First Responder Bowl.

The 2019 FootballScoop Running Backs Coach of
the Year, Juluke led the Ragin' Cajuns to its best
rushing season in program history in 2019, set-
ting school records in total rushing yards (3,604)
and rushing touchdowns (42). Louisiana finished
the season ranked third nationally in yards per
rush (6.28), rushing touchdowns (42) and sixth
in total rushing yards.

Prior to a season at Texas Tech (2017), he was
the running backs coach at LSU in 2016. Juluke
tutored one of the nations top running backs
in Leonard Fournette who was the No. 5 overall
selection in the 2017 NFL Draft. He also worked
with Derrius Guice that season, pushing the
sophomore to 1,428 yards and 11 touchdowns
while being named to the All-SEC First Team with
Fournette.

He began his collegiate coaching career at Louisi-
ana Tech, where he spent two seasons (2014-15)
as the running backs coach. Juluke helped the
Bulldogs win the Conference USA West Division
title in 2014. He also heavily involved in recur-
ring efforts and helped land three 2017 NFL Draft
picks in wide receivers Carlos Henderson (Denver
Broncos), Trent Tyalor (San Francisco 49ers) and
safety Xavier Woods (Dallas Cowboys).

Juluke arrived at Louisiana Tech following nine
years as the head coach at Edna Karr High School
in New Orleans. Juluke was regarded as one of
Louisiana’s top high school coaches during that
time as he compiled an 80-39 record that was
capped by a perfect 14-0 mark and a Class 4A
state title in 2012.

Juluke guided Edna Karr to seven district titles
and two state runner-up finishes during his ten-
ure.

In addition to his time
asastandout safety for the Jaguars, Juluke also
lettered one season with the men’s basketball
program during the 1994-95 campaign. He
earned his bachelor’s degree in sociology from
Southern in 1999.

Juluke is a native of New Orleans. He and his

A 25-year coaching veteran, Bateman arrived in
Gainesville after spending three seasons as North
Carolina’s co-defensive coordinator and safeties coach
(2019-21).

Upon his arrival in Carolina in 2019, Bateman helped
engineer major improvements in the Tar Heel de-
fense, which was one of the nation’s top five most
improved units in total defense, scoring defense and
rushing defense that year.

Bateman’s aggressive style was evident in the 36 sacks
the team produced in 2020, the most for a Carolina
defense since 2000 and tied for fifth nationally. The
scoring defense, total defense and rushing defense all
ranked in the Top 35 nationally of teams that played
at least 10 games that season. The unit produced a
first-team All-America in linebacker Chazz Surratt.

During his time with the Tar Heels, Bateman helped
develop two NFL Draft picks, including Surrat who
was picked in the third round by the Minnesota Vi-
kings in 2021, along with Jason Strowbridge who was
selected in the fifth round by the Miami Dolphins in
2020.

Prior to UNC, Bateman spent five seasons (2014-18)
as Army’s defensive coordinator.

Army won 29 games during Bateman’s tenure, includ-
ing three bowl games during his last three seasons,
which included two Top-10 finishes in total defense.
Bateman was one of five finalists for the 2018 Broyles
Award and a semifinalist in 2016.

In 2018, Bateman led Army’s defense to finish eighth
nationally in total defense (295.5 ypg) and 10th in
scoring defense (17.7 ppg).

The Black Knights finished third in the nation in red
zone defense and 14th in passing defense in 2017.

In 2016, Bateman guided a defense that ranked
fourth nationally in total defense (291.5 ypg), sixth
in passing defense (170.2 ypg) and 18th in rushing

defense (121.2 ypg). The Army defensive unit also
ranked 16th in scoring defense, allowing 19 points
per game, while increasing its interception total from
sixin 2015to 17in 2016.

Prior to Army, Bateman spent three seasons as the de-
fensive coordinator at Ball State (2011-13). His 2013
defensive unit ranked ninth nationally in turnovers
gained with 31 and 12th in turnover margin at +0.9.

