 In 1996, Doug Steiner became Grove City’s 1,000-
yard rusher, when he ran for 1,073 yards. The next 
season, Steiner ran for 1,490 yards in helping lead 
Grove City to the Presidents’ Athletic Conference title.
 R.J. Bowers ran for over 1,000 yards in each of his 
four seasons at Grove City (1997-2000) and fi nished 
as college football’s all-time leading rusher with 7,353 
yards. 
 In 2012, Shane Kaclik became Grove City’s third 
1,000-yard runner when he gained 1,098 yards.
 Schools ran for 1,741 yards in 2018. He currently 
owns the No. 3, No. 6 and No. 10 single-season rush-
ing performances in program history. His 903 yards in 
2016 ranks 10th all-time.
 Schools now ranks second on Grove City’s career 
rushing list with 4,259 yards. He went over the 4,000-
yard mark for his career in Grove City’s season-opening 
49-28 win at Juniata, then ran for 243 yards against 
Bethany in Week Two.
