Introduction

The Geneseo ice hockey program began as a club sport in 1974-75. Former coach Paul
Duffy, the first of only four coaches in the team’s history, took this club team and went 18-7-1 the
first year of varsity ice hockey in 1975-76, setting the precedent for the future. Over the years, the
Ice Knights have been one of the most successful and most popular teams in Geneseo athletics.

From the days of the “Psyche Knights,” wild Ken Rende, student public address announcers
Tom Turck and Mark Procopio, the Ice Knight Squires led by Dennis “Clutch” Renno and Steven
“Sweaty” Gilbert and, most recently, the Ice Knights’ Pep Band initiated by Justin Swackhamer,
Geneseo students have always clapped, cheered and supported the Ice Knights through thick and
thin, making Friday and Saturday nights in the Wilson Ice Arena a campus requirement.
