» No. 24-ranked Georgia makes its 37th appearance
in the NCAA tournament with a trip to lowa City,
lowa for the first and second rounds. The Lady
Bulldogs will play the winner of the Arizona State
versus Virginia game on Saturday at 1:30 p.m. ET on
ESPN2.

» The Lady Bulldogs’ 37 trips to the Big Dance
are tied for third most among all NCAA women's
basketball programs. Tennesse leads with 44,
followed by Texas with 38. Georgia, UConn and
Stanford all rank third at 37.

» This year's Georgia team turned in the best single-
season turnaround in school history and the best in
the SEC from last year to this year. After going 13-19
a season ago, Georgia improved its win total by nine
games with a 22-9 overall mark.

» Georgia boasts three wins against top 20 teams —
the most for the program in the regular season since
the 2010-11 campaign. The Lady Bulldogs defeated
then-No. 16 ranked Ole Miss, 82-59, No. 11-ranked
Kentucky, 72-67, and No. 5-ranked Vanderbilt, 76-74

» The Lady Bulldogs rank fifth in the SEC in
both scoring defense (61.5 ppg) and field-goal
percentage defense (38.1 percent). Georgia is 16-0
this season when holding teams to 59 points or less.

» Georgia is led by first team All-SEC selection Dani
Carnegie. She finished the regular season ranked
fourth in the SEC in scoring during league play with
18.9 ppg against conference foes.

» Sophomore forward Mia Woolfolk has scored in
double figures in 12-straight games coming into the
NCAA tournament. Woolfolk ranks third in the SEC
in field-goal percentage, knocking in 59.7 percent
from the field.

» Georgia’s sophomore trio of Carnegie, Woolfolk
and Trinity Turner account for 41.7 points per game
this season. Four of the Lady Bulldogss' top 5
scorers are underclassmen.

THE FINAL FOUR...PLUS ONE MORE

Most women'’s basketball followers would agree that the 1996 season was
one of the most competitive ever, with traditional powers Georgia, Connecticut,
Louisiana Tech, Stanford and Tennessee all fielding excellent teams which could
stake legitimate claims as the nation’s top squad.

When the NCAA Tournament field was announced, the Lady Bulldogs and
Lady Techsters — the only two teams to be ranked No. 1 during the regular sea-
son — found themselves bracketed together in the Midwest Regional.

La. Tech topped pre-season No. 1 Connecticut in the State Farm Tip-off Clas-
sic and occupied the top spot until a late January loss. The Lady Bulldogs, who
had just defeated No. 4 Tennessee, No. 24 Auburn, No. 3 Connecticut, No. 10
Penn State and No. 20 Florida in succession, moved into the top spot for three
weeks before losing at Vanderbilt. La. Tech then returned to No. 1 for the re-
mainder of the season.

In a matchup well worthy of its billing, the Lady Bulldogs rallied from a nine-
point halftime deficit en route to a 90-76 victory. Saudia Roundtree, who re-
ceived Naismith National Player of the Year honors a day earlier, cemented her
status as such with a career-high 37 points.

No. 5-ranked Georgia topped Stanford in the NCAA semifinals to improve to
4-0 against the four teams ahead of the Lady Bullogs in the polls, but then lost
in the national title tilt.

SEASON NOTEBOOK

ABE Has Elite Tourney Experience

Coach ABE is one of four coaches all time, joining Kellie Harper (Missouri State, NC State, Western
Carolina, Tennessee), Jim Foster (Chattanoaga, Ohio State, Saint Joseph’s, Vanderbilt)and Stephanie
Gaitley (Fairleigh Dickinson, Fordham, Richmond, Saint Joseph's)to take four or more programs to the
Big Dance. This is Coach ABE's 13th appearance in the Big Dance as a head coach.

Back to Her Roots

A native of Cedar Rapids, lowa, Coach ABE played at Georgia from 1985-87 and transferred to play
closer to home at the University of lowa from 1988-90. She helped the Lady Bulldogs capture the
1986 SEC Championship, before playing on two Big Ten Championship squads for the Hawkeyes.

