TODAY’SGAME: GeorgiaState enterstoday’sgame
-- the first of three straight at home -- as hosts to Va.
Commonwealth on Sunday at 2 p.m. at the Ga. State
SportsArena.

Both teams enter the contest on two-game win
streaks. The Panthers are seeking to win two home
Colonial Athletic Association games in a season for
the first time and extend their home record to 6-1 on
theyear. Georgia State’swin streak includes back-to-
back conferenceroad winsfor thefirst timesincejoin-
ing the league in 2005-06

The Panthers (11-6, 3-3 CAA) havewon eight of
10 and 11 of their last 14 games, and have equaled
their conference win total from ayear ago (3). Stateis
1-1 at home against CAA opponents.

Va Commonwealth (9-7, 2-4 CAA) haswon two
consecutive CAA contests after starting the season 0-4
in league play. The Rams, who are 3-6 on the road
overall, began the season 6-0, but have since dropped
seven of their last 10. VCU hasyet to win aconference
game on theroad (0-3).

Va. Commonwealthisone of GeorgiaState’sfive
permanent Colonial Athletic Association partners
through 2010-11 (for the next five seasons), which
means the Panthers play a home-and-home series
against the Rams. The other partners are UNC
Wilmington, Northeastern, Towson and Old Domin-
ion.

THE SERIES: Sunday’s contest is the fourth meet-
ing on the hardwood between Va. Commonweal th and
Georgia State with the Rams holding a 2-1 advantage
intheseries.

The two teams first met in Atlanta back on Feb.
13, 1981 with the Panthers claiming a103-72 victory.
Twenty-five years later, the VCU took the season se-
ries from State, winning at home (69-60) and in At-
lanta (82-80), asthe two schools met for thefirst time
asCAA foes.

after made baskets from Smith and guard Brittany
Hoallins.

Va Commonwealth’s QuanitraHollingsworth’s
jumper with 2:33 left tied the contest. Both teams
went scoreless for almost two minutes until
Hollingsworth was sent to the line with 49 seconds
remaining after getting fouled from Hollins.
Hollingsworth made both free throws for an 82-80
Rams advantage. The Panthers couldn’t find the
bottom of the net in the remaining seconds, allowing
VCU to go away with thewin.

State's Roegiers-Jensen tied her career-high,
scoring a game-high 30 points. She added six
rebounds and six assists. Hollinstied her career-best
with 16 points. Hollingsworth led VCU with 27 points
and totaled agame-high 14 rebounds. Also in double
figures for the Rams was Krystal Vaughn with 16,
Vera Chistovawith 13, Stephanie Merlowith 12 and
Michele Cosel had 11.

Georgia State trailed 40-36 at halftime.
Roegiers-Jensen took over for the Panthers, scoring
nine points during a 16-5 run which put State ahead
by five, 66-61, with 6 minutesremaining in regulation.
The Rams recovered to stake a four-point lead, 76-
72, after two made free throws from Vaughn.
Roegiers-Jensen hit two from the stripe with 45
seconds on the clock to make the score 76-74. State's
defense forced VCU into a shot clock violation on
the ensuing possession, setting up Smith’sgame-tying
lay up.

ROOKIE OF THE WEEK: Freshman RaShay
Rawlswas named the Colonial Athletic Association’s
(CAA) Rookie of the Week, the league announced
Monday. The award is the first for Rawls and the
fourth weekly CAA accolade given to aPanther player
this season.

Rawls averaged 9.0 points and 6.0 reboundsin
19.5 minutes off the bench for Georgia State which
lost at Old Dominion, 75-54, but won at George
Mason, 70-57, last week.

Rawls collected six points on 3-for-4 shooting
and had five rebounds against ODU on Jan. 11. At
George Mason (Jan. 14), shetotaled acareer-high 12
points on 5-for-6 shooting and finished second on the
team with seven rebounds.
