Sunday’s contest isthefifth meeting on the hard-
wood between Va. Commonwealth and Georgia State
with the Rams holding a 3-1 advantage in the series.

The two teams first met in Atlanta back on
Feb.13, 1981 with the Panthers claiming a 103-72
victory. Twenty-five years later, VCU took the sea-
son series from State, winning at home (69-60) and
inAtlanta (82-80), asthe two schools met for thefirst
time as CAA foes.

The Rams have now won three straight over
State after a75-64 OT victory Jan. 21, 2007. Thelast
two meetings have each goneinto overtime.

THELAST TIME vs. VA. COMMONWEALTH:
Senior guard Kelcey Roegiers-Jensen nailed a 3-
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pointer for Georgia State with 12 seconds left in
regulation to force overtime, but the Panthers were
out scored 13-2 in the extra frame, giving Virginia
Commonwealth a 75-64 road win.

Roegiers-Jensen totaled acareer-high 32 points
to lead all scorers. The contest marked the second
straight overtime game at the Sports Arena between
Georgia State and VCU. It was also the first timein
school history the Panthers’ have recorded back-to-
back overtime gamesin asingle season.

Sophomore center M ar cquitta Head registered
16 points before fouling out with just under two
minutes remaining in regulation. Freshman forward
Danyiell McK eller tallied agame-high 11 boards.

Krystal Vaughn scored 16 points to lead four
Va. Commonwealth players in double figures. The
Rams, who win on theroad for thefirst timein CAA
action this season (1-3), also had double-digit efforts
from Quanitra Hollingsworth (13 pts, team-high 10
rebounds), Michele Cosel (14 pts) and LaK ea Jones
(13 pts).

The Panthers finished 0-6 from the floor in the
overtime period, whileV CU shot 4-of-7, including a
4-for-4 mark from the free throw line. After alayup
from Vaughn in the extraperiod gave VCU a2-point
lead, 64-62, Roegiers-Jensen tied the contest with two
straight free throws. The Ramsthen out scored State
11-0 over the next 4:25, including atrey from Cosel,
to pull away for thewin.

Georgia State, which led 20-13 with 10:49 on
the clock in the first period, saw its advantage
evaporate after the Rams closed the stanzaona 17-6
run to stake a 30-26 halftime advantage.

The Panthers went up by five in the second
period, 44-39, following atrey from Roegiers-Jensen
with 11:13 remaining. But, another 17-6 Rams' spurt,
capped by a 3-pointer from Cosel, gave VCU a 56-
50 advantage with 5:09 left. Leading 62-59, Cosel
made the second of two free throwswith 20 seconds
ontheclock, leading to Roegiers-Jensen’sgame-tying
threein regulation.

“STAR” OF DAVID: Coincidentally, Georgia State
is12-2 when freshman guard Tabitha David scores
in double figures. The Panthers are 3-10 when she
either doesn’t play or scoresin single digits.

COMBO GUARD: Georgia State is 12-1 (the lone
losswas at Delaware) when freshman guard Tabitha
David IS one of thethree or more playersthat scores
in doublefigures.

OVERTIME: Georgia State is 15-14 all time in
overtime games (32 seasons). The Panthers are 8-5
in OT contests under head coach L ea Henry. Four of

the 12 OT games played under Henry have occurred
this season where the Panthers are 3-2 on the year.

DOUBLE THE PLEASURE: State'sgameat UNC
Wilmington (Feb. 18) was thefirst double-overtime
contest for the Panthers since dropping a 79-75
decision against Marquette inthefinals of State’s2002

The Panthers played another OT contest this
season on Feb. 21 against VCU, marking thefirst time
in school history that State has played back-to-back
overtime gamesin asingle season.

FULL THROTTLE: Georgia State has scored 90
points or more in a game twice this season. The last
time the Panthers scored 90+ pointstwicein aseason
was back during the 2000-01 campaign.

“MARGINAL” WINS: The 46-point margin of
victory in thewin over Towson Feb. 11 was the most
for the Panthers since topping Savannah State on Dec.
9 by 44 points.

State’s 59-point (89-30) victory over Morris
Brown on Dec. 14, 2002 is the largest margin of
victory over an opponent in recent years.

The Panthers defeated Piedmont by 64 points
(98-34) in 1983-84, Furman by 63 points (98-35) in
1976-77 and Georgia Tech by 61 points (101-40) in
1975-76.

ON THE ROAD: Georgia State is 69-87 overall in
road games under coach Henry. Theteamis57-55in
conference road games under Henry. Stateis5-8 (3-
5 CAA) on theroad this season.

The 1999-2000 team recorded the best overall
road mark at 10-2 under Henry’stenure and finished
8-1 on the road in the Trans America Athletic
Conference.

ON THE ROAD 2: Georgia State's five road wins

THE FINAL COUNTDOWN: Today’'s game
against Va. Commonwealth is the ninth of the final
10 regular season games for Georgia State. The
Panthers are 4-4 this year in their final 10 regular
Season contests.

Over the past 12 seasons under head coach L ea
Henry, the Panthers are 76-51 over their final 10
regular season games. State posted consecutive 9-1
marksin 1999-2000 and 2000-01.

UP, UPAND AWAY: Senior guard K elcey Roegier s-
Jensen has seen her scoring average soar since the
Mississippi Valley State game on Dec. 29, 2006 (17
games ago).

After scoring just six points against North
Floridaon Dec. 19 and owning a scoring average of
12.5 ppg, Roegiers-Jensen exploded for 23 against
the DeltaDevilettes.

Since then, she has scored in doublefiguresin
16 of thelast 17 contests, including nine games of 20
or more points and four of 30 or more. Roegiers-
Jensen is averaging 20.7 points over the last 17
contests.

Since the MVSU contest, Roegiers-Jensen’s
scoring average hasimproved from 12.5 ppg to 17.7
ppg. Sheislisted 48th nationally in scoring average,
isranked 3rd inthe CAA in scoring and is second in
the conference only leadersin scoring average.

ROLE REVERSAL : A lineup change in November
has reaped huge benefitsfor the Panthers.

By inserting sophomore guard Brittany Hollins
at the point guard position and moving freshman guard
Tabitha David into the starting lineup, State hasim-
proved its scoring average by 18 points per game.

Prior tothelineup change, the Panthersaveraged
only 52.0 ppg and were 0-3 on the season. Sincethen,
Georgia State is 15-9 and averaging 69.8 points per
contest.

Four players are averaging double figures since
the switch. Senior guard K elcey Roegier s-Jensen leads
with 18.1 points per game. David has 10.9 ppg, while
sophomore center M ar cquitta Head collects 11.8 ppg
and 9.3 rpg.

In 2005-06, the “dynamic duo” ranked as the
Panthers' third and fourth top scorers, averaging 9.0
and 7.8 points per game, respectively. Head was the
team’sleading rebounder with 6.9 boards per contest,
while Hollins led State in steals (80) with a 2.76
average.

As sophomores in 2006-07, Hollins and Head
have continued to build on their solid first-year
resumes. Thisseason, Head's scoring and rebounding
averages haveimprovedto 11.1 and 8.7, respectively.
Hollinsaverages 10.3 pointsand 3.3 stealsper game.

Head and Hollins rank second and fourth,
respectively, in scoring for Georgia State.

Sophomore center Marcquitta Head also
established a new benchmark for Georgia State on
Feb. 11, totaling 60 blocked shotsin asingle season.
