PAIR of 9-Win TEAMS WITH OPPOSING STYLES TO BATTLE 

	 Northeastern (9-6, 2-2) comes to town as one of the nation’s leaders in three-point 
shooting, while Georgia State (9-5-1-2) has built its success on a rugged defense. 
	 The Huskies come in No. 13 in the nation in 3-point baskets (118 made) and No. 14 
in 3-point percentage (.366). The Panthers will try to match up with that as No. 3 in the 
nation in 3-point defense (.237), allowing only 49 made.
	 NU’s 6-foot-3 center Jewel Tunstull is No. 6 in the NCAA in FG percentage and 
GSU’s 6-foot-3 center Cody Paulk is No. 12 in the NCAA in blocked shots. 
	 NU turns the ball over 18 times per game (No. 284 NCAA) while GSU forces 19.8 
turnovers per game and is No. 68 in the NCAA in steals (10.7). But, NU’s defense also 
specializes in steals and sits No. 57 in the NCAA at 11.0.
	  GSU and Towson have played 17 games since joining the CAA together in 2005-06, 
but this season will end that as GSU moves on to the Sun Belt for FBS football.

DEFENSE HAS BEEN KEY TO GEORGIA STATE WINS
	 Georgia State s 9-5 start is primarily a credit to the defensive efforts.  This season is 
only the seventh time of the Panthers’ 38-season history that they had started by winning 
8 of its first 10 games. 
	 GSU’s defense has held eight of the 14 opponents under 50 points this season and 
allow just 57.1 points a game despite forcing an up-tempo, fast-paced game.
	 If one wants to know primarily why GSU is winning, just look at the national NCAA 
rankings  of the 345 Division I teams on Monday, Jan. 14 and one will see the impact the 
Panthers’ aggressiveness is having:

Coach SHARON BALDWIN-TENER
	   Sharon Baldwin-Tener, named 
GSU’s head coach in April of 2010, 
has known how to win as both a 
collegiate player and collegiate 
coach. 
    Now in her third season at GSU, 
the recruiting has shown some 
pieces are in place for a solid 
future.
     She picked up her 200th career 
win as a head coach on Dec. 29, 
2010 vs. Mississippi Valley State 
(91-65) and guided GSU to the 
500th all-time win in school 
history on Jan. 9, 2011 in a win over Hofstra (84-70) 
     In eight years, she turned the East Carolina women’s basket-
ball program around, winning 126 games, while earning post-
season bids to the NCAA and WNIT tournaments. The Lady 
Pirates of ECU won the C-USA Tournament in 2007. 
    Atlanta is a homecoming for Baldwin-Tener as she played 
her prep ball in Smyrna and her college ball at both Kennesaw 
State and the University of Georgia. She was an assistant coach 
at Georgia and a head coach at Life University in Marietta 
     Those eight years at ECU followed her 2001-02 season as the 
Atlantic Sun Conference Coach of the Year honor in her only 
season at Mercer University in Macon. 
     She first gained notice as the NAIA National Coach of the 
Year at Life University, where she began that program with a 
final No. 7 ranking in its first year and produced a team ranked 
No. 1 in the national polls in her second season (2001). Her 
assistant coaching career was highlighted by being named the 
Naismith National Assistant Coach of the Year (1997) while she 
was in her seventh and final year at the University of Georgia 
under head coach Andy Landers. Baldwin-Tener enjoyed a 
successful playing career at both the high school and collegiate 
levels. At Wills High School (merged with Campbell High) in 
Smyrna, Ga., she averaged 21 points per contest as a senior and 
was named the 1985 Georgia Class 4A State Player-of-the-Year. 
    Baldwin-Tener earned a bachelor’s degree from Georgia in 
1991 and completed her master’s of education in 1997, also at 
Georgia. She and her husband, Matt, have two children: Luke 
(8, Feb. 4, 2004) and Samantha (7, Oct. 28, 2005).

	 NU holds a 12-5 all-time series lead, but is 3-4 in Atlanta.

A QUICK LOOK AT NORTHEASTERN
	 Located in a central city Boston, the Huskies are under coach 
Daynia La-Force for a seventh season. She was a former player at 
Georgetown on a Big East championship team that advanced to the 
Sweet 16 in the NCAA Tournament.
	 NU has three seniors and a junior who play major roles to give 
the Huskies an experienced line-up. Deanna Kerkhof, one of two 
Canadians in the starting line-up, leads the CAA with 46-of-102 
treys. Four Huskies average in double figures as they blend size (6-4 
and 6-3) with outside shooting (four with 10 or more treys). NU beat 
Mason and William & Mary, then lost to JMU and Delaware.

