	 After playing 17 of their first 21 games at home, Georgia State is now in the middle of a 
stretch with eight out of nine games on the road. After this weekend, the Panthers play at 
Alabama State next Wednesday before returning home to host Fordham next weekend.
	 The Panthers have used their strong hitting to post a 16-10 record, including a 5-4 mark in the 
CAA. Delaware is 15-8, 3-3 in the CAA
	 In the latest NCAA statistics (Mar. 25), Georgia State leads the nation in hits and runs while 
ranking third batting average. The Panthers are hitting .341 as a team with a .431 on-base 
percentage and averaging just over nine runs per game.
	 Individually, shortstop Chad Prain leads the way with a .490 batting average and 31 runs 
batted in. He ranks third in the NCAA in batting and 21st (second in CAA) in RBI.
	 Also hitting well for the Panthers are senior catcher Scott Sarratt at .415, freshman center 
fielder Josh Merrigan at .393 and sophomore infielder Caden Bailey at .370. Junior outfielder 
Chase Raffield leads the team with four homers and is second with 22 RBI. 
	 Merrigan, a two-time Colonial Athletic Association Rookie of the Week, leads all CAA 
freshmen in batting average, hits, runs scored, RBI, total bases and stolen bases. He is 14th in the 
nation in runs scored.
	 Freshman right-hander Nathan Bates (1-0, 0.00) gets the starting nod Friday for his first 
weekend start. The 6-7 native of Senoia, Ga., made one midweek start against UNC Asheville and 
earned a win with 4-2/3 innings of scoreless relief last week at Mercer.
	 Following Bates are freshman left-hander Garrett Ford (2-3, 5.14) on Saturday and junior 
southpaw Andrew Fessler (2-0, 2.05) Sunday.
	 Delaware also features a strong offense, led by CAA preseason Co-Player of the Year Jimmy 
Yezzo (.448, 4 HR, 34 RBI). The Blue Hens Friday starter Chad Kuhl is 4-1 with a 2.95 ERA.
	 “Delaware has a very good team,” said GSU head coach Greg Frady. “They have good pitching, 
they have very good hitters, and they are very comfortable in their home park. We have to play 
well and put our emphasis on doing the things that have made us successful. I look for three 
good games, and I’m excited to go play.”

	 PANTHERS ON THE OFFENSIVE: Georgia State features one of the nation’s most produc-
tive offenses with a .341 batting average and more than nine runs per game. In the latest NCAA 
statistics (Mar. 25), the Panthers LEAD THE NATION in hits (324), runs (236) and doubles (62) while 
ranking third in batting average, fourth in runs per game, fifth in on-base percentage and eighth 
in slugging percentage.
	 Nine Panther regulars are hitting .320 or higher, including junior shortstop Chad Prain with 
an eye-catching .490 batting average that is third in the nation. Prain leads the CAA in average 
and is second with 31 RBI. Senior catcher Scott Sarratt is at .415, and freshman center fielder Josh 
Merrigan bats .393 with 22 RBI and a team-leading 28 runs scored.
	 This year’s GSU offense could rival the Panthers’ 2010 edition that led the nation in runs 
scored with 10.5 per game and ranked third with a .355 batting average.

	 Merrigan earned his first CAA Rookie 
honor of Feb. 18 after began his GSU career 
by hitting .636 (7-for-11) in the opening series 
against Butler. He drove in six runs and scored 
six more and also walked twice and went two-
for-two on stolen bases. The left-handed hitter 
accomplished this while facing left-handed 
starting pitchers for the Bulldogs each game.

	 THE SERIES WITH DELAWARE: The 
series between Georgia State and Delaware 
is tied at 9-9. Last season in Atlanta, the Blue 
Hens took two out of three as GSU won the 
first game, 4-3, but UD answered by sweeping 
a doubleheader, 4-1 and 11-6.
	 Georgia State is playing at Delaware for 
the third time in the last four seasons. The 
Panthers captured the last meeting at Bob 
Hannah Stadium, 10-8, on April 3, 2011.

	 FRESHMEN ALL OVER THE LINEUP 
CARD: Freshmen are playing key roles for 
Georgia State, both at the plate and on the 
mound.

