• Georgia State made its second NCAA Tournament in the last four years in 2018 and returns four of fi ve starters. 
GSU has fi nished in the top two of the fi nal regular season conference standings four times in the last fi ve years.

• Th e Panthers are 66-29 in Sun Belt Conference regular season games since rejoining the league in 2013-14.
• Georgia State has won 14 straight games in the month of January dating back to 2016.
• Georgia State has won three-straight over Texas State and is 4-0 in San Marcos since 2013-14.
• Head coach Ron Hunter is 9-3 in games in Texas since taking over the Panthers in 2011-12.
• Georgia State’s 10-4 start is tied for the fourth-best 14-game start in program history.
• Georgia State won nine non-conference games, tied for the most in program history.
• Georgia State faced fi ve opponents who competed in the 2018 NCAA Tournament in the fi rst 11 games of the 

season. (Montana, St. Bonaventure, Creighton, Alabama, and No. 24 Kansas State) all away from home going 2-3.
• As of Jan. 3, Georgia State’s four losses have come to teams with a combined 41-15 record.
• Last time out, Georgia State opened Sun Belt play with a 63-58 win at UT Arlington.
• GSU has beaten two Power 5 opponents in one season for the second time in program history (Georgia and 

Alabama). In the 2000-01 season, GSU topped Georgia to open the season then defeated Wisconsin in the 
NCAA Tournament. Th ose wins are the only two P5 wins for Sun Belt schools this season.

• Georgia State’s 21-point halft ime comeback over Alabama (Dec. 4) is tied for the 12th-largest halft ime comeback 
in NCAA history.

• Over the last 10 months, three Panthers have made at least eight 3-pointers in a game. Malik Benlevi knocked 
down eight against UGA last week, while Jeff  Th omas did it against Mercer earlier this year. Last season, Devin 
Mitchell made 10 3-pointers at Little Rock.

• Since the start of the 2013-14 season, Georgia State has won more games (120) than any other NCAA Division I 
team in Georgia.

• Junior D’Marcus Simonds is averaging 18.0 points per game for his career which currently ranks No. 17 among 
all active NCAA players and is tops in the Sun Belt. He has made 512 career fi eld goals which is No. 46 among all 
active players and the No. 2 junior in the country.

• Simonds was named the Sun Belt Preseason Player of the Year aft er earning AP All-America Honorable 
Mention last season. He earned Sun Belt Player of the Week honors on Nov. 12.

• Jeff  Th omas has made 173 3-pointers in his career, sixth on GSU’s all-time.
• GSU is one of just 13 programs in the country to feature two assistant coaches who have NCAA D1 head coach 

experience (McCallum - Ball State/Houston/Detroit and Williams - Tennessee State).
• Head coach Ron Hunter, Georgia State’s all-time leader in wins, earned the 150th win of his career at GSU in 

the opening game of the Cayman Islands Classic against St. Bonaventure.
• Hunter has led the Panthers to four of the seven most successful seasons in program history, including a pair of 

25-win seasons and 24 wins last year.

GOING FOR A THIRD
 Since joining the Sun Belt fi ve years ago, Georgia State has won two conference 
regular season titles, fi nished as a regular season runner-up twice, advanced to three 
conference tournament fi nals, and won two tournament titles in New Orleans.
 Over the fi ve-plus year stretch, the Panthers are 66-29 in Sun Belt Conference 
regular season games. Th e 66 wins are the most in the league during that time.

BRINGING MARCH MADNESS TO NOVEMBER AND DECEMBER
 Georgia State faced fi ve teams that played in the 2018 NCAA Tournament during 
the non-conference slate. It began on Nov. 9, at Montana as the Panthers lost a hard-
fought game 81-74. Th e Panthers topped St. Bonaventure 75-65 and lost to Creighton 
93-68 in the Cayman Islands Classic. Using a 21-point comeback and game winning 
buzzer beater, the Panthers topped Alabama (Dec. 4) 83-80. Despite leading with eight 
minutes to play, the Panthers fell to No. 24 Kansas State 71-59 on Dec. 15.

