THE BIRDS ARE BACK

The Falcons are geared up and ready to battle
heading into 2026 after coming off a 20-34
slate. A critical component for the coming
season will be the experience returning from
last year, with 25 returning letterwinners.

Air Force welcomes back seven 2025 lineup
starters, of which six are projected to start
this season, along with 13 pitchers, which will
be strong point for the year.

Head Coach Mike Kazlausky said, “The guys
have great energy and are getting hype for
some play time.”

In preparation for this season, Air Force has
been focused on “doing the little things cor-
rect,” as Kaz explained.

MLB DESERT INVITATIONAL

Air Force will made their 2026 debut at the presti-
gious 7th annual MLB Desert Invitational, against
Penn State on Friday February 13, run-ruling

the Nittany Lions 15-3 behind a strong pitching
performance from junior Gaines Estridge, who
picked up his third career win and tossed a ca-
reer-best game with six innings, no runs allowed,
and four Ks (tied career-high). This marked the
Birds' first victorious opening day since 2020.

For a 2-2 record on the weekend, Air Force also
defeated UConn, 12-6, highlighted by the Falcons’
first homer of the season from Tripp Garrish and

a combined 11 strikeouts from the pitching staff.
Marcus Downing earned his first career win after
completing a pair of scoreless innings and tying his
career-high Ks (3). Davis Rhyne picked up his first
career save after closing out the final 3.2 innings
and tying his career high in strikeouts (4).

The Falcons fell to lowa (4-3) and Kansas State
(11-8).

LEADING FROM THE FRONT

Chosen by their teammates and the coaching
staff, seniors Walker Zapp and Joey Collier are
serving as the team captains.

Both Falcons have played all four years at the
Academy and been strong leaders, not only on
the field but in all aspects of character and mili-
tary endeavors.

Collier serves as the cadet squadron 22 Group
3 A Staff, helping execute the Squadron Com-
mander'’s direction and established policies and
directives.

Zapp serves as the cadet squadron 24 Flight
Commander with responsibilities including
management, training, and proficiency of as-
signed flight personnel as well as the morale,
welfare and evaluation of Basic Cadets under his
supervision.

ZAPP IS BACK

Senior catcher Walker Zapp makes his return to
the lineup, following his critical efforts for the
Falcons last season. The Auburn, Ala., native

is vocal behind the plate and the top hitting
returnee after batting .330 for seven homers, 18
doubles, and five triples during 2025. Zapp was
the lone player to represent the Falcons on the
2026 Mountain West Preseason All-Conference
team. He was also named the #44 backstop in
the country by D1 Baseball.

To open the season, Zapp has broughtin a trio
of runs.

SENIOR SPOTLIGHT

Tripp Garrish is back in the lineup, rotating
between the designated hitter and right field
positions. Last season, the Belmont, Calif., native
went .299 with a team-best OBP of .438 after
being the only Falcon to start every game. So far
this season, Garrish has managed five of both
runs and hits, including the first homer of the
season, and a pair of RBls.

Ben Niednagel is leading the Falcons at the plate
with an average of .462, a 1.332 OPS, along with
six hits and three RBIs.

ON THE MOUND
Air Force returns a steady pitching staff, looking
for their experience to help out on the mound.

Previous starters Gaines Estridge and Ethan Dill-
inger have returned to their starting spots and
will be strong points for the Falcons. In his first
appearance of the season, Friday night Estridge
threw a career game with four strikeouts and
no runs allowed in six innings. Dillinger took the
Sunday start against UConn and managed four
Ks, but allowed five runs in 3.1 IP.

Reliever Patrick Davidson led the team in wins
(5) and saves (3) in 2025 and will be looked to for
some swings and misses. In his lone appearance
of 2026, the righty closed against Kansas State
with a three up, three down frame. Davis Rhyne,
Sam Hentges and Bowen Brantingham will also
add experience to the bullpen rotation.

NEW SEASON, NEW FACES

The Falcons welcome 15 newcomers to the team
heading into the 2026 season. Unlike many other
baseball programs, Air Force cannot participate
in the transfer portal or NIL, thus the newest
Birds are all true freshman.

Among the new guys, there are three outfield-
ers, two infielders, one catcher, five RHPs,
three RHPs, and one of both a utility player and
catcher.

New lefty Josh Holst made his collegiate debut
in the starting spot against lowa on Saturday
Feb. 14 at the MLB Desert Invitational. Though
the game resulted in a Hawkeye win, Holst took

a standout start for a 1.69 ERA. He allowed just a
single run and struck out a team-high five batters
in 5.1 innings.

Other freshmen pitchers who made their debuts
in Arizona were Trey Rutledge and Aiden Poe.

RHP Jordan Watkins is expected to be a strong
addition to the pitching staff. His fastball and
change up will leave a batter waiting as he throws
for straight Ks.

At the plate, Wyatt Hanoian sits at a team-sec-
ond batting average (.385) and already has five
RBIs under his belt.

A LOOK AT NAVY

The Midshipmen are coming off a 12-0 run rule
win over Delaware State and currently sit at 3-1
on the 2026 season, with one loss to Queens.
Navy has totaled 37 runs so far and are led offen-
sively by Victor Izquierdo with a BA of .500, seven
RBIls, and eight runs scored. On the mound, Air
Force will see Brady Bendik who sits ata 1.59
ERA and six strikeouts across 5.2 IP.

