Chris Tracz was named the 19th 
head coach in the 133-year history 
of the Army baseball program July 
27, 2022. Upon three seasons at the 
helm, Tracz is 94-66 overall.

Tracz won his 400th career game 
as a Division I Head coach April 
6, 2025. The Black Knights would 
go on to defeat Navy in the Patriot 
League Semifinal Series later in the 
season, sweeping a pair of games 
May 11 in Annapolis, including a 
6-5, 10-inning win in Game 3 of the 
series.

Despite losing key hitters Derek 
Berg, Sam Ruta and Braden Golinski 
in the 2024-25 offseason, Tracz’s 
club improved its batting average 
from ‘24 in ’25, from .274 to .279.

In 2025, RHP Andrew Berg, INF 
Thomas Schreck, OF/INF Chris 
Barr and OF William Parker were 
each named to the Patriot League 
All-Conference First Team, while 
OF Addison Ainsworth and C Jack 
Quinlan each earned Second Team 
accolades. Quinlan was also a Bust-
er Posey Award semifinalist among 
the nation’s top collegiate catchers.

Berg earned all-league honors after 
transitioning from a bullpen role to 
a member of the starting rotation. 
Meanwhile, Schreck improved his 
batting average from .210 to .335 in 
2025. 

In 2025, Justin Lehman proved to 
be one of the country’s top two-
way players, being named the 
John Olerud Two-Way Player of the 
Week May 13 and a finalist for the 
John Olerud Two-Way Player of the 
Year. In a season highlighted by a 
142-pitch, seven inning win at Navy 
in Game 2 of the Patriot League 
Semifinals, Lehman finished the 
season with a 4.02 ERA and a .316 
ERA. The senior also batted a blis-
tering .524 in the postseason while 
recording a 1.32 postseason ERA 
across 13.2 innings.

In 2024, Tracz led the Black Knights 

to their sixth consecutive Patriot 
League Tournament Championship 
and NCAA Regional Appearance, 
with a berth in the NCAA Athens 
Regional. Earlier in the year, Army 
won the Baseball Star Series over 
Navy for the third consecutive 
season, with a dramatic rubber 
matchup victory April 28 off a Chris 
Barr walk-off base hit. The club then 
went on to defeat the Midshipmen 
two games to none in the best-of-
three Patriot League Championship 
Series May 19-20. 

Army was 5-2 against Navy in 2024, 
and also knocked off Air Force 13-2 
on March 2 in Sugar Land, Texas.

The Black Knights boasted the 
Patriot League Pitcher of the Year in 
Justin Lehman, highlighted by his 
nine-inning, complete-game shut-
out win over Navy April 26. 

Lehman and fellow starting pitcher 
Matthew Ronnebaum earned First 
Team Patriot League All-Conference 
honors, along with relief pitcher An-
drew Berg, catcher Derek Berg and 
outfielder William Parker. Outfielder 
Braden Golinski and third baseman 
Sam Ruta also claimed All-Confer-
ence Second Team accolades. 

The North Branford, Conn. native 
led Army to a 38-18 record in 2023 
and a 21-4 Patriot League regular 
season mark. Highlights from the 
year included a series win over Air 
Force, a series win at NCAA Region-
al finalist Charlotte and a season 
series sweep over Navy. The Black 
Knights earned an NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance at the Charlottes-
ville Regional.

Army also set a program sin-
gle-season record in home runs 
(74) in 2023.

Tracz oversaw the development of 
C/1B Ross Freidrick, who signed a 
minor league free agent deal with 
the St. Louis Cardinals after the 
2023 season.  One year later, se-
niors Derek Berg, Ruta and Tanner 
Greshman also earned proces-
sional free agent opportunities with 
the Pittsburgh Pirates, Kansas City 
Royals and Philadelphia Phillies.  
 
