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FOOTBALL HISTORY

HISTORICALLY SPEAKING

The University of Cincinnati football program dates to 1885 and ranks as one of the 10 oldest in
major college football and holds an all-time mark of 628-533-50 entering its 133rd season. UC
has won a conference championship five times in the last decade while playing in the postseason
in 10 of the last 13 years. UC played in the American Athletic Conference title game for the first
time in 2019. The Bearcats have tallied 112 wins since 2007, ranking among the Top-20 teams in
the NCAA FBS. In 2010, UC reached as high as No. 3 in all three major polls [Associated Press,
USA Today, Bowl Championship Series).

ATOWER OF STRENGTH

UC'’s foothall program is one of the nation’s oldest — only Rutgers [18639), Michigan (1873), Navy
(1880), and Minnesota [1883), among NCAA Football Bow!l Subdivision institutions, predate
Cincinnati, which began the sport in 1885.

THE ROCK OF TRUTH

UC has been invalved in several historic college football milestones starting with Dec. 8, 1888.
That day, the Bearcats and Miami (Ohio) University engaged in the first college football game
played in the state of Ohio, launching a rivalry that is tied for the oldest in the game among major
universities — North Carolina vs. Wake Forest began playing that same year. The Battle for the
Victory Bell is the fifth-most played rivalry series in college football.

ALWAYS ON THE SIDE OF INNOVATION
Afew years later in 1897, UC received an invitation to visit New Orleans to play a football game as
areward for a successful season, a precursor to the current postseason football bowl games.

BOWL-CATS

Cincinnati has been to 15 bowl games over the last 19 seasons and 19 in the program’s 132
seasons. UC played in the first Bowl Championship Series game in school history, taking on
Virginia Tech in the 75th FedEx Orange Bowl on Jan. 1, 2008.

WE ENGINEER BETTER

In the 1930s, a UC foothall player waore a device with his helmet to protect his broken nose. The
device was a forerunner of the now standard face mask. The first soccer-style place kick was also
attempted by a Bearcat, Hank Hartong, in the early 1960s.

THE CHART TOPPERS

In 1968, the Bearcats were the nation’s top passing team with quarterback Greg Cook leading the
NCAA in total offense, while receiver/kicker Jim O’Brien captured the national scoring title. A year
later, Cook earned Roaokie of the Year honors as a Cincinnati Bengal, and two years later, 0’'Brien
kicked the game-winning field goal for the Baltimore Colts in Super Bawl V.

ALL-AMERICA TRADITION

Forty-three Bearcats have earned All-America recognition. Mike Woods garnered first-team
hanars in 1977, earning him an appearance on Bob Hope's television special. Punter Kevin Huber
became the first two-time First-Team Associated Press all-American in UC history when he
earned the honor in 2007 and 2008.

“THE TOE”

Jonathan Ruffin received the Lou Groza Award as the nation’s top kicker in 2000 after booting
a record 26 field goals. He was presented the award by ESPN'’s Chris Fowler. Ruffin was also a
consensus all-American that year.

OUR CRADLE OF COACHES

Coaching luminaries have patrolled the sidelines at Cincinnati. College Football Hall of Fame
coach Frank Cavanaugh began his 24-season career at UC. Sid Gillman, a member of the College
and NFL Halls of Fame, was the architect of one of the top eras of Cincinnati football history. He
directed the Bearcats to three conference titles and a pair of bowl game appearances during
his six seasons (1949-54) before leaving for the professional ranks. Cincinnati, with Gillman
developing the passing offenses which would make him successful in the pro ranks, became
known for its aerial attack in the early 1950s. That notoriety continued long after his departure.
Current Head Coach Luke Fickell enters his fourth year with the program.

THE NEXT LEVEL

With more than 100 players advancing into the professional ranks and 12 earning Super Bowl
wins, 42 earning all-America honors, and 11 garnering academic all-America recognition,
Cincinnati football has clearly made an important impact on college foothall with its long history
of accomplishments.

