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Heading into 2014
Year 101
Presbyterian College will look to improve on its 
100th year of football in 2013, a season that 
saw the Blue Hose vanquish VMI, Point and Bre-
vard and better its win total from 2012.

The team returns 55 letterwiners and 15 start-
ers overall, including six each on offense and 
defense and three on special teams. The offense 
will boast a wealth of experience, with five of 
the six starters (WR Tobi Antigha, WR Jeremiah 
McKie, OL Hunter Grey, OL Devinn Ritter and 
RB Demarcus Rouse) returning for their senior 
years.

The defense, much improved in defensive co-
ordinator Tommy Spangler’s first season back 
at PC, will bring back three linebackers (Justin 
Antolik, Breyon Williams and Donelle Williams) 
with three defensive backs (Ed Britt, Kevin 
Crawford and Cory White). The Blue Hose de-
fense ranked fourth in total defense in the Big 
South last year and the return of Williams will 
likely boost the linebacking corps. The redshirt 
junior earned Second Team All-Big South hon-
ors and ranked third in the League in tackles 
(103) in 2012 but played only three games in 
2013 after suffering an injury against Furrman 
on September 14.

Three special teams starters return in punter 
Stephen Doar (third in the Big South and an 
All-Academic team selection, as well as a pre-
season CFPA Watch List member), longsnapper 
Cannon Jordan (All-Big South preseason Sec-
ond Team) and kicker Brett Wilson.

Leaders of the Pack
Returning statistical leaders for the Blue Hose 
include several potent offensive weapons, be-
ginning with sophomore quarterback Heys Mc-
Math. In his rookie season, McMath threw for 
1,142 yards and 10 touchdowns on 85 comple-
tions. McMath made his collegiate debut in the 
sixth game of the season and completed 57 
percent of his passes.

Running back Demarcus Rouse will play his final 
season after a 2013 campaign where he rushed 
103 times for 514 yards and seven touchdowns. 
Tailbacks LaQua Mayes (320 yards, 71 carries, 
3 TD) and Blake Roberts (322 yards, 52 carries, 
1 TD) also saw sizeable playing time and will 
compete for carries in 2014 as well.

Antigha and McKie anchor a strong wide receiv-
ing corps that returns 10 of its 14 touchdowns 
scored in 2013 and 1,530 of its 1,941 yards.

On defense, returning tackler Breyon Williams 
(70 tackles, 1 TFL, 1 sack) returns for his red-
shirt junior season. Four of the team’s five lead-
ing tacklers (Williams, Ed Britt, Cory White and 
DaRon Dickey) come back in 2014.

Defensive lineman Ugonna Akoh exploded onto 
the scene last season after redshirting as a 
freshman. Akoh paced the Blue Hose in tackles 
for loss (14) and sacks (3.5) while also picking 
up a fumble in 10 games played. The defense 
returns 12 of its 17 sacks (led by Akoh and Ka-
men Mack’s and Curtis Bey’s two apiece) and 
both interceptions (one each for DaRon Dickey 
and Kevin Crawford) for a secondary that should 
continue to improve in defensive coordinator 
Tommy Spangler’s second season back at PC.

Light the Way
One of Presbyterian College football’s biggest 
acquisitions for 2014 came during the summer 
with the addition of stadium lights at Bailey 
Memorial Stadium. The addition of lights will 
enable the PC football program to host its first 
night game since Oct. 27, 1990, when the Blue 
Hose faced the Wingate University Bulldogs in 
Old Bailey Stadium.

PC will play two night games in 2014, hosting 
Bluefield College in the season’s home opener 
on Saturday, September 6 at 7 p.m. The Blue 
Hose will host Furman the next week at 7 p.m.

It’s an Honor
The Blue Hose collected three preseason All-Big 
South Conference awards at Media Day in long-
snapper Cannon Jordan, punt returner Jeremiah 
McKie and wide receiver Tobi Antigha. 

Antigha ranked third in the Big South Confer-
ence last season in receptions and receiving 
yards per game, averaging 4.9 catches for 69.5 
yards per outing. The senior captured League 
Second Team honors in 2013 and scored a 
team-leading eight touchdowns, ranking ninth 
in the Big South. Antigha started 11 games and 
enjoyed big games against VMI (Seven rec., 136 
yards, two  TDs) and Coastal Carolina (Five rec., 
117 yards, two TDs).

Antigha ranked third in the Big South Confer-
ence last season in receptions and receiving 
yards per game, averaging 4.9 catches for 69.5 
yards per outing. The senior captured League 
Second Team honors in 2013 and scored a 
team-leading eight touchdowns, ranking ninth 
in the Big South. Antigha started 11 games and 

enjoyed big games against VMI (Seven rec., 136 
yards, two  TDs) and Coastal Carolina (Five rec., 
117 yards, two TDs). The wideout also earned 
a spot on the 2014 CFPA Wide Receiver Watch 
List for the upcoming campaign.

McKie caught 12 punt returns for a total of 150 
yards, 12.5 yards per return, in 2013. The rising 
senior returned a punt against Brevard 50 yards 
for a touchdown in the first quarter, just one of 
two in the conference to do so. His 63 total punt 
yards set a PC Division I record as well against 
Brevard.  McKie led the league in punt return 
yards with his 150 and ranked fifth in punt re-
turns overall.

