Ashford & Bins selected to Mountain West Preseason All-Conference Team
Senior outfielder Zach Ashford and junior catcher Carter Bins were each named to the
2019 Preseason All-Mountain West team on Wednesday.

A Second-Team All-Mountain West selection as a junior, Ashford started all 52 games

he appeared in 2018 leading the team and ranking sixth in the MW with a .352 average
from the plate. The Clovis native tied for 10th in the league in hits (77) & tied for sixth in
doubles (18) while accumulating a team-leading 23 multi-hit games.

Reaching base in the final four games of 2017, Ashford extended his on-base streak to 49
games in 2018 reaching base in the first 45 games of the season as he closed out the season
reaching base in 51 of 52 games in 2018. Ashford enters his senior season with 158 career
games played, a .332 average from the plate and 163 hits, including 29 doubles, seven triples
and three home runs.

The 2017 Mountain West Co-Freshman of the Year, Bins had a stellar sophomore season
hitting .301 from the plate with 52 hits while smacking 18 doubles to rank tied for sixth in
the MW. The Fairfield, Calif., native was one of three ‘Dogs to lead the team with 39 RBIs
which tied for the 15th-most in the league while recording a .372 on-base percentage and
a.5206 slugging percentage. Defensively, Bins tied for 11th in the MW with a .991 fielding
percentage while leading the team and ranking ninth in the league with 270 putouts. In ad-
dition, he threw out 16 would-be base stealers tossing out 39 percent of opponents.

Bulldogs look to extend Season-Opening Winning Streaks

Fresno State has won its last 10 season-openers dating back to 2009. The ‘Dogs have also

won their last 10 home-openers over that time frame. The ‘Dogs opened 2018 with a wild
5-4 walk-off win over Michigan State at home as freshman Joey Mendez, in his first career
at-bat, hit a game-winning single.

Mike Batesole, a two-time National Coach of the Year, enters his 17th season as the head
coach of the Fresno State Bulldogs.

Under Batesole, the Bulldo%s were put on stage in front of the nation and caé)tured Amet-
ica’s hearts as he took the Bulldogs from underdogs to wonderdogs in 2008 to claim the
school’s first Division I national chanéglonshlp for any men’s team sport. His Bulldogs won
seven-straight conference titles from 2005-12 and macie six NCAA appearances in that time,
advancing to the regional title game three times before winning the National Championship.
Most recently, Fresno State had its fourth—strai{ght 30-win season in 2018 compiling a 30-24
overall record with a fifth-place finish in the Mountain West going 13-17 in the conference.

Three Bulldogs earned All-Mountain West honors as_junior right-handed pitcher Edgar
Gonzalez earned First-Team All- honors while junior outfielder Zach Ashford and se-
niot shortstop Korby Batesole garnered second-team accolades. Fresno State has now ha
27 All-MW selectiogis in its first six years in the MW. Freshman left-handed pitcher Jaime
Atias was named a Collegiate Baseball Newspaper Freshman All-American going 5-1 iwith a
3.69 ERA and 62 strikeouts in 68.1 innings.

Gonzalez, Jeremiah Butks and Batesole each went on to be selected in the 2018 MLB Draft
to extend the Diamond ‘Dogs streak of 15 straight seasons with multiple Bulldogs being
selected in the MLLB Draft.

The ‘Dogs finished 35-25 overall in 2017 winning 17 of its final 22 games on the season on
its way to runner-up honors at the 2017 Mountain West Tournament. The Bulldolgs who
finished third in the conference with a 18-12 overall mark, had six Bulldogs earn 1i-MW
honors as Ricky Tyler Thomas, Aaron Arruda and Jesse Medrano earned First-Team All-
Mountain West honors while Jake Stone, Scott Silva and Edgar Gonzalez earned Second-
Team All-MW honors.

Eight Bulldogs were selected in the 2017 MLB Draft as Thomas, Arruda, Akins
Fred SchlichfRolz, Rickey Ramirez, Ryan Dobson, Austin Guibor and Medrano tied
for the third-most players drafted in a single draft in program history and was the
sixth-most players selécted in the country” behind Texas %ll), Michigan (11), Stan-
ford _(10), Florida State (9) and Clemson (9). Stone signed a free agent déal with
the Tampa Bay Rays to give the ‘Dogs nine ‘players entering the pro ranks in 2017.

In 2016, Batesole’s Bulldogs won the Mountain West regular season championship with a
21-9 mark in_the conference and finished 36-22 overall for its most wins in a season since
2011. Batesole picked u% his first career Mountain West Coach of the Year honor in 2016
as eight ‘Dogs earned All-MW honors with four being named First-Team and four picking
up Second-Team honors.

j%mmy Lambert, who was named the Mountain West Co-Pitcher of the Year, Ricky Tyler
‘homas, Brody Russell and Aaron Arruda, gave the ‘Dogs their most First-Team selections
since 2011, while Jake Stone, Rickey Ramirez, Tim Borst and Scott Silva were selected to
the Second-Team.

The Bulldogs had a player drafted in the MLB Draft for the 40th consecutive season with a
air of ‘Dogs being selected as Lambert was a fifth-round selection of the Chicago White
ox and Dylan Lee was taken in the 10th round by the Miami Marlins.

Additionally, four Diamond Dogs
were celebrated with the Mountain West Scholar-Athlete honor, which recognizes studerit-
athletes that maintain a 3.5 cumulative grade point average or better. Overa%, Batesole has
had 152 student athletes receive all-academic selections at Fresno State.

Batesole led the Bulldogs to a historical 2008 season after defying the odds and beadn%
six ranked teams and facing six elimination games to win the program’s first-ever Nationa
Championship. Six ‘Dogs off that team were drafted to Major League Baseball.

Batesole earned three additional National Coach of the Year accolades that year from the
American Baseball Coaches Association, FieldTutf and the National College Baseball Writ-
ers Association. The Bulldogs captured their third-consecutive WAC championship in 2008
and finished the postseason tun with an overall record of 47-31. Fresno State saw five play-
ers earn first-team All-WAC honors in 2008.
