NOW IT’S TIME FOR THE BREAKDOWN
Coming off their second bye week of the season, Coastal Carolina returns to Brooks Stadium in Conway looking 
to extend their first two-game winning streak of the year. The Chanticleers will face Marshall on Thursday, Oct. 
30, 2025, with kickoff set for 7:30 p.m. Coverage will air on ESPN2, the Chanticleer Radio Network, and the 
Chanticleer Mobile App.

THE SERIES
Thursday will be the fourth meeting all-time between Coastal Carolina and Marshall. The Chanticleers lead the 
series 2-1. Last season, the Thundering Herd defeated the Chants 31-19 in Huntington, West Virginia.

THE COACHES
TIM BECK – The fourth head football coach in Coastal Carolina’s 23-year history — joined the Chanticleers in 
December 2022 and is in his third season leading the program. An experienced leader with 36 years of coaching 
experience, Beck brought 18 years of Power Five coaching to CCU, including 12 seasons as an offensive 
coordinator at Nebraska, Ohio State, Texas, and NC State. He has led Coastal to two bowl game appearances, 
including a win in the 2023 Hawai’i Bowl. Over his collegiate coaching career, Beck has participated in 18 
postseason bowl games.

Marshall’s TONY GIBSON is in his first season as head coach of the Thundering Herd. Before arriving at 
Marshall, Gibson spent five seasons as the defensive coordinator at NC State, where he also coached the 
safeties for four of those years. Over the course of his 30-year collegiate coaching career, he has held assistant 
coaching positions at West Virginia, Arizona, Pittsburgh, Michigan, Cumberland, and Glenville State.

STREAKS, STORYLINES, SIDEBARS
	• Coastal Carolina is playing its 23rd season of football with an all-time record of 176-98 (.642). 
	• CCU is a debutante in the college football world — playing its first football in 2003 and transitioning to the 

FBS in 2016. The Chants joined the Sun Belt Conference in 2017 and have since played in five-straight 
bowl games from 2020-24, spanning the globe from Hawai’i to Myrtle Beach.

	• The Chanticleers are 18-15 under Head Coach Tim Beck with a pair of bowl appearances.
	• Since 2003, its first year of football, Coastal Carolina is 20-4 in home openers. With the win at South 

Alabama, CCU is 6-3 all time in Sun Belt Conference lid lifters.
	• The Chants have a different look in 2025 with new coordinators on both sides of the ball and seven new 

coaches overall. Drew Hollingshead is in his first season calling offensive plays for Coastal while Jeremiah 
Johnson is in his first year running defensive for the Chants. Hollingshead is a Mike Leach disciple who 
coached at Western Kentucky last season while Johnson has found success at every spot he’s been, most 
recently at Louisiana Tech. 

	• Coastal welcomed 61 new players in this offseason — 31 on defense and 30 on offense.

TEAM INFORMATION

BROOKS STADIUM
	• Brooks Stadium opened on Sept. 6, 2003, for the 

inaugural home game of the Chanticleer football 
program. Scoring a touchdown with just seconds 
left on the clock, the Chanticleers defeated 
Newberry College 21-14.

	• With a gift from the late businessman Bob 
Brooks, the stadium was named in honor of 
Brooks’ children Coby Garrett and Boni Belle. 

	• Brooks, who grew up on a farm in Loris, S.C., 
was the CEO and founder of Eastern Foods, Inc.,  
creators of the Naturally Fresh line of products, 
and chairman of Hooters of America, Inc. 

	• Brooks Stadium was designed and built with 
the capability to expand from its inception. 
That original design came to fruition as Coastal 
embarked on another two-phase expansion in 
the spring of 2017 that brought the capacity to 
approximately 20,000.

	• The first phase boosted the seating capacity 
to 15,000 and included adding seats to both 
corners of the end zone nearest the field house, 
expanding the sections closest to the field on 
both sides toward the scoreboard, and expanded 
the upper deck on the east side.

	• The infamous Surf Turf was added in the Spring 
of 2015 marking the transition from natural 
grass to artificial teal turf.

	• Prior to the 2019 season, a second level and 
premium suites were completed on the west side 
to increase the capacity to 20,000. The cost of 
the two-phase project was $31.8 million.

TURN UP THE RADIORUNNING WILD IN BOONE
	• Last week, Coastal Carolina rushed for 246 

yards, setting a new program record for rushing 
yards against App State. It was also the second-
highest rushing total in a game this season for 
CCU, trailing only the 286 yards gained against 
ULM the week prior.

	• Heading into last week’s game, App State was 
only allowing 81.5 yards rushing per game and 
ranked No.6 in FBS in rush defense.

	• The four rushing TDs against the Mountaineers 
were the Chants most since last year’s game 
against App State.

