This will be the 2nd all-time meeting between Mississippi Col-
lege and Florida Tech with the Panthers picking up a 44-9 win
in Melbourne last season. Reggie Bennett posted a career-
high 18 tackles for the Choctaws in defeat.

The Choctaws are coming off a 34-7 loss at Valdosta State
that saw them have several chances in the first half to take
a lead. Senior Chris Ingram rushed for 82 yards and a touch-
down. The defense forced two missed field goals in the first
half and held VSU to 160 rushing yards in the game.

The Panthers picked up a 34-7 non-conference win over Fort
Valley State last weekend and have won three straight over-
all with GSC victories over Delta State and West Alabama.
FIT recorded 11 tackles for loss and four sacks and Antwuan
Haynes returned a punt 76 yards for a touchdown.

Ingram leads MC with 336 rushing yards, averaging 5.8 yards
per carry with two touchdowns. The Choctaws average over
214 rushing yards per game and have 15 rushing scores from
nine different players.

Freshman Mike Hall leads the team with 32 tackles, includ-
ing 20 solo stops. Junior Carl Rainey Jr. has led the team in
tackles over the last two games, while junior JaQarius Scott
has a team-high 3.5 tackles for loss this season.

The Panthers are led by sophomore quarterback Mark Cato,
who was named the GSC Freshman of the Year and a USA
College Football Freshman All-American. He has passed for
1,295 yards and 12 touchdowns in six games this season.

Chris Stapleton leads the Panthers with 56 tackles, while J.J.
Sanders has a team-high 11 tackles for loss with four sacks.

On September 6, 2013, the NCAA Membership Committee overturned an
earlier decision to pave the way for acceptance into the Division Il member-
ship process for Mississippi College. With the ruling, MC will head back to
the Gulf South Conference, a league they belonged to from 1972-1995. MC
will not immediately be eligible for NCAA championships in Division Il, going
through two years of candidacy period (2013-15) and one year of provisional
membership (2015-16). On July 17, 2015, Mississippi College was notified
that they will advance to the provisional membership year and are one year
away from full membership. The Choctaws will be a full member of Division
Il and the Gulf South Conference beginning with the 2016-17 academic year.

® ROBINSON-HALE STADIUM

The Choctaws play their home football games in the friendly confines of Robinson-Hale
Stadium located in Clinton, MS.

The facility boasts a seating capacity of 8,500 people. Mississippi College routinely
ranked among the top ten teams in the country in Division Ill in average attendance
each season. In 2011, MC ranked 11th nationally in attendance. The Choctaws ranked
4th nationally in attendance in 2009 with an average of over 5,000 fans per game after
ranking 3rd nationally in 2008.

In the summer of 2014, Robinson-Hale Stadium installed an impressive addition of a
new video board to serve as the scoreboard for the field. Live video coverage, along with
replays, graphics and advertisements will go on the scoreboard, as well.

Robinson-Hale Stadium underwent an impressive renovation prior to the 2005 season
that included the installation of a new state-of-the-art synthetic playing surface as well
as surrounding track facility. The synthetic surface was installed by Sprinturf, the same
company who used by the Philadelphia Eagles and Tennessee Titans of the National
Football League. The track addition gives MC one of the nicest facilities in the state. The
total renovation project totaled more than one million dollars and was made possible by
the generosity of MC supporters.

Robinson-Hale Stadium was opened during the 1985 season. The first game ever in the
facility found the Choctaws blasting Jacksonville State 50-3. In the Dedication Game
two weeks later, the Choctaws edged past Livingston University 14-7.

The stadium honors two men who helped establish Mississippi College football tradi-
tion. Stanley L. Robinson gave 36 years of service to the College as head coach and
athletic director. Edwin (Goat) Hale, a football legend, was an outstanding offensive
back and was the first back in Mississippi history to be named to the National Football
Foundation Hall of Fame.

Mississippi College boasts one of the premier strength facilities in the country among Division
Il universities. The Charles and Aline Williams Strength Center has more than 5,000 square
feet of working area and provides Choctaw athletes with top of the line equipment necessary
to the success of an athletics program.

