- This will be the 31st all-time meeting between MC and North 
Alabama with UNA holding a 15-14-2 edge in the series.

- The Choctaws are coming into the contest off a 61-6 win 
over Texas College on Saturday, while the Lions defeated 
Miles College, 34-17, on Sunday at Legion Field.

- This will be the first time MC goes into Week 2 with a 1-0 
record since opening 2011 with a 33-27 win over Millsaps.

- The Lions moved up to #13 in the American Football Coach-
es Association and D2Football.com Top 25 poll after their 
season-opening victory.

- The Choctaws are led by sophomore quarterback Kyle 
Smith, who piled up 205 yards of total offense with three 
touchdowns against the Steers last weekend.

- Junior wide receiver Marcel Newson made four catches for 
89 yards and two touchdowns, also returning a punt for 36 
yards.

- Junior JaQarius Scott led an MC defense that allowed just 
179 total yards by collecting 2.0 tackles for loss, including a 
sack.

- The Lions are led by senior running back Lamonte Thomp-
son, who rushed for 173 yards on 22 carries with two touch-
downs against Miles.

- This week’s game will be the GSC-TV Game of the Week, 
and will be featured on ESPN3 and the WatchESPN app.

WHat happened last week...
- The Choctaws jumped out to a 26-0 lead and led 33-6 at 
halftime on their way to a 61-6 victory over Texas College.

- MC tied a school record with seven rushing touchdowns, 
scored by seven different players. The record was set three 
times in 1975 and 1974.

- The defense allowed just 179 total yards and 11 first downs 
on their way to the lowest points allowed since a 34-5 win over 
Texas Lutheran in 2007.

- After going 3-and-out on the opening possession, the Choc-
taw offense score touchdowns on four straight trips.

- The Choctaw offense scored 61 points, their highest output 
since a 61-14 win over McMurry in 2009. The 55-point victory 
was the largest margin since a 56-0 win over Bethel in 1998.

One more year
On September 6, 2013, the NCAA Membership Committee overturned an 
earlier decision to pave the way for acceptance into the Division II member-
ship process for Mississippi College. With the ruling, MC will head back to 
the Gulf South Conference, a league they belonged to from 1972-1995. MC 
will not immediately be eligible for NCAA championships in Division II, going 
through two years of candidacy period (2013-15) and one year of provisional 
membership (2015-16). On July 17, 2015, Mississippi College was notified 
that they will advance to the provisional membership year and are one year 
away from full membership. The Choctaws will be a full member of Division 
II and the Gulf South Conference beginning with the 2016-17 academic year.

GULF SOUTH CONFERENCE OPENERS
The Choctaws are 12-10-2 all-time in Gulf South Conference open-
ers, dating back to September 15, 1973 with a 17-7 loss at Henderson 
State. MC would fall in their first five GSC openers, but would go on to 
win 11 of their next 14 to open league play.

MC has played North Alabama 11 times to open the conference slate, 
going 6-4-1 in those meetings. The Choctaws won four straight GSC 
openers against UNA from 1988-1991, outscoring the Lions by a com-
bined score of 128-48.

- The Choctaws are 8-5-2 all-time against North Alabama in Florence, with 
the last meeting coming on September 17th, 1994 when UNA picked up 
a 24-0 victory.

- Last season, the Choctaws played their first Gulf South Conference 
game in 19 years when UNA came to Clinton. The Lions picked up a 58-0 
victory at Robinson-Hale Stadium.

- The Choctaws are 103-83-11 all-time against teams from the State of 
Alabama, playing more games against schools from the Yellowhammer 
State. MC has played 41 games against West Alabama and 40 games 
against Samford, facing UNA 31 times.

John Bland
Head Coach

SECOND Season at Mississippi College
University of Arkansas ‘89

On January 2, 2014, John Bland was announced as the 15th head 
football coach in Mississippi College history.

In his first season at MC, Bland led the Choctaws in their first sea-
son back in NCAA Division II and the Gulf South Conference. Five 
Choctaws were named to the National Christian College Athletic As-
sociation All-American list. The team rushed for 1,719 yards and 14 
touchdowns in their first yeawr running an option attack.

Bland came to Mississippi College after an eight-year career at the 
University of the Cumberlands in Williamsburg, Ky. He went 70-21 
with five Mid-South Conference championships (‘07, ‘08, ‘09, ‘10, ‘13). 
He was also named MSC Coach of the Year five times, while having 
103 players earn all-conference selections in his tenure.

In 2013, the Patriots went 13-1 and advanced to the NAIA national 
championship game after being ranked #1 in the country for the final 
two weeks of the season. Cumberlands spent most of the season 
ranked as the #1 or #2 team in all of NAIA. The Patriots had one of 
the top offenses in the nation, leading all of NAIA in rushing offense 
(4,978 yards), rushing offense per game (355.6 ypg) and scoring (616 
points).  Cumberlands also led the nation in third-down conversion 
percentage (53.2%).

