FACILITY INFORMATION:

e Mississippi College has two athletic training rooms. The main athletic training room is located on the bottom
level of the Moody Adams Field House on the southeast corner of the football stadium. The main training
room is equipped with moist heat packs, E-stim units, ice machines as well as all other necessary rehab
equipment.

The satellite training room is located in A.E. Wood coliseum on the northeast end of the gym floor and is
equipped with the basics such as training tables, ice machine and moist heat packs.

e The main training room will be available for visiting teams that travel with an athletic trainer 1 hour prior to
each competition. If your team is not traveling with an athletic trainer you must make contact with
the training staff prior to your arrival on campus. The training room will remain available until 30
minutes following the game.

o A certified athletic trainer or MC representative will be stationed at the competition site for all games.

» An AED, splint bag and other emergency equipment will be on site.
» Water, cups & injury ice will be supplied at the practice site.
» Training room will be available on practice days 1 hour before the first practice session and
will remain open until 30 minutes following the final practice of the day.
o Game Day - Championship Events -
» The training room will be available to all visiting athletic trainers 3 hours prior to each game
and will remain open 30 minutes following the game.
» All modalities will be available to visiting athletic trainers. Anyone not traveling an athletic
trainer must make contact with the MC Staff prior to your arrival on campus for this
service to be provided.

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FRIERSON FIELD
Hwy 80, Clinton, MS 39058

Frierson Field is home to the Mississippi College Baseball program. The facility is lighted with an all grass
playing surface. Both sides are equipped with bullpen areas. The home side features (2) covered batting
cages along with the home side bullpen. The air conditioned press box can accommodate home and visiting
team radio along with the public address announcer and home stat crew. The field dimensions are 335’ down
the right/left field lines, 365’ to the gap and 395’ to straight away centerfield.

ENTRANCE: The main entrance to the facility is located on the third base side of the field with direct access
to the parking lot.

DRESSING ROOMS: Visiting Baseball teams are usually placed in the Football Dressing rooms located in
the Moody Adams Fieldhouse. The “Fieldhouse” is within walking distance from the field and is on the east
side of the Football field.

BUS PARKING: Buses may park in the east end of the Baseball field parking lot.

CONCESSIONS/RESTROOMS: Concessions / Restrooms are located just behind the 3™ base dugout
on the visitor side.







A.E. WOOD COLISEUM

Capitol Street & Coliseum Drive

A.E. Wood Coliseum is home to the Mississippi College Basketball and Volleyball programs. The “Golden Dome” as
it is referred to, received an extreme makeover of sorts in 2008. The project renovations included a new interior
ceiling, upgrade to the retractable bleachers, new chair back seats for reserved season ticket holders and a new finish
on the playing surface along with new logos. The project was completed with the naming of the Mike Jones Court in
A.E. Wood Coliseum to honor the former Head Men’s Basketball coach and current Athletic Director for his service,
dedication and Christian leadership at Mississippi College.

DIRECTIONS: From I-20 East. Take Exit #35. Turn Left onto Clinton-Raymond Road. At the 2" light turn
Right onto Hwy 80. At the 1st light turn Left onto Capitol Street. At the top of the hill turn Left onto Coliseum Drive.
From I-20 West. Take Exit #36. Turn Right onto Springridge Road. At the 2n light turn Left
onto Hwy 80. At the 15t light turn Right onto Capitol Street. At the top of the hill turn Left onto Coliseum Drive.
From Hwy 49 South (Yazoo City). Turn Right onto Pinehaven Road. Continue on Pinehaven
until it eventually turns into Clinton Parkway. Take Clinton Parkway to Hwy 80. Turn Right onto Hwy 80. At the 1st
light turn Right onto Capitol Street. At the top of the hill turn Left onto Coliseum Drive.

ENTRANCE: The main ticket entrance to the facility is on the West end of the building closest to the Football
Stadium.

DRESSING ROOMS: All of the team dressing rooms are located down the hallways on both sides of the building
on the main floor level.

BUS PARKING: Team buses may pull in front of the coliseum to drop off/pick up teams but should then move
to the baseball field parking lot which is on the west end of campus. (From coliseum drive — continue to Hwy 80.
Turn Right on Hwy 80. Take the next entrance which is the Baseball field parking lot)

FAN PARKING: Fans are encouraged to use the lots around Coliseum Drive or the lower lot on the South end
of the Football Field. Parking on the ramp, the grass, sidewalks or in front of the dorms is prohibited.
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CHOCTAW TRAILS

Choctaw Trails is the home of the Robert Watson Cross Country Course and the Mississippi College Cross Country
teams. The course is 95% grass and has beautiful rolling hills along with many wooded trails. There are numerous
areas for spectators to view the race. The course is used specifically for cross country and is rated one of the best
courses in the south region.

