Quick Facts:  * On December 13, 1888, the Harvard Fencing Club held its first meeting, with 35 of the 40 young men present signing
up as charter members.

* Harvard won the first-ever IFA tournament, defeating Columbia in 1894, and topped the Lions again the following year for its second
straight crown.

* Overall, Harvard has won 28 IFA crowns, most recently in 2008, when the men won the epee title.

* Harvard has captured five Ivy League tiles.

* Twenty-one Harvard fencers have won individual IFA Championships with the most recent being Benjamin Ungar (epee) and in 2009.
* Crimson fencers have won five NCAA titles--Jim O’Neill ‘88 captured the epee crown in 1987, Kwame van Leeuwen ‘94 claimed the foil
in 1994, Benjamin Ungar ‘08-09 took the epee in 2006 and Tim Hagamen ‘07 captured the sabre in 2007.

* Harvard fencers have earned All-America honors on 56 occasions, spanning each of the past five decades.

* Harvard hosted the 1964 NCAA Championships and placed second as a team at the 1969 NCAA Championships, when it had two All-
American selections.

¢ The Crimson won the 2006 NCAA Championship.

* Six Harvard fencers have competed at the Olympic Games.

* Harvard fencing has produced seven Rhodes Scholars and several Academic All-Americans and NCAA post-graduate scholars.

* Harvard competes in the Ivy League, the IFA, and the NCAA.

* The stately Malkin Athletic Center--the home to Harvard fencing--is among the finest collegiate facilities in the country.

* Members of the Crimson and Boston Athletic Association fencing teams enacted the dueling scene in a production of Cyrano de Berg-
erac” at Boston’s Colonial Theatre in March, 1915. The play was a wartime benefit for the Belgian Relief fund.