Bateman’s defensive unit at Ball State produced an
NFL Draft selection in Jonathan Newsome, who was
selected in the fifth round by the Indianapolis Colts
in 2015.

Bateman spent five seasons as the defensive coordi-
nator and linebackers coach at Elon (2006-10) prior
to Ball State. At Elon, Bateman coached Chad Nkang
who was drafted by the Jacksonville Jaguars in 2007

He also made stops at Lehigh (2005) and Richmond
(2004). Bateman gained head-coaching experience at
Siena College. He led the program from 2000-03 after
spending one season as an assistant coach on staff.

Bateman began his coaching careerin 1997, spending
two years on staff at Hampden-Sydney. Bateman is a
1995 graduate of Randolph-Macon.

Bateman is a native of Richmond, Va. He and his wife
Heather have two children, Bea and CJ.

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Billy Gonzales, who coaches the wide receivers, enters
his 10th season with the Gators after returning to Flori-
da in 2023 for a third.

He spent the 2022 season at Florida Atlantic as their
wide receivers coach after spending four seasons in the
same role for the Gators from 2018-21. In 2020, despite
UF losing three receivers to the NFL Draft, the position
group continued to shine under Gonzales. Florida re-
ceivers combined to catch 189 passes for 2,716 yards
and 28 touchdowns.

In the passing attack, Florida's 46 touchdown passes
led the nation by four. Florida was the only FBS team
featuring six players with at least three receiving touch-
downs and was one of four FBS teams featuring six
players with more than 20 receptions and 225 receiving
yards.The Gators were also one of eight FBS teams fea-
turing seven players with multiple touchdown recep-
tions.

In 2019, Gonzales' mentorship played a crucial role in
allowing Florida to reach its second consecutive New
Year's Six bowl. The Gators made a name for themselves
as one of the best-receiving teams in UF history, record-
ing 33 passing TD's over the course of the season — the
most since 2008. Florida's pass offense averaged 300.8
yards per game, ranking 16th nationally.

Florida was the only FBS team featuring eight pass
catchers with 20-plus receptions, 250-plus yards, and
a touchdown. Nine different players also finished with
150-plus receiving yards, something no Gators team
has achieved since at least 1990. Additionally, seven
Gators had multiple touchdown receptions for the first
time since 2007.

Overall, ten Gators had at least one touchdown catch
during the season, and 11 Gators had one in 2018 --
marking the first time since 2000 and 2001 that 10
different Gators caught a touchdown in consecutive
seasons.

Florida amassed 425-plus total yards six times in 2018,
tying the 2009 Gators for the most games of over 425
yards in a season since 2008 (eight times). The Gators
finished with 350-plus total yards 10 times in 2018,
which tied the 2007 and 2009 Gators for the sec-
ond-most times UF did that in a season since the start
of 2005. Billy Gonzales is the only person to coach on all
four of those staffs.

Over his five seasons at Mississippi State, the Bulldogs
recorded 18 100-yard receiving games, including a

school-record seven in 2015. Five times in his tenure,
MSU posted multiple 100-yard receiving games in the
same game, something that had only been done five
times in MSU history prior to his arrival.

Gonzales arrived in Starkville following a one-year stint
as co-offensive coordinator and wide receivers coach at
llinois.

Prior to coaching the Fighting Illini, Gonzales served
as the passing game coordinator and wide receivers
coach at LSU.

An experienced coach at the collegiate and
NFL levels, Callaway’s resume includes stints
with the New York Giants, LSU, Alabama and
Samford.

(allaway joined the Gators after spending the
2021 season with the New York Giants, serv-
ing as an offensive assistant, and the 2020
season as a senior offensive assistant and an-
alyst at LSU.

He spent five seasons at Samford where he
served as the Bulldogs’ offensive coordinator
and quarterbacks coach from 2016-19, while
also coaching the wide receivers from 2015-
17.