Coach ABE was one of the most sought after recruits in the nation following her outstanding prep
career at Washington High School in Cedar Rapids. She was a two-time lowa all-state selection and
Parade first-team All-American after averaging 20.3 points and 8.4 rebounds per game. She scored
2,391 career points and set 15 school records at Washington.

Third-Straight Trip to lowa

This marks Georgia's third consecutive trip to lowa for the NCAA tournament. The Lady Bulldogs
played in Ames in 2022 and lowa City in 2023. In its last time playing at Carver-Hawkeye Arena,
Georgia defeated Florida State in the first round before narrowly falling to the Caitlin Clark led lowa
Hawkeyes in a tight 74-66 defeat.

Carnegie is Best Georgia Scorer in 20 Years

Dani Carnegie’s 18.1 ppg is the highest single-season average for a Georgia player in 20 seasons.
Her average is the most since Tasha Humphrey scored just over 20 ppg during the 2005-06 campaign.
Carnegie has scored in double figures in 27 of 31 games and tallied 13, 20-plus point efforts this year.

In Rare Company

Carnegie's 32-point effort against Ole Miss marked the first time a Georgia player reached the
30-point mark since 2021 and was the eighth-best single-game total by an individual player in
program history. The Mount Vernon, NY native turned around and scored 31 points against Arkansas,
becoming the first Lady Bulldog to accomplish that feat since Katrina McClain back in 1987.

Hitting Behind the Arc ... Carnegie Approaches Record

This year's Georgia team is one of the best 3-point shooting squads in school history. The Lady
Bulldogs enter the NCAA tournament with 208 makes from behind the arc -- the third-best total in
the program’s 53 years of existence. The Lady Bulldogs need to just seven more 3-points to move
into second place (215 in 2006-07) and 20 to tie to the program record (228 in 2005-06). Carnegie
needs just one more 3-pointer to tie the school record for most 3-pointers in a season by a
Georgia player (Cori Chambers with 85 in 2006-07).

Quartet of Dawgs in Double Figures ... First Time in a Long Time
Four Georgia players average double-figure scoring totals this season, marking the first time since
the 2011-12 season (Jasmine Hassell, Khaalidah Miller, Anne Marie Armstrong and Jasmine James)
the Lady Bulldogs have had four or more players accomplish that feat.

We Love the 80s

Georgia has scored 80 or points in 10 games this season, the most for the program since the 2005-
06 campaign. The Lady Bulldogs also boast a trio of 90-point games and own a perfect record when
hitting the 80-point mark.

Scoring and Defending

Even with increased offensive numbers, Georgia's defense has continued to play well under Coach
ABE. The Lady Bulldogs rank fifth in the SEC in field-goal percentage defense, holding teams to 38.1
percent from the field.
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Lady Bulldogs Down a Trio of Top 20 Opponents

Georgia defeated three top 20 opponents during the regular season
for the first time since the 2010-11 season, with victories against No.
5 Vanderbilt, No. 16 Ole Miss and No. 11 Kentucky. The 23-point win
against Ole Miss marked Georgia’s largest margin of victory against a
ranked opponent in 20 years (Feb. 2, 2006 vs. No. 11 Kentucky, 91-57).

Perfect in Nonconference Play

The Lady Bulldogs finished nonconference play undefeated for only the
fifth occasion in program history. Georgia's 14-0 record marked the best
start for the team since the 2009-10 season.

Dawgs Dominate Tech

Georgia owns a commanding 38-10 lead in the all-time series against its
rival Georgia Tech. This year's win against the Yellow Jackets marked a
significant historical performance. The Lady Bulldogs' 28-point margin
was the widest margin in the series since 1994, and the 87 points scored
were Georgia’'s most against the Yellow Jackets since 1999. Georgia's
win marked the program's first victory over Tech in Athens since 2017.