    She is the only GSU player to have 
two 50-plus block seasons and will 
be looking for make that three in a 
row as well.
   The Alabama native has blocked 6 
shots in a game five times, including 
two games this season. She has 
blocked 5 shots in a game four times, 
making it 10 games with 5 or more 
blocks. The school game record is 
11, with a game of 8 and two players 
with games of 7 blocks.
 Paulk has 23 career games in 
double-figure scoring, including a 
pair of CAA games over 20 points 
(VCU and Towson).
   As a rebounder, she has six double-
figure games and 10 games with 
nine or more rebounds. She’s closing 
in on her 500th career rebound (434 
and counting). 
  With 105 steals on defense, she has 
reached that 100 miletsone.
  She is a Capital One CoSIDA 
Academic All-District honoree as a 
chemistry major and math minor. 
She has been the CAA Scholar-

     GSU has added a pair of Division I 
transfers who are practicing with the 
team this season to play next season. 
Both have all-conference potential 
and are major additions.
    KYRA CROSBY was a starter last 
year at Alabama after having been 
the NJCAA Player of the Year at Gulf 
Coast Community College. Crosby 
started 15 games last year in the SEC 
at Alabama, averaging 9.1 points and 
4.3 rebounds. She came back from 
injury to play in all 16 SEC games and 
had 13 double-figure scoring games 
for the Crimson Tide. Crosby aver-
aged 19.5 points and 8.5 rebounds at 
Gulf Coast CC on a 35-1 team that 
won the national title.
    ALISHA ANDREWS was a two-
time All-CAA point guard at UNCW. 
She was also a two-time All-Defen-
sive Team honoree.
    Andrews led UNCW in scoring 
(11.9), as well as assists and steals. She 
made 132 three-point baskets in her 
two seasons with UNCW.
     The quick point guard was the cata-
lyst on their 24- and 20-win WNIT 
teams, producing 40 career double-
figure scoring games.

  GSU played Georgia (15-2) and 
Auburn (13-4) in the closed exhibi-
tion season.

   Center Cody Paulk scored 18 points, grabbed 12 rebounds 
and blocked 6 shots to lead GSU to a 73-48 victory over 
Georgia Southern in the opening game of Georgia State 
Thanksgiving Tournament.

   Georgia State, who led the nation in 3-point field goal de-
fense allowing 16 percent, ran into a red-hot  Belmont team 
that made 9-of-15 3-pointers (60 percent). That was a major 
difference in Belmont’s 85-62 win in a noon game.
   The game turned at the 14-minute mark. Belmont was hold-
ing a 48-45 lead when whistles started blowing frequently. 
GSU had four personals in about 50 seconds, plus a pair of 
technicals in a five-minute span on Coach Sharon Baldwin-
Tener that led to her ejection. That 48-45 lead grews to 62-45 
at 9:22 with Molly Ernst hitting three consecutive three-point 
baskets for Belmont in its 17-0 five-minute run.
   An 11-day layoff for finals showed early for GSU as their 
pressure defense did not force a Belmont turnover until 13 
minutes into the game. The Panthers, who came into the game 
shooting 43.3 percent, hit just 39.6 percent today. Ernest, who 
averaged 8 points a game coming in, scored 23 today with 
7-of-10 three-point baskets today.  
   The loss ends Georgia State’s four-game winning streak. The 
win for Belmont followed its win over Indiana and ran its win-
ning streak to three games.
   Georgia State got 13 points and six rebounds from sopho-
more guard Kayla Nolan. Maryam Dogo added 10 points and 
eight rebounds off the bench, while junior guard Kendra Long 
added 10 more points.
   The Panthers started with a 4-0 lead and the game was tied 
at 14-14 after seven minutes. A Belmont 12-0 scoring run 
gave the Bruins a 26-14 lead at 8:41. GSU closed to 37-31, but 
Belmont took a 42-31 lead into halftime.
   In the second half, GSU came out stronger on defense and 
outscored Belmont 14-4 to make it 48-45 when the whistles 
helped Belmont gain a lot more momentum. 
   The game included 39 fouls, plus two technicals, with 53 free 
throw attempts combined. But, for all the calls, it was probably 
the non-calls that had Coach Baldwin-Tener agitated the most 
in her rare ejection during her 14-year career.
   Georgia State held a 35-34 rebound advantage, but forced 
just 11 turnovers, almost half its normal average.  GSU had 
eight steals and four blocked shots.