	 Three freshmen regularly start in the 
field for the Panthers in center fielder Josh 
Merrigan, first baseman-third baseman Matt 
Rose and catcher Joey Roach. Garrett Ford has 
been in the weekend rotation all season, and 
now Nathan Bates joins him. In addition, Rose 
and Brantley Burton are pitching key innings 
out of the bullpen.
	 At the plate, Panther rookies have 
accounted for 260 at-bats, a .346 batting 
average, 58 RBI and 67 runs scored.
	 On the mound, one-third of the Panthers’ 
innings pitched have been logged by 
freshmen, who have earned four wins and one 
save. 
	 Merrigan and Ford have both been 
honored as CAA Rookie of the Week.

	 BULLPEN DOES IT AGAIN: Georgia 
State’s bullpen has been key to the Panthers’ 
success this season. Junior left-hander Ben 
Burns leads the team with four victories, all 
in relief, and 10 of the Panthers’ 16 wins have 
been earned by the bullpen.
	 Freshman Nathan Bates had the latest 
standout performance as he pitched 4-1/3 
scoreless innings in at Mercer (Mar. 20). The

	 WALK-OFF HEROICS: Georgia State 
trailed Old Dominion, 10-1, in the sixth inning 
before rallying for a 12-10 victory (Mar. 16), 
capped by a walk-off homer by Chase Raffield. 
The Panthers scored two in the sixth, two in 
the seventh and three in the eighth to pull 
within 10-8.

	 Raffield’s blast was Georgia State’s second 
walk-off homer in three games as Caden Bailey 
led off the bottom of the ninth inning with 
a solo homer to break a 7-7 tie and lift the 
Panthers past George Mason, 8-7, on Mar. 10.

	 STANLEY STEAMS FROM BULLPEN: 
Sophomore right-hander Connor Stanley 
(Oviedo, Fla.) came out of the bullpen to finish 
all three games in Georgia State’s sweep of Old 
Dominion (Mar. 15-17).

	 WALK-OFF FOR BAILEY 
PUNCTUATES HITTING STREAK: 
Sophomore infielder Caden Bailey’s first career 
home run was a memorable one. With GSU 
and George Mason tied at 7-7, Bailey led off 
the bottom of the ninth inning and belted the 
1-0 pitch over the left field fence for the series-
clinching, walk-off victory.
	 Earlier in the game, Bailey delivered a 
two-run single to help the Panthers rally from 
a 6-0 deficit.

	 FORD NAMED CAA ROOKIE OF THE 
WEEK: Georgia State’s freshman pitcher 
Garrett Ford was named Colonial Athletic 
Association Baseball Rookie of the Week on 
March 18 after a standout performance in 
defeating George Mason (3-9-13) in game two 
of the CAA series.
	 The rookie left-hander from Loganville, 
Ga., took a shutout into the ninth inning to 
lead the Panthers to a 12-3 victory.
	 Over the first eight innings, Ford allowed 
no runs on seven hits with two walks and one 
strikeout. With Georgia State leading 12-0 
and the bullpen depleted after Friday’s 14-13 
game, he started the ninth inning and allowed 
three runs before giving way to the bullpen.
	 His final line included 8.1 innings, three 
runs, nine hits, three walks and one strikeout.
	 Ford has been GSU’s Saturday starter since 
the season began. Against Boston College, he 
carried a shutout into the seventh inning but 
was the tough luck loser in a 2-0 defeat.

WATCH LIST: Georgia State catcher Scott 
Sarratt was named to the initial watch list 
for the 2013 Johnny Bench Award presented 
BaseballSaving.com, the Greater Wichita Area 
Sports Commission announced Mar. 11.
	 Sarratt, a senior from Statesboro, Ga., is 
one of 48 catchers named to the watch for 
the award given annually to the top Division I 
collegiate catcher.
	 The Panthers’ backstop is enjoying 
an outstanding season, batting .415 with 
one home run and 15 runs batted in while 
providing excellent defense and leadership for 
Georgia State’s young pitching staff. 