DON’T CALL IT A COMEBACK...JUST CALL IT A VICTORY
 Georgia State topped Alabama 83-80 on Dec. 4, on a game-winning 3-point buzzer 
beater from senior Malik Benlevi. However, it was how the Panthers earned the win 
that might be even more remarkable and why it led ESPN’s SportsCenter. Th e Panthers 
trailed by 21 points at halft ime and by 22 points with 18:57 to play in the second half. 
Here are a couple of notes from the NCAA record book:
• 21 point halft ime defi cit - t12th-largest comeback in NCAA history
• 22 point second half defi cit - t32nd-largest comeback in NCAA history

SEC CHAMPS?

 Georgia State went 2-0 against the SEC this fall earning a 91-67 win over Georgia to 
garner third place in the Cayman Islands Classic and an 83-80 win at Alabama. Ironi-
cally those two programs played for a national championship in football last season 
and an SEC title in early December.

POWER 5 WINS
 Georgia State has garnered a pair of wins over Power 5 programs (Georgia and 
Alabama) for just the second time in the same season in program history. Th e only other 
time in program history Georgia State defeated two Power 5 programs in the same year 
was 2000-01 when the Panthers topped Georgia to open the season and then defeated 
Wisconsin in the NCAA Tournament.

LAST TIME OUT
 Georgia State made its free throws down the stretch to earn a 63-58 win over UT 
Arlington to open Sun Belt Conference play on Th ursday night.
 Georgia State was led by junior D’Marcus Simonds who fi nished with 15 points as 
one of three Panthers in double fi gures. Senior Devin Mitchell added 11 points, while 
fellow senior Malik Benlevi scored 10 points and grabbed fi ve rebounds.
 UT Arlington had four in double fi gures including David Azore and Brian Warren 
who each scored 13 points. 
 Neither team shot better than 41.0 percent from the fl oor, but the diff erence was 
Georgia State holding UT Arlington to just 2-of-25 (8.0 percent) from 3-point range. 
Th e Panthers pressure on defense helped GSU overcome 19 turnovers which led to 18 
Maverick points.

JANUARY SUCCESS
 Dating back to the 2016-17 season, Georgia State has won 14-straight games in 
the month of January. Th e Panthers are 1-0 in Jan. 2019 and went 7-0 in Jan. 2018. 
Georgia State also won its fi nal six January games of 2016.

WHAT A NOVEMBER!
 Georgia State won fi ve games in November, tying a school record for the most wins 
in the month. Only in November 2017 and November 2014 have the Panthers won 
fi ve games in November. Both of those seasons ended with appearances in the NCAA

 If it wasn’t enough that Georgia State has more wins (120) than 
any other NCAA Division I program in the state of Georgia since 
the start of the 2013-14 (see page 4 for details), the Panthers now 
have also beaten everyone in the state since that time.
 Georgia State dominated Georgia 91-67 to earn third place 
in the Cayman Islands Classic earlier this season. Th e Panthers 
also have wins over Mercer and Kennesaw State (scrimmage) this 
season. Last year, the Panthers knocked off  Georgia Tech in an 
exhibition game for hurricane relief.
 Head coach Ron Hunter is now 20-6 against teams from the 
state of Georgia since taking over the Panthers for the 2011-12 
season.

FROM WAY DOWNTOWN
 Senior Devin Mitchell earned All-Sun Belt Preseason Second 
Team honors a year aft er earning All-Sun Belt Th ird Team hon-
ors.

 Junior D’Marcus Simonds continued to garner attention aft er 
just the fi rst week of the season earning Sun Belt Player of the 
Week honors on Nov. 13.
 In the fi rst two games, Simonds averaged 25.5 points in a win 
over ETSU and tough loss at Montana. It marked the fourth time 
in his career that Simonds has won the weekly award.

SCORING SENSATION
 Aft er scoring 15 points against UT Arlington, junior D’Marcus 
Simonds moved into fourth-place on Georgia State’s career scor-
ing list with 1,402 points. He enters tonight just 77 points shy of 
Terrence Brandon for No. 3 on the list. He needs 417 more points 
this season to break R.J. Hunter’s school record of 1,819 career 
points.