A LOOK AT ARMY

The Black Knights have yet to win a game this
season, with arecord of 0-3, dropping a three-
game series to No. 19 Clemson (3-2, 10-0, 7-0).
At the plate, Carter Hewitt sits on top with an
average of .400 and four hits. On the mound, Air
Force will face Andrew Berg who holds an ERA of
2.84 and four Ks in his 6.1 innings.

A LOOK AT SOUTH CAROLINA

The Gamecocks opened the season with a 4-1
record, taking a pair from Northern Kentucky
(5-2, 6-5, 2-3) and a win over Wofford (8-2). KJ Sc-
obey leads offensively with his 10 hits, six RBIs,
and two homers for a .435 average. The Falcons
will see RHP Brandon Stone on Sunday, who has
totaled an ERA of 2.25 with five strikeouts in four
IP.

A LOOK AT CHARLESTON

The Cougars sit at a record of 2-3 following the
opening week of the 2026 season with wins over
Rutgers (8-3) and No. 6 Coastal Carolina (4-3).
Infielder Ethan Plyler leads the batting charts
with an average of .412, seven hits, and four RBIs.
Multiple pitchers on Charleston’s staff have three
or more innings with no runs allowed.

Nominations

Nominations to the Academy may be ob-
tained through a congressional sponsor or
by meeting eligibility criteria in other catego-
ries of competition established by law.

Freshmen

- All new cadets begin with six weeks of ba-
sic cadet training (BCT) in their first summer
prior to classes.

Summer Training

- Summer training for cadets is divided into
three, three-week training periods. There
are a variety of programs available, and each
cadet is required to complete two training
periods each summer with leave during the
other period.

- Combat survival training (CST) is a required
three-week program during cadets’ second
summer. For other second-summer train-
ing periods, cadets have options such as
working with young airmen in an operational
unit at an Air Force installation, airborne
parachute training, soaring or basic free-fall
parachute training.

- During their last two summers, all cadets
are offered leadership training as supervi-
sors or instructors in summer programs,
such as basic cadet training, survival train-
ing, freefall parachuting and soaring.

Graduation

- Each cadet graduates with a bachelor of
science degree and a commission as a sec-
ond lieutenant in the Air Force.

History

In 1948 a board of leading civilian and mili-
tary educators was appointed to plan the
curriculum for an academy that would meet
the needs of the newly established Air Force.
The board determined that Air Force require-
ments could not be met by expanding the
other service academies and recommended
an Air Force academy be established without
delay.

In 1949, then Secretary of the Air Force W.
Stuart Symington appointed a commis-
sion to assist in selecting a site and on April
1, 1954, President Dwight D. Eisenhower
authorized creation of the United States Air
Force Academy. After considering 580 sites
in 45 states, the commission narrowed the
choice to three locations. The summer of
1954, Secretary of the Air Force Harold Tal-
bott selected a site near Colorado Springs,
Colo. Colorado contributed $1 million toward
purchase of the property.

In July 1955, the first academy class entered
interim facilities at Lowry Air Force Base,
Denver, while construction began. It was
sufficiently completed for occupancy by the
cadet wing in late August 1958. Initial con-
struction cost was $142 million.

Women entered the academy on June 28,
1976, as members of the class of 1980.
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The Honor Code

The Air Force Academy Honor Code was for-
mally adopted in 1956 by the first graduat-
ing class, the Class of 1959. It was then, and
continues to be today, a minimum standard
of conduct which cadets expect of them-
selves and their fellow cadets.

Cadet Pay

U.S. Air Force Academy cadets earn $846 a
month in basic pay that covers the costs of
uniforms, books and supplies, with a modest
amount left for personal spending and a sav-
ings account.

After Graduation

Base Pay

The typical base pay per month after
graduation is more than $3,100. The salary
increases as rank increases.

* All health care is provided, so there is no
paycheck deduction for medical or dental
care.

* Specialty career fields (aviation, medical,
etc.) receive bonus pay on top of their annual
salary.

Military Commitment

- Although it depends on your job, basic
service requirement is five years after gradu-
ation.

- All graduates begin their military career as
2nd Lieutenants.

Flying

- Basic pilot and UAV Pilot (Drones) service
requirement is 10 years.

- Pilots must undergo undergraduate pilot
training (UPT) prior to actual service time.

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Mike Kazlausky enters his 16th year as Air Force baseball head coach in 2026. Ka-
zlausky was named head baseball coach on June 2, 2011. Kazlausky retired from
active duty, effective June 1, 2011, and his interim tag was lifted to official head
coach status. A former player and Academy graduate, Kazlausky epitomizes what it
means to don the Falcon baseball Blue and White.

Kazlausky, known as “Coach Kaz” is a 1991 Academy graduate and has also logged
six years as an assistant coach at the Academy. He is the first Academy graduate to
become head baseball coach at Air Force and was the program’s first military coach
since 1988.

Kazlausky retired with the rank of major after 20 years of meritorious service with
the U.S. Air Force. As the interim head coach in 2011, Kazlausky led the Falcons to a
19-36 overall record, leading the program to the most wins since 2002. The 19 wins
were also the second-most in school history against Division | opponents and the
most Division | wins by a first-year head coach at the Academy.