Before Army, Tracz spent 13 sea-
sons (2010-22) as the head coach 
at Marist College (Poughkeepsie, 
N.Y.), totaling a win-loss record 
of 315–282–2 (.526), and a Met-
ro Atlantic Athletic Conference 
coaching record of 170–117 (.592), 
Marist's all-time winningest coach. 
In his final season at Marist, he led 
the Red Foxes to a 29-15 record, 
finishing second in the MAAC, tying 
for its most regular season wins 
since 2017, the same year the Red 
Foxes won the MAAC Tournament 
and advanced to the NCAA Baseball 
Championship Gainesville Regional. 
Tracz also led the Red Foxes to a 
nation's-best 11 game win streak at 
the end of the 2022 season. He was 
named MAAC Coach of the Year for 
the first time in his career.
 
In his time as head coach at Marist, 
Tracz has produced eight MLB 
Draft picks, one All-American, three 
MAAC Pitchers of the Year, eight 
First Team All-MAAC Selections, 18 
Second Team All-MAAC Selections, 
101 MAAC All-Academic honorees 
and six CoSIDA Academic All-Dis-
trict Selections.

This marks Tracz's second stint with 
the Black Knights, as he served as 
an assistant coach during the 2009 
season, helping the Army pitching 
staff lead the Patriot League in six 
statistical categories including wins, 
ERA, shutouts, complete games, 
strikeouts and saves en route to a 
Patriot League championship.
 
An accomplished pitcher at Marist 
himself, Tracz was a three-time 
captain (2003, 2004, 2005), a 
Two-Time First Team All-Region 
selection and appeared in three 
NCAA Tournaments (2001, 2002, 
2005). He compiled a career re-
cord of 38-9 with an ERA of 3.13 
while striking out 298 batters in 
399.2 innings. Tracz also spent the 
summers of 2002 and 2003 in the 
Cape Cod Baseball League with the 
Falmouth Commodores. 
 
Following his playing career, Tracz 
got his first coaching job as an as-
sistant at Marist from 2006-08.

ARMY OVER THE TRACZ ERA



BATTLE IN THE LEHIGH VALLEY		
• Army and Lehigh are set for a four-game series April 10-12. 
• Lehigh is one of two teams the Black Knights see just four times in 2026 as part of 
the new Patriot League baseball scheduling model.
• The Mountain Hawks do not visit West Point in 2026, the only team to not come to 
Army this season.
• Last year, Army took three of five games off Lehigh in the season series. This 
included one of two games Army won in Bethlehem and two of three games at 
West Point.
• Then-senior Bryce Brownlee threw a complete-game win in Bethlehem on March 
23 last season.
• Catcher Jack Quinlan had six base knocks and six RBIs in the April 13 
doubleheader sweep over Lehigh at West Point last year.

WEST POINT, BY 'THEE......BEAT NAVY!	
• Army defeated Navy two games to one in the baseball star series March 27-29, in 
turn part of the Star Series presented by USAA.
• The Black Knights scored four runs in the bottom of the first in game one, 
highlighted by Carter Hewitt's first career home run, a three-run homer.
• Army would walk off Navy in the 10th inning March 27, with John McKillop leading 
off the inning with a double, JT Craig pinch-running and David Dubrule laying down 
a bunt which resulted in a Navy E5, allowing Craig to score, sealing Army's 5-4 win.
• Army’s win was its first walk-off win in 2026 and the first since April 9 vs. Marist a 
season ago.  
The Black Knights won a game in extra innings for the first time in 2026. Chris Tracz 
is 7-4 in extra-inning games at Army since taking the job ahead of 2023, and Army 
is 3-0 in extra innings vs. Navy in the Chris Tracz era.
• Army allowed three uneanred runs in a 5-2 defeat in March 28's game, allowing 
Navy to even the series.
• The Black Knights took a 4-1 lead in the third inning of March 29's rubber matchup 
and held on to win 4-3. 
• Trey Ates pitched a career-high 7.2 innings and delivered 129 pitches in March 
29's win.
• Army has won four of its past five meetings vs. Navy and 19 of its past 28 dating 
back to 2022. The Black Knights have also won 24 of their past 36 games against 
academy rivals.
• Army retook the lead in the all-time series vs. Navy, 138-137.
• The Black Knights have won seven of their past eight games.