TROPHY GAMES

The Bearcats are involved in three trophy games. UC’s annual clash with the Miami RedHawks
is tied for the third-most-played series in college football history and the second-longest active
rivalry in the FBS. The winner of the yearly fall battle claims the Victory Bell. The winner of the UC-
Louisville contest takes home the Keg of Nails, while the winner of the UC-Pittsburgh game stakes
claim to the River City Rivalry Trophy. UC currently holds two of the three trophies.

UPSET CATS

Cincinnati has been dangerous to top teams over the years, knocking off the likes of No. 8
Wisconsin, 17-12, at home in 1999, upending defending national champion Penn State in 1983
14-3 on the road, and dominating Virginia Tech, 18-0, in 1995 while allowing just 41 yards of
offense. However, possibly the biggest upset in UC histary came in 2006 as the Bearcats beat
its highest-ranked opponent in Nippert Stadium history, blowing away then-No. 7 Rutgers, 30-11.

CHAMPIONSHIP FOOTBALL

With 112 wins since the 2007 season, the Bearcats have become relevant on the national stage
once again. Between 2008-12, UC became the only FBS AQ school to earn four conference
championships in five seasons. The 2008 BIG EAST Conference Championship was the school’s
first since 1956. UC finished with a school-record 12 wins in 2008 and finished No. 3 in the
Bowl Championship Series standings. The 2008 and 2009 sguads made the first two BCS
appearances in school history, playing in the Orange and Sugar Bowls, respectively. The Bearcats
added BIG EAST titles in 2011 and 2012 along with their first American Athletic Conference title in
2014. UC made a school-record five-straight bowl appearances between 2011-15, playing in the
Liberty, Belk - twice, Military and Hawai‘i bowls. In 2018, UC returned to the national polls for the
first time since the 2013 campaign and earned the first College Football Playoff ranking in schaool
history, appearing at No. 24 on Nov. 13, 2018.
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TIMELINE

1885 UC fielded its first football
organization of Arch Carson, who served as the first
coach. The team won a pair of games over a club from
neighboring Mt. Auburn.

1888 Cincinnati and Miami faced off in Oxford for the first
college foothall game in the state of Ohio. The game ended
in a scoreless tie but launched a rivalry that is tied for the
honors of being the oldest among major college schools.

1897 Following a 7-1-1 season--the lone loss was to the
fabled Carlisle Indians--Cincinnati was invited to celebrate
New Years in New Orleans and play a contest against the
host Southern Athletic Club. A day after their victory,
the Bearcats accepted a challenge from LSU and also
defeated the Tigers.

1898 Frank Cavanaugh, immortalized as the Iron Majar,
began his head coaching career at Cincinnati. He was
elected to the National Foothall Foundation Hall of Fame
at the conclusion of his illustrious career.

1901 Cincinnati played its first home game at the current
site of Nippert Stadium, defeating Hanover, 18-0.

1912 Cincinnati scored a school-record 124 points in a
shutout win over Transylvania. Ike Stewart and Bob Heuck
each tallied six TDs and Alonzo Wells kicked 12 PATSs, all
UC recaords.

1914 Cincinnati teams first used the nickname Bearcats.

1915 Construction began on permanent stadium seating
and facilities.

1922 George Mclauren, another UC mentor to be elected
to the College Foothall Hall of Fame, began his four-
season tenure as UC’s head coach.

1923 Nippert Stadium was the site of the first night
football game in the Midwest as Cincinnati defeated
Kentucky Wesleyan, 17-0. In the season-ending game vs.
Miami, Jimmy Nippert sustained a spike wound and died
a month later of blood poisoning. His grandfather, James
Gamble, donated the money needed to finish the stadium
construction.

1924 Nippert Stadium was dedicated.

1933 UC waon the first of two straight Buckeye Athletic
Association titles.

1934 UC played its first Homecoming game, defeating
Marshall, 7-0.

1935 The Bearcats’ first NFL players, Bill Feldhaus
(Detroit) and Ray Nolting (Chicago), lead UC to a 7-2
record before embarking on their pro careers.

1942 UC hosted No. 2 Georgia at Nippert Stadium. The
Bulldogs won, 35-13, and won the Rose Bowl a few months
later. The other lone blemish on UC’s 8-2 record was to
Sugar Bowl victor Tennessee.