Longsnapper Jordan played in all 11 games and 
proved cruical to helping punter Stephen Doar 
rank third in the Big South in punting average 
(58 punts, zero blocks). The redshirt senior also  
picked up three total tackles and forced a fum-
ble against Liberty.

Know Thy Enemy 
Of PC’s 11 opponents in 2014, head coach Har-
old Nichols will face six for the first time in his 
career: Bluefield, Monmouth, NC State, North-
ern Illinois, Ole Miss and Western Carolina. Out 
of that group, PC has played only Western Caro-
lina before in its history, trailing 8-9 in a series 
that began 1950 and last saw the two sides 
play on 2008.

Monmouth joins the Big South Conference as 
an associate member this season. A full member 
of the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference, Mon-
mouth’s football program will compete in the 
six-team Big South for four years after officially 
joining on July 1.

New Faces
Three new coaches join the PC staff in Mitch 
Hall (Western Carolina ‘03), Eric Miller (La-
Grange ‘08) and Clay Hodges (Kennesaw State 
‘14). Hall rejoins the staff after four years at 
Newberry College following two years at PC 
in 2005 and 2006. Hall will coach the running 
backs and tight ends.

Hodges and Miller will serve as defensive assis-
tants, working with Spangler on the secondary 
and ends, respectively. Miller spent three sea-
sons at Tucker (Ga.) High School as a safeties 
coach while Hodges arrives after interning at 
Kennesaw State.

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	 Nichols, a 1989 alumnus of PC, 
came back to the Blue Hose family in 
2009 from Bucknell, where he was the 
offensive coordinator and assistant coach 
since January 2008.
	 The 2013 season saw Nichols coach 
the Blue Hose to a trio of victories and 
tough displays against Furman, Wake 
Forest and Gardner-Webb. The Blue Hose 
also grabbed five Big South postseason 
accolades including three on special 
teams, a special area of focus for Nichols. 
Jeremiah McKie took home First Team 
honors for his punt return prowess and 
Tobi Antigha ranked third in the league in 
receptions and receiving yards per game. 
Several PC players ranked highly in the 
Big South statistics, taking spots in the 
top 10 in tackles, fumbles forced, sacks, 
tackles for loss and fumbles recovered 

while leading the league in the punt and kick return departments.
	 In 2012, Nichols guided the Blue Hose to three All-Conference selections in 
Michael Ruff, Donelle Williams and L.J. Perry. Several players finished in the top 10 
in many Big South statistical categories, including Lance Byrd who was seventh in 
rushing, and Anderico Bailey who finished sixth in receptions.
	 Under Nichols PC finished the 2011 season with its most overall wins since 
2008.  Its three Big South wins were the most since joining the Conference.  The 
Blue Hose closed out the season with back-to-back wins, its first two-game win 
streak since 2008.
	 The Blue Hose went 4-1 at home in 2011 for their most wins at Bailey Memo-
rial Stadium since a 4-2 mark in 2008.
	 Justin Bethel, who became the Big South all-time leader in blocked kicks, as 
well as solo tackles, was the first person drafted by the NFL under Nichols’ watch.  
He went to the Arizona Cardinals in the sixth round.
	 In 2010 Nichols led his team to its first Big South win with the 26-24 victory 
over Gardner Webb and posted an overall record of 2-9.  Four players earned 
honors with Jared Trandon Dendy, Derek Brown, Justin Bethel and Patrick Morgan 
picking up Big South All-Conference selections.  Jared Tavernier was named to the 
ESPN the Magazine/CoSIDA Academic All-District team.  Several were selected 
Players-of the-Week this past season, including Brian Davis, Patrick Morgano, 
Cam Miller, Jimmy Pruitt and Ryan Singer.
	 In his first season, Nichols guided PC through its most difficult Division I 
schedule. Three of his student-athletes earned all-conference honors. Defensive 
standout Justin Bethel, in addition to wide receiver Patrick McKoy and long 
snapper Matt Quinn earned second-team accolades. 
	 Under Nichols’ watch, newcomers Lance Byrd and Patrick Morgano accounted 
for four Big South Conference Freshman of the Week honors. One such award for 
Byrd came on the heels of his school-record 274 rushing yards in his first career 
start.
	 In 2008, the Bison racked up 24.6 points per contest in Nichols’ lone season with 
the squad. He helped guide the offense to a season-high 48 points in the season-
opening victory over Duquesne, 48-42. In addition to his offensive coordinator 

duties, Nichols also coached 
the quarterbacks and 
running backs. Nichols 
coached all-conference 
selection Shawn Pasternak, 
who totaled a school-record 
72 catches for 1,083 yards 
and 12 touchdowns. His 
quarterbacks combined 
to pass for 158-258 (61 
percent) and 2,063 yards for 
20 touchdowns against just 
seven interceptions.
	 Under Nichols, the 
offense amassed its highest 
points per game average 
since 2004, tallying 269 
points for the season. 
The team was just three 
points shy of eighth place 
on the program’s all-time 
list. Nichols’ spread option 
attack resulted in Bucknell

throwing for more than 2,000 yards for the first time since 2001. In the vaunted 
running attack, six different student-athletes registered at least 100 yards on the 
ground, totalling more than 1,600 rushing yards for the season.
	 Prior to joining Bucknell, Nichols was the associate head coach and offensive 
coordinator at Rhode Island beginning in April 2000.