GROUND & POUND KEY
	• Coastal is 4–0 when rushing for 180+ yards and 

0–3 when under 100 yards.
	• The Chants have rushed for 200 yards three 

times this season.
	• Under Tim Beck, Coastal is 12-1 when rushing 

for 200 yards or more.
	• There are two Chants with 30 or more carriers — 

Ja’Vin Simpkins (5.7) and Dominic Knicely (5.2), 
while Jevon Edwards has made the most out of 
his 23 rushing attempts averaging (6.4) per carry. 
Simpkins and Hudson have two rushing TDs 
apiece. 

MR. DO-IT-ALL
	• Scoring three total touchdowns — including two 

rushing scores — quarterback Samari Collier 
was named to the Week 8 Earl Campbell Award 
Honorable Mention list.

	• Collier led all rushers in last week’s win against 
App state with 74 yards. He also threw for 118 
yards, including a 37-yard touchdown pass to 
Jameson Tucker.

LIVING IN THE BACKFIELD
	• Coastal’s defense is coming off a season-high four 

sacks against App State. It marked the most sacks 
by a CCU defense since they recorded five on 
Nov. 30, 2024 against Georgia State.

	• The Chants’ seven tackles for loss against App 
State was also a season-high, with DE Ibrahim 
Diawara picking up three of them. 

	• The seven tackles for loss is tied for the second-
most by a Coastal defense in the past two 
seasons.  

NEVER GIVE UP
	▪ The 14-point comeback against App State was 

the Chants second biggest comeback since 
moving up to FBS in 2016.

	▪ Coastal’s largest comeback, since moving up to 
FBS, came on Nov. 4, 2023 when they trailed 
Liberty by 15 points, The Chanticleers would 
go on to win 28-24. 

ONE OF THE BEST
• Kian Afrookhteh one of just nine kickers who’ve  
made every field goal attempt this season with a 
min. of seven attempts (7-for-7). He’s also made 
16-of-16 PATs.
• Afrookhteh played a critical role in Coastal’s 
Week 7 win over ULM. Despite wind gusts 
exceeding 20 mph and heavy rain, he went a 
perfect 3-for-3 on field goal attempts, including a 
43-yarder. 

CLIMBING THE RANKS
	• Despite not playing against ULM or App State, 

linebacker Shane Bruce has continued to make 
Coastal history this season. With his seven tackles 
against ODU, Bruce has moved up to No.8 on the 
all-time tackle list in program history with 232.  

BEING SMART
• Coastal Carolina ranks 50th in FBS for fewest 
penalties.
• The Chants have only six pentalities aginst them 
in the past two games.

DEFENSIVE IDENTITY
• Despite being outgained overall, the Chants
have produced nine takeaways in seven games.
That’s tied for the 56th most in FBS. 

GETTING OFF THE FIELD
	▪ In Coastal’s win against ULM, the Warhawks 

converted on just 1-of-13 third-down attempts. 
	▪ The Chants’ defense also allowed just 1-of-4 

fourth-down conversions in their win over ULM. 

SCORING EARLY
	• Until Week 7 against ULM, Coastal hadn’t 

scored in the first season all season. 
	• In 2024, CCU scored nearly a third of its points 

(27%/100 of 373) in the first quarter while this 
year, the Chants have yet to score in the first 15.

 

LEADING THE WAY
	• S Xamarion Gordon not onbly leads all Coastal 

defenders with 37 tackles but he also co-leads 
the Chants with two interceptions.

	• Gordan played a key role in CCU’s win against 
App State, racking up six total tackles.

	• The iconic Surf Turf — newly installed for 2025 

— at Brooks Stadium has become a difficult 
places for opponents to win.

	• Since 2020, Coastal boasts a remarkable 26-9 
(.742) record in home games.

	• Carter, a five-time All-Sun Belt honoree, closed 
out his career going 22-3 from 2020-21 with 
two bowl games and a No. 12 final College 
Football Playoff ranking in 2020.

	• McCall threw for 10,523 yards and 91 TDs as 
a collegian. He is the only player to earn Sun 
Belt Conference Player of the Year honors three 
times and still holds CCU school records with 
106 total touchdowns responsible, 88 touch-
down passes and 10,005 passing yards.

AN INDOOR OPTION
	• Coastal Carolina football moved into its new In-

door Practice Facility this summer.
	• The $20 million indoor practice facility covers 

93,000-square feet, accommodate all aspects of 
practice and includes a regulation-size football 
field featuring artificial teal turf. 

	• The facility also will include two filming plat-
forms, restrooms, storage rooms, and an athlet-
ic training space that will be accessible from the 
interior and exterior practice areas.