The facility was originally furnished with state of the art strength equipment made possible by
the donation of Mrs. Aline Williams in memory of her husband Charles H. Williams. In 2014,
the strength center underwent a renovation as new equipment was brought in throughout the
building.

The strength center contains the latest and best equipment such as Hammer strength
equipment, three power clean platforms, rubberized dumbbells for Olympic lifts, three squat
racks, cardiovascular equipment, and numerous other machines for use by all Mississippi
college student athletes.

The strength center is located adjacent to Robinson-Hale stadium and provides a deck
overlooking the football field for recruiting visits. The field can also be seen from inside the
weight room with wall to wall windows on three sides of the facility.

CLINTON, Miss. --- The Mississippi College football team tied a school record with seven rush-
ing touchdowns in a 61-6 win over Texas College on Saturday night at Robinson-Hale Stadium.

On a warm and humid evening, the Choctaws (1-0) and Steers (0-1) saw the kickoff pushed
back 45 minutes due to lightning in the area.

The weather was about the only thing that slowed down the MC offense, as they put up 61
points for the first time since a 61-14 win over McMurry on September 19, 2009.

The Choctaws scored seven rushing touchdowns, one from seven different players, for the
first time since completing the feat twice in 1975 (Arkansas-Monticello and Mexico Polytechnico)
and once in 1974 (Baptist Christian).

Sophomore quarterback Kyle Smith led the MC offense, going 8-for-13 through the air with
138 passing yards and two scores. He also had a team-high 67 rushing yards with one score.

Freshman Colt Freeman rushed the ball three times for 61 yards and a score, while senior
Darius Youngblood had two carries for 34 yards and a touchdown. Junior Josh Dixon was ef-
ficient with one carry for 32 yards and a score.

Junior Marcel Newson led the Choctaw receivers with four catches for 89 yards and two
scores, including a 55-yard reception to open the scoring in the first quarter.

With the Choctaws leading 26-6 in the final seconds of the first half, Smith would run the ball
in from a yard out as time expired to give MC a 33-6 lead going into the break.

The MC defense would take over from there, pitching a shutout in the second half. The
Steers only picked up 11 first downs and 179 yards of total offense.

Sophomore Chris Manning picked off his third career pass, while freshman Da’Quan Lewis
had an interception in the end zone, returning it for 29 yards.

Junior Alexander Greer had a team-high six tackles, while junior JaQarius Scott had 2.0 TFL
and senior Lazarus Shelby and junior Nathan Stevens each recorded a sack.

Quarterback Curtez Griffin had 102 passing yards and 44 rushing yards for the Steers. Ty-
rone Bibby caught the touchdown pass for Texas College in the second quarter.

In front of a crowd of 12,213 and a national audience watching on ESPN3 and the Wat-
chESPN app, the Choctaws (1-1, 0-1 GSC) made a big statement after a 58-0 loss to the nation-
ally-ranked Lions (2-0, 1-0 GSC) last season.

CLINTON, Miss. --- The Mississippi College football team outscored Belhaven 28-0 in the sec-
ond half to pull away with a 42-21 victory on Saturday night at Robinson-Hale Stadium.

The Choctaws (2-1) used their potent rushing attack to get the come-from-behind victory,
carrying the ball 55 times for 500 yards and five touchdowns. The school record for rushing yards
in a game came in 1975 when MC posted 567 rushing yards against Mexico Polytechnico.

Sophomore quarterback Kyle Smith led the way, tallying 192 rushing yards and a score on 21
carries. Former Belhaven and Ole Miss signal caller Raymond Cotton also eclipsed the century
mark, rushing for 158 yards and three touchdowns.

The MC defense pitched a shutout in the second half, holding the Belhaven “Air Raid” attack
to just 93 passing yards in the final 30 minutes. Sophomore Chris Manning and freshman Mike
Hall each had a team-high six tackles, while freshman Krishun Cash picked off a pass in the
fourth quarter, and freshman R.J. Arnold recorded a sack.