Prior to his time at Cumberlands, Bland spent five seasons as the 
quarterbacks coach at Rice University in Houston, Texas. In 2001, the 
Owls went 8-4, gaining the most wins at the school since the 1953 
season. Rice ranked sixth in the nation in rushing in 2002, second in 
2003 and led the country in 2004. The Owls’ quarterbacks accounted 
for one-third of the team’s rushing totals during that time and in 2003, 
his signal-caller was the first in school history to rush and pass for 
2,000 yards in a career.

Before his five seasons at Rice, Bland coached at Division II Southern 
Arkansas University for seven years. He was an assistant coach from 
1994-99 and was promoted to the head coach for the 2000 season. 
While with the Muleriders, the offense broke several school and con-
ference records and led the Gulf South Conference in scoring in 1998 
and 1999. In 1997, SAU won the GSC and were ranked 10th in the 
country.

Prior to his time at Southern Arkansas, Bland served as an assistant 
coach at Central High School in Columbia, Tenn. He was a graduate 
assistant under Pat Dye at Aubrn University and served as a student 
assistant at the University of Arkansas following his playing career.

Bland was a four-year letterman at the University of Arkansas as 
a quarterback. While in Fayetteville, the Razorbacks went to four 
straight bowl games, making appearances in the Holiday, Liberty, Or-
ange and Cotton Bowls. He as named a permanent captain for the 
1988 Southwest Conference Champions that compete in the Cotton 
Bowl.

Coach Bland holds a master’s degree in Kinesiology from Auburn 
University and a bachelor’s degree, also in Kinesiology, from the Uni-
versity of Arkansas. Originally from Knoxville, Tennessee, Bland is a 
graduate of Farragut High School where he was an All-State recipient 
playing at the quarterback and defensive back positions.

Coach Bland and his wife, Candis, have three children, Shreve, Jade, 
and Bo.

The Choctaws play their home football games in the friendly confines of Robinson-Hale 
Stadium located in Clinton, MS.

The facility boasts a seating capacity of 8,500 people. Mississippi College routinely 
ranked among the top ten teams in the country in Division III in average attendance 
each season. In 2011, MC ranked 11th nationally in attendance. The Choctaws ranked 
4th nationally in attendance in 2009 with an average of over 5,000 fans per game after 
ranking 3rd nationally in 2008.

In the summer of 2014, Robinson-Hale Stadium installed an impressive addition of a 
new video board to serve as the scoreboard for the field. Live video coverage, along with 
replays, graphics and advertisements will go on the scoreboard, as well.

Robinson-Hale Stadium underwent an impressive renovation prior to the 2005 season 
that included the installation of a new state-of-the-art synthetic playing surface as well 
as surrounding track facility. The synthetic surface was installed by Sprinturf, the same 
company who used by the Philadelphia Eagles and Tennessee Titans of the National 
Football League. The track addition gives MC one of the nicest facilities in the state. The 
total renovation project totaled more than one million dollars and was made possible by 
the generosity of MC supporters.

Robinson-Hale Stadium was opened during the 1985 season. The first game ever in the 
facility found the Choctaws blasting Jacksonville State 50-3.  In the Dedication Game 
two weeks later, the Choctaws edged past Livingston University 14-7.

The stadium honors two men who helped establish Mississippi College football tradi-
tion. Stanley L. Robinson gave 36 years of service to the College as head coach and 
athletic director. Edwin (Goat) Hale, a football legend, was an outstanding offensive 
back and was the first back in Mississippi history to be named to the National Football 
Foundation Hall of Fame.

ROBINSON-HALE STADIUM



Mississippi College boasts one of the premier strength facilities in the country among Division 
II universities. The Charles and Aline Williams Strength Center has more than 5,000 square 
feet of working area and provides Choctaw athletes with top of the line equipment necessary 
to the success of an athletics program.

The facility was originally furnished with state of the art strength equipment made possible by 
the donation of Mrs. Aline Williams in memory of her husband Charles H. Williams. In 2014, 
the strength center underwent a renovation as new equipment was brought in throughout the 
building.

The strength center contains the latest and best equipment such as Hammer strength 
equipment, three power clean platforms, rubberized dumbbells for Olympic lifts, three squat 
racks, cardiovascular equipment, and numerous other machines for use by all Mississippi 
college student athletes.

The strength center is located adjacent to Robinson-Hale stadium and provides a deck 
overlooking the football field for recruiting visits. The field can also be seen from inside the 
weight room with wall to wall windows on three sides of the facility.

CHARLES and ALINE WILLIAMS STRENGTH CENTER

Michael Shumaker was named the Assistant Athletic Director for Athletic Performance on 
June 1, 2014, following a two-year stint as an assistant strength and conditioning coach at 
Auburn University.