DIRECTIONS: From I-20 take the Springridge Road exit #36. Turn South onto Springridge Road. Stay on
Springridge Road until you come to the McRaven Road intersection. Turn Left onto McRaven. Follow McRaven Road
until you pass the "BWI” Industrial Building on the right. The entrance to Choctaw Trails will be on your Left.

ENTRANCE/PARKING: The main entrance drive is a paved road. Once at the end of the paved road you will see a
large open grass field on both the left and right of the road. Parking is available in either area. Team parking is also
available by taking the first right past the stop sign and the next road to the left. At the top of the hill take a right
into the open grass lot.

DRESSING ROOMS: Cross Country dressing rooms will be available back on campus in the A.E. Wood Coliseum if
requested. Please notify Coach Ard prior to your arrival if you will need dressing rooms after the meet so
arrangements can be made to provide this service to you.

(Directions to A.E. Wood from Choctaw Trails — Take a Right onto McRaven Road. Turn Right onto Springridge Road. Stay on
Springridge until you come to the Hwy 80 intersection. Turn Left onto Hwy 80. At the 1% light turn Right onto Capitol Street. At the
top of the hill turn Left onto Coliseum Drive.)

Robinson-Hale Stadium is home to the Mississippi College Football program. The facility boasts one of the largest
seating capacities in all of Division III holding 8,500 people. The playing surface was renovated in 2006 and changed
to a synthetic turf surface. The facility is equipped with home and visitor concessions and restrooms. A two story, air
conditioned press box that services both home and visitors coaches box, home and visitor radio broadcast booths,
filming area, sports information personnel, game officials and seating for 20 media members.

DIRECTIONS: From I-20 East: Take exit #35. Turn Left onto Clinton-Raymond Road. At the 2" light turn
Right onto Hwy 80. Turn Left into Baseball Field parking lot Or continue to the next light and turn Left onto Capitol
Street. At the top of the hill turn Left onto Coliseum Drive. Follow the loop to the left and stop in front of building for
dressing room access.

From I-20 West: Take exit #36 and turn Right onto Springridge Road. At the 2"

light turn Left onto Hwy 80. At the next light turn Right onto Capitol Street. At the top of the hill turn Left
onto Coliseum Drive.

ENTRANCE: The main entrance for visiting fans is on the south west end of the Football field through the visitor

ticket gate. This is the only access you have to and from your bleacher areas. Parking is available with direct access
to that gate from Hwy 80.

DRESSING ROOMS: Visiting Football Teams will dress in the Baseball dressing room which is located across
the street in the A.E. Wood Coliseum. (About 50 yards from the field)

BUS PARKING: Team buses may pull in front of A.E.Wood Coliseum to drop off/pick up teams but should then
move to the Baseball field parking lot which is on the west end of campus.

From coliseum drive: Turn Right onto Hwy 80 then turn Right into the parking lot at the Baseball Field.

FAN PARKING: Because our visitor’'s entrance gate is on the southwest corner of the stadium, it is

encouraged to park in the parking lot on the South End Zone. You may access this lot from Hwy 80 at the
Baseball Field.

TAILGATING: Mississippi College has a “No Alcohol” policy on campus and we appreciate your cooperation
when tailgating. Also, we ask that you please do not take up multiple parking spaces for tents, RV’s, chairs, grills, etc
in available parking spaces and do not block the flow of traffic. There are many open “grass” areas outside the
stadium and we request that you use these areas to allow for more vehicle parking.

From Campus — Take I-20 East to Exit 41. Take I-220 N merge onto I-55 N toward Grenada / Memphis.
Take Gluckstadt Rd Exit 112 turn Left. Turn Right onto Catlett Rd. Turn Left on Stribling Rd.
Turn Right onto Caroline Blvd



ROBERT P. LONGABAUGH FIELD
Madison Street, Clinton, MS 39058

Robert P. Longabaugh Field was opened in 2006 and serves as the Men & Women’s Soccer game field. The playing
surface is natural grass and the facility is equipped with covered team benches and scorer’s table, concessions and
restroom facilities. Bleacher seating is available (left) as well as lots of open areas that are suitable for lawn chairs on
top of the hill on the south end of the facility.

DIRECTIONS: From I-20 take exit #35. Turn North on Clinton-Raymond Road. Continue straight through the
light at Hwy 80. At the intersection of Madison Street and College Street, cross on to Madison Street and continue up
the hill. Approximately 150 yards from the intersection is the entrance to the facility. Additional parking is available
for fans if you continue northeast on Madison to the West Street, which is the next street on your left. Parking is
available along the side of the road with direct access to the bleacher area.