As a unit in 2018, Samford's offense led the
FCS in passing yards per game (392.7). The
also offense ranked fourth in the FCS in total
offense (515.9 ypg.), and eighth in both red
zone offense (.898) and in first downs (298).

During his first year at Florida, Peterson
mentored sophomore Antwaun Powell-Ry-
land Jr., who started the last five games of
the season and recorded 23 total tackles
with 5.5 TFL, 3.0 sacks, two forced fumbles,
one quarterback hurry and one pass breakup.

Powell-Ryland Jr. was one of only seven SEC
defenders to have forced three fumbles in
the season, which ranked tied for first in the
league.

Peterson is credited with the development of
Bryson Allen-Williams, who logged 10 tack-
les for loss in 2018 despite playing in just
nine games, and finished his career 10th on
fhe school’s all-time list with 27.5 tackles for

In 2017, Peterson was instrumental in the
development of Wonnum, who ranked tied
for seventh in the SECin tackles for loss with
13.0, while leading the team with 6.0 sacks.

With Peterson’s mentoring, Darius English
turned in his finest season in South Caroli-
nain 2016, garnering 9.0 sacks to move him
into both the single-season and career (15.0)
sacks top-10 lists in school history while
earning second-team All-SEC accolades.

He was selected in the second-round (36th
pick overall) in the 1999 NFL Draft by the
Indianapolis Colts. Peterson earned sec-
ond-team All-Pro honors in 2005 and fin-
ished his career with 883 tackles, 21.5 sacks
and 19 interceptions in 196 career games. A
graduate of Santa Fe High School, he played
14 years in the NFL with the Colts (1999-02),
Jacksonville Jaguars (2003-08) and Atlanta

After retiring from the NFL, he returned
to Florida in 2013 where he finished his
degree while working as undergraduate
assistant coach on the strength and con-
ditioning staff. Upon graduation, he was
named to a full-time position as a strength
and condition coordinator.

Peterson and his wife established the Mike
Peterson Foundation in 2004. The founda-
tion was constituted in an attempt to sup-
port and benefit under-served youth and
socio-economically challenged families in
Peterson's hometown of Alachua and his
NFL cities of Jacksonville and Atlanta.

Since its inception, the Mike Peterson
Foundation has already served over 50,000
youth and families through several com-
munity events and programs, most nota-
bly the Top Dog Readers Club literacy pro-
gram at the Grove Park Elementary School
in Atlanta.

A Gainesville native, Peterson attended
Santa Fe High School in Alachua.

Peterson and his wife, Chantal, have two
sons; Mike Jr. and Gavin.

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Darnell Stapleton enters his second season as Flor-
ida’s offensive line coach.

During his first year as Florida's offensive line
coach, Stapleton worked alongside offensive coor-
dinator and offensive line coach Rob Sale and con-
tributed heavily toward a powerful run offense.

The Gators finished the 2022 regular season as the
third-most productive offense in the nation and
best in the conference in yards per carry (5.84).
Florida ran the ball for an average of 213.7 yards
per game in 2022, which rankeg 16th in the FBS
and third in the SEC.

The efficiency by Florida's running offense reflect-
ed an offensive line mentored directly by Staple-
ton and Sale that allowed only 13 sacks in the
reqular season, ranking tied for second-fewest in
the SECand 16th in the FBS.

The offensive line was anchored by Louisiana
transfer 0’Cyrus Torrence, who finished as the
top-rated guard in the nation at 88.0, according to
Pro Football Focus.

Torrence became first Gators offensive guard to be
named a Consensus All-American, and the fifth
lineman in Florida history. He was named a First
Team All-American by Sporting News, Associated
Press, American Footgall Coaches Association and
Walter Camp, and to the second team by the Foot-
ball Writers Association of America. He was also
named to the AP All-SEC First Team.