Transfer, Freshmen Classes Rank Among Nation’s Best

Georgia signed an impressive transfer portal and freshman classes in
2025. UGA's transfer portal class was ranked as high as No. 5 nationally
(247sports.com) and the freshman class was ranked No. 18 nationally
(by ESPN). The Lady Bulldogs are one of three SEC teams, joining
Tennessee and LSU, to rank in the top 5 in the transfer portal and top-20
in freshman class rankings.

The Lady Bulldogs” five transfers include Dani Carnegie (Georgia
Tech), Enjulina Gonzalez (Miami Ohio), Rylie Theuerkauf (Wake Forest),
Aicha Ndour (Wichita State) and Vera Ojenuwa (Arkansas). This year's
freshman class includes Jocelyn Faison (Atlanta).

Georgia Family

Coach ABE preaches family and culture, and it shows in the longevity of
her staff. Associate Head Coach Tahnee Balerio and assistants Isoken
Uzamere, Nykesha Sales and Ebone Henry-Harris have been with Coach
ABE a combined 43 seasons!

Battles is Back

Georgia welcomed back All-SEC guard Diamond Battles, who now
serves as a graduate assistant. Battles was one of just three SEC players
to rank in the top 15 in scoring, assists and steals during the 2022-23
season.

A Winning Tradition

Georgia women's basketball stands among the most elite programs
in the SEC and the country. The Lady Bulldogs rank second in SEC
history and 19th nationally with 1,108 all-time wins — one of just six
league teams to reach the 1,000-victory mark (Tennessee, Georgia,
LSU, South Carolina, Auburn and Texas). Georgia is tied for second in
total conference victories (345) and third, behind Tennessee and South
Carolina, with seven league championships.

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Woolfolk put on a show

ATHENS, Ga. -- From the baseline, from the free-throw line, from seemingly
everywhere within 16 feet of the basket, Mia Woolfolk found a way to score
Thursday night. For the second game in a row, the powerful, 6-foot-3 Georgia
women's basketball sophomore was close to unstoppable.

Woolfolk was excellent in the Lady Bulldogs’ upset of No. 5 Vanderbilt last
Sunday, going 8-for-10 from the floor and scoring 19 points, one shy of her
career high, set earlier this season at Florida State. She scored 11 of Georgia’s
20 points in the quarter to help the Lady Bulldogs pull out a 76-74 win over
the Commodores.

Against the Sooners, the forward was even better: a career-high 29 points
on 9-for-12 shooting from the field, 11-for-14 shooting from the free-throw
line, plus nine rebounds and a block, with no turnovers in 31 minutes on the
court. It was the best game of her career, but it wasn't enough to lift the No.
24-ranked Lady Bulldogs past No. 11 Oklahoma, who held on for a 71-67 win
in Stegeman Coliseum.

“It doesn’t matter what | scored tonight, a loss is a loss, so now we just have to
go get this game on Monday," she said, referring to the Lady Bulldogs’ game
at Auburn.

It may have come in a loss, but Woolfolk’s performance was special and worth
celebrating. In her two seasons at Georgia, she’s always been a force in the
paint, but she’s adding to her game. She averaged 11.0 points per game on
51.4% shooting last season, and made the SEC All-Freshman Team, and this
season she’s second on the team with 13.2 points per game — she’s averaged
15.0 over her last 10 games — and is hitting 59.8% of her shots, fourth-best
in the SEC.

“I don't think this game is anything new for Mia. ... She always can get buckets
like that (inside), you know, and | think what's been great, though, is her high-
post shot,” Georgia head coach Katie Abrahamson-Henderson said. “She’s
really been working on it. Her being able to hit those shots, now she’s hard
to guard because you've got to guard her on the block or she could step out
(and shoot from 12-15 feet), and she could pick and pop, and she can make
those shots”

Inthe first quarter, after the Sooners raced out to a 16-4 lead, Woolfolk hit a pair
of free throws and then a jumper, helping the Lady Bulldogs cut the margin to
22-13 after 10 minutes of action. In the second quarter, Woolfolk dominated,
scoring Georgia’s first eight points of the period. Six of those points came on
jumpers and the last two on free throws. She added two more free throws at
the end of the half to give her 10 of the Lady Bulldogs’ 14 points in the quarter.