   Kayla Nolan notched her second career double-double with 
10 points and 11 rebounds to lead a balanced effort as Georgia 
State defeated Morehead State, 61-47, on Sunday 
   Tiffany Anderson contributed 11 points and six rebounds 
for the Panthers, who improved to 6-2 on the season. Cody 
Paulk added nine points, seven boards, three steals and two 
blocked shots for GSU.
   “Tiffany Anderson really showed a lot of leadership today,” 
said GSU assistant coach Adrienne Shuler. “She was aggres-
sive, offensively and on the boards, and that generated a lot 
of second and third opportunities. When she plays like that, 
she is huge for us.”
   Shuler served as head coach for this game with GSU head 
coach Sharon Baldwin-Tener serving a one-game suspension, 
per Colonial Athletic Association policy, after she received two 
technical fouls in the Panthers’ last game.
   Georgia State used aggressive defense to force 21 Morehead 
State turnovers and limit the Eagles to 28 percent shooting 
from the field, including just 6-for-36 from three-point range.

   GSU led 28-18 at the half after holding the Eagles to just

   Early in the second half, Morehead State pulled within six 
points at 33-27, but Georgia State quickly responded with eight 
straight points in less than a minute to reestablish a 14-point 
lead. The run was fueled by back-to-back steals in the back-
court by Kendra Long and Miranda Smith that produced easy 
layups. The Panthers maintained their double-digit advantage 
the rest of the way.
   Terrice Robinson led Morehead State with 10 points, and 
Casey Ryans added nine points and rebounds but the Eagles 
fell to 1-9.

   Georgia State improved to 6-0 at home and 7-2 overall with a 
64-45 win over Western Carolina on Friday evening.
   As the storylines for its seven wins have all gone this year, 
Georgia State built a big double-digit halftime lead with its 
good defense and coasted on to the victory. Tonight, GSU 
opened a 34-19 halftime lead and never looked back.
   “When you hold a team to 19 points in the first half, you 
certainly put yourself in a position to go get a win,” head coach 
Sharon Baldwin-Tener noted. “Having all 10 players contribute 
significantly helps us in all facets of the wins. But you can win 
with good defense, whether it is at the start of a game or mak-
ing the key stop in the last 30 seconds of a game, so defense 
has always been a point of emphasis for us.”
   In shutting down the Catamounts in the first half, GSU 
forced 16 turnovers, made 10 steals, blocked 3 shots and held 
WCU to 28% in the opening half. The Panthers went on to 
finish with 20 forced turnovers, 12 steals, 5 blocks and allowed 
WCU to convert on just 31.6% of its shots, 23.1% outside the 
3-point arc.
   Junior guard Kendra Long led GSU’s scoring with 13 points, 
buoyed by 3-of-4 baskets outside the 3-point line. Freshman 
forward Morgan Jackson came off the bench to add nine points 
and grab five rebounds in 20 minutes. Senior center Cody 
Paulk was working towards a double-double with eight points 
and eight rebounds in her 25 minutes.
   Western Carolina had its only lead of the night on the first 
basket of the game and then Georgia State went on a 9-0 run 
to take the 9-2 lead at 15:30. At the midway point of the first 
half it was 17-8 as the Panthers held the Catamounts to single 
digits in those first 10 minutes. The Panthers got the first 
double-digit lead of the game at 30-18 with 2:00 to go on a trey 
by Long.