	 SARRATT NAMED CAA PLAYER OF 
THE WEEK: Senior catcher Scott Sarratt was 
named CAA Player of the Week on March 4 
after the senior backstop batted .500 for the 

week to lead the Panthers to three wins in four 
games against SEC and ACC foes.
	 In GSU’s 10-7 victory over Georgia, Sarratt 
doubled to lead off the second inning and 
then came around to score the Panthers’ first 
run. In the Panthers’ decisive four-run rally in 
the fifth inning, Sarratt delivered an RBI-single 
to bring in the first run of the inning and then 
scored on Chris Triplett’s go-ahead home 
run.	
	 On Friday, the Statesboro, Ga., native drove 
in two runs in Georgia State’s 5-4, come-from-
behind victory over Boston College. In the 
sixth inning, his RBI single pulled GSU within 
4-2, and then in the seventh, he doubled off 
the wall to bring home the go-ahead run.

	 FRADY REACHES 200-WIN 
MILESTONE: Georgia State’s 7-6 win over 
Boston College on March 3 was the 200th 
victory at Georgia State for head coach Greg 
Frady, now in his seventh season at the helm. 
He ranks second in career victories by a GSU 
head coach with 209, trailing only Mike Hurst, 
who won 293 games in 13-plus seasons. 
Frady’s winning percentage of .563 is the best 
mark in school history.
	 Frady has led the Panthers to four winning 
seasons in six years, highlighted by a school-
record 39 victories, conference title and NCAA 
berth in 2009. Prior to his arrival, the Panther 
program had achieved just two winning 
seasons ever and had never won more than 31 
games in any year.

	 WHAT A WEEK: Georgia State enjoyed 
one of the more memorable weeks in school 
history by winning three out of four games 
against SEC and ACC foes in a six-day span 
from Feb. 26 through Mar. 3. 
	 The Panthers began the week with a 
10-7 win over Georgia, for the program’s first 
victory over the Bulldogs since 2001.
	 The GSU took two out of three from 
Boston College at Al Lang Stadium in St. 
Petersburg, Fla. The Panthers earned one-run 
victories over Boston College on Friday (5-4) 
and Sunday (7-6). The Eagles won the middle 
game, 2-0.

	 THE BURNS NOTICE: Left-hander Ben 
Burns, a junior college transfer from Daytona 
State, has quickly become a bullpen stalwart 
for the Panthers. Burns is tied for third in the 
CAA with four victories, all coming in relief. 
	 Most recently, he picked up his fourth 
victory in the Friday night win over Old 
Dominion (3-15-13). He came on in the fourth 
inning with the Panthers trailing 7-5. After 
immediately picking off a runner at second 
base he pitched 4-2/3 innings in which he 
gave up just one run on four hits, allowing the 
Panthers to rally for a 13-8 victory. 
	 Burns allowed one run and two hits in 
3-2/3 innings for a win over UNC Asheville 
(3-5-13). In the Friday night win over Boston 
College (3-1-13), he came on in the third 
inning and finished the game, limiting the 
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Eagles to one run and three hits while striking 
out five to earn the victory. He also earned the 
win in relief on Opening Day against Butler.

	 ROUND-TRIPPERS FOR TRIPLETT: 
Outfielder Chris Triplett leads the Panthers 
with three home runs on the season, including 
two last week that propelled the Panthers to 
huge wins over Georgia and Boston College.
	 The junior from Fayetteville, Ga. (Sandy 
Creek HS) belted a two-run homer in the fifth 
inning against Georgia that put the Panthers 
ahead 8-7 en route to the 10-7 win.
	 Three games later against Boston College, 
he hit another two-run blast in the third inning 
to give GSU a 3-2 lead in a game the Panthers 
eventually won, 7-6.

	 PANTHERS RALLY FOR 10-7 WIN 
OVER GEORGIA: Chris Triplett’s two-run 
home run in the fifth inning put Georgia State 
ahead and sent the Panthers to a 10-7 victory 
over Georgia Tuesday at the GSU Baseball 
Complex for GSU’s first win over the Bulldogs 
since 2001. Georgia State rallied from deficits 
of 3-0, 4-1 and 7-4 to snap a 12-game losing 
streak to the Bulldogs. After Triplett’s blast put 
the Panthers ahead, 8-7, senior Greg Bowder 
delivered a two-run, pinch-hit single for key 
insurance runs, and relievers Jerry Stuckey and 
Matt Rose shut down the Bulldogs over the 
final five innings.