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HEAD COACH RON HUNTER
 In seven seasons, Ron Hunter has 
changed the national perception of 
Georgia State; winning 147 games 
and advancing to the postseason fi ve 
times. He is now responsible for fi ve 
of the eight most successful seasons in 
program history.
 His stint at GSU was highlighted 
in 2014-15 by winning 25 games for a 
second year in a row and advancing to 
the third round of the NCAA tourna-
ment following the shocking upset of 
No. 3-seed Baylor. He returned the 
Panthers to the Big Dance in 2017-18 
for the second time in four years aft er 
winning the Sun Belt Conference tournament for a second time.
 Th e 147 wins are the most in any seven-year stretch in program 
history. He became one of just seven coaches to be the all-time wins 
leader at multiple NCAA Division I schools in 2016-17.
 With the team’s success in 2013-14 and 2014-15, Georgia State 
entered elite status by winning 25 or more games in each of those 
two years, an accomplishment only reached by 20 programs in the 
entire country.
 Hunter is also responsible for more than half of the school’s post-
season appearances.
 Last year was highlighted by tying for the most non-conference 
wins in school history and another 20-plus win season that included 
a 10-game winning streak. Th e Panthers set records for 3-pointers 
made and 3-point fi eld goal percentage.
 Last season, Georgia State also had its fi ft h-straight winning season 
that included a fourth top-two fi nish in the Sun Belt in fi ve years.
 Aft er winning the Sun Belt regular season title for the second 
straight season in 2014-15, the Panthers claimed the tournament 
title, just the third for the program to advance to the NCAA tourna-
ment. In the postgame celebration, Hunter tore his Achilles, a clip 
that went viral across the nation.
 Coaching in the NCAA tournament from a stool, the Panthers 
trailed by 12 with 2:53 to play, before mounting a furious 13-0 run, 
capped by a 30-foot 3-pointer from son R.J. that sent Hunter off  his 
stool and became one of the most watched clips of the tournament 
and a part of ‘One Shining Moment.’
 Although successful in his fi rst two seasons at the helm, the 
Panthers started to pile up the wins during the 2013-14 season. 
Winning 25 games, second most in school history, Georgia State 
earned a Sun Belt regular season championship and an appear-
ance in the Postseason NIT. During the season, the Panthers won a 
school-record 14-straight games, including a stretch of 22 of 23, as 
Hunter was named Sun Belt Coach of the Year and NABC Region 24 
Coach of the Year. 
  During his fi rst season (2011-12), Georgia State won 22 games, the 
fourth most in school history, advancing to the second round of the 
CollegeInsider.com Postseason Tournament. 
 Hunter has won 418 games in 24 seasons, but the accomplish-
ments made by the 2011-12 team will always be special for him. 
Aft er being named head coach on March 21, 2011, he built a squad 
that fi nished in the top 20 in the nation in scoring defense, defensive 
shooting percentage, steals and blocked shots, as six seniors fi nished 
their careers triumphantly.
 Following the record-setting season, Hunter was named Atlanta 
Tip-off  Club Georgia Coach of the Year, while his players earned a 
record number of conference and national awards.
   National notoriety is nothing new for Hunter. While at IUPUI, 
he was lauded for his humanitarian eff orts, partnering with Samari-
tan’s Feet, an organization that collects shoes for underprivileged 
children around the world.
 Named Summit League Coach of the Year in 2003 and 2006, Hunter 
led IUPUI to the conference championship game fi ve times from 2002-
10, including the 2003 title game victory over top-seeded Valparaiso. 
 Hunter, 52, earned his bachelor’s degree in education at Miami 
(Ohio) in 1986 and added a master’s in 1987. Hunter and his wife, 
Amy, have two children, Jasmine (26) and R.J. (24). R.J. was a stand-
out for the Panthers and was selected by the Boston Celtics with the 
28th pick in the fi rst round of the NBA Draft  in 2015. He is currently 
with the Atlanta Hawks organization playing  for their G-League affi  l-
iate.

GEORGIA STATE 74, ETSU 68

GSU Sports Arena • Atlanta, Ga.