In 2025, the Falcons wrapped up the season with a 20-34 overall record, including

a dozen Mountain West wins. Air Force notched six series victories, highlighted by
triumphs over service academy rivals, Navy and Army, along with four conference
opponents. At the plate, the Birds posted a team batting average of .282, an OPS of
.821, 364 runs scored, while slugging .445. The pitchers combined for 374 strikeouts
over 445.1 innings of work.

Individually, Zach Peters logged a standout season and was the sole Falcon
recognized for his efforts during the campaign of ’25, earning Mountain West All-
Conference honors. The senior lead the team in numerous offensive categories:
batting average (.347), runs (54), hits (68), slugging percentage (.602), doubles (20),
home runs (8), and RBIs (48). Peters was also a reliable component in right field,
recording 10 assists. Academically, a trio of Falcons were honored as Mountain West
Scholar-Athletes, continuing the program’s tradition of success on the field and in
the classroom.

Air Force completed the 2024 season as the Mountain West regular season champi-
ons, a feat accomplished for the first time in program history. The Falcons finished
27-28 overall, and 18-12 in the Mountain West to tie for the most conference wins
since 2021. Accolades befell the Falcons, with five earning Mountain West Awards
for the second consecutive season. Senior, Jay Thomason was crowned the NCBWA
District 8 Co-Player of the Year, MW Co-Player of the Year, and named to the ABCA
Second Team All-Region. The infielder broke the Mountain West all-time home run
record with 58 career long balls and became the first Falcon to complete multiple
seasons with at least 21 homers. Air Force’s ace, Seungmin Shim, was named the
MW Pitcher of the Year, the first Falcon to do so since Skenes in 2022, while securing
ABCA Second Team recognition for his standout season on the mound. First base-
man, Sam Kulasingam finished his Falcon tenure as the all-time hit leader (305) and
shares his spot as the all-time doubles leader (77). The slugger was named Second
Team All-Mountain West. The Falcons saw seven to the All-Mountain West Academic
Team and produced three CSC Academic All-District selections.

The Falcons fell one win away from repeating as conference champions in 2023, as
Air Force suffered a 12-9 loss in the Mountain West Championship Game. However,
the 2023 team helped to illuminate the unique success of the year before. Sam Ku-
lasingam, named the Tony Gwynn Mountain West Player of the Year for the second-
consecutive season, became the first player in Falcons history to record at least 100
hits multiple times. Air Force concluded the 2023 season with a 28-31 record, as the
Falcons 17 conference wins were second-most in program history. Air Force’s five
All-Conference selections now stand as a program best.

On April 29, 2023, a 12-3 win over San Jose State saw Kazlausky pass Joe Robison as
the all-time wins leader at Air Force, notching his 283rd win as the Falcons skipper.

The 2022 season was a cascade of accolades for the Falcons, as Air Force clinched its
first Mountain West Championship following three-consecutive wins at the confer-
ence tournament in San Diego. The Falcons eventually played in their first NCAA
Regional in Austin, Texas, where Air Force reached the Regional Final before falling
to host Texas.

The Falcons concluded the 2022 spring with a 32-29 record, the second-most wins
in program history and the most overall victories since joining the Mountain West
in 2000. Air Force set a myriad of program-bests in 2022, including the most home
runs in a single season (95), as well as the most strikeouts ever by the Falcons
pitching staff (455). Sophomore Sam Kulasingam was named the Mountain West
Player of the Year, becoming the first Falcon to receive the award. Kulasingam’s 109

hits in 2022 are the most-ever by an Air Force player in a single season. Sophomore
Paul Skenes received Mountain West Co-Pitcher of the Year honors. He recorded a
7-1 mark on the mound in conference action with a league-best 2.40 ERA and 56
strikeouts in 10 starts.

Among the accolades received upon the commencement of the 2022 season, Skenes
was named the John Olerud Two-Way Player of the Year, as well as a First Team All-
American via such publications as Baseball America, D1Baseball, Collegiate Baseball
News, and Perfect Game. Skenes was also honored as a First Team All-American

by the National Collegiate Baseball Writers Association in addition to being named

a First Team All-Region selection by the American Baseball Coaches Association.
Skenes continued his play into the summer as a member of the USA Baseball Col-
legiate National Team.

After a sterling 2022 season, Kulasingam was also honored by various organizations,
having been named a First Team All-Region selection by the ABCA, as well as a Third
Team All-American by Collegiate Baseball News. Jay Thomason received First Team
All-Mountain West honors while Gabriel Garcia was named Second Team All-Confer-
ence. Thomason led the Falcons with 16 home runs, the most by any player in the
MW in 2022. Garcia managed a 1.066 OPS in 61 games, clubbing 15 home runs to
help collect 161 total bases. Air Force finished 9th in the country in batting average
(.312), 4th in doubles (148), 10th in hits (697), and 14th in runs scored (507).

In the classroom, Air Force produced 13 All-Mountain West Academic Team selec-
tions, as well as eight Mountain West Scholar Athletes.