ROAD BROOMS	
• Army swept Lafayette in a three-game series March 21-22.
• In the March 21 doubleheader, the Black Knights combined for 21 runs on 20 hits, 
while drawing 24 free passes including 19 walks.
• In game two on March 21, Josiah Overbeek tied the program’s single-game 
record by drawing five walks, tying the mark previously set by Zach Price vs. 
Maryland in 2011.
• Andrew Berg had Army's first complete-game of the season in the seven-inning 
doubleheader daycap before Kevin Reavey provided a career-high eight frames in 
the nine-inning nightcap.
• Army was forced to use just six innings of relief pitching over the series, and just 
three relief pitchers. 
• Army’s 11 walks in game two March 21 were the most dawn in a single game this 
season, and the most since taking 11 vs. Lehigh on April 14, 2025.
• The Black Knights have won eight in a row over Lafayette dating back to the 2024 
regular season finale.

BEATING THE S-E-C!	
• Army baseball knocked off SEC foe South Carolina February 20 in emphatic, 9-5 
fashion as the Black Knights secured their first win of the season on the first day of 
the home team’s Salute the Troops Weekend. 
• Army’s win February 20 represented the first over a Power Conference opponent 
since defeating Pitt on March 4, 2022. It was also Army’s second win all-time vs. an 
SEC opponent, previously defeating Florida in Gainesville on March 17, 2004.

• Right-Handed Pitcher/Outfielder Josiah Overbeek is tied for first in the Patriot 
League with seven home runs on the year to date, one more than last year's home 
run leader for Army in all of 2025 (Parker).
• In addition to his home run conference lead, his 37 walks and .529 OBP each lead 
the Patriot League.
• His 37 walks are third-most in Division I, and his 1.37 walks per game lead the 
country.
• Overbeek has reached base in 27 consecutive games, each game he's played in 
this year.
• He earned the save in Army's series-clinching win over Navy on March 29, 
recording the final four outs of the game in relief of Trey Ates.
• In game two at Lafayette on March 21, Overbeek tied the program’s single-game 
record by drawing five walks, tying the mark previously set by Zach Price vs. 
Maryland in 2011.
• Overbeek won Patriot League Player and Rookie of the Week on March 2 after 
helping lead Army to a three-game sweep at Queens.
• Overbeek also won John Olerud Two-Way Player of the Week honors and was 
named to the John Olerud Two-Way Player of the Year Watch List March 4.
• The plebe was named to Baseball America's Freshman of the Year award watch 
list on April 1.
• In the lineup at DH on March 18 vs. UAlbany, Overbeek launched a three-run home 
run in the fifth inning of Army's 12-2 run-rule win.
• Overbeek hit the first grand slam for Army since 2024 in the eighth inning vs. 
Merrimack on March 10 as the Black Knights rallied for 9-5 down in the inning to 
win 10-9. He would then pitch a perfect ninth inning in that game to earn his second 
save of the year. 
• In Army's 9-5 win vs. South Carolina, Overbeek hit a three-run home run and 
became the first Army player to both record a pitching appearance and hit a home 
run in the same game, since Kevin McKague did so in a win over Ohio State on 
March 13, 2011.

• AMI – Morning Room Inspection. Rooms in AMI are in a high state of cleanliness.
• Beast – Slang for Cadet Basic Training. Cadet Basic Training is a 6-week training 
course before a cadet's first year. During this training, they are called "New Cadets.”
• Boodle – Slang for snacks, food, or candy.
• Butter Bar – A new Second Lieutenant.
• Canoe U – Naval Academy
• Century Man – A cadet who completes 100 or more "hours" (see below).
• Civvies – Civilian clothing.
• Comm – Abbreviation for the Commandant of Cadets.
• Corps Squad – A member of the Corps who is on a Division I sport team.
• Green Girl – Slang for the issued cadet bed comforter.
• Goat – The cadet who ranks last in the graduating class at graduation.
• Hours – A traditional form of punishment for infractions, requiring cadets to 
march back and forth, often carrying a rifle or saber, in full uniform.
• Old Grad – A USMA graduate, particularly an older graduate.
• PMI – Afternoon Inspection, a state less than AMI.
• SAMI – Saturday Morning Inspection. The most difficult level of room inspections.