1943-44 Football suspended due to World War 1.

1946 Cincinnati defeated defending Big 10 Conference
champion Indiana in the season opener en route to a 9-2
record. The season was capped by the Bearcats’ first bowl
appearance. UC defeated Virginia Tech, 18-6, in the Sun
Bawl.

1947 UC won its first Mid-American Conference
championship. The Bearcats won four crowns in their six-
year association with the league.

1949 Sid Gillman took over as head coach and promptly
piloted UC to a Mid-American Conference title and a
win over Toledo in the Glass Bowl. Tom 0’Malley’s 1,617
passing yards led the nation.

1950 The Bearcats advanced to the Sun Bowl but are
edged by West Texas State, 14-13.

1951 UC posted an all-time best record of 10-1. Gene Rossi
and Bob Stratton became the first Bearcats to earn all-
America recognition.

1953 Cincinnati led the nation in both total offense
[409.5 yards per game] and total defense (184.3), a feat
accomplished by only three other teams in college foothall
history.

1954 Sid Gillman left for the Los Angeles Rams after
directing UC to an 8-2 ledger. In six seasons under the
eventual college and pro hall of fame coach, the Bearcats
posted a 50-13-1 record and won three Mid-American
Conference titles.

1956 UC led the nation in punt return average at 17.7 yards
per return.

1959 Dave Canary became the first of 11 Bearcats to
earn academic all-America honors. Canary eschewed pro
football possibilities to pursue a successful acting career
and became a regular in several TV series. Teammates
Jack Lee and Jim Leo were named MVP of the Senior Bowl!
and College All-Star games, respectively.

1963-64 Cincinnati won back-to-back Missouri Valley
Conference titles under Chuck Studley, who went on to
become head coach of the Houston Oilers. UC compiled a
14-6 record during those two seasons.

1968 Cincinnati led the nation in passing offense,
averaging 335.8 yards per game. Greg Cook led the nation
in total offense, amassing 3,210 yards, while receiver/
kicker Jim O’Brien was the nation’s leading scorer with
142 points.

1970 Bob Bell became the second Bearcat in as many
seasons to be a first-round selection in the NFL Draft.

1976 Cincinnati defeated Arizona State and Vanderhilt
en route to a 9-2 ledger. Co-Captain Mike Woods earned
first-team all-America honors and was a second-round
draft pick by the Baltimore Colts.

1983 UC opened the season with a 14-3 upset of defending
national champion Penn State at Beaver Stadium.

1985 The Bearcats upset a pair of 1984 bowl teams,
Virginia Tech and Boston College.

1986 UC hosted the No. 1 Miami Hurricanes at Nippert
Stadium. The Hurricanes validated its ranking with a 45-
13 win.

1992 Nippert Stadium reopened to full use following an
extensive renavation. The Bearcats hosted No. 8 Penn
State in the season opener, and nearly pulled off the upset
before falling, 24-20.

1995 Robert Tate led the nation in kickoff return average,
averaging 34.3 yards on 15 returns. Tate was named both
Offensive and Special Teams MVP in Conference USA.

1996 Cincinnati began competition in Conference USA.
The Bearcats posted back-to-back crowds of 30,729 for
Kentucky and 30,887 for Miami University, breaking the
old stadium attendance record.

1997 Cincinnati ended a draught of 47 seasons without a
bowl game appearance when it was selected to play in the
inaugural Humanitarian Bowl. The Bearcats defeated Utah
State, 35-19, to finish the year at 8-4.

1999 Cincinnati upset No. 8 Wisconsin, 17-12 in Nippert
Stadium.

2000 UC won five of its last six games to finish second
in Conference USA and earn a hid to play Marshall in
the Motor City Bowl. Jonathan Ruffin became a first
consensus first-team all-America choice and received
the 2000 Lou Groza Award after leading the nation in field
goals.

2001 The Bearcats opened the season against No. 25
Purdue in front of a sellout Nippert Stadium crowd. UC
won its first four league games en route to a second-place
finish in Conference USA and second straight trip to the
Motor City Bowl. Quarterback Gino Guidugli is named the
C-USA Freshman of the Year after setting school and
league freshman records by throwing for 2,573 yards and
16 touchdowns.