	• CCU tallied five defensive scores a year ago, tied

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Tim Beck – the fourth football head coach in Coastal Carolina’s 20-year history – 
joined the Chanticleers in Dec. 2022 and is in his third season leading the program.

An experienced leader with 36 years of coaching experience, Beck brought with 
him 18 years of Power 5 coaching experience to CCU, including spending the 12 
years as an offensive coordinator at Nebraska, Ohio State, Texas and NC State.

He has led Coastal to a pair of bowl game appearances, including a win in the 2023 
Hawai’i Bowl. As a collegiate coach, he has helped guide teams to 18 postseason 
bowl games, including this season. Beck has also coached in a postseason bowl 
game in every year since 2007, including helping Ohio State compete in the College 
Football Playoff in 2016.

Coastal finished 6-7 in 2024, playing in the Myrtle Beach Bowl. The team battled 
late in the season to pick up a pair of wins to earn bowl eligibility. The Chants’ 
offense averaged near five yards per carry a year ago (4.6) while covering 2,242 
yards on the ground, 2,616 yards through the air with 41 scores. Six players earned 
all-league honors including first teamers Clev Lubin and Matthew McDoom.

In his first season in Conway, Beck led the Chanticleers to an 8-5 record and 
the second bowl victory in program history. Coastal reeled off five consecutive 
wins, including the program’s first win ever at Appalachian State, while starting 
three different quarterbacks. The Chanticleers won five consecutive Sun Belt 
Conference games for the first time since 2020 and notched eight wins for the 
fourth consecutive season.

Wide receiver Sam Pinckney became the Sun Belt’s all-time leader in receiving 
yards while also setting an NCAA record with 58 consecutive games.

The offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at NC State from 2020-22, 
Beck helped lead the Wolfpack to three-consecutive eight-plus win seasons, three-
straight bowl appearances, and a combined record of 25-11.

Recognized as the nation’s eighth-best recruiter by 247Sports.com in 2020, 
Beck has been a three-time nominee for the Broyles Award, an award given to the 
nation’s top assistant coach in all of FBS.

Beck’s NC State offense ranked in the top half of the highly-touted Atlantic 
Coast Conference (ACC) in scoring offense, total offense, and passing offense, 
while continuing to set program records along the way.

Under Beck’s tutelage, Leary set a new NC State school record for most 
touchdown passes in a single season in 2021 with 35. He became one of just 
three quarterbacks in ACC history to post a 3,400-yard and 35-touchdown regular 
season. He also passed for 27 touchdowns in ACC play, a mark that led the 
conference, and he became the first Pack quarterback to throw for four or more 
touchdowns against five ACC opponents.

Prior to joining the Wolfpack in 2020, Beck coached for three years as the 
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Texas from 2017-19.

Before joining the Longhorns, Beck was at the offensive coordinator at Ohio 
State from 2015-16 where his offenses helped lead the Buckeyes to back-to-back 
double-digit win seasons, going 12-1 in 2015 and 11-2 in 2016.

Between 2011-14, Beck’s Nebraska offenses ranked among the best in the Big 
Ten Conference and his passing attack amassed more than 10,000 yards during 
that time with 86 touchdowns. In his four seasons as coordinator, the Huskers 
averaged 33.5 points per game. The Huskers broke more than 50 individual records, 
including career marks for passing yards, completions, passing touchdowns, yards 
from scrimmage, and total offense.

Prior to Nebraska, Beck was at Kansas where he was the Jayhawks’ receivers 
coach in each of his three seasons (2005-07). He was promoted to passing game 
coordinator in 2007.

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Beck came to KU as one of the most respected high school coaches in the 
state of Texas, serving three seasons at Summit High in Mansfield. He was the 
2003 District Coach of the Year, and a season later, Summit High advanced to the 
quarterfinals of the state playoffs with a 9-4 record.

Beck was head coach at R.L. Turner High in Carrollton, Texas, from 1999-2001, 
leading the school to back-to-back playoff appearances and consecutive winning 
seasons for the first time in 25 years. Beck was named the district coach of the 
year in 2000.

Prior to coaching in the Texas prep ranks, Beck worked at Missouri State for 
three seasons from 1996-98, including one season as the offensive coordinator. 

Beck started his coaching career as an assistant at Miramar (Fla.) High School in 
1988-89 and then moved to Illinois State as outside linebackers and punters coach 
in 1990. He spent two seasons on Bill Snyder’s Kansas State staff (1991-92) as a 
graduate assistant.

An Ohio native, Beck played one year of football at Central Florida (1985), and 
he graduated from there in 1988 with a degree in liberal studies. He also has a 
master’s in counseling and guidance from Kansas State University (1992).

Beck and his wife, Tamara, have two children – a son, Jordan, and a daughter, 
Haylie Marie.