Things did not start off so well as MC found themselves behind 7-0 after a diving 37-yard
touchdown catch by Darien Thomas from quarterback Clayton Webb. The freshman passed for
313 yards and three touchdowns in the contest.

Tthe Choctaws were forced to punt on their first drive, but after forcing a punt of their own
that forced them to start at their own six-yard line, Smith would cap off a five-play, 94-yard drive
with a 42-yard touchdown run. After a missed point-after, the MC would trail 7-6.

The Blazers would extend the lead with a 14-yard touchdown pass from Webb to Deon Rich-
ardson, but MC answered back with a four-play, 86-yard drive that ended with a touchdown pass
from Smith to junior Marcel Newson. Smith would tie the game with a leap into the end zone on
the two-point conversion.

Belhaven would take the 21-14 lead after a screen pass went 25 yards from Webb to Kevin
Shief and found the end zone.

The first drive of the second half for MC would tie the game as Cotton bulldozed his way in
from three yards out and the score was 21-21 with just under 10 minutes remaining.

The Choctaw defense forced a three-and-out on the next possession, and junior JaQarius
Scott got his hand on a punt to set the Choctaws up at the Belhaven 32-yard line.

Senior James Banks would give the Choctaws the lead for good with a 16-yard touchdown
run. Senior Chris Ingram tallied 80 rushing yards on 11 carries, while Banks had two rushes for
31 yards and the score.

The Choctaw offense had chances to score more in the second half, but a fumble inside the
Belhaven five-yard line and 11 penalites for 125 yards stalled a few drives.

OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Shorter running back B.J. McCoy is the SU’s second Offensive winner in three weeks. The junior led the Hawks’
ground attack in Saturday’s GSC-TV setback at West Alabama, amassing 210 yards on 22 attempts for a 9.5 per-
carry average. He also ran for two touchdowns led by a 92-yard scamper in the second quarter. The Villa Rica, Ga.
native’s rushing total was the highest in the GSC this season and the most by a league player since 2013 and his
92-yard run was the fourth-longest in Conference history.

DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Delta State linebacker De’Koven Ware is DSU’s third consecutive Defensive honoree, fourth of the season. The
senior turned-in a game-best effort in Saturday’s home setback versus No. 2 West Georgia, leading all players with
eight solo tackles and eight total stops. The Dawson, Ga. native also registered four tackles for a loss of 17 yards
with two sacks for 11 yards. Ware added one quarterback hurry and was responsible for the Statesmen’s lone
score of the day when he scooped up a blocked punt midway through the fourth quarter, racing 10 yards for a TD.

SPECIAL TEAMS PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Florida Tech running back Antwuan Haynes is the second different FIT player to claim Special Teams laurels
this season. The freshman combined for 105 total return yards on two kickoff returns and one punt return in the
Panthers’ 34-7 home win over Fort Valley State. The Fort Lauderdale, Fla. native capped Florida Tech’s scoring
in the fourth quarter when he became the first-ever FIT player to return a punt for a touchdown, bringing back a
76-yarder at the 6:25 mark.

FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK

West Alabama quarterback Harry Satterwhite takes home his second Freshman award in three weeks after lead-
ing UWA to a 52-27 home victory over Shorter in Saturday’s GSC-TV contest in his first-ever start. The Mobile, Ala.
native completed 11-0f-19 passes for 219 yards and three touchdowns, while also adding 17 yards on the ground.
All three of Satterwhite’s TD tosses came in the first half, led by a 79-yard strike in the second quarter.

GSC-TV also featured the UNA/UWG matchup in 2014 when
the Lions clipped the Wolves in Florence, Ala., 31-28. Sole possession
of first-place in the Conference standings is on the line, but the clash also
has NCAA regional implications as well.

Both teams are perfect in GSC-TV this year. North Alabama
claimed the first two TV games at home this year, while West Georgia
earned a home win over Valdosta State two weeks ago. UNAis 15-9 all-
time in GSC-TV clashes thanks to eight consecutive wins. UWG owns a
9-12 mark with two straight victories.