Shumaker, a Forest, Miss., will be in charge of all strength and conditioning for the 17 inter-
collegiate sports at Mississippi College, designing and implementing programs for the teams 
while also overseeing the Charles & Alene Williams Strength Center.

Prior to his time at Auburn, Shumaker was the Director of Strength and Conditioning at Rad-
ford University in Virginia. While at Radford, he oversaw the day-to-day operations of the en-
tire athletic department strength and conditioning program, working directly with the baseball, 
men's basketball, women's basketball, men's tennis and volleyball teams.

Shumaker, who went to Radford from Biloxi High School, was a graduate assistant coach 
at his alma mater, Mississippi State, from 2007-09. During his time in Starkville, he was in 
charge of the men's and women's track and field squads while assisting with the football and 
baseball teams.

A 2005 graduate of Mississippi State with a degree in physical education, Shumaker was a 
member of the MSU baseball and football teams. He then went on to earn his Master of Sci-
ence in Instructional Technology in 2009 from Mississippi State.

Shumaker is married to the former Edie Robinson. The couple have two children, Rhylynn 
and Evers.

Edwin "Goat" Hale got his nickname playing for Central High School of Jackson, Mississippi, against 
Brookhaven in 1914. He battered through the line, scoring a touchdown, and ran past the end zone 
until his head hit a wooden building, loosening several planks. He was a halfback at Mississippi Col-
lege in 1915-16, again in 1920-21. Between these terms he was in World War I. He was wounded, 
reported missing, and found later in a hospital in France. In his time Mississippi College played major 
teams, going 3-0 against Mississippi, 3- 1 against Tulane, 1-3 against Mississippi State, 0-2 against 
Alabama, 0-2 against Louisiana State. In 1915 Hale played for a Hall of Fame coach, Dana Bible. His 
team beat Tulane 20-6 and Mississippi 74-0. In 1921, Hale scored 23 touchdowns and drop-kicked 
23 extra points. Hale played pro baseball two years, then served as assistant coach for Mississippi, 
Mississippi State, Southern Mississippi, Mississippi College and Millsaps. He was chief recruiter at 
Mississippi for Harry Mehre, and recruited three future Hall of Famers - Barney Poole, Doug Kenna 
and Charlie Conerly. After Hale's senior playing season at Mississippi College, the school dropped its 
nickname, "Collegians." A new name, "Choctaws," was voted by students.

EDWIN “GOAT” HALE --- QUARTERBACK
1915-16, 1920-21 --- COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

He was a sharp, Scripture-quoting son of a Latin and Greek scholar. Dana X. Bible’s unspectacular 
coaching techniques brought solid, fundamental football to the Southwest. At Mississippi College 
(1913-1915), LSU (1916), Texas A&M (1917, 1919-28), Nebraska (1926-36), Texas (1937-46) -33 
years in all- Bible’s teams rolled to a 198-72-23 record. All told, Bible squads won 14 conference 
championships. Bible frowned on fancy football. His idea of living dangerously was a fake-and-run 
punt formation on third down. In his book, CHAMPIONSHIP FOOTBALL, Bible outlined the impor-
tance of scouting an opponent. He required each of his scouts to answer 42 pages of mimeographed 
questions on each game, and fill out another eight pages with comments and diagrams. Bible was 
boss at all times, running his clubs in a logical, well-planned manner. Bible began his career as a prep 
coach in Tennessee, and diligently studied the outstanding gridiron mentors of his time. In 11 years 
at Texas A&M, Bible did not have a losing season. At Nebraska, he lost only three games in eight 
seasons of conference competition. At Texas, Bible went 55-13-2 in his last seven years.

DANA X. BIBLE --- COACH
1913-15 --- COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

McAfee was an All-American running back at Mississippi College where he rushed for 4,416 yards 
and scored 38 touchdowns for the Choctaws from 1987-90. As a senior he rushed for 1,583 yards 
and 17 touchdowns and finished third in the Harlon Hill Trophy voting. In his fifth year as Director of 
Player Development for the New Orleans Saints, McAfee played 16 seasons in the National Football 
League with New Orleans Saints, Arizona Cardinals, Pittsburgh Steelers and Tampa Bay Buccaneers 
from 1991-2006.

He was a Pro Bowl selection in 2002 and played with the Steelers in Super Bowl XXX in a losing effort 
to the Cowboys. He is the only player in Saints franchise history to be on the roster for three (1991, 
2000, 2006) of the team’s division titles. The 1991 season was his most prolific, offensively, as he 
rushed for a career-high 109 times for 494 yards and two touchdowns.

On August 1, 2015, McAfee was inducted into the Mississippi Sports Hall of Fame.