DRESSING ROOMS: Dressing rooms are currently located in A.E. Wood Coliseum.

BUS PARKING: Team buses may park in the main parking lot off of Madison Street.

FAN PARKING/SEATING: Because the Bleacher & Concession areas have direct access from West Street, fans
are encouraged to park along West Street.



Madison Street, Clinton, MS 39058

Lady Choctaw Field is the home site for the Mississippi College Softball program. The complex was originally built in
1997 just behind the baseball field and is lighted facility complete with an air conditioned press box, concessions and
men/women’s restroom accommodations. The field dimensions are 200ft down the lines and 215ft to straight away
center field. Both home and visiting teams have bullpen areas while the home side is also equipped with (2) - 65ft
batting cages.

DIRECTIONS: From 1-20 take exit #35 and turn North on Clinton-Raymond Road. Cross through the light at Hwy
80 and turn right into the main entrance of the facility. Due to the limited number of parking spaces in this lot,
additional parking is available behind the right field fence (Back to light at Hwy 80 and turn left. Take first entrance
on left into parking lot)

BUS PARKING: Buses may pull in the front parking lot to load/unload but should then move to the baseball field
parking lot or the upper tennis court lot.

DRESSING ROOMS: Dressing rooms are located in the A.E. Wood Coliseum. Please contact the Mississippi
College Staff if you will need a dressing room prior to your contest so the appropriate arrangements can be made.

MAIN ENTRANCE: The main entrance to the facility is on the north west side of the field behind the press box
area. However, for special events teams/fans may enter the right field gate as well.
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MISSISSIPPI COLLEGE TENNIS COMPLEX
College Street, Clinton, MS 39058

The tennis complex is the home site for Mississippi College Men and Women'’s Tennis programs. The facility was built
in 1996 and is equipped with (8) lighted courts and an air conditioned clubhouse with restroom facilities.

DIRECTIONS: From I-20: Take exit #35 and turn North on Clinton-Raymond Road. Continue through the
light at Hwy 80. At the next stop sign turn Right onto College Street. The clubhouse parking lot is on the right.
Additional parking is further up College Street on the Right just past the last court. If a softball event is not going on
that lot may also be used for tennis parking.

DRESSING ROOMS: Dressing rooms for visiting Tennis teams will be located in A.E. Wood
Coliseum. Teams needing dressing rooms should contact the Mississippi College staff prior to your arrival on campus
for so accommodations can be made.

PARKING: See Directions above!
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JAMES E. KMAN TRACK (All purpose fields — North of College Street)

James E. Parkman Track was part of the 2006 stadium renovation. The eight lane Benyon(?) track surface is
complete with steeplechase pits, runways for long jump, triple jump and pole vault. The high jump is performed in
the open “"D"” area on the north end. The shot put area is also located on the northwest end of the track.

FIELD EVENTS: The all purpose fields (right) are used for the hammer throw, discuss and javelin.

Facility is within walking distance from the main track area and is equipped with restrooms. Walking directions: exit
main track area through north end gates. Walk west until you see the gravel path on the right. Follow the gravel
path north across Madison Street to the end of the parking lot.

DIRECTIONS: (East) From 1-20W. Take exit #36 and turn right onto Springridge Road. At the 2" light turn left
onto Hwy 80W. At the next light turn Right onto Capitol Street. At the next stop sign turn left onto College Street.
Turn left into the parking lot at the first entrance. (Stadium will be on your right at this point)

(West) From 1-20E. Take exit #35 and turn left onto Clinton-Raymond Road. Continue across
the Hwy 80 intersection. At the stop sign turn right onto College Street. Turn right immediately once you pass the
stadium on the right into the parking lot.

BUS PARKING: Team buses will be asked to park either at the baseball field parking lot OR directly behind the
home side bleachers. Please check with the Mississippi College staff prior to your arrival for specific instructions.

TEAM ENTRANCE: The team entrance will be based on designated parking locations. If parking behind the home
side bleachers, the team entrance will be at the north end gate (scoreboard end of track). If team parking is in the
baseball lot, the team entrance will be on the south end next to the weight room.

TEAM SET UP AREAS: Teams may use the natural grass areas of the facility for team set up areas. NO Tents or
team set ups will be allowed on the turf surface of the field! Also, if a baseball event is going on teams will be asked
to stay at the north end of the stadium for your safety to avoid foul ball areas.

DRESSING ROOMS: Dressing rooms are located in A.E. Wood Coliseum which is within walking distance to the
track. (In case of severe weather, teams may also be routed to the football dressing rooms which are at the south
end of the facility on the bottom level of the Moody Adams Fieldhouse.)