Torrence never allowed a QB hit or sack in 3,065
career snaps, including zero QB hurries or penal-
ties in 698 snaps and 11 games started with the
Gators in 2022.

In addition to Torrence finishing as PFF’s No. 1-rat-
ed quard in college foothall during the 2022 sea-
son, Austin Barber ranked as the No. 22 tackle in
the FBS and was placed on the College Football
News Freshman All-America First Team.

products via the 2023 NFL Draft and free agency
during his first year at Florida. Torrence was draft-
ed by Buffalo in the second round, while tackle
Richard Gouraige was signed by the Bills as an
undrafted free agent.

Stapleton joined the Gators staff after spending
the 2021 the season with Napier at Louisiana,
where he helped the Ragin' Cajuns to a Sun Belt
Conference championship.

Stapleton's unit blocked for 2021 Sun Belt Confer-
ence Championship Game MVP Levi Lewis, who
compiled 2,646 yards of passing, the second-best
in the league, threw the third-most touchdowns
in the conference (19) and ranked fifth with 203.5
passing yards per game through 13 games.

On the ground, Louisiana's offensive line helped
the Ragin' Cajuns to 31 rushing touchdowns and
2,496 rushing yards, ranking 14th and 24th re-
spectiveIK in the nation, while placing second and
third in the conference in 13 games.

WHAT HAPPENED: Quarterback Bryson Barnes threw a 70-yard touchdown
pass on Utah'’s first play from scrimmage and the 14th-ranked, injury-hampered
Utes never looked back in handing Florida a 24-11 defeat in their Thursday
night opener at Rice-Eccles Stadium in Salt Lake City. Barnes, starting for in-
jured fifth-year senior Cameron Rising, teamed with speedy redshirt freshman
Nate Johnson under center to make just enough plays to run up a 21-point lead
second-half lead, while the Utah defense thoroughly frustrated the UF offense
in the debut of quarterback Graham Mertz. Barnes, making just his second
career start, completed 12 of 18 passes for 159 yards, the long touchdown

and also rushed for a second-half score. His opening-play bomb was a beauty
and sailed over the top of the UF defense (beating cornerback Jason Marshall
Jr. and Michigan transfer safety R.J. Moten) for the tone-setting TD just 110
seconds into the game. Johnson, in his limited series, did his damage on the
ground, rushing six times for 45 yards, including a 27-yard touchdown dash in
the second quarter. Barnes’s long TD pass and Johnson’s long TD run account-
ed for 97 of Utah’s 270 total yards (just 38 in the second half), but turned out to
be plenty to send the Gators to just their second season-opening defeat since
1990 in the second season under Coach Billy Napier. Mertz, the redshirt-junior
transfer from Wisconsin, had a rough orange-and-blue intro. Yes, he hit 31

of his 44 attempts for 333 yards and a touchdown, but also threw a costly an
interception in minus territory and was sacked five times. His struggles were
unit wide, though, as the Gators got next to no help from the Montrell Johnson
Jr./Trevor Etienne-led rushing attack that was supposed to be a strength of the
UF offense. The UF ground game managed just 13 yards on 21 carries, despite
facing a Utah defense that lost one of its best players, junior linebacker Karene
Reid, to a concussion early in the first half. The Gators also failed on their first
nine third-down conversion attempts (and finished 1-for-13 for the game), their
first two fourth-down attempts, were penalized nine times, including three
brutal flags on third-and-1s in Utah territory and missed a 32-yard first-half field
goal that would have made the score 7-6. Johnson’s scoring run, aided by an
illegal substitution special penalty that kept a drive alive after the UF defense
forced a punt, and a 51-yard Cole Becker field goal had Utah up 17-3 at half-
time. The margin grew to 24-3 early in the third when Mertz threw a deflected
interception deep in his own territory and Barnes took advantage with a 5-yard
scoring scramble on third-and-4. Mertz’s lone TD of the night, a 19-yard fade to
sophomore Caleb Douglas (plus a two-point conversion catch by Eugene Wil-
son lll) with 9:22 left, cut the Utah lead to 13, but UF’s last-ditch possession to
close the gap included a penalty that nullified a first down, a sack and, finally, a
deflected pass on fourth-and-14 with 1:39 go play at the Utes’ 33.