Oklahoma led 37-27 at the half, and Woolfolk picked up where she left off in
the third quarter. She scored the first points of the second half on a jumper,
which was followed by a 3-pointer from Savannah Henderson and a layup by
Dani Carnegie. A Woolfolk jumper from the elbow cut the Sooner lead to 39-
36, and by the start of the fourth quarter, she had 18 points in the game and
the Lady Bulldogs were hanging close, down 50-44.

Just past midway through the fourth, Woolfolk hit another jumper and made
two free throws, cutting Oklahoma'’s lead to 60-58. She followed that with a
baseline jumper off the glass, followed by a rattled-in jumper from the right
side that made it 64-62 with 1:53 to play.

Woolfolk did all that against a tough, physical Sooner defense that didn't
let anything come easily. With Carnegie, Georgia’s leading scorer all season,
having an off shooting night, going 5-for-17, Woolfolk was getting a lot of
attention from Oklahoma.

“Our game plan was great, to go to her,’ Coach ABE said. “Trinity (Turner) did
a great job of getting her the ball. Savannah did a great job of getting her the
ball.| mean, (Oklahoma) had multiple people on her, so she did a great job. She
went at Reagan Beers, who's a really good player, and then they brought their
other post players in the game, and I'm actually shocked they didn’t double
her, but she got hit. She was getting hit and hit and hit and hit.

“I always say she's like Shaq because she's so physical and strong, they don't
call everything. She was getting clobbered in there and finishing through the
contact”

Woolfolk is one of those players who winds up on the floor a lot, and she’s
battled through several injuries this season. She kept getting up Thursday and
kept delivering again and again.

“It always feels good to be healthy. After taking a big fall like that against LSU
(on Jan. 8), I'm just happy to be on the floor, in general, no matter how I'm
doing,” Woolfolk said. “Talking about how I'm playing, | just do anything | can
for my team at the end of the day”’

“I think Mia’s tough every game,” Coach ABE said.

She proved that again Thursday.
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Carnegie named to All-SEC First Team

ATHENS -- Dani Carnegie, whose 18.1 points per game is the highest season average of any Georgia player since Tasha Humphrey in 2006, has been tabbed to
the All-Southeastern Conference First Team in a vote by league coaches.

The Mount Vernon, N.Y., native is one of 10 student-athletes on the first-team list and is just the 28th player in program history to garner first-team honors. She
is the first Lady Bulldog since Jenna Staiti in 2022 to be named First Team All-SEC.

Carnegie has put together an impressive sophomore season at Georgia. She has tallied 26 double-figure scoring contests and 13 games with 20 or more points.
The 5-foot-9 guard became the first Georgia player since Hall of Famer Katrina McClain in 1987 to record back-to-back 30-point games with 32 against No. 16
Ole Miss and 31 versus Arkansas.

With a nine win improvement from last year, Carnegie has helped engineer the best single-season turnaround in program history and the best by an SEC team
this season. The Lady Bulldogs are currently 22-8 overall with three wins against top 20 teams, including a victory against No. 5 Vanderbilt.

Theuerkauf earns spot on SEC Community Service Team

ATHENS — Junior guard Rylie Theuerkauf, a leader both on and off the court for the No. 23-ranked Georgia Lady Bulldog basketball team, has earned a spot on
the 2026 Southeastern Conference Community Service Team.

The Tenafly, N.J., native who averages 11.8 points per game and ranks fourth among all SEC players with a 41 percent clip from 3-point range, serves as Georgia’s
Student-Athlete Advisory Committee representative alongside teammate Savannah Henderson.