   Toledo (12-1) came from behind to defeat Georgia State, 
46-43, to win the Holiday & Hoops Tournament.
    GSU led from the 4-minute mark in the first half and didn’t 
lose the lead until 8:06 left in the game, a span of 16 minutes 
with the upper hand. With the score tied at 15 in the first half, 
GSU got the lead, 17-15, and then led 22-20 at halftime. GSU 
built its lead to seven at 27-20 and still led by six at 36-30 with 
10:48 to play. When Ashlee Cole hit a jumper with 8:33 to 
make it 38-35, that would be GSU’s final basket until 1:50. That 
basket at 1:50 brought GSU back to within 42-40.
   The win was Toledo’s 11th consecutive (No. 14 Dayton).
   The physical game was won at the free throw line as Toledo 
converted 11-of-16 charity tosses to just 2-of-6 for the home 
Panthers. GSU suffered with three players having four fouls, 
including Tiffany Anderson, who had three in the first half as 
she tried to follow yesterday’s double-double game, but spent 
more time on the bench, playing just six minutes of the first 
half. Anderson did not score today.
   Georgia State, ranked in the top 25 in many defensive cat-
egories, held Toledo, who is No. 19 in national RPI rankings in 
check for most of the game. GSU limited Toledo to just 25.8% 
field goals (16-of-62), to just 3-of-15 (20%) outside the arc, 
while making 8 steals and blocking 7 shots against the bigger 
and more physical Rockets.
   But, GSU struggled itself against Toledo’s tough defense. 
GSU shot just 19-of-60 (31.7%) and had 17 turnovers.  Toledo 
ended up with a 47-43 rebound advantage.
   Nolan had a double-double with 13 points and 11 rebounds. 
Cody Paulk tied her personal best with six blocked shots to 
move into the Top 10 in CAA history with 165 career blocks.

    Georgia State opened its Holiday & Hoops Tournament with 
a 76-60 win over Mississippi Valley State Saturday afternoon. 
   Host GSU ran its home court record to a perfect 7-0 this 
season and overall record to 8-2 with today’s tournament 
win. GSU advances to the championship game Sunday at 4 
p.m. against Toledo, while MVSU will play in the consola-
tion game at 2 p.m. against Charlotte. Toledo is No. 19 in the 
national RPI.
   Four Panthers scored in double figures, topped by Tiffany 
Anderson and Kendra Long with 12 points each. Anderson 
had a double-double with 12 points, 11 rebounds, while add-
ing five assists and three steals.
   GSU started the game with a 13-0 run over the first four 
minutes before MVSU finally scored at 15:25. The host Pan-
thers led 31-11 with five minutes to go in the half. GSU led 
47-22 at the half. The Panthers built the lead to as large as 32 
points, 58-26, before MVSU kept chipping away to the finish.
   GSU’s bench logged 90 minutes and the starters 110 minutes 
as Coach Baldwin-Tener used everybody extensively.
   Georgia State held a 44-28 rebound advantage, while the 
Panther defense forced 21 turnovers and made 11 steals. GSU 
made 7-of-15 three-point baskets today, including 5-of-9 in 
the first half.
   “We have got to have the same intensity whether we are up 
30 points or down 30 points and we didn’t have that all 40 
minutes today,” Coach Baldwin-Tener said. “I am glad to win 
by double figures, but I didn’t like the way we finished in the 
second half.”
   “Tiffany Anderson had a good game and am proud of her 
leadership,” Baldwin-Tener said. “She made the extra pass, she 
hit the boards, the shot the ball well and led the team when 
she was in the game.”
   “Our aggressive defense again got us started strong, but we 
tried other defenses with the young kids and we didn’t figure 
those defenses out very quickly,” Baldwin-Tener added. “We 
were too sloppy on both ends in the final 10 minutes.”
   The Panthers have led in double figures at halftime in all 
eight wins.

  Old Dominion rallied from a 20-point second-half deficit to 
earn a 72-66 victory over Georgia State in the Colonial Athletic 
Association opener for both teams Sunday.
   Georgia State’s (8-4, 0-1 CAA) Cody Paulk recorded a 
double-double with 11 points and 15 rebounds, and the senior 
blocked three shots to become the Panthers’ career lead with 
168. Kendra Long added 15 points  Galaisha Goodhope came 
off the bench to score 21 points, 19 in the second half includ-

   Host GSU carved out a 35-24 halftime lead by holding ODU 
to 28.6% shooting, forcing 13 turnovers and making six steals, 
while shooting 44.8 pcrcent from the floor themselves in the 
opening half.
   In the second half, GSU came out with a 15-6 run in the 
first seven minutes to build a 50-30 lead with 13:16 left to play.
   Old Dominion began its furious comeback with a pair of 
back-to-back 3-point shots from Tiffany Minor and Ashley 
Betz-White. GSU still maintained control and led by 53-42 
with just 8:43 left in the game.
   But, ODU continued to chip away with takeaways and poor 
GSU shooting. ODU eventually got the lead at 5:54 on an old-
fashioned 3-point play of a basket and free throw by Galaisha 
Goodhope. GSU tied the game at 58 with 5:03 to go on a 
basket by Kayla Nolan.
   ODU led by 61-60 with four minutes to play when GSU 
missed an open lay-up that would have given them the lead 
back. It was still a one-point game with 47.8 seconds when 
Kendra Long converted two free throws to pull GSU back to 
67-66. But, the hot-shooting Goodhope hit a jumper with 23 
seconds and then added some later closing seconds free throws 
to secure the win for the visiting Monarchs.
   From that 50-30 lead at 13:16, ODU outscored GSU 42-16 in 
that span and 48-31 in the half. In that second half, GSU shot 
just 27.6 percent on 8-of-29, many of them lay-ups.
   Georgia State finished with a 43-35 rebound advantage with 
18 offensive rebounds.