 Georgia State opened the 2018-19 regular season defeat-
ing East Tennessee State 74-68 Tuesday night at GSU Sports 
Arena, capped off by a Damon Wilson 3-pointer and Jeff 
Th omas break-away dunk that turned a one point Panther lead 
with under a minute to play into a six-point victory.
 Thomas led Georgia State (1-0) with a career-high 
26 points, going 9-of-10 from the free throw line. Junior 
D’Marcus Simonds added 21 points and senior Malik Benlevi 
added a double-double with 12 points and 10 rebounds.
 Wilson fi nished with six points and a team-high 11 re-
bounds in his fi rst game in a Georgia State uniform.
 ETSU (0-1), which won 25 games a year ago, but saw 10 
newcomers in the line-up tonight, was led by Isaiah Tisdale, 
who scored 19 points in the loss. Mladen Armus just missed a 
double-double with 11 points and nine rebounds.
 “Th at was a really good win,” head coach Ron Hunter 
said. “We beat an NCAA Tournament team tonight. I thought 
off ensively we were not that sharp early on, but that is okay. 
As I have said all along, we don’t need to be playing our best 
basketball now. We just need to keep getting better every day.”
 Both teams struggled from the fi eld in the fi rst half as 
the Panthers’ slight advantage came from their ability to get 
to the free-throw line. Georgia State converted on 11 of its 16 
attempts from the line in the fi rst half, steadying them to a 
32-29 halft ime lead. 
 Simonds got the Panthers going in the second half, hit-
ting on two straight from beyond the arc before a Buccaneers 
7-0 run helped them to a four point lead with seven minutes 
left . But the Panthers responded, tying the game back up on a 
Benlevi layup before the home crowd erupted as Th omas hit 
a corner three to put Georgia State back in the lead with fi ve 
minutes to go. 
 Aft er a step-back three by Simonds put the Panthers up 
by six with two minutes to play, a dunk by Myles Armus (11 
points, nine rebounds) and a three by Tisdale had the Buc-
caneers within one. It came aft er a Georgia State 14-2 run that 
gave GSU a 66-58 lead with 3:46 to play.
 But in the fi nal minute of the game, Wilson pulled down 
a huge rebound aft er a Simonds miss and hit a three from the 
right corner. Simonds blocked an attempt by Armus on the 
other end and found Th omas who iced it.
 With the win, the Panthers are now 8-0 in regular season 
home openers under Ron Hunter and have won 11 straight 
openers at GSU Sports Arena. Georgia State has also won six-
straight season openers dating back to a 2011-12 loss at Duke 
on opening night.

MONTANA 81, GEORGIA STATE 74

Dahlberg Arena • Missoula, Mont.

 Despite 30 points from junior D’Marcus Simonds, Geor-
gia State fell on the road at Montana 81-74 at Dahlberg Arena. 
Th e match-up featured two teams who advanced to the 2018 
NCAA Tournament and are both favorited to win their respec-
tive leagues this season.
 Simonds, who scored 20 points in the fi rst half, fi nished 
11-of-24 from the fl oor with three 3-pointers. Sophomore Kane 
Williams scored a career-high 17 points going 5-of-11 from the 
fl oor, grabbing six rebounds while dishing out fi ve assists.
 Georgia State (1-1) was held to just 38.9 percent from the 
fl oor and went just 12-of-24 from the free throw line. However 
GSU’s defense held the Grizzlies to just 5-of-25 shooting from 
beyond the arc.
 Montana (1-0) won its season opener as five players 
scored in double fi gures, led by 22 points from Jamar Akoh, 
while Michael Oguine garnered a double-double with 15 
points and 10 rebounds.
 Georgia State had six players pick up at least four fouls 
including Simonds who fouled out with a few seconds to play. 
Th e Panthers were called for 31 fouls which led to Montana 
going 28-of-43 from the free throw line.
 Simonds gave Georgia State an early 8-6 lead as he scored 
the fi rst eight points for the Panthers. Montana responded 
with a 7-0 run to take a 13-8 with 13:48 to play in the fi rst half 
before another basket by Simonds.
 Th e Grizzlies pushed the lead to 20-11 with 10:33 to play 
in the fi rst half and still led 28-20 with just over fi ve minutes 
to play. Th e Panthers responded with a 13-5 run to end the half 
capped by a dunk by junior Chris Clerkley to send the game 
into the locker room tied 33-33.
 Simonds fi nished the fi rst half with 20 points as the Pan-
thers held Montana to just 2-of-15 3-point shooting in the fi rst 
20 minutes. More remarkable was the tie score despite seniors 
Malik Benlevi and Jeff  Th omas, along with redshirt-junior 
Damon Wilson being held scoreless.
 Georgia State scored the fi rst six points of the second half 
as Benlevi knocked down a 3-pointer and led by as many as 
seven, 44-37, before back-to-back 3-pointers by Timmy Falls 
cut the Panthers lead to 44-43 with 13:48 to play.
 With a 3-pointer with 11:05 to play, Simonds moved into 
13th on GSU’s all-time scoring list and gave GSU a 51-49 lead.
 Th e two teams would battle back and forth before Mon-
tana started to pull away and led 67-60 with 3:51 to play. 
Another 3-pointer by Benlevi with 48 seconds to play cut 
Montana’s lead to just 74-71, but unfortunately that is as close 
as the Panthers could get.