In the Falcons first full season after the COVID-19 pandemic, Air Force returned to
play great baseball, posting a 26-22 overall record, the most wins by Air Force since
1993. The Falcons 18-16 Mountain West record stands as the best conference record
in program history. The Falcons knocked off two top-15 teams for the first time since
2010 (#7 LSU & #13 Arizona) while going 10-7 against teams who made the 2021
NCAA Tournament. The Falcons picked up four wins against teams that advanced

to Super Regional play (LSU, Arizona, Dallas Baptist). Over the course of the year,

Air Force owned winning streaks of six and eight consecutive games over MW op-
ponents, the longest winning streaks over MW opponents in program history. Air
Force finished fourth in the MW standings, tied for the highest finish in the MW

in program history. Paul Skenes and John Byrnes earned First Team All-Conference
honors, with Braydon Altorfer being named Second Team All-Conference.

Freshman dynamo Paul Skenes was named the MW Freshman of the Year, as well

as having been named a consensus First Team All-American after being named to
three lists (Collegiate Baseball News, Baseball America, NCBWA). Skenes also earned
Co-Freshman of the Year honors from CBN, was named the District 8 Player of the
Year by the NCBWA, and was one of 25 semifinalists for the Golden Spikes Award.

In the MW, Air Force was ranked top-three in eight offensive categories, while also
top-three in strikeouts, saves (1st), pick-offs, fielding percentage, and runners caught
stealing (1st). Nationally as a team, the Falcons ranked second in doubles/game
(2.62), ninth in total doubles (126), 17th in batting average (.302), and 32nd in slug-
ging (.468).

In an abbreviated 2020 season, which was canceled after 19 games due to the
COVID-19 pandemic, Kazlausky still had plenty of highlights. It started with his 200th
win as Air Force’s head man after a 7-3 win over rival Army West Point, Feb. 29.

Kaz became just the second AF baseball coach to reach the 200 win milestone. As a
team, Air Force finished the season second in the country in stolen bases, eighth in
doubles, ninth in double plays, and 43rd in hits. Three players were named All-MW
Conference, including senior Ashton Easley, who went on to be signed by the Miami
Marlins organization. Easley is the seventh former Falcon to go on to play profes-
sional baseball under Kaz’s tutelage.

The 2019 season saw the Falcons conclude the season with a 26-26 record, as well
as a 12-14 record in MW play. It is the third time in the last four seasons Air Force
has finished .500 or above, as well as the fourth season in a row with 12 conference
wins. Four players were named All-Conference in catcher Rob Dau on the first team,
and Nic Ready, Ashton Easley, and Jake Gilbert on the second team.

With four players honored, it marked the third time in the last four seasons Air
Force has had four players earn all-conference accolades, joining the 2016 and 2017
teams. It is also the fourth straight season the Falcons have had at least one player
named to the first team, the first time that has happened in program history. Kaz
also saw the final chapter of one of his finest recruiting classes at the Academy, as
the Class of 2019 finished with 107 wins, making them the winningest senior class
in Academy history. In addition, 2019 graduate Nic Ready set new program career-
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best marks in games played (217), at bats (917), hits (300), home runs (50), RBIs (224), and total
bases (544). He also finished second in career doubles (76) and third in career runs scored (190). This
parlayed Ready into a 23rd round selection in the 2019 MLB Draft by the Miami Marlins. In addition,
Gilbert was also signed as an undrafted free agent by the Cincinnati Reds organization.

In 2018, Kaz continued the momentum of the Air Force program, posting a 24-30 record to record

the fourth 20-win season in a row. It is the first time that has happened at Air Force since recording
eight straight from 1988-1995. He surpassed his mentor Paul Manieri for second on the all-time wins
list at the Academy, with 171. The Falcon offense remain near the top of the national leaders in most
offensive categories, ranking in the top 15 in batting average, doubles, scoring, slugging, and triples.
They were also one of the most efficient fielding teams, ranking ninth in double plays and 41st in field-
ing percentage. He guided Nic Ready to one of the best single offensive seasons in program history, as
he was named third team All-American, the 13th in program history and fifth under his leadership. In
addition, he had two All-MW Conference honorees in Ready and Rob Dau, who were both also named
All-Region.

The 2017 season had many highlights for Air Force. The Falcons posted a 27-26 season, marking back-
to-back seasons over .500 for the first time since 1994-95. Air Force also produced two All-Americans
in seniors Adam Groesbeck (3rd team OF) and Bradley Haslam (3rd team 3B), an Academic All-Ameri-
can in senior OF Russell Williams and a MLB Draft Pick in Groesbeck (38th round - Atlanta Braves). Air
Force produced four all-conference players, including two first team. The Falcons had a banner year
offensively, leading the nation in six offensive categories, including batting average (.344), doubles
(153) and slugging (.545).

Air Force put together one of its best teams in program history in 2016. The Falcons posted a 30-27
record and made a deep run through the Mountain West Championship, finishing third. Falcons

had the second most wins in a season in program history and for the second-straight season, set a
program record for most Div. | game wins. Air Force had four all-Mountain West honorees, including
the conference co-pitcher of the year in junior righthander Griffin Jax and the conference co-freshman
of the year in 3B/DH Nic Ready. Jax and junior left fielder Tyler Jones earned All-America honors,
while Ready earned freshman All-American honors. Air Force had two junior pitchers picked in the
MLB draft, as Jax was a third-round selection of the Minnesota Twins and junior LHP Jacob DeVries
went in the 38th round to the Cleveland Indians. The Falcons also got it done in the classroom as well,
garnering eight MW all-academic honors including junior first baseman Russell Williams, who earned
Academic All-America honors.