• Squid – One who attends the Naval Academy.
• TAC – Abbreviation for Tactical Officer. Tactical Officers are Army officers who help 
run each cadet company.
• TEE – Term End Examination, also known as finals.
• Thayer Museum – The supe's basement.
• The Town – The Village of Highland Falls, located just outside the West Point gates.
• WPR – Written Partial Review. A test given during a class.

JOHNSON STADIUM AT DOUBLEDAY FIELD

It started as a vision. It ended as a 
dream—a field of dreams, nestled smack 
in the middle of the U.S. Military Academy, 
tucked squarely in the middle of history.
	
Back in the late 1980s, there was much 
talk of moving venerable Doubleday Field, 
tearing the quaint little park from its nat-
ural resting spot in the national register 
of historic places, just off the “The Plain” 
overlooking the majestic Hudson River.
	
So many had roamed the time-honored 
pasture, chasing their boyhood dreams 
on a diamond well-suited for such fan-
tasies. Bradley, Eisenhower, MacArthur, 
Franks, Blaik and Reeder had all frolicked 
there; so, too, had McGraw, Durocher, 
Mays, Mantle, Berra and Stengel. It was 
a place where major generals met major 
leaguers, a wonderful patch of land that 
transcended time and space.
	
Yet, as part of West Point’s master facilities 
plan, Doubleday Field, so rich in history, 
so washed in tradition, was in danger of 
going the way of some of the great ones, 
going the way of the Polo Grounds and 
Ebbets Field; going the way of Connie 
Mack Stadium and Sportsman’s Park. This 
magnificent old baseball diamond, named 
in honor of Abner Doubleday, the founder 
of baseball and an 1842 USMA graduate, 
was to be relocated to a more sterile set-
ting, a hollow place void of memories and 
heritage.
	
Only the Doubleday Society, with Rod Vitty 
(USMA ’55) as its driving force, and the 
family of Rupert H. Johnson (USMA ’22) 
would not let that happen. A marvelous 
power pitcher during his days in the Black 
and Gold, Vitty had spent a good portion of 
his West Point springs toiling on the field 
where legends were born. For Vitty, the 
thought of moving “The Home of Army 
Baseball” from the site where games had 

first been contested in 1909 bordered on 
treason.
	
Vitty, along with a host of other former 
players and friends of the program, began 
a crusade to “Save Doubleday Field.” 
Thanks to their efforts and the tremen-
dous generosity of the Johnson family, 
the dream was realized with the formal 
dedication of Rupert H. Johnson Stadium 
at Doubleday Field on Sept. 13, 1996.
	
The goal of the project was to provide the 
U.S. Military Academy with an impres-
sive facility suited to the storied heritage 
of West Point and its glorious baseball 
program.
	
Highlights of the undertaking included the 
construction of full locker rooms for both 
home and visiting teams, a training room, 
clubhouse facilities, along with the addi-
tion of 880 fixed chair-back seats.
	
Great pains were taken in its design to 
draw an appropriate parallel between the 
new facility and the historic significance of 
its physical location on post. Formal gran-
ite facing emulating many of West Point’s 
older academic buildings was tastefully 
incorporated to address those means.
	
Internally, spacious locker room and club-
house facilities provide coaching staff and 
team members with a comfortable home.
	
Finally, landscaping around the facility 
was intentionally subdued with the his-
toric parade ground known as “The Plain” 
remaining dominant nearby.
	