2002 Cincinnati set school and Conference USA single-
game attendance marks when 66,319 packed Paul Brown
Stadium to see UC play eventual national champion Ohio
State. UC won its final five league games to claim a share
of the C-USA title, its first league championship since
1964. Quarterback Gino Guidugli threw for 3,543 yards,
one of five season records set by the sophomore. UC
earned a bowl bid for a record third straight year, playing
in the New Orleans Bowl.

2004 The Bearcats recovered from a 2-4 start to win
five of their last six games, including a convincing 52-24
victory over No. 21 Southern Miss. UC was selected for the
Fort Worth Bowl where the Bearcats defeated Marshall,
32-14.

2005 Cincinnati began play in the BIG EAST Conference
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TIMELINE

2006 The Bearcats posted a 7-5 regular-season mark,
playing a schedule that featured five teams ranked in
the Top 10 at the time they faced UC. After a couple of
near misses against those ranked foes, UC downed No.
7 Rutgers, 30-11, before a national television audience.
Cincinnati earned a berth in the inaugural International
Bowl in Toronto, Ont. The UC squad earned a 27-24 win
over Western Michigan.

2007 The program egualed the school single-season
record for wins, posting a 10-3 record and earning a No.
17 ranking in the final Associated Press poll. It marked the
first time UC ended the season among the nation’s Top
25 programs. Three Bearcats earned all-America honors,
including punter Kevin Huber, who was the school’s
second consensus selection.

2008 The Bearcats had a banner season that included
1 wins, the program’s first BIG EAST Conference
Championship, a final ranking of No. 17 in both the
Associated Press and USA Today Top 25 polls, and a
Bowl Championship Series appearance in the 75th FedEx
Orange Bowl on Jan. 1, 2009. Five UC players earned all-
America honors while punter Kevin Huber became the
first two-time First Team Associated Press all-America
selection in school history.

20089 Cincinnati ran off a school-record 12-straight wins,
achieved a best-ever ranking of No. 3 in the country (AP/
USA Today/BCS) and won is second-straight BIG EAST
Conference Championship before falling to Florida in the
2010 Allstate Sugar Bowl. Wide receiver Mardy Gilyard re-
wrote parts of the UC record book on the way to earning
AFCA First-Team All-America honors.

2010 In 2010, the Bearcats led the BIG EAST in scoring
offense (27.1 ppg), total offense (417.3 ypg), passing
offense (260.7 ypg), first downs (21.9 pg], third-down
conversions (45.6 pct.), and touchdown passes (27]). Wide
receiver Armon Binns and quarterback Zach Collaros were
both First-Team All-BIG EAST selections while five other
teammates earned All-BIG EAST hanars.

2011 UC was the most improved NCAA FBS AQ team in
2011, finishing with a 10-3 mark, a Top-25 final ranking,
winning its third BIG EAST Conference title in four years
and knocking off SEC foe Vanderhilt in the 2011 AutoZone
Liberty Bowl, the program'’s first bowl win over a BCS
opponent. Eight student-athletes earned All-BIG EAST
accolades in 2011, including BIG EAST Offensive Player of
the Year Isaiah Pead and BIG EAST Co-Defensive Player
of the Year Derek Wolfe. Wolfe, a senior defensive tackle,
earned spots on five All-America teams and JK Schaffer
was named the 2011 American Eagle Outfitters BIG EAST
Football Scholar-Athlete of the Year.

2012 UC closed out its sixth 10-win season in 125 years
of football. The Bearcats were one of only four NCAA FBS
AQ programs to have won 10 games in five of the past
six seasons, joining Alabama, Oklahoma and Oregon. UC
also won its fourth conference championship in the past
five seasons and earned a victory over Duke in a thrilling
come-from-behind effort in the 2012 Belk Bowl.

2013 UC had the most pralific offense in school history
leading the newly formed American Athletic Conference
in total offense (472.1) and rushing offense (168.3) with the
offense totaling a school-record 6,137 yards. The Bearcats’
defense was one of the best in the country, ranking in the
top 10 nationally in both rushing defense (B6th, 104.5 ypg)
and total defense (9th, 315.6 ypg). Nine student-athletes
earned all-conference honars.