The Lions have history on their side, winning nine out of the last
10 versus the Wolves led by back-to-back decisions. The squads face off
at West Georgia for the first time since 2012 which is also the last time the
Wolves posted a win over North Alabama, 38-28. UNA is 9-7 all-time on
the UWG campus.

® MISSISSIPPI COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAMERS

EDWIN “GOAT” HALE --- QUARTERBACK
1915-16, 1920-21 --- COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

Edwin "Goat" Hale got his nickname playing for Central High School of Jackson, Mississippi, against
Brookhaven in 1914. He battered through the line, scoring a touchdown, and ran past the end zone
until his head hit a wooden building, loosening several planks. He was a halfback at Mississippi Col-
lege in 1915-16, again in 1920-21. Between these terms he was in World War |I. He was wounded,
reported missing, and found later in a hospital in France. In his time Mississippi College played major
teams, going 3-0 against Mississippi, 3- 1 against Tulane, 1-3 against Mississippi State, 0-2 against
Alabama, 0-2 against Louisiana State. In 1915 Hale played for a Hall of Fame coach, Dana Bible. His
team beat Tulane 20-6 and Mississippi 74-0. In 1921, Hale scored 23 touchdowns and drop-kicked
23 extra points. Hale played pro baseball two years, then served as assistant coach for Mississippi,
Mississippi State, Southern Mississippi, Mississippi College and Millsaps. He was chief recruiter at
Mississippi for Harry Mehre, and recruited three future Hall of Famers - Barney Poole, Doug Kenna
and Charlie Conerly. After Hale's senior playing season at Mississippi College, the school dropped its
nickname, "Collegians." A new name, "Choctaws," was voted by students.

DANA X. BIBLE --- COACH
1913-15 --- COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

He was a sharp, Scripture-quoting son of a Latin and Greek scholar. Dana X. Bible’s unspectacular
coaching techniques brought solid, fundamental football to the Southwest. At Mississippi College
(1913-1915), LSU (1916), Texas A&M (1917, 1919-28), Nebraska (1926-36), Texas (1937-46) -33
years in all- Bible’s teams rolled to a 198-72-23 record. All told, Bible squads won 14 conference
championships. Bible frowned on fancy football. His idea of living dangerously was a fake-and-run
punt formation on third down. In his book, CHAMPIONSHIP FOOTBALL, Bible outlined the impor-
tance of scouting an opponent. He required each of his scouts to answer 42 pages of mimeographed
questions on each game, and fill out another eight pages with comments and diagrams. Bible was
boss at all times, running his clubs in a logical, well-planned manner. Bible began his career as a prep
coach in Tennessee, and diligently studied the outstanding gridiron mentors of his time. In 11 years
at Texas A&M, Bible did not have a losing season. At Nebraska, he lost only three games in eight
seasons of conference competition. At Texas, Bible went 55-13-2 in his last seven years.

FRED MCAFEE --- RUNNING BACK
1987-90 --- NCAA DIVISION Il FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

McAfee was an All-American running back at Mississippi College where he rushed for 4,416 yards
and scored 38 touchdowns for the Choctaws from 1987-90. As a senior he rushed for 1,583 yards
and 17 touchdowns and finished third in the Harlon Hill Trophy voting. In his fifth year as Director of
Player Development for the New Orleans Saints, McAfee played 16 seasons in the National Football
League with New Orleans Saints, Arizona Cardinals, Pittsburgh Steelers and Tampa Bay Buccaneers
from 1991-2006.

He was a Pro Bowl selection in 2002 and played with the Steelers in Super Bowl XXX in a losing effort
to the Cowboys. He is the only player in Saints franchise history to be on the roster for three (1991,
2000, 2006) of the team’s division titles. The 1991 season was his most prolific, offensively, as he
rushed for a career-high 109 times for 494 yards and two touchdowns.

On August 1, 2015, McAfee was inducted into the Mississippi Sports Hall of Fame.