Quarterback Graham Mertz (15) had a tough UF debut Thursday night.

WHAT IT MEANS: Winning on the road, two time zones away, in a notoriously
hostile environment (at altitude, no less) was a tough ask to begin with. Every-
one knew that. The Gators got a break, what with the Utes minus their super-
star quarterback and best receiving threat (tight end Brant Kuithe was out with
a knee injury), plus some missing bodies on defense, but couldn’t capitalize.
That first Utah play was a killer and UF never recovered. Now, the Gators get
the next three games (and four of the next five) at home to reset.

IN THE SPOTLIGHT: Utah’s defense, particularly a front seven that harassed
Mertz all night and completely prevented (or deterred) the Gators from running
the ball. In UF’s 29-26 win last season at Gainesville, the Gators rushed 39
times for 283 yards (albeit with Anthony Richardson at quarterback) and
averaged 7.3 yards per carry. This time: 21 attempts, 13 yards and a 0.6 per.
Florida’s longest running play was an 11-yard scramble by Mertz.

STAGGERING STATISTIC: The Gators have lost four in a row (this one, plus de-
feats at Vanderbilt, at Florida State and vs. Oregon State in the Las Vegas Bowl
to close the 2022 season) for the first time since the 2017 season.

UP NEXT: Florida (0-1) will be back in Gainesville for the 2023 home opener
Sept. 9 against McNeese State, an FCS program out of the Southland Con-
ference. The Cowboys open their ‘23 season Saturday night at home against
Tarleton State. UF and McNeese will play for the first time.

Steve Spurrier, entering season three as Gators head coach, called writer Mike Bianchi the day prior and pitched him the (FBS Programs)
storyline. It was seven months after the Gators ended the 1991 regular season with consecutive wins over Kentucky (which
clinched an undefeated SEC record and the first league title in school history) and a thrilling 14-9 defeat of No. 3 Florida
State, snapping a four-game losing streak to the Seminoles. It also gave UF a perfect 12-0 home record under Spurrier.

“The ‘Swamp’ is where Gators live,” Spurrier told Bianchi. “We feel comfortable there, but we hope our opponents feel
tentative. A swamp is hot and sticky and can be dangerous.”

Initially, the UF athletic department didn’t embrace the nickname. No posters, bumper stickers or marketing campaigns
were put together right away. But Spurrier continued to use it. Then he and then-UF communications director Norm Carlson
did some research. Turns out, in 1930, UF President John J. Tigert selected the location for the school’s football stadium and
described the area as a “swampy depression.” The school hired engineers to drain the area and install pipes that funneled
water down the hill along North-South Drive and dumped it into what is now known as Graham Pond.

Needless to say, the nickname caught on, and Spurrier delivered the perfect quote for the athletic department to utilize once
it eventually did embrace the moniker: “The ‘Swamp’ is a place where only Gators get out alive.”

Since 1990, Florida has outscored opponents, 7,828 to 3,369 in 208 games
inside The Swamp, putting the average outcome at 37.6 t0 16.2 (21.4 points).

The Gators had two significant win streaks in The Swamp in the 1990s: a 23-
game run from 1990-93, and a school-record 30-game streak from 1994-99.

Florida’s school-record crowd of 90,916 on Nov. 28, 2015 marked the largest
crowd ever to watch a football game in the state of Florida. The state has
hosted 16 Super Bowls, four BCS National Championship Games and the 2017
and 2021 College Foothall Playoff National Championship Game.

The largest crowd for a home opener was 90,799 (Sept. 3, 2022 - Utah). The
2005 opener vs. Wyoming remains the second-largest.