During her three-year career at Wake Forest and Georgia, Theuerkauf has been a part of several influential community service efforts. While with the Demon
Deacons, she helped build beds for government housing and started a program where she served as a mentor for young girls at local elementary schools. That
servant leadership has carried over to her time at Georgia, where she has spearheaded several community service initiatives, including visits to the local humane
society to raise awareness for pet adoption as well as serving at local elementary schools, where the team reads and plays with kids.

On the court, Theuerkauf is Georgia's third-leading scorers behind All-SEC candidates Dani Carnegie and Mia Woolfolk. She leads the team with a 41-percent
clip from 3-point range and an 85-percent mark from the free-throw line. The Lady Bulldogs are in the midst of the largest single-season turnaround in program
history with a 21-7 overall record, which includes three wins against top 20 teams and a No. 23 national ranking.

ATHENS -- Before sitting down for a quick interview Tuesday afternoon,
Georgia women’s basketball guard Rylie Theuerkauf was on the court at
Stegeman Coliseum putting up shots. She was in her happy place, doing what
she loves to do — and the work is paying off for her and the No. 24-ranked
Lady Bulldogs.

Theuerkauf has scored in double figures in six straight games, including a
career-high 26 at Mississippi State on Feb. 12. Heading into Thursday night's
big game against No. 11 Oklahoma, Theuerkauf is averaging 11.8 points per
game — third-highest on the team — and shooting 43.1% from the field.

During her shooting drills, Theuerkauf said, she’ll do a mix of mid-range shots
and 3-pointers from a variety of spots on the court.

“It's really all the shots | get in the game,"said the junior from Tenafly, N.J."I'll try
to get flares, corners, transition, and then I'll go to my pull-up shots.

As a freshman at Wake Forest during the 2023-24 season, Theuerkauf averaged
3.8 points per game. Last season, with 23 starts in 29 games, she led the
Demon Deacons with 12.0 points per game; she made 34 3-pointers, dished
out 42 assists and had 24 steals.

After transferring to Georgia, where she’s playing with one of the best shooters
in the SEC in guard Dani Carnegie, Theuerkauf has scored in double figures
15 times in 26 games, with nine games of 15 points or more. She’s shooting a
team-high 41.8% from 3-point range this season.

Theuerkauf has already hit 56 3s this season, second on the team to Carnegie’s
75, but neither player is limited to just launching bombs from the outside. Both
will drive and attack the lane if they can, and both draw a lot of fouls. Carnegie
leads the team with 92 free-throw attempts, and Theuerkauf is second with 77.

In Georgia's 76-74 win over No. 5 Vanderbilt last Sunday, Carnegie hit five
3s and scored a game-high 29 points, while Theuerkauf hit a pair of 3s and
finished with 10 points and two assists.

“Dani was on fire last game," Theuerkauf said. “l mean, every shot | could give
to her, I would; she wasn't missing. | think it's really nice that we can play off
each other like that.

“We have a lot of great shooters, not just me and Dani, so it's nice when
someone’s hot, and we do a good job of recognizing it

It was Theuerkauf who was red-hot in the game at Mississippi State. She
went 8-for-12 from the field and 5-for-7 from 3-point range. It was a great
performance, maybe her best overall as a Lady Bulldog, but Theuerkauf didn't
take much satisfaction from it since it came in a disappointing 85-71 loss.

“l wish that had come in a win," she said. “l wish | could have done something
more for us to win. It's definitely nice to be in the zone and feel the shot like
that, and | think Missouri was more fun for me because we got a win in that
zone!

Theuerkauf scored 22 points in Georgia’s 85-66 rout of the Mizzou on Feb.
8, her second-highest point total of the season. She said she doesn’t know
pregame if she’s going to be in the zone, but she approaches every game the
same way.

“I go into each game with the same mindset of, I'm going to shoot great today,”
she said.

And there have been plenty of times already this season when Theuerkauf has,
with more to come.
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Woolfolk, Lady Bulldogs Down No. 5 Vanderhilt

ATHENS -- Mia Woolfolk wasn't going to be denied Sunday afternoon at
Stegeman Coliseum.