  Georgia State came from 17 points down and had the ball 
with 11 seconds and the chance to win, but misfired on its 
final attempt and lost a 64-63 decision to Hofstra Thursday.
   Trailing 64-53 with 5:11 to play, GSU shut down Hofstra 
without another point and continued to close the gap on 
offense. Kayla Nolan scored with 1:40 left to make it 64-63.
   With 1:00 on the clock and with the ball under their basket 
to go ahead, GSU threw the ball away. A defensive stop gave 
GSU another chance with 39 seconds left, but a backdoor 
layup was blocked without a foul by Shante Evans.
   When Annie Payton missed the front end of a 1-and-1 with 
16.1 seconds, GSU had yet another chance. With 11 seconds 
left, GSU had the ball in front of its bench and basket with 
the chance to pull off the win. But, a delayed offense ended 
up in a long shot by Ashley Watson that bounced off the side 
of the rim.
   The one-point margin made all the more important the 
buzzer beating 3-point shot at the end of the first half by Hofs-
tra’s Andreana Thomas that was reviewed and counted to break 
a tie and give Hofstra a 34-31 lead at the break. Those three 
points obviously loomed large later.  There had been seven lead 
changes and four ties in the back-and-forth first half.
   Hofstra started the second half with a 13-0 run to build the 
lead to 47-31 at 16:46. The Pride (6-7, 2-0 and on a five-game 
win streak) took advantage with Evans in the paint when Paulk 
had to sit for a few minutes with a sprained ankle. Hofstra had 
its largest lead of 51-34 at 12:23.
   Georgia State (8-5, 0-2) controlled the boards with a 47-40 
rebound advantage, including 18 offensive boards. GSU hurt 
itself by making just 12-of-20 free throws (60%) and missing 
front ends of one-and-one situations.
   Cody Paulk led GSU with 14 points, eight rebounds, five 
steals and two blocks in her 32 minutes.

   GSU forced 21 Hofstra turnovers and made 11 steals to go 
with three blocks.

  Georgia State used clutch free throw shooting and good 
defense to earn a 56-49 road win at Towson University on 
Sunday afternoon.
   The visiting Panthers (9-5, 1-2) made 20 free throws in a row 
before a miss and finished the game 22-for-25 at the charity 
stripe (88%). The defense gave GSU an early lead that they 
kept all second half long as the team recorded 14 steals, forced 
19 turnovers, blocked four shots and kept Towson to a 36.7 
shooting percentage.
   Junior guard Kendra Long enjoyed a career-high scoring 
game with 23 points, two more than her previous best, with 
three 3-point baskets and 12-of-14 from the line. Long also 
added six steals, another personal-best effort. Sophomore 
point guard Ashley Watson added 10 points with 8-of-9 free 
throws. Center Cody Paulk was a factor with eight rebounds, 
six points, three blocks and two steals. Freshman Morgan 
Jackson came off the bench with seven timely points and four 
rebounds in her 11 minutes.
   GSU had an 8-point first half lead that shrunk to two points 
at 22-20. But, the Panthers roared out of the locker room 
with an 11-1 run in the first three minutes to build a 33-21 
lead at 16:58.
   GSU led by 14 points at 10:42 (46-32) as Towson tried to 
fight back. The host Tigers got the lead back to six points with 
1:44 to play (50-44).
   Long made two free throws at 52.6 to run the string to 20 
free throws in a row. With 39 seconds left, GSU’s Watson 
missed the first free throw of the game and Towson hit one at 
the other end to close to 54-49 with 30 seconds.
   Long missed a free throw with 24 seconds, made a key steal 
and then converted two more free throws with 10.4 seconds 
to seal the win.
   “That was nice to finally win a close one and should give 
us some confidence,” head coach Sharon Baldwin-Tener said.