GEORGIA STATE 62, MERCER 60

GSU Sports Arena • Atlanta, Ga.

 Jeff Thomas set career-highs with 30 points and eight 
3-pointers as Georgia State held on for a 62-60 win over in-
state rival Mercer on Tuesday at GSU Sports Arena. 
 Georgia State (2-1) led by as many as 19 points in the sec-
ond half, but Mercer fought back, cutting the lead to two with 
under a minute to play. Aft er a missed free-throw by Damon 
Wilson, Djordje Dimitrijevic missed a 3-pointer that could 
have won the game for Mercer (1-2) in the closing seconds. 
D’Marcus Simonds secured the rebound and the win for the 
Panthers. 
 Th omas fi nished the game 11-of-17 from the fl oor and 
8-of-13 from 3-point range along with fi ve assists. Th e eight 
3-pointers are tied for the sixth-most in a single game in pro-
gram history.
Simonds, fresh off  earning Sun Belt Player of the Week honors 
for the fourth time in his career, added 16 points. With this 
performance, he moved into 12th place in program history in 
career-points scored, passing Th omas Terrell, who was recently 
inducted into the GSU Athletics Hall of Fame.
 “I’ve seen a lot of diff erent things in my career, but I don’t 
know if I have ever had a team shooting 35 3-pointers,” head 
coach Ron Hunter said. “We made a bunch early, but then it 
slowed as Mercer changed up their defense and we didn’t re-
spond the way I would like. With that said, that is a very good 
team and at the end of the season this will prove to be a very 
good win.”
 Georgia State got out to an early lead behind a 17-4 run 
led by Th omas and Simonds, who combined for 29 of Georgia 
State’s 40 fi rst-half points. 
 Despite a 15-point halft ime defi cit, Mercer kept the game 
close in the second half thanks to a 16-2 run of its own, cutting 
the Georgia State lead to fi ve with just under fi ve minutes to 
play. Kane Williams quickly hit a 3-pointer to put the Panthers 
back up by eight, but a three by Ross Cummings and a couple 
free-throws by Dimitrijevic cut the lead back to four. 
 Th omas hit a step-back jumper to put the Panthers back 
up by six, but Mercer answered right back with two free-
throws by Ethan Stair and a layup by Dimitrijevic, cutting the 
lead to two before the missed Williams free throw and the miss 
by Dimitrijevic in the closing seconds.
 Although Mercer still leads the all-time series 45-37, the 
Panthers have won 17 of the last 20 meetings dating back to 1996.
 Mercer was led by Ethan Stair who just missed a double-
double with 12 points and nine rebounds. Th e Bears were held 
to just 7-of-26 shooting from 3-point range while the Panthers 
fi nished 15-of-35 from behind the arc.