The 2015 season showed Air Force’s continued upswing as an emerging program. The Falcons went 23-29 for its winningest season since 2002. The 22 wins over Div. |
opponents set a new program record. Kazlausky guided the Falcons to its second-ever win over an SEC school with their win over Missouri. Coach Kaz also had his second-
ever MLB draft pick, when senior RHP Ben Yokley was selected by the St. Louis Cardinals in the 29th round. In 2015, Kazlausky also became Air Force’s winningest coach in
the Mountain West era. The 2015 team set 25 school records (individual, team, conference), including best fielding percentage (.966), lowest team ERA in conference play
(5.06) and lowest ERA in MW play by a pitcher (Trent Monaghan - 3.65). Kazlausky had three all-conference performers in outfielders Adam Groesbeck, Spencer Draws and
pitcher Griffin Jax. In addition, the Falcons excelled in the classroom, with seven MW all-academic selection and an academic all-district honoree in outfielder Russell Wil-
liams. The Falcons also sent a player to the prestigious Cape Cod wood bat summer league as pitcher Jacob DeVries played for the Yarmouth-Dennis Red Sox.

In 2014, Kazlausky guided the Falcons to its best season in over a decade, posting a 20-34 record. The Falcons reached the 20 win mark for the first time since 2002 and its
19 wins over Div. | opponents is tied for the third-most ever in school history. Kazlausky produced his first Freshman All-American in outfielder Tyler Jones, who earned Lou-
isville Slugger Freshman All-American honors. Jones also earned All-Mountain West honors, becoming the first Air Force freshman to earn all-conference honors in 23 years,
dating back to 1991. Air Force was 4-2 against ranked teams in 2014, earning its first-ever series sweep of a ranked team, when it swept #20 UNLV in a three-game series.

The Falcons posted a 15-39 record in 2013. The Falcons had their winningest conference season since 2002. Kazlausky had his first player drafted in senior catcher Garrett
Custons, who was a 10th round draft pick of the Toronto Blue Jays. Custons was also one of 15 semifinalists for the Johnny Bench Award. Falcon baseball also continued to
excel in the classroom, producing a school-record eight Academic All-Conference players.

In 2012, Air Force went 14-39 with a young team that often times started as many as five freshmen in the field. The Falcons posted a 6.10 team ERA that was the second-
lowest in the past 30 years. The Falcons featured two All-Mountain West selections in junior catcher Garrett Custons and sophomore designated hitter Seth Kline. The Fal-
cons also posted their first winning season at home since 2002 and defeated a Big 12 school (Kansas) for the first time since 2001. In addition, Air Force set a school record
with 46 sacrifice bunts.

In his first year, Kazlausky led Air Force to its first win over a Pac 10 school in 21 years and its first four-game sweep since 2003. The team fielded .960 to set a new school
record. Sophomore Garrett Custons earned First-Team All-Mountain West honors by ranking in the conference top 10 in 11 categories. Sophomore right-hander Sean Carley
posted one of the best seasons ever by a Falcon pitcher, earning second-team All-MW honors, the first Falcon pitcher to earn all-conference honors since 2002. Carley
posted a 3.94 earned run average, the lowest at the Academy in 28 years. His 4.10 ERA in conference games set a school record in the Mountain West era. Air Force lowered
its team ERA by over five runs a game from the 2010 season (11.31 to 6.09). The 6.09 team ERA was the lowest at Air Force in 29 years, dating back to 1982.

“This is my school and no one is more proud than | to have gone through the Academy and to have served for 20 years in the Air Force,” Kazlausky said. “I look forward to
having the opportunity to continue to represent our United States Air Force Academy! It is a tremendous honor and a privilege to be associated with the Academy and the
Air Force as the Head Baseball Coach. I have a great understanding of all the pillars at the Academy, and | truly understand the mission of the Academy and the Air Force.
Our job, as a staff, is to ensure success not only on the baseball field but in all facets of the Academy and that each young man is ready to lead our great country upon
graduation!”

As one of the most inspirational and emotional players to ever wear the Air Force baseball uniform, Kazlausky came to USAFA baseball as a walk-on and started all four
years. At the time of his graduation, he held eight career records and still ranks among the top 10 in seven all-time offensive categories. A two-time all-Western Athletic
Conference (WAC) selection, Kazlausky led the Falcons in batting in 1989 and 1991.

After a standout baseball career with the Falcons, “Kaz” spent three seasons from 1993 to 1995 as an assistant coach to former Falcon head coach Paul Mainieri, the now-
retired Hall-of-Fame. During this time, the Falcons posted three consecutive winning seasons. The 1994 team led the nation in batting average, slugging percentage and
triples. The 1995 team won 29 games, the second most in school history. After leaving the Academy in the summer of 1995, Kaz spent four years at Charleston Air Force
Base, S.C., as a pilot in the C-17 aircraft.