“Today’s dedication of this ‘state-of-
the-art’ baseball facility becomes a long 
overdue distinct and permanent addition 
to the Academy and its athletic program,” 
Vitty stressed during the facility’s dedica-
tion ceremonies. “This beautiful stadium 

is an appropriate and proud expression of 
West Point’s love for our national pastime.
“The Doubleday Society’s efforts to con-
struct this facility was made possible by 
the extreme generosity of the family of 
Rupert H. Johnson. This family provided 
the largest non-testamentary gift ever 
received by West Point. The Doubleday 
Society shares the family’s great pride in 
dedicating this stadium to the memory 
of Rupert H. Johnson,” Vitty continued. 
“His proud contribution to the financial 
industry, his community service and phil-
anthropic activities were reflective of the 
uncompromising standards and enduring 
values that were such an integral and 
driving force in his life. All that was nur-
tured, I’m sure, by his West Point experi-
ence and imbedded by those spring-time 
days playing baseball on this very field. We 
call it our ‘field of dreams.’”

Those same dreams will be shared by fu-
ture generations of Army baseball players 
for many years to come. The  Doubleday 
Society and the family of Rupert H. John-
son saw to that. 

Abner Doubleday, an 1842 West Point 
graduate, is said to have devised the 
game of baseball while on leave from the 
U.S. Military Academy in 1839, drawing 
out the diamond and the rules of the 
game. He called the game “Base Ball,” 
but it was patterned after a game called 
“Rounders,” which was played by boys 
and girls in England.

While the origin of baseball has been 
disputed, Doubleday, nonetheless, is still 
given credit and the baseball field at the 
U.S. Military Academy was dedicated in 
his honor in May 1939, the centennial year 
of baseball.
	
Despite the controversy, Doubleday dis-
tinguished himself throughout his military 
career, earning the rank of major general.

As a captain, he fired the first gun for the 
Union side in the Civil War at Fort Sumter. 
On Nov. 29, 1862, he was made a major 
general of the volunteers. He retired from 
the U.S. Army in 1873 and died Jan. 26, 
1893, in New Jersey at the age of 74.
	
“The Home of Army Baseball” since 
games were first contested on its present 
site in 1909, Doubleday Field underwent 
a major $4.2 million renovation in 1996. 
Following an aggressive four month con-
struction cycle, the new Johnson Stadium 
at Doubleday Field was formally dedicated 
at ceremonies on Sept. 13, 1996.
	
The goal of the project was to provide the 
U.S. Military Academy with an impressive 
facility suited to the storied heritage of 

both West Point and its baseball program.
Highlights of the renovation project 
included the construction of full locker 
rooms for both home and visiting teams, 
fully equipped training rooms, clubhouse 

facilities, and the addition of 880 fixed 
chair-back seats.

Great pains were taken in its design to 
draw an appropriate parallel between the 
new facility and the historic significance 
of its physical location on campus. Formal 
granite facing emulating many of West 
Point’s older academic buildings was 
tastefully incorporated to address those 
means.

Internally, spacious locker rooms and 
clubhouse facilities provide coaching 
staff and team members with a sparkling 
home.

A beautifully conceived “Team Room,” 
complete with two flat-screen televisions, 
a state-of-the art entertainment system 
and sparkling new furniture was complet-
ed in 2006, providing Army’s players with 
a comfortable place to relax.

Landscaping and sitework around the 
facility were intentionally subdued with 
the historic parade ground known as “The 
Plain” remaining dominant. In order to 
ensure that, overall height of the structure 
was minimized.

Doubleday Field itself underwent a major 
change during the summer of 2006 when 
a completely new natural playing surface 
was installed. In addition to incorporating 
state-of-the-art drainage and watering 
systems, the project included the addition 
of new bullpen pitching mounds, a host of 
dugout amenities and three fully lighted 
hitting tunnels.

In the summer of 2011, the first-ev-
er press box was pre-assembled and 
delivered to Doubleday Field. The facil-
ity provides room for at least 10 media 
members, and a rooftop porch allows 
access for video equipment. A brand new 
scoreboard was installed in the fall of 2011, 
and a new padded wall was erected in 
January 2012.

In the fall of 2013, lights were installed 
at  Johnson Stadium, allowing the Black 
Knights the opportunity to compete at 
night.

The latest addition to Johnson Stadi-
um was a new turf field installation at 
Douboleday Field in the winter of 2023, 
giving Army an opportunity for fewer 
game cancellations and delays due to 
inclement weather.