2014 UC finished out the campaign with a 9-4 record,
an American Athletic Conference Championship and a
matchup against Virginia Tech in the 2014 Military Bowl
presented by Northrop Grumman, benefiting the USO.
Cincinnati rebounded from a 2-3 start and finished the
regular season 9-3 on a seven-game winning streak with
a share of the conference crown, UC’s fifth league title in
seven years and 14th all-time. OL Eric Lefeld beacme UC'’s
first three-time, first-team all-league selection since OL
Jason Fahini (1995-97).

2015 The 2015 UC squad finished 7-8, played in the Hawai‘i
Bowl, had the most prolific offense in school history, set
18 school records and finished No. B in the NCAA FBS in
total offense, averaging 537.8 yards per game. WR Shaqg
Washington set UC’s school-records for career (240) and
single-season (30) receptions while Chris Moore hauled in
a UC record 26 touchdown passes during his career.

2016 Not a ot went right for the University of Cincinnati
football team in 2016. The Bearcats started the season 3-1
with a road win at Big Ten Conference program Purdue and
picked up their 11th-straight win over longtime rival Miami
[Ohio). The rest of the way saw UC’s offense sputter, a
litany of injuries to key starters and reserves and only one
win in the final eight games of the season.

2017 Luke Fickell took the reins as head coach in December
2016 and helped lead UC to a 12th-straight win over rival
Miami (OH]), the snapping of an eight-game conference
losing streak with a win at Tulane and a thrilling senior-day
victary over UConn.

2018 UC finished 2018 with 11 or more wins for the third
time in program history and knocked off Virginia Tech in
the Military Bowl presented by Northrop Grumman. Head
Coach Luke Fickell was the American Athletic Conference
Coach of the Year, 0B Desmond Ridder was the AAC
Rookie of the Year and P James Smith was a Ray Guy
Award finalist and a two-time All-America selection.

2019 UC closed 2019 with an American Athletic Conference
East Division Championship and a win in the TicketSmarter
Birmingham Bowl. The Bearcats won 11 games for only the
fourth time in school history while the back-to-back 11-win
seasons in 2018 and 2019 occurred for only the second
time in UC’s 132 seasaons of football. UC was ranked No.
21in the final Associated Press, USA Today Coaches and
College Foothall Playoff polls.
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RING OF HONOR

On Sept. 2, 2008, the University of Cincinnati Department of Athletics unveiled its Ring of Honor, located on the of the Herschede-Shank Pavilion atop the east side of stands Nippert

Stadium opposite the press box. The Ring of Honor recognizes the accomplishments of UC’s extraordinary football student-athletes.

The charter class included Greg Cook, Dick Gaist, Gino Guidugli, Tom Marvaso, Danny McCoin, Jack Lee, Jim O’'Brien, Tom 0’Malley, Gene Rossi, Jonathan Ruffin, Bill Shalosky, Reggie

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COACHING HISTORY

The University of Cincinnati has been well-represented on the lists of professional and caollege coaching greats, a legacy which caontinues inta 2019 with a praliferation of former Bearcats mentars, assistant
coaches and players in the NFL, CFL and major university ranks.

SID GILLMAN

Sid Gillman has long been the standard-bearer for
Bearcats coaching greats. Gillman, whose 50-13-1 record
in his six seasons in the late 1940s and early 1950s is one
of the winningest marks at UC, is one of the few coaches
to earn induction into both the college and professional
football halls of fame. His UC success vaulted him into the
NFL, with the Los Angeles Rams.

COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

Two other members of the College Foothall Hall of Fame,
Frank Cavanaugh and George Little, launched their head
coaching careers at UC. Cavanaugh, the legendary “Iron
Major” for his accomplishments as a coach and war
hero in the Army, in 1898, and Little, who earned fame at
Michigan and Wisconsin, in 1914-15.

Former UC assistants Dick MacPherson and Don
Nehlen are also in the College Football Hall of Fame.
MacPherson, a UC assistant in the early 1960s, concluded
a distinguished career at Syracuse. Nehlen, on the 1963
UC staff, was West Virginia’s winningest coach following
his 21 seasons there.