“Honestly, it's just my mindset that was working for me the Georgia
sophomore forward said after scoring 11 of the Lady Bulldogs' 20 points in the
fourth quarter of their 76-74 win over No. 5 Vanderbilt.

“We were going into this game knowing that if we play how we can play, we
can do whatever we want. And so now that we're in that position in the fourth
quarter, all  know is, | got to work; like, I'm a dawg, | got to go hard.”

Woolfolk did go hard, making key plays at both ends of the floor; she finished
with 19 points, one off her career high, while also grabbing seven rebounds.
As the Commodores tried to get off a tying shot in the closing seconds, it
was Woolfolk and teammate Zhen Craft who got in front of Vandy’s Sacha
Washington and denied her a good look at the basket.

Before that, Vandy inbounded the ball after a timeout with 22.2 seconds left,
and Georgia had everything covered, especially its defense on Commodores
star Mikayla Blakes, who came in leading the nation in scoring with 26.3 points
per game. The harassing defense eventually led to Vandy calling another
timeout with 3.3 seconds left.

"I feel like that last possession really shows who we are, especially defensively,’
Woolfolk said. “We harp (on) defense in practice. Like, y'all think I'm B.S.-ing,
but I'm so serious (laughs) — we harp defense in practice, and | feel like it
finally showed off in that last possession.”

“We're always going to harp on defense’ Georgia head coach Katie
Abrahamson-Henderson said.“And | think any really good team in the country
is going to harp on defense to get a win like this”

Georgia, which is ranked No. 24 in this week’s AP Top 25, led by 14 points in the
second quarter before Vandy rallied. The game was tied 56-56 heading into
the fourth, when every possession and every play helped decide the outcome.

The Commodores led 65-60 with 7:32 to play after Blakes hit a pair of free
throws (she scored 19 of her 27 points at the line). Woolfolk answered with a
basket inside and a foul, with her free throw making it 65-63. Georgia’s Miyah
Verse then tied the game with 6:23 to play on layup.

Later in the period, guard Dani Carnegie, who scored a game-high 29 points,
made two free throws to put Georgia ahead 70-69 with 3:35 remaining. With
1:15 to go, Blakes hit two more free throws to put Vandy ahead 74-73. After
Woolfolk rebounded a missed Carnegie jumper, guard Trinity Turner scored
inside to put the Lady Bulldogs ahead 75-74 with 50 seconds left.

Georgia then caught a break when Vandy turned the ball over on a pass into
the corner, giving the Lady Bulldogs the ball with 30 seconds to go. Carnegie
was fouled and hit one of two free throws to make it a two-point game. After
Vandy's timeout to set up its final possession, Coach ABE said all she could do
was pray.

“I was just praying to God that we got that win,” said Coach ABE, whose hair
was drenched after her players gave a celebratory water bath in the locker
room.

Georgia's win over the Commodores came the day after the NCAA selection
committee revealed its top 16 teams in the country, with Vandy ranked No.
4, meaning the Commodores were in position for a No. 1 seed in the NCAA
tournament heading into the final two weeks of the regular season. For the
Lady Bulldogs, the upset win, Georgia'’s first over a top-five team since 2021,
was their third over a ranked team this season. Georgia also won at No. 1 70le
Miss on Jan. 16, crushing the Rebels by 23 points, and won by five at No. 16
Kentucky on Jan. 24.

“Obviously, as coaches, we knew they were super talented, and so we've just
got to get them to stay consistent on their talent,” Coach ABE said.

Georgia was consistently excellent shooting Sunday, hitting 26 of 50 field-goal
attempts, led by Woolfolk's 8-for-10 and Carnegie’s 9-for-15. The Lady Bulldogs
turned the ball over 19 times, to just 10 for Vandy, but were consistently strong
on the defensive end to hold the Commodores to 18 points off those turnovers
and just 37.1% shooting overall.
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