 Junior D’Marcus Simonds scored a team-high 25 points 
and freshman Nelson Phillips just missed his first career 
double-double to give Georgia State a 75-65 win over St. Bo-
naventure on the fi rst day of the Cayman Islands Classic.
 Georgia State (3-1) won its second straight game and 
advances in the winner’s bracket to face Creighton on Tuesday 
night at 7:30 p.m. 
 Simonds fi nished 11-of-20 from the fl oor and grabbed 
seven rebounds to go along with three assists, two blocked 
shots and two steals. He moved into a tie for ninth place with 
Nate Williams on Georgia State’s all-time scoring list with 
1,122 points.
 Phillips fi nished with career-highs of 12 points and nine 
rebounds, while adding two assists and two steals in the win.
St. Bonaventure (1-3) was led by Jalen Poyser who fi nished 
with 23 points and four rebounds.
 Hunter, who is in his eighth year at the helm of the Pan-
thers, picked up his 150th win as the head coach of GSU.
 St. Bonaventure took an early 10-5 lead just over fi ve min-
utes into the game before the Panthers responded with an 11-0 
run to build a six point lead with 10:25 to play in the fi rst half.
 Leading by four, Phillips went on a 5-0 run by himself and 
a free throw later by Benlevi gave the Panthers with 33-23 lead 
with just under two minutes to play.
 Th e Bonnies hit a pair of 3-pointers in the fi nal minute 
to cut into Georgia State’s lead, but the Panthers still went into 
the locker room with a 37-32 lead. Th e Panthers forced 11 
turnovers in the fi rst half, while also blocking four shots.
 Aft er St. Bonaventure cut Georgia State’s lead to just three 
points, the Panthers responded with a 9-0 run to lead 49-37 
with 14:37 to play in the second half.
 Senior Malik Benlevi would score eight straight points for 
Georgia State and the Panthers would push the lead to as many 
as 15, 55-40 with 12:53 remaining.
 Th e Bonnies cut the lead to 63-55 with 7:00 to play before 
GSU pushed it back into double fi gures for the rest of the 
game.
 Benlevi finished with 13 points, while Kane Williams 
added six points, six assists and four steals.
 Kyle Loft on added 13 points for St. Bonaventure which 
ended the game with four players in double fi gures.
fi nished 15-of-35 from behind the arc.
 Senior Jordan Tyson, who is in his second year with the 
Panthers, played two seasons with St. Bonaventure before 
transferring to GSU. He fi nished with two points and a re-
bound in 10 minutes.

 Senior Malik Benlevi scored a career-high for a second-
straight game to lead the Panthers to an 80-76 win on the road 
at Tulane on Wednesday aft ernoon.
 Benlevi finished with 25 points, knocking down five 
3-pointers to go along with fi ve rebounds, four blocked shots 
and four steals. A week ago to the day, the Savannah, Ga., na-
tive scored 24 points on eight 3-pointers against in-state foe 
Georgia in the Cayman Islands.

 D’Marcus Simonds scored a game-high 24 points and 
Devin Mitchell added season highs with 17 points and 32 min-
utes as Georgia State topped Chattanooga 95-88 Wednesday at 
the GSU Sports Arena. 
 Simonds fi nished 8-of-11 from the fl oor with six rebounds 
and fi ve assists, while Mitchell was 5-of-10 from 3-point range 
as the Panthers shot 57.7 percent from the fl oor and 10-of-23 
from 3-point range.
 Suiting up for just the third time aft er missing the team’s 
fi rst seven games of the season due to injury, Mitchell came off  
the bench early in the fi rst half and looked to be in midseason 
form, making good on four of his fi rst fi ve shots, with three of 
them coming from behind the arc. 
 Georgia State (7-3) returned home following a six-game 
stretch away from the GSU Sports Arena to remain perfect at 
home (3-0) and has now won four of its last fi ve contests overall.
 Chattanooga (5-6) saw its three-game winning streak 
snapped despite fi ve players in double fi gures led by David 
Jean-Baptiste who scored 19 points and dished out six assists.

 Despite being outrebounded 36-33, Georgia State 
outscored Chattanooga 38-24 in the paint while forcing 14 
turnovers which led to 16 points.