He later returned to the Academy in the fall of 2000 as a TG4 and T-41/C-150 evaluator pilot in the 94th Flying Training Squadron. In addition to his flight duties, he also
served as the volunteer baseball coach for the Falcons as well as the Preparatory School head baseball coach. During his tenure, the 2002 Falcon team set the school record
for most Div. | victories and two Falcon players were drafted into the minor leagues. Kazlausky then returned back to Charleston Air Force Base in 2004. He spent the next
two and a half years as a C-17 pilot actively serving in the War on Terror, before returning to the Academy from 2006-2008 for this third tour as an assistant baseball coach.
Kazlausky spent 2010 as an Air Officer Commanding (AOC) for cadet squadron 12 at the Academy.

In 2007, Kazlausky was inducted to the Lake County Hall of Fame in Lake County, Ill., for outstanding achievement. In 2008, he was inducted into the 14th Airlift Squadron
Hall of Fame in Charleston, S.C..

Coach Kaz and his wife, Kris, live in Monument, CO. Kaz’s daughter Sam graduated fro§1 USAFA in 2022, while their son Mick graduated in 2025.
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HITTING COACH

DREW LACOMB
3RD SEASON

Drew LaComb enters his third season in the role of hitting coach and offensive coordinator for the Falcons in 2026, as he joined Air Force having pre-
viously served as the head coach of Regis University for four seasons. The Rangers were an impressive 87-77-1 during his tenure as skipper.

LaComb saw the Falcons to 20 wins overall during the 2025 season, in addition to 12 conference victories. Under his leadership, the batters totaled
an average of .282 with Zach Peters and Walker Zapp leading the lineup. Individually, Zach Peters logged a standout season and was the sole Falcon
recognized for his efforts during the campaign of '25, earning Mountain West All-Conference honors. The senior lead the team in numerous of-
fensive categories: batting average (.347), runs (54), hits (68), slugging percentage (.602), doubles (20), home runs (8), and RBIs (48). Peters was also
a reliable component in right field, recording 10 assists. Zapp was right behind with an average of .330, 52 runs scored off 65 hits, 18 doubles, five
triples, and seven homers for 43 RBlIs.

During the 2024 season, LaComb helped lead the Falcons to an 18-12 Mountain West record resulting in the first Regular Season Championship

title in program history and an overall record of 27-28. Under LaComb, the Falcon hitters posted a team batting average of .286 and a .468 slugging
percentage. At the plate, Air Force hit 64 home runs, the sixth best in Falcon history, 105 doubles, 20 triples, and totaled 332 RBIs, while also drawing
224 walks. The Falcons saw five Mountain West All-Conference selections, including Co-Player of the Year, Jay Thomason, and Second Team honor-
ees, Sam Kulasingam and Chase Spencer.

LaComb assisted in mentoring 2024 MLB Draft picks, Sam Kulasingam (Kansas City Royals, 13th round) and Jay Thomason (Minnesota Twins, 17th
round). Kulasingam graduated as the Academy’s all-time hit leader, tallying 305 career hits and tying for the all-time doubles leader with 77, while
finishing his time as a Falcon with a .377 batting average and the third-best on-base percentage in Mountain West history, .470. Thomason holds the
Mountain West all-time home run record with 58 career long balls and became the only Falcon to record multiple seasons of at least 21 home runs
to lead the conference for the second consecutive year.

Regis continued its steady progression under LaComb in 2023 as the team reached the RMAC Tournament championship game for the first time since
2012, falling to nationally No. 1 ranked Colorado Mesa. The Rangers, who tied the school record for the longest winning streak (13) during the spring,
finished the 2023 season with a 31-24 overall record and in third place in the RMAC regular season standings. The 2023 squad set the program re-
cord for runs scored (517) and saw first baseman Matt Marlow become the program’s first All-American selection since 2018.

The year prior, LaComb was named the RMAC Coach of the Year in 2022 after leading the Rangers to the program’s best regular season finish in the
RMAC standings (2nd) since joining the conference in 1997. Regis posted a record of 27-24-1 overall and 20-12 in conference. The team had three
players (Justin Kleinsorge, Colten Chase and Roger Riley) all earn All-Conference honors, while Kleinsorge went on to be named Second Team All-
Region. Academically, the Rangers had 21 student-athletes earn RMAC academic recognition while the team won the 2021-22 RMAC Brechler Award
for the highest team GPA in the conference (3.433).

In the spring of 2021, LaComb and the Regis University baseball team finished the season 21-19 with a 17-17 record inside of the RMAC. The team
opened the season winning 10-straight games, which is now cemented as the best start in
program history. Regis qualified for the RMAC Tournament where they matched up with three-
seed University of Colorado-Colorado Springs. After falling to UCCS, RU’s tournament hopes
came to an end at the hands of #1 ranked Colorado Mesa University in the second game of the
RMAC Tournament (double-elimination). During the regular season, Regis reached as high as
sixth in the NCBWA South Central Regional Poll.

LaComb guided the Rangers to an 8-10 record overall during his first season, including a 4-0
record at home on account of a four-game sweep over Northern State from Feb. 28-March 1.
Additionally, 11 student-athletes made the Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference (RMAC) All-
Academic Honor Roll under his watch.

Prior to taking the helm at Regis, he served as an assistant coach for three years at RU. During
his first two years, LaComb helped the Rangers secure three All-Conference, one All-Region,
and one national Gold Glove selection. He has helped coach nine additional All-Conference
players.