FORMER NFL HEAD COACHES

One-time UC mentors Homer Rice (1967-68), and Chuck
Studley (1961-68) were NFL head coaches at Cincinnati
and Houston, respectively, as were former assistants
Leeman Bennett (Atlanta) and Jack Faulkner (Denver).
Nick Skorich, a member of the UC Athletic Hall of Fame for
his football prowess in the 1940s, was head coach of the
Philadelphia Eagles and Cleveland Browns.

FORMER UC PLAYERS COACHING IN THE NFL

Former defensive back Chris Hewitt (1993-98) is the
Baltimore Ravens pass defense coordinator.

Jacksonville offensive line coach and longtime NFL
assistant George Warhop played at UC in the early 1980s.
Warhop, a center during his time at UC, has coached in the
NFL for almost 20 seasons during stints for Tampa Bay,
Cleveland, Arizona, Dallas and St. Louis.

(0B Danny Barrett spent six years as the head coach of
the CFL's Saskatchewan Roughriders (2000-08). Barrett
is now the running backs coach for the Houston Texans.
Bill Davis, a quarterback at UC (1985-88) has spent nearly
25 years as an NFL assistant, currently works on the
Arizona Cardinals staff.

Dave Ritchie played for the Bearcats under George
Blackburn from 1958-80, coached under Ray Callahan
from 1969-72 and Dave Currey in the late 1980s. He went
on to serve as the head coach at Fairmount State (1978-
82) and directed British Columbia and Winnipeg to Grey
Cup titles, the Canadian Football League’s Super Bowl.

CURRENT NFL COACHES

Numerous former UC players or assistants went on to
head coaching jobs in the college or NFL ranks and three
former Bearcats, John Harbaugh (Baltimore Ravens), Zac
Taylor (Cincinnati Bengals) and Mike Tomlin [Pittsburgh
Steelers), are current NFL head coaches.

Harbaugh was a UC assistant fram 1989-96, Taylor was
the offensive coordinator in 2016 and Tomlin was on the
UC staff from 1999-2000.

Rex Ryan, a UC assistant from 1996-97, spent seven years as
an NFL head coach with the New York Jets and Buffalo Bills.
Taylor’s Bengals staff includes former UC coaches Mark
Duffner and Jim Turner along with former defensive
standout Doug Rosfeld.

Harbaugh'’s staff is filled with UC ties. Hewitt is the Ravens’
pass defense coordinator and four other former UC
assistants, Don Martindale, Jesse Minter, Craig Ver Steeg
and TJ Weist, dot the coaching staff.

Dan Roushar (2005-08) is a coaching veteran of over 30
years and is the offensive line coach of the New Orleans
Saints and Mike Solari (1981-82] is the offensive line coach
for the Seattle Seahawks. Amaos Jones (1999-2002] is in
assistant with the New York Giants and is in his 40th year
of coaching. Rick Christophel (1983) is a Reading native
who was an assistant at UC and now coaches the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers tight ends.

Bob Wylie has four decades of coaching football under
his belt that includes 19 years at the professional level.
He coached at UC in the mid 1990s and spent time as the
Oakland Raiders offensive line coach. He had a memorable
run as the offensive line coach for the Cleveland Browns
on the HBO show Hard Knocks and formerly worked for the
Winnipeg Blue Bombers in the Canadian Football League,
Blesto and consulted with EA Sports on the Madden
Foothall video game franchise.

FORMER UC COACHES IN COLLEGE FOOTBALL

UC’s representation in the college coaching ranks is
highlighted by a number of former assistants. Paul
Dietzel, an aide to Gillman in 1949-50, directed LSU and its
namesake Chinese Bandits defense to the national title in
1958 and later coached at Army and South Caraolina.
Former UC head coaches Brian Kelly (Notre Dame) and
Tim Murphy (Harvard] are current NCAA Football Bowl
Subdivision head coaches, while Mark Dantonio [Michigan
State) retired following the 2019 season. Several former
assistant coaches, Tyson Helton (Western Kentucky]),
Jimbo Fisher (Texas A6M) and Pat Narduzzi [Pittsburgh),
are active FBS head coaches.