 Georgia State scored a season-high 117 points defeating 
Middle Georgia State 117-69 Saturday at GSU Sports Arena 
in its fi nal game before Sun Belt Conference play begins next 
week. With the victory, the Panthers tied a school record with 
nine wins before conference play, a mark they’ve reached three 
times before, including last season. 
 In a dominant, record-setting performance, the Panthers 
made a season-high 16 3-pointers, shooting 47.1 percent (16-
for-34). Th e team’s 117 points was the fourth-most in school 
history and the 48-point win was the second-highest margin 
of victory in school history. Th e 69 points scored in the second 
half tied for the third-most in program history.
 Devin Mitchell led six players in double-fi gures for Geor-
gia State (9-4), scoring 21 points with a season-high seven 
3-pointers. Since returning from injury, Mitchell has knocked 
down 21 3-pointers in the last fi ve games.
 Freshman Nelson Phillips scored a career-high 20 points 
off  the bench, shooting 7-for-8 from the fi eld and 5-for-6 from 
the free-throw line. Senior Malik Benlevi and redshirt-junior 
Damon Wilson contributed 16 points a piece, while junior 
D’Marcus Simonds scored 13 and Jeff  Th omas added 11. It 
marked the second time this season that six Panthers have 
scored in double fi gures in the same game.
 Tyrone Young scored 11 points for Middle Georgia State 
(7-4), the only player the Panthers allowed to score in double-
fi gures. Th e Knights were held to 34.3 percent shooting and 
turned the ball over 21 times which led to 32 GSU points.
 Middle Georgia State kept things close in the fi rst half, 
leading by as many as fi ve with 11 minutes left , but Phillips 
came off  the bench and sparked the Panthers, scoring 10 points 
on 4-for-5 from the fi eld in the half, as a 13-2 run helped the 
Panthers jump in front, taking a 48-37 lead into halft ime. 
 Georgia State started the second half on a 10-0 run and 
never looked back, outscoring Middle Georgia State 69-32 in 
the half. Mitchell caught fi re for the Panthers, scoring 18 of his 
21 points in the second half, fi nishing 7-for-13 from deep. 
 Simonds moved into fi ft h on Georgia State’s all-time scor-
ing list, passing Chavelo Holmes. He now has 1,387 points, just 
six shy of Devonta White for fourth.

 Georgia State made its free throws down the stretch to 
earn a 63-58 win over UT Arlington to open Sun Belt Confer-
ence play on Th ursday night at the College Park Center.
 Georgia State (10-4, 1-0 Sun Belt) was led by junior 
D’Marcus Simonds who fi nished with 15 points as one of three 
Panthers in double fi gures. Devin Mitchell added 11 points, while 
fellow Malik Benlevi scored 10 points and grabbed fi ve rebounds.
 UT Arlington (4-10, 0-1 Sun Belt) had four in double 
fi gures including David Azore and Brian Warren who each 
scored 13 points. 
 Neither team shot better than 41.0 percent from the fl oor, 
but the diff erence was Georgia State holding UT Arlington to 
just 2-of-25 (8.0 percent) from 3-point range. Th e Panthers 
pressure on defense helped GSU overcome 19 turnovers which 
led to 18 Maverick points.
 Simonds moved ahead of Devonta White into fourth 
place on Georgia State’s all-time scoring list and now has 1,402 
career points. 
 GSU entered play leading the Sun Belt averaging 9.5 
3-pointers per game and knocked down 8-of-21 beyond the arc.
 Georgia State opened the game red-hot as Mitchell 
knocked down three-straight 3-pointers to give the Panthers a 
9-0 lead just 1:40 into the game forcing UT Arlington to call 
an early timeout.
 Th e Mavericks immediately responded with a 10-0 run 
and led 10-9 with 15:43 to play, but it would be short-lived as 
UTA led for just 32 seconds of the game.
 Late in the half, Benlevi scored eight-straight Georgia 
State points to give the Panthers a 30-24 lead with 2:28 to play 
before GSU went into the locker room with a 31-28 lead.
 GSU shot 50 percent in the opening half, but took just 18 shots 
and turned the ball over eight times which led to 10 UTA points.
 Georgia State opened the second half scoring the fi rst 
seven points to take a 38-27 lead with 15:41 to play following 
a pair of free throws by senior Jeff  Th omas. 
 Th omas, who was celebrating his 23rd birthday, fi nished 
with eight points and is now just two shy of moving into 
Georgia State’s top 25 for career scoring.
 As the game progressed, both teams went cold for long 
stretches. Georgia State was held scoreless from 12:13 to 6:32 
to play, but still led by four as UT Arlington made just one 
basket from 11:05 to 5:30 to play.
 Senior Damon Wilson, who fi nished with eight points off  
the bench, provided a huge spark with a 3-pointer and lay-up 
with just over two minutes to play, before the Panthers made 
their free throws down the stretch.