Before being an assistant coach, LaComb was a standout player at RU (2014-16), bolstering a
career batting average of .361, which ranks 18th all-time in Rangers baseball history. In addi-
tion, he was a coach at the Catalyst Baseball Club, located in Golden, Colo., and an instructor at
the Las Vegas Baseball Academy in Las Vegas, Nev.

LaComb spent two seasons at Mesa Community College in Mesa, Ariz., before joining Regis. He
was named captain of the MCC team that won the NJCAA Division Il National title in 2014 with
a 52-13 record.

He will be accompanied by his wife Kelsey to Colorado Springs.
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PITCHING COACH

KYLER WINKLER
3RD SEASON

Kyle Winkler, an accomplished hurler for the TCU Horned Frogs during his playing days, will enter his third season at Air Force after assuming the role
of pitching coach for the Falcons in 2024.

In 2025, Winkler saw the Falcons to an overall record of 20-34 and a Mountain West record of 12-18. His pitchers combined for a 7.36 ERA and 374
strikeouts in 445.1 innings pitched. Standout reliever Patrick Davidson finished with an ERA of 4.30 and a 5-2 record on the mound, along with a trio
of saves. He logged 37.2 innings on the bump and struck out 24 batters to lead Air Force with the lowest B/AVG against of .239.

During his first season as the Air Force pitching coach, Winkler helped propel the Falcons to their first Mountain West Regular Season Championship
title in program history. The pitching staff accumulated 27 wins, 11 saves, and 368 strikeouts. Seungmin Shim led the Falcons on the mound and was
tabbed the 2024 Mountain West Pitcher of the Year, just the third Air Force pitcher to garner the award. The lefty threw 65.1 Mountain West innings
and totaled six wins, the most of any pitcher in the league. Across the season, Shim tallied 14 starts on the mound, managed at least 5.0 innings in 12
of those starts, and struck out 87 batters for an overall ERA of 3.22.

The former right-hander helped oversee a Horned Frogs pitching staff that was instrumental in guiding TCU to a trip to the College World Series in
2023, finishing as a national semifinalist. Winkler, assigned the role of bullpen coach in 2023, contributed to the efforts of five TCU relievers to post
sub-3.00 ERA’s in the spring. The Horned Frogs managed a team ERA of 4.64, the third-best mark in the Big XIl and 46th among 295 Division | pro-
grams.

Winkler returned to Fort Worth in 2022 as the volunteer assistant. He also served as a student assistant for the 2019 campaign while completing his
undergraduate degree.

Upon his return to TCU, Winkler was tasked with guiding the pitching corps. The group produced four draft picks while two (Luke Savage and River
Ridings) were invited to the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team. Five members of the TCU pitching staff were drafted in the summer of 2023,
including two (Ryan Vanderhei and Cam Brown) in the 10th round.

In his first stint on campus, Winkler served as the bullpen coach during the 2019 campaign. TCU put together a 34-28 record and advanced to the
championship game of the NCAA Fayetteville (Arkansas) Regional. He helped in mentoring 1st-round draft pick Nick Lodolo to an All-American sea-
son.

Winkler also spent two seasons at Incarnate Word. Prior to the unexpected shutdown of the 2020 season, the Cardinals were off to a 9-7 start and
had a team ERA of 4.75. The 2021 season saw the Cardinal finish with a 21-28 record. His staff produced a 2.01 K:BB ratio.

Winkler was a standout on the baseball field in his three years at TCU. A 2011 All-American, Winkler was twice an All-Mountain West Conference
performer in addition to earning a spot on the 2010 USA Baseball Collegiate National Team. Five times in his career, he was voted the Mountain West
Pitcher of the Week. Following his junior campaign, Winkler was drafted in the 10th round of the 2011 MLB Draft by the Arizona Diamondbacks.

As a freshman in 2009, Winkler was a key contributor in a starting role on TCU’s first-ever NCAA Super Regional team. He made 14 starts as part of 17
appearances and boasted a 7-1 record to go along with a 4.15 ERA in 73 2/3 innings pitched.

In 2010, Winkler spearheaded an impressive starting rotation in helping the Horned Frogs to their first-ever College World Series appearance. In 19
starts, he posted a 12-3 record with a 3.39 ERA. Winkler was the winning pitcher in Game 3 of the Austin Super Regional, holding Texas to just five
hits in 7 2/3 innings of work.

His final season at TCU saw him make 14 appearances, 13 starts, and boast a miniscule 1.39 ERA in 90 2/3 innings pitched. He posted a career-high
99 strikeouts and put up an 8-2 record.

For his career, Winkler was 27-6 in 50 appearances. He tossed five complete games and amassed 239 strikeouts in 281 innings of work. Winkler had a
career ERA of 2.95.

Winkler spent seven seasons in professional baseball playing in the Arizona Diamondbacks, Los Angeles Dodgers and Tampa Bay Rays’ organizations.
He made 20 starts as part of 215 career appearances on the mound. In 352 innings pitched, Winkler fanned 345 batters and boasted an ERA of 4.50.

Winkler will be joined by his wife, Stephanie, and daughter, Kole. 10

TYLER DAWSON
4TH SEASON

Tyler Dawson enters his fourth season in the Air Force dugout in 2026 following a 20-34 season in 2025.