George Blackburn coached under Gillman and Red Blaik,
was an assistant at UC from 1848-53 and the Bearcats
head coach from 1855-60. He also served as the head
coach at Miami (OH) in 1948 and at Virginia from 1965-70.

Five former assistant coaches are NCAA FBS head
coaches, including Mark Dantonio [Michigan State),
Jimbo Fisher (Texas A&M), Brian Kelly (Notre Dame)
and Pat Narduzzi [Pittsburgh). Two former assistants,
Doug Phillips and Robert Prunty, serve as Football
Championship Subdivision head coaches at Youngstown
State and Hampton, respectively.

Other UC assistants to garner head coaching positions
include Baldwin (San Jose State), Kim Dameron (Eastern
Illinois), Bob Diaco (UConn), Duffner (Holy Cross,
Maryland), Mark Elder (Eastern Kentucky), Dan Enos
(Central Michigan), Foge Fazio (Pittsburgh), Joker Phillips
(Kentucky], Charley Molnar (UMass), Jeff Quinn (Buffalo),
Chuck Stobhart (Toledo, Utah, Memphis), Don Treadwell
(Miami OH), Lou West (Indiana State), Weist (UConn) and
Ron Zook (Florida, Illinois).

Nine former assistant coaches are coordinators at the FBS
level, including Mike Bajakian [Northwestern), Tim Banks
(Penn State), Kerry Coombs (Chio State), Diaco (Purdug),
Eddie Gran (Kentucky), Darin Hinshaw (Kentucky]), Bill Inge
(Fresno State), Phillips (Maryland) and Ryan Pugh (Troy).
Former coaches and graduate assistants are FCS
coordinators, including Dave Baldwin (Northern Colorado],
Nick Grimes (Campbell], Dave Johnson (Tennessee Tech),
Brian White (Hampton) and Blake Rolan [Southern lllinois).

FORMER UC PLAYERS AS COLLEGE COACHES

Atrio of former players, Ralph Inott, Ray Nolting and Ralph
Staub, all returned to UC as head coaches in 1908, 1945
and 1977, respectively.

Former players in the collegiate coaching ranks, including
Blue Adams (Oregon State), Austen Bujnoch (Youngstown
State], Ryan Manalac (Bucknell), Mike Mickens (Notre
Dame), D’Angelo Smith (Ohio) and Walter Stewart (Temple).
Dana Bible has had a 40-year career as a college assistant
and currently serves as the 0B coach at UCLA.

Armon Binns [quality control - offense), Gino Guidugli
(passing game coordinator/0Bs) and Pat Lambert (on-
campus recruiting coordinator) are all on UC’s 2020 staff.
Joe Morrisan, a standout at UC and later for the New York
Giants, achieved similar success during his 15 seasons as
head coach at UT-Chattanooga, New Mexica and South
Carolina. His grandson Max played at UC from 2011-15.
Urban Meyer, a Bearcat in the mid-1980s and later a
student assistant coach, carved out an impressive career
at Ohio State, Florida, Bowling Green and Utah.

Tom Rossley, who set many UC receiving records, spent
nearly four decades in the coaching ranks at the college
and NFL levels, including a stint as head coach at SMU and
six seasons as the offensive coordinator for Green Bay.

GLENN SAMPLE CAPTAIN’S BREAKFAST

A unigue tradition to the University of Cincinnati is the annual Glenn Sample Captain’s Breakfast. Occuring each spring on football lettermen’s weekend, the breakfast is an opportunity
for the Bearcats football captains of the past to interact with the rising senior class ahead of the coming season. First held in 1954, the breakfast was renamed to honor 1952 cap-
tain Glenn Sample following his passing. Sample played baseball and football at UC, where he became an All-American linebacker under the tutelage of UC legend Sid Gillman. After

graduating, Sample spent time as the wrestling coach and assistant athletic director before becoming the school’s head baseball coach. He was a longtime headliner of the captain’s
breakfast, dazzling the assembled group with magic tricks while sharing his message with the UC senior class.