In 2025, Dawson helped the Falcon hitters to a .282 team batting average and an .821 OPS. At the plate, Air Force totaled 499 hits with 113 doubles, 23 triples, and 43
homers for 332 RBIs. Senior Zach Peters led across the charts, as he earned the highest average (.347), OPS (1.029), runs (54), hits (68), doubles (20), home runs (8), and
RBIs (48). Peters was the sole Falcon to represent on the Mountain West All-Conference team.

Under Dawson, the Falcons to an 18-12 Mountain West record ro reach the first Regular Season Championship title in program history. Under Air Force hitters posted

a team batting average of .286 and a .468 slugging percentage. At the plate, Air Force hit 64 home runs, the sixth best in Falcon history, 105 doubles, 20 triples, and to-
taled 332 RBIs, while also drawing 224 walks. The Falcons saw five Mountain West All-Conference selections, including Co-Player of the Year, Jay Thomason, and Second
Team honorees, Sam Kulasingam and Chase Spencer.

Dawson saw Sam Kulasingam (Kansas City Royals, 13th round) and Jay Thomason (Minnesota Twins, 17th round) drafted by the MLB after working with these athletes
for multiple seasons. Kulasingam graduated as the Academy’s all-time hit leader, tallying 305 career hits and tying for the all-time doubles leader with 77, while finish-
ing his time as a Falcon with a .377 batting average and the third-best on-base percentage in Mountain West history, .470. Thomason holds the Mountain West all-time
home run record with 58 career long balls and became the only Falcon to record multiple seasons of at least 21 home runs to lead the conference for the second
consecutive year.

Working with hitters and infielders, Dawson saw Sam Kulasingam nab his second-consecutive Tony Gwynn Mountain West Player of the Year honor after slashing a
staggering .426/.537/.655 in 59 games. Kulasingam reached the 100-hit mark for the second-consecutive season in 2023, compiling a program record-tying 28 doubles,
while producing more than twice as many walks (50) than strikeouts (24). His 50 walks are also a single season program record, eclipsing none other than Mike Ka-
zlausky’s previous program-high of 44 walks set in 1989. As well, Kulasingam is the only player in Air Force history to record multiple 100-hit seasons.

Under Dawson, Trayden Tamiya earned the first national Gold Glove award in Air Force history. The Hawaiian’s .992 fielding percentage was easily the highest mark
among all Mountain West middle infielders, as Tamiya recorded just two errors in 243 chances at second base. Also responsible for 26 double plays, Tamiya’s 164 assists
were second in the Mountain West, trailing teammate Aerik Joe by a single out despite 26 fewer fielding opportunities.

Dawson also aided Jay Thomason to an incredible 2023, as the left-handed slugger clubbed 21 home runs to tie Mark Frankenberg for the most home runs in a single
season in program history, becoming the first player in program history to record 20+ home runs and 20+ doubles. His 21 homers were the most by any player in the
Mountain West in 2023.

Dawson'’s tutelege helped guide the Falcons to a 28 win season in his inagural campaign.
On August 9, 2023, Air Force baseball head coach Mike Kazlausky announced the addition of Dawson to the 2023 coaching staff.

“I am so excited to be joining the coaching staff here at the Air Force Academy,” said Dawson. “The guys here have committed to serving all of us at all costs, and getting
the opportunity to serve them is one of the coolest things | may ever get to do.”

Dawson was among the youngest head coaches in the country at Cleveland Community College where he led the Yetis baseball program from 2022-23. As well as serv-
ing as head coach, Dawson also was tasked with producing the strength and conditioning objectives of both the baseball and softball programs. His duties also included
the development of hitters and infielders, recruiting, scheduling, and sports information responsibilities.

At Cleveland Community College, Dawson played a large role in building the foundation of a start-up baseball program. In 2022, only the second year of the Yetis exis-
tence, Cleveland Community College finished second in the Region 10 DIl Tournament, ending the spring with a 31-23 record.

Prior to his time in Shelby, N.C., Dawson was the Director of Operations for Big League Camp, a baseball and softball sports and lodging facility on Lake James, N.C.
There, Dawson managed the schedule for the facility as well as teaching hitting, and speed and agility classes for high school and collegiate athletes.

Dawson worked as an assistant coach in the Coastal Plain Summer Collegiate League in the summer of 2019. With
the Edenton Steamers, Dawson held the title of hitting coach while also assisting the development of the outfield-
ers. Dawson also served as the head coach of Blacksburg (Va.) High School’s baseball program in 2019.

From 2016-17, Dawson was a member of the softball coaching staff at Virginia Tech, primarily working as the
program’s strength and conditioning coach. His coaching stops include time spent with the Park City Rangers of the
Kansas Collegiate League as well as Limestone University (S. C.).

Dawson graduated from Bridgewater College in 2016 with a Bachelor’s Degree in Exercise Science. At Bridgewater
College, Dawson played both baseball and football for the Eagles. This summer, he completed his Master’s Degree
in Sports Administration with an emphasis in Kinesiology at Southeastern Oklahoma State University.

A native of Amherst, Va., Dawson is certified as a strength and conditioning specialist by the NSCA, as well holding
certificates from USA Weightlifting and USA Baseball. He lives in Colorado Springs alongside his fiancee, Emily.
